Applications by correspondents desir­
ing to accompany the forces have all 
been met with a reply that hostilities 
are not expected, and therefore it 
would be premature to Issue permits.

The authorities here state definitely 
that Russia has no intention or desire 
to interfere In Korea, even should Ja­
pan continue to land small bodies of 
troops there in contravention of the 
existing treaties, as Russians assert 
the Japanese are doing under the pre­
text that they are only railway 
guards.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 18,—There 
is a strong indication that, through the 
Czar’s personal acts, the peace party 
js completely in the ascendant. M. 
Bezobrazoff, the head of the war party, 
has gone abroad. Foreign Minister 
Lamsdorff, who from the beginning has 
favored peace, Is now completely re­
habilitated, and Viceroy Alexieff has 
been made subservient to the foreign 
office in the Russo-Japanese negotia­
tions. Diplomatic circles regard Count 
Lamsdorff’s conduct of the negotia­
tions under the Czar’s direction as a 
very hopeful sign. Another strong In­
fluence on the side of peace has been 
the attitude of M. Witte, president of 
the council of state. At the recent 
meetings of the council of state, M. 
Witte pointed out the disastrous con­
sequences of war to Russia, and espe­
cially industrially. It Is predicted that 
if peace prevails, M. Witte again will 
become a great power in the govern­
ment.

LONDON, Jan. 19.—The Czar, in re­
ceiving the ministers in state of Tsar- 
koe-Selo on Sunday, declared, says the 
Daily Mail’s St. Petersburg correspon­
dent, that all danger of a conflict has 
now ended.

All the special cablegrams from St. 
Petersburg published in this morning’s 
papers confirm the belief that the ten­
sion has been greatly relaxed, but ac­
cording to the correspondent of the 
Paris edition of the New York Herald 
there is a strong feeling in official 
quarters there against the representa­
tives of both Great Britain and the 
United States.

Special cables from .Токіо, on thq 
other hand, still reflect the bellicose 
feeling of the Japanese press and the 
people and the suspicion of the Rus­
sian assurances.

The Dally Mali’s Pekin correspondent 
reports the arrival in Manchuria by 
railway of four more Russian regi­
ments, and thinks that Russia intends 
to wait until she has 300,000 men avail­
able.

NEGROES IN DEBT
EMERSON FISHER, SOLD LIKE SLAVES.

Put in Stripes, Worked Under Guard 

and Are Then Sold Again as a Chat-75 Prlnoe William Street tel.

MONTGOMERY, Ala., Jan. 16.—Sam­
uel W. Tyson, a prominent lumber mill 
owner, of Coffee county, who pleaded 
guilty to three cases of peonage In the 
United States court, is charged with 
taking negroes and selling them when­
ever he wished. Tyson was fined 81.000, 
but paid 8160. and the judge suspended 
the unpaid balance.

The case in which Tyson was fined 
8150 was that of holding “Will" Brown 
in peonage.

The evidence shows that the negro 
borrowed 81 from M. B. Grumpier and 
was to repay it the next week, 
negro went to Ozark, and failed to pay 
on the day named, when he was arrest­
ed, put in Jail and carried handcuffed 
to the lumber mill of the Tyson Lum­
ber Company and sold to the defend­
ant for 896.50. The negro, according to 
the evidence, was worked by Tyson for 
eight months in stripes and under 
guard by day and locked up at night. 
Tyson then sold Brown to George 
Stephens for 836.50.

The other cases were those In which 
It was charged that two negroes, “Will" 
Thornton and “Nick” Anderson, were 
held in peonage. In the Thornton case 
the evidence shows that the negro was 
captured by C. D. Clemens, to whom 
he was indebted, and carried to Tyson’s 
lumber mill, where he was worked in 
peonage under guard and in stripes to 
satisfy the debt He worked three 
months there.

“Nick” Anderson pleaded guilty to as­
sault and battery In the Coffee County 
criminal court, according to the evid­
ence, and was fined 85. E. L. Warren 
took possession of the negro under 
what Is known as a criminal contract. 
Warren sold the negro to Grumpier for 
660 and transferred the criminal con­
tract, in violation of the law. Grump­
ier then sold the negro to Tyson at the 
mill, and Tyson swapped another negro, 
Jerry Stovall, for this negro, and paid 
Grumpier money besides.

Women Who Have Lost Their Hus­
bands by Drink Sue Men Who 

Sold It

TERRE HAUTE, Ind., Jan. 18.—Half 
a dozen damage suits which have been 
brought In the Vigo courts may do 
more to prevent murder there than the 
authorities seem able to do. 
suits are against saloon keepers, their 
estate and bondsmen by women who 
have lost the support of husbands. New 
legal questions are raised. One Is as to 
whether a claim for personal damage 
survives the death of the saloon keep­
er and Is good against his estate. 
The plaintiff is the wife of the man 
who killed the saloon keeper against 
whose estate she sets up the claim. 
She bases her claim on the sale of 
liquor to him by the man he killed, 
she bring deprived of the support of 
the husband, who was sent to prison 
for life.

Drunken affrays at Burnett, Ehrman- 
dale and Fontanet have had a terrible 
fatality. Two tragedies occurred in one 
saloon, that of Chas. Markin, at Bur­
nett, the second being the killing of 
Markin by Lee Philips, on Christmas 
Day, 1901.

Mrs. Phillips, wife of the murderer of 
Charles Markin, sues the Markin ad­
ministrator for $5,000 for herself and 
$5,000 for her two children. She also 

Frank Watts, another saloon­
keeper, and his bondsmen, and John 
Stulitz, who owned the Markin license. 
In all she wants $25,000.

Only a few weeks after Phillips 
killed Markin, John Grant, a negro 
coal miner, shot a miner who was 
drunker than he was. Grant escaped 
punishment on the ground of self-de­
fence. Leonard McGranahan, not long 
afterward got drunk In Burnett and 
went to a house, where, on being told 
he was an unwelcome guest, he killed 
a man named Foster.

At Ehrmandale Dan Watts, a saloon­
keeper, amused himself by pointing a 
revolver at Terrell Tipton. When the 
latter escaped from the saloon he ob­
tained a shotgun and fired at Watts 
through the window. Watts lost the 
sight of one eye. Not long afterward 
Tipton was shot by some one, who 
fired through a window at him. The 
assassin has never been arrested. In 
all there have been a dozen killings In 
that section in ten years.

MARCH DIFFICULT.

I British Advance Guard Now in Totally 
Unexplored Country—Main Force Is 
at Fort Pharl.

--------*—
CHUMBI, Valley of Sikkim, British 

India, Jan. 18.—The British expedition 
to Thibet, the advance guard of which 
has reached Tanu, is now in a totally 
u xplored country. No living Euro­
pean has eVer travelled over this route.

The expedition is meeting with 
enormous transport difficulties, in con­
sequence of inaccurate information re­
garding the nature of the country. The 
bulk of the force is occupying Fort 
Pharl, a picturesque structure, solidly 
built of stone and exactly resembling a 
mediaeval castle. It Is four stories 
high, with bastions and a keep, 
interior is full of little cells, like a rab­
bit warren, and there are quantities of 
chain armor, swords and spears there­
in. The houses of the surrounding vil­
lages are constructed of peat sods.

It was at first expected to call the 
house for March 3rd, but there are some 
ten by-elections to be held, and It will 
take some time to make necessary ar­
rangements for these.

OTTAWA, Jan. IS.—The earnings of 
the Intercolonial railway for the six 
months up to the first of January, 
show. It is said, a net improvement^ 
ever last season amounting to 3108,264. 
In the passenger department the earn­
ings were 31,168,788, as against 31,080,r 
6*1 In the corresponding period of 1902. 
The number of passengers was 1,307,291, 
as against 1,268,797. Of freight there 
was carried 1,303,82$ tons, as 
against 1,395,720 In 1902, hut in spite 
of this decreased tonnage, the freight 
business yielded 319,190 more than last 
year. The freight receipts totalled 
82,076,900. The carriage of mails yield­
ed earnings of 3143,531, as against 
1139,630 In 1902.

Some matters of 
political Import had been attended to, 
but he would defer any detailed refer­
ence to them to a more fitting occa­
sion. While he regretted that the de­
velopment of self-government In this 
country had been gradual and was 
due largely to the initiative of Cana­
dians themselves, yet so far *a.a the 
treaty making power was concerned 
they must all remember that treaties 
must be made by the King, and that 
the King must take them on the advice 
of bis representative ministers. (Hear, 
hear.) That Canada should have in 
the future a; great voice in all treaties 
which concerned her own interests no 
one would deny, but how that. could 
possibly be worked out into a scheme 
by Which Canada could make treaties 
on her own behalf. Independently of 
the rest of the Empire, he for one was 
not able to see so clearly into the 
future as possibly the prime minister 
was. However that might be, he was 
sure that Sir Wilfrid as well as him­
self realised that the future of, the 
country was Indissolubly bound np 
with the Empire, of which Canada 
formed so Important a part. (Loud 
cheers.) He concluded with an earnest 
appeal to members of the club to work 
together In the furtherance of the In­
terest of their common country.

TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION.

HALIFAX, Jan. 18.—'The royal com­
mission on transportation met at Syd­
ney tonight. A. Cross spoke on the 
fast line question. He compared the 
distance between Sydney and Galway 
(1,980 miles) with that between Quebec 
and Galway (2 600 miles), and contend­
ed that In summer months malls and 
passengers could be landed at Sydney 
thenoe by rail to Quebec, where they 

. would arrive from 10 to 12 hours soon­
er than if the ship proceeded directly 
to Quebec. He conceded that in Que­
bec must be the Canadian end of the 
fast line, but contended that Sydney 
should bd made this port of call during 
the summer months. After landing 
malls and passengers the steamers 
then could proceed leisurely up the 

. St. Lawrence. Steamers could effect a 
great saving by calling at Sydney, as 
they could ’ coal there much cheaper 
than at Quebec, coal being $1.25 to 
$2.60 a ton lower there than in Que­
bec. He would Insist on the fast line 
service coaling with Canadian coal on 
thie end of the voyage.

Capt. Reid of Charlottetown, P. E. 
I., spoke of the great disadvantage 
under wljich that Island was placed 
because of lack of transportation. 
They had practically no communica­
tion whatever. He said that ice on the 
coast during the greater part of, the 
winter militated against Sydney as a 
port of call in winter, and he thought 
that It shou\d be Halifax.

Gloss 
says it was purely a social affair, and 
that for the Invitation to partake of 
the Blair chicken there can be and 
should be no material consideration. 
In "answer to that contention, Blair as­
serts that as Mrs. Gloss has seen fit to 
intrude and place the matter on a com­
mercial basis, he must, in the defense 
of his rights and privileges, follow suit.
