X New York. N. Y„ Sept. 25 —For the 
first time in the history of railway 
unions, members and delegates repre­
senting 308.000 of the four big divi­
sions of railway employes in the east 
voted unanimously at a meeting held 
here today to take concerted action 
in national and state politics.

"The proper place to settle ques­
tions affecting labor is at the ballot 
box,” said Warren S. Stone, of Cleve­
land, Ohio, grand chief of the broth­
erhood of locomotive engineers. “What

There were 3000 members and de­
legates at the meeting, today repre­
senting the brotherhood of locomotive 
engineers, the brotherhood of locomo­
tive firemen and enginemeu and the 
order cf railway conductors. They 
met to define their attitude toward 
the application by railways now be­
fore the interstate commerce commis­
sion for permission to Increase rates, 
and as had been expected, they adopt­
ed resolutions favoring an increase.

It was decided that, this representa­
tive meeting of the railway brother­
hoods. request our chief executives to 
appeal- before the interstate com­
merce commission during the pend­
ing rate hearing, state our case and 
support the proposals to reasonably 
increase the existing rates.

In view of arrangements be­
tween department of agriculture and 
the railways whereby shippers may 
obtain Iced cars at ordinary rates for 
carriage of fruit Intended for export 
in cold storage, it Is amazing that such 
a complaint can be founded on fact. 
Some of the oldest shippers are the 
worst offenders in this respect.

The direct loss for 
ignorance, falls on 
owner, but Indirect loss from Injury 
to reputation of Canadian apples 
reaches every apple grower in Can­
ada and It Is about time that care­
less, slipshod operators should be giv­
en to understand that he has no right 
to Jeopardize Interests of an import­
ant industry in this irresponsible man­
ner."

Pastor Russell, of 
the Brooklyn Tabernacle, us presi­
dent of the International Bible stu­
dents association, addressed the stu­
dents twice today.
