CINCIVNATI BOARD OF HEALT
ACTS N STRIE OF |

Thousands Killed in Action in
Which Servians Are
Victors.

FIGHTING ALTHOUGH
WAR NOT DECLARED

While Governments of Servia,
Greece and Bulgaria are
Considering “Warlike Mea-
Sures” Their Troops are
Locked in Death Struggle.

London, July 2.—Any remaining

hope of averting a Balkan war is

disappearing. Puigaria has

gsent warning notes to Servia and

Creece, demanding a cessation of all

aggressive movements within twenty-
fcur hours.

These notes 2ve regarded as tanta-
monnt to an ultimatum.

A Belgrade despatch via Paris, to-
night announces that the King of
Servia is presiding at a council which
is expected to decide to declare war
on Bulgaria. Greece, in notes to
Bulgaria and the Powers, justifying
her action, accuses Bulgaria of treach-
erously attacking the Greeks and
Servians, in order to seize important
territories and so place herself in an
advantageous position in the coming
negotiations for a settlement of /the
Balkan differences.

In the meantime, fighting continues,
according to Servian advices, on a
heavy scale, and the King of Greece,
with his staff, has left Saloniki for
the front to direct the operations per-
sonally.

The reports of the Powers at all
the Balkan capitals are urgently
pressing the respective governments
not to allow unfortunate occurrences
to drag them into war.

Berlin, July 2—The Norddeutsche
Allgemeine Zeitung, in- its official
greeting to‘the King of Ttaly admits
the concern entertained by the mem-
bers of the Triple alliance over the
changes in the Balkan situation owing
to their effect in the neighboring land
of Austria-Hungary.

Bulgars Appeal to Russia.

London, July 3.—The Bulgarian gov-
ernment has addressed an urgent ap-
peal to Russia, according to a Sofia
despatch to the Times, invoking inter-
vention at Athens and Belgrade in the
hope of preserving peace.

Bulgaria undertakes to abstain from
any hostile movement for twenty-four
hours, say the despatch, but fears
that a longer suspension of hostilities
will be impossible, owing to the ex-
citement among the troops.

The Constantipople correspondent
of the Times believes that the porte,
through Russia has demanded from
Bulgaria speedy withdrawal of all Bul-
garian troops left at various points on
the Turkish side of the Emos-Midia
frontier.

Much Werk to be Done this
Year — Contract Let for
New Five Mile Line to Hali-
fax.

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, July 2.-—The Cook Con-
struction Company of Sudbury, Ont.,
and A, B. Wheaton of Ambherst, are
joint contractors for the Halifax Ter-
minal Railway at a contract price of
$1,500,000. The order in council was
passed at this afternoon’s meeting of
the cabinet, at which Hon. G. H. Per-
ley presided.

The line is five miles in length and
is to run from Rockingham to the
site of .the proposed terminal works.
It will, in effect, be part of the Inter-
colonial but, largely for bookkeeping
reasons, it wiil be known technically
as the Halifax Terminal Railway. The
contract is to be in two sections, one
at a million and the other at half a
million. The two contracting firms
are taking it over jointly.

A great deal of excavation will be
necessary and it is the intention to
use all the rock and dirt on the har-
bor works and in the construction of
the sea-pier which will be necessary
in connection with the new docks.

F. P. Gutelius, the new general
manager of the Intercolonial, was in
Ottawa today in connection with the

awarding of the contracts. He also
had a long consultation with Hon.
Frank Cochrane in regard- to other
Intercolonial projects. The Minister

is planning to make the Intercolonial
a railroad equal to the best on the
continent.

It is the intention to create a six
tenth grade from the city of Montreal
to Hal and Sydney and the first
work will be started this year,
question of double tracking the Inter-
colonial is also under consideration
and considerable work will likely be
undertaken this year.

MRS. CHARLOTTE GILMAN.

Charlotte Perking Gilman, who is
perhaps the world's greatest feminine
authority on economics and sociology,
declares that the Englishwoman is
the superior, taken by and large and
up one side and down the other, of her
sister on this side of the Atlantic.
Mrs. Gilman, who was born at Hart-
ford, Conn., will pass her fifty-third
milestone today. Her first attempts
@t authorship were made under her
maiden name of Charlotte Perkins.
She wag twenty-four when she mar-
ried C. W. Stetson, and under the
name of Charlotte Perkins Stetson
she gained an international reputation
as a writer of stories, poems and
articles in the magazines, and as a
lecturer on such topics as the advance
ment of women and the labor question.
Her first book, “Women and Econom-
ies,” was published in 1898, and added
greatly to her reputatiom ag a clear
and logical thinker. In the same year
she published a volume of verse, “In
This Our World,” Her masterly
psychological story, “The Yellow Wall-
paper,” is perhaps the most powerful
literary presentation ever made of the
influence of environment on a morbl2
mind, and is worthy of the pen of a
de Maupassant. In 1900 the author
assumed her present name by her
marriage to G. H. Gilman, a New
York lawyer,

er of Lyman Beecher, the grandniece
of Harriet Beecher Stowe and Henry
Ward Beecher, and the daughter of
Frederick Beecher Perkins, an author,
and for many years @ librarian in San
Franclsco.

Members of Local Council of
Women Heard of Great
Meetings in the Hague,
Paris and Montreal.

A meeting of the St. John Local
Council of Women was held yester-
day afternoon in the apartments of
the King's Daughters, Chipman Hill,
when the business was confined prac-
tically to the recelving of reports from
the representatives of the local coun-
cil who had been delegated to the dif-
ferent conventions.

Reports were recelved from Mrs.
Warlock, Mrs. Chisholm and Mrs. T
H. Bullock. The reports of the former
two ladies were on the Montreal coun-
cil, Mrs. Warlock dealing with the
business end- of the convention while
the social reception tendered the visit-
Ing delegates wans discussed by Mrs,
Chisholm in her report,

Mrs. T. H. Bullock's report was on
business discussed at The Hague con.
ference and the tenth annual congress
of the International Council of Wo-
men at Paris. Both these conventions
were attended by Mrs. Bullock on her
recent tour of. Hurope.

Twenty-three countries were repre-
sented at the executive meetings, nine
of those present being Canadian dele-
gates,

Mrs, Bullock represented New

Brunswick and had apartments at the
Hotel Vitte Brug in which hotel were
delegates from Great Britain and Nova
Scotia. The sessions occupled seven
days and three days were devoted to
excursions to Rotterdam, Amsterdam
and other important centres. In each
of the different places visited the dele-
gates were receivd - royally. Special
receptions were tendered them and
every possible means of entertainment
provided. Public gatherings were held
in the evenings when problems and
suggestions relative to the women’s
movement were discussed.
At the open meeting the president
of the International Council, the Coun-
tess of Aberdeen, presided and as each
delegate was announced the national
anthem of her particular country was
played. Addresses were delivered in
English, French and German and wide
discussion was held on topics relating
to women,

When the sessions at The Hague
were concluded the Congress of the
International Council of Women was
held at Paris. Meetings were here
held in the Sorbonne, an edifice never
before used for public gatherings.
Lady Aberdeen presided. Six hundred
delegates from all quarters of the
world were present. Matters of a most
important nature were reported to
have been discussed, and the sessions
proved very beneficial and instructive
to the different delegates.

The only party who can claim
to be aggrieved is the British nation,
to whom come, according to the oft
expressed wish of Sir Richard Wal
lace, the whole of the art treasures he
had collected.

“] am aware, sir, that if the facts
are known by some, on the other hand,
they are unknown to the majority of
the public. I authorize you, therefore,
to make any use of my letter you
please.

In order to give further weight to
his letter, Captain Wallace yester
day forwarded to Sir Samuel Evans,
who is the judge in the case, the fol-
lowing telegram:

MAKING MONEY WHILE

New York Sugar Refineries
Jump Prices— Fruit Season
and Tariff Changes the
Causes for Advances.

There has been considerable exclte
ment in the sugar market in New
York recently and on July 1st all the
big refineries advanced prices, which
closed at $4.50 there. The advance
5 16 or 20 cents above the prices
which prevailed a fortnight ago. It
is said that the tariff change has had
some hearing on the rise in price, but
the season for canning fruit has
opened and the increased demand for
sugar on this account may have a
good deal to do with the matter. At
present American refineries have to
buy a good deal of sugar from Europe
and on this they have to pay the full
rate of duty. Another factor which
may have some bearing on the situa-
tion is the fact the price of mola
is so high that planters in the West
Indies are given more attention to
the production of molasses than
sugar. In the British West Indies a
much larger percentage of the cane
than usual is being used for the pro-
duction of molasses.

W, Frank Hatheway, wholesale
grocer, said the advance in the price
in New York would affect prices here.

FIREMEN HELD
“SCULPTOR” 1P

Nine of them Refused Work
Because Ship did not have
Full Complement--Landed in
Jail.

The steamship Sculptor, Captain
Sanford, finished loading lumber at the
Long Wharf ‘and was ready for sea
last evening when nine firemen re-
fused duty and as a result the seamen
were arrested and the ship is delayed
for want of a full crew.

A few days ago one the ship's
firemen was removed to the General
Public Hospital where he will be con-
fined for some days and he was ac-
condingly paid off.  The ship is loaded
and her place of destination is New-
port, in the Bristol Channel.

Last evening the sailing lights were
hoisted in position and Captain San-
ford was making ready to cast off the
lines and allow the tug to swing the
vessel from the pier when the firemen
refused duty. They claimed that they
were members of a union and that,
through‘one fireman being in the hos-
pital, it left them short a man go they
refused to obey orders until the ship
had a full complement of firemen,

There was nothing left for Captain
Sanford to do but telephone for t
police and the men who refused du
were locked up in the Central Police
Station and this morning will appear
before Magistrate Ritchie. An articled
seaman who refuses to go on board
his ship and work is liable to a term
of eight weeks in jail with hard labor.

There was some commotion in the
streets last night when the seamen
were being conducted to the Central
station in the patrol wagon. A ru
mor had quickly spread that the pelice
had arrested a band of Gypsies and
quicker than it can be told a crowd of
three or four hundred men and wo-
men rushed through the King Square
and blocked the sidewalk in front of
the police station while the prisoners

Dominion Fisheries Expert
Says This Condition Falsi-
- fies Predictions.

MACKEREL FISHERY
FAR FROM RUINED

Canada to be Represented at
Internaticnal Fisheries Con-
ference in Belgium—Biolog-
ical Station Doing Good Work

= Prof. E. E. Prince, of the. Dominion
Fisheries Department at Ottawa, who
has been on a visit to the biological
station near St. Andrews, conducted
by the Department arrived in the city
vesterday, and is registered at the
Royal. In reply to a question he said
the fishermen on the Atlantic coast
had been doing fairly well this year.
“You may have noticed that the
mackerel have appeared in very large
schools on the north shore of New
Brunswick thig year,” he sald. “That
is a rather important development,
as It falsifies the predictions of many

of the prophets. Mackerel have 'al-
50 appeared in considerable quantities
around the coast of Nova Scotia.
For some years very few mackerel
have visited the Canadian seaboard,
and some authorities have been of Lhe
ppinion that the mackerel fisheries
had been ruined.”

In regard to the dogfish which, some
years ago appeared in vast numbers
in the Nova Scotian fishing waters,
and which it wag feared would ruin
the cod fisheries, Prof. Prince said
that they were not causing a great
amount of trouble this season, though
they had not completely disappeared.

Asked if there were any new devel-
opments in regard to the agitation
against the beam trawler, he faid noth-
ing particular had transpired recently.
“The whole matter,” he added, “is
to be discussed at the International
Fisheries Conference to be held in
Belgium this y , and . I have no
doubt Canada will have a representa-
tive there.”

Speaking of the work of the biol
ical station near St. Andrews, M
Prince said some of the experts were
studying the movements of fish, and
were marking and setting at libe-ty
some of the fish caught in the vicinity,
Others, by using speeially constructed
nets, were endeavoring to discover
the places frequented by young sea
fish and learn about the spawning
habits of various kinds of fish.
