In England Germany's reply to the
American note of protest against in-
terference with neutral ships is creat-
ing more interest than the threatened
blockade, and there is a great deal
of curiosity as to what the United
States will say in response.

Allies Begin New Offensive.

Even Germany’s victory over the
Russians in East Prussia and Northern
Poland, and the claim of the Germans
to have taken 64,000 prisoners, take
gecond place to these diplomatic ques-
tions between the Germans and the
neutral nations. In Germany, how-
ever, this second victory of Field Mar-
shal Von Hindenburg's in the province,
of which he had long made a military
study, is being celebrated with great
enthusiasm, and the expectation there

The
Germans have voluntarily evacuated
the village of Norroy, to the north of
Pont-A-Moussen, which they had ‘cap-
tured last week, after a severe fight.

Serve in German Army

New Army After War.

All Those Attached to Landstrum, Whether Trained or Not,
Called Out by Decree of Jan. 28—Service to Continue
Until End of War—Holding Younger Men in Reserve for

Hanover, Germany, Feb. 18—All
German men attached to the Langd-
strum, or last reserve of the army,
whether they had had previous train-
ing or nor, were called out by decree
on Jan. 28.

The order applied to all men who
had not completed their 45th year by
August 14, 1914, in the case of those
who had been trained, or by Decem-
ber 4 in the case of untrained men.
The service of the men is to continue
till the end of the war. The Germen
‘War~Department is calling on the
elderly men at the present time, and
is keeping its eyes open to the future.
The announcement was made by the
Minister of War in a recent interview,
that the recruits due to come up this
year, in the ordinary course, would
not be called before -the normal date
in the fall. This apparently holdi

terial, in the shape of young men, was
decided on as a precaution for the
future. The recruits of this year will
be needed ‘to form the basis of the
new army when the war is over, since
the rankg of the standing army, when-
ever may be declared, will certainly
be found to have been depleted by
casualties to a large etxent. To this
depletion must also be added the large
number of men who will be entitled
to return to civil life before the ex-
piring of their full term of service
with the colors, since war service will
give them the right to claim their dis-
charge before they otherwise would
have been able to do so under con-
ditions of peace. As this will lgave
the army much below its proper
strength, the war office has resolved
to retain the younger men to build

back from active service of good ma-

e nucleus of the standing army at

GRAVE CONCERN AT WHITE

Increases Fear of Possible Complications, Although Tone is

Washington, F¢b. 18—~Germany’s
reply to the American note of warn-
ing against any attacks on American
vessels or lives in the new sea zones
of war served to increase, rather than
to diminish, the concern of officials
of the United States government over
possible complications, though the
friendly tone of the communication
made a favorable impression, and
gave some hope that an understanding
for the protection of neutrals might

here has just presented the memoran-
dum to the State Department.

This, on com son with the memo-
randum which the Japanese foreign of-
fice, on Feb, 9, gave to the diplomatic
representatives of Great  Britain,
France, Russia and the United States,
contains several other demands, about
seven or eight in number.

Text of the Reply

“Germany has further expressly an-

“This restriction which Germany im-
Poses upon ftself is prejudicial to the
alm of our warfare, especially as in
the application of the conception of
contraband practised by Great Britain
towards Germany—which conception
will now also be similarly interpreted
by Germany-—the presumption will be
that neutral ships have contraband
aboard.

“Germany naturally is unwilling to
renounce its rights to ascertain the
presence of contraband in neutral ves-
sels, and in certain cases to draw con-
clusions therefrom.

Ready to Discuss Means of Safeguard-
ing Legitimate Shipping.

“Germany is ready, finally, to delib-
erate with the United States concern:
ing any measure which might secure
the safety of legitimate shipping of
neutrals in the war zone.

“Germany cannot, however, forbear
to point out that all its efforts in this
direction may be rendered very diffi-
cult by two circumstances: First, the
misuse of neutral flags by British mer-
chant vessels, which 1is indubitably
known to the United States; second,
the contraband trade already men-
tioned, especially in war materials,
on noutral vessels,

“Regarding the latter pointy Ger-
many would fain hope that the United
States, after further consideration,
will come to a conclusion correspond-
ing to the spirit of real neutrality re-
garding the first point. The secret
order of the British Admiralty, recom-
mending to British merchant ships the
use of neutral flags, has been com-
municated by Germany to the United
States and confirmed by communica-
tion with the British Foreign Office,
which designates this procedure as
entirely unobjectionable and in accor-
dance with British law. British mery
chant shipping immediately followed
the advice as doubtless is known to
the American goveriment from the
incidents of the Lusitania and the
Laertes.

“Moreover, the British government
has supplied arms to British merchant
ships and instructed them forcibly to
resist German submarines. In these
conditions it would be very difficult for
suymarines ‘to recognize neutral mer
chant ships, for search in most cases
cannot be undertaken, seeing that in
the case of a disguised British ship
from which an attack may be expect-
ed the gearching party and the sub-
marine would be exposed to destruc-
tion.

“Great Britain, then, was in a posi-
tion to make the German measures ill-
usory if the British merchant fleet per-
slsted in the misuse of neutral flags
and neutral ships could not otherwise
be ized beyond doubt. Germany,

“In order to prevent in the surest

anner the consequences of confusion
—thoufh not naturally so far as mines
are concerned—Germany recommends
that the United States make their
ships whigh are conveying peaceful
cargoes through the British war zone
discernable by means of CONvoys,

“Germany believes it may act on
the supposition that only such ships
would be convoyed as carried goods
not regarded as contraband according
to British interpretation made in the
case of Germany,

“How this method of convoy can be
carried out is a question concerning
which Germany is ready to open ne-
gotlations with the United States, as
soon as possible. Germany would be
particularly grateful, however, if the
United States would urgently recom-
mend to its merchant vessels to avold
the British naval war Zone, in any case
until*the settlement of the flag ques.
tion, .

“Germany is inclined to the confi-
dent hope that the United States will
be able to appreciate in its entire sig-
uificance the heavy battle which Ger-
many is waging for existence, and
that from the foregoing explanation
and promises it will acquire full under-
standing of the motives and the aims
of the measures announced by Ger
many.

“Germany repeats that it has now
resolved upon the projected measures
only under the strongest necessity of
national self-defense, such measures
having been deferred out of considera~
tion for neutrals

“If the United States, in view of
the weight which it is justified in
throwing and able to throw into the
scales of the fate of veoples, should
succeed at the last moment into the
scales of the fate of peoples, should
succeed at the last moment in remov-
ing the grounds which make proce-
dure an obligatory duty for Germany,
and if the American government in -
particular should find a way to make
the Declaration of London respected
—on behalf also of those powers which
are fighting on Germany's side—and
thereby make possible for Germapy
legitimate importation of the neces-
saries of life and industrial raw ma-
terial, then the German government
could not too highly appreciate such a
service, rendered in the interests of
humane methods of warfare and would

Captain Well Known in These Ports.

Buenos Ayres, Feb, 18—Four Brit-
fsh steamers and a British schooner
of a total tonnage of 11,874, have been
sunk off the east coast of South Am-
erica by the German converted crul-
ser Kron Prinz Wilhelm. This was
learned today from Captain Dreyer of
the German steamer Holger, which
arrived last night with 314 gersons
eomprising the crews of the destroyed
British ships. )

The steamers sunk were the High-
land Brea, 4,842 tons; the Potaro, 2,
810 tons; the Hemisphere, 2,230 tons;
and the Semantha, 1,811 tons. The
three masted schooner Wilfred M,
194 tons, was also sent to the bottom.

the passengers and crews of
the British vessels. After leaving the
Kron Prinz Wilhelm the Holger was
rnrsuod near Montevideo by two Brit-
sh crulsers, but succeeded in escap-
ing, owing to a heavy fog.

Lunenturg, N. 8., Feb, 18—The tern
schooner Wilfred M. left here on the
1st of November for St. Johns, Nfid.
and loaded drum fish for Bahia, Bra-
zil. After leaving St. Johns on De-
cember the 19th nothing further was
heard #fom her, and being a long time
overdue grave fears were entertained
for her safety. The captain was Cy-
rus Parks of Parks Creek, well known
in shipping cireles. The mate was
Sedley Young of Lunenburg, who has
had & varied career of shipwrecks,
travel and romance on the high seas,
and this appears to be the culminating
event in his exciting experiences.
Kenneth Iveson, son of Captain Chris-
tian Iveson, manager of Robins, Jones
& Whitman of this port, was another
of the crew.

The Wilfred M was captured by the
converted cruiser Kron Prinz Wilhelm
on the eastern coast of South America
and the crew were landed at Buenos
Aires yesterday afternoon together
with the crews of four steamers which
this German highway ship had cap-
ifured. The five British crews num-

. A
bered three hundred and twenty-three
men and are belng cared for by the
British consul at Buenos Aires.

The captured Lunenburg vessel was
five years old, twor hundred tons, and
her owners are Willlam' Duff, manag-
ing owner, Howard Hebb, J. J. Kinley
and others. It is ascertained that the
cargo is fully insured, but whether
there wag a war risk could not be as-
certained. the crews were re-
moyed ti-q;mt ese. ships the Pring

The schooner Cortada, now thirty:

Buerlos Afres, Feb. 18—According
to the account given by one of the
sailors of the Highlaid Brae, that
steamer was captured by the Kron
Prinz Wilhelm on January 14. The
crew and passengers were taken
aboard the German auxiliary eriuser.
The Kron Prinz - Wilhelm took the
Highland Brae along with her, but on
January 31 discharged her cargo and
sank her. b

The auxiliary next captured and
sank the schooner Wilfrid, bound for
Barbadoes. On January 16 the Ger-
man steamer Holger joined the crul-
ser and took on board the crew of the
British steamer Hemisphere which the
Kron Prinz Wilhelm captured on Det
cember 28.

The Potaro was captured January
10, as well as the Viscount Humph-
reys. The salling vessel Sumatra was
taken off Santos on Feb. 2nd. The
crew of twenty-two were taken aboard
the cruiser, and the ship was sunk.

The position of an or
ganization or party on any question
can best be judged by the yosi[ion of
the leader of that organization. The
leader of the Grit party is Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and it is his attitude on mat-
ters of vital importance to Canada
and the Empire which must set the
standard for the members of his party
so long as they continue to support
him.

On this basis it is not difficult to
establish any claim that has been
made regarding the leader of the op-
position, . When the Naval Aid Bill
was introduced to the Canadian parlia-
ment by Sir Robert Borden the Cana-
dian Premier had in his possession
certain facts -communicated to him
by the British Government, which facts
he carefully considered before framing
the policy designed to aid Great Bri-
tain in an emergency, It is not un-
common in Ottawa, as the editor of
the Telegraph and Mr. Veniot should
know, for the premier of the country
and the leader of the opposition to
confer on matters of country wide im-
portance before introducing them to
Parliament. Such conferences preced-
ed the war session of Parllament a
few months ago and it is also quite
within reason to believe that prior to
introducing his naval aid proposition
Premier Borden communicated to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier certain of the facts
he learned while in Great Britain, cer-
tain confidences reposed in him by re-
presentatives of the British Govern-
ment and for which he had due regard
when framing his bill. It is also rea-
gonable to believe that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier was armed with this informa-
tion before the premier made his pub-
lic announcements of policy; that the
leader of the opposition knew full well
that the British Admiralty’s sugges-
tion as to the form the Canadian assis-
tance should take was based upon the
Admiralty’s conception of what would
best meet the existing conditions.

Did he believe the Admiralty? He
had never had cause or reason to
doubt the benafides of any statement
coming from a responsible member of
the British Government the
Churchill memorandum came. He had
no reason to think that Mr. Churchill
framed his memorandum for the pur-
pose of providing the Conservative
Government of Canada with a platform
on which they could raise a strong Im-
perial policy as a vote catcher. Even
Sir Wilfrid’s own followers must ad-
mit that the stated request of the Brit-
ish Government w@s worthy of atten-
tion, and to urge that the request
should be opposed and every means,
fair and unfair, taken to prevent its
fulfillment was the policy of the partis-
an rather than the loyalist.

ASK 70 HMIE BARANIS
EAEMPT FROM NEW TAX

.
Toronto, Feb, 18,—The proposal to
make bananas subject to the new tax
does not fingd general favor. A state
ment setting forth the facts bearing

on the banana trade will be forwarded

to the Minister of Finance, requesting
that before the Aect is finally ratified
he go into the matter thoroughly to
see whether the interests of Canadian
consumers would not be better served
by making bananas with other food
stuffs exempt from the new levy.

The general grounds on which op-
position is based is that the tax would
result in a loss of cheap food for the
poor and & further decrease in banana
importation, which would increase
very materially the present cost of
this food. A very small proportion of
bananas are comsumed by the rich,
in fact 90 per cent. of the imports of
this feed are consumed by the poor,
While the eost of food has increased
very largely in ten years bananas have
decreased in price and thus have be-
come the food for the working classes.
The tax, it is further stated, would
increase the price of bananas far be
yond what the tax itself would justity,

city yesterday. It was arranged that
the local controllers of the open am-
phitheatre were to pay $24,000 to the
Army and Navy Relief Fund for the
privilege of staging the game.

Indian Troops Amenable To
Discipline and Are Skillful Fighters

Indian  troops have already distin-
guished themselves in France, and by
those who know them they are expect-
ed to cover themselves with glory be-
fore the war is over. They are very
thoroug!ly trained, amenable to the
strictest discipline, and many, it not,
indeed, the majority of them are natur-
al fighting men. This is true especial-
ly of the Sikhs, the Kurkhas and the
Afridis, whose one idea in life is to
fight Originally the whole Indian
army was divided into four separate
commands—Madras and Burma, Bom-
bay, Beugal and the Punjab, but Kitch-
ener adopted the plan of numbering
the regiments, and now the Bengalis
number from 1 to 18, the Punjab troops
from 19 to 59, the Madras troops from
60 to 89, the Burmese from, 90 to
93, the old Hyderabad contingent from
94 to 99, and the Bombay regiments
running to 180. The cavalry are divid-
ed and numbered in the same way,
there being 30 regiments of them.
Besides these are the Gurkhas, two
corps of guides, sappers and miners,
mountain artillery, transport corps,
frontier militias and local corps,

Some Private Weapons.

The Sikhs are probably the most fa-
mous of the Indian goldiers, and they
receive three rupees a month more
than the Mohammedans. They are a
fine looking, tall and athletic race of
fighting men from the Punjab round
Amritsar and Jullunder, and from Pa-
tiala, which also keeps up its own ar
ray of imperial trops under its own
maharajah. Besides their regi tal

They are popular with other
races, and do- very well in mixed re-
giments, where they lose much of their
racial bigotry which makes some of
the Indian trops rather hard to handle
at times, unless they are kept by
th lves. The lled “class” re-
giment of India is gne made up of
men of the same breed. Companies,
however, are never thus mixed. It is
because the Sikhs enlist frely in all
sorts of regiments and will fight side
by side with any other troopers that
they are 8o extremely valuable as sol-
diers, and have been encouraged to
become so important a part of the
Indian army.

DRDER NURSES|==S

Public will be called upon
for centributions to carry
on the good work.

At the annual meeting of the sub-
scribers of the St. John Branch of the
Victorian Order of :Yurses, held at
Trinity church Sunday school yester
day afternoon, His Honor Judge
Fonbes, presiding, the board of man-
agement- submitted the following re-
port:

The board of management beg to
submit their fourteenth anuual report
of the St. John Branch of the Victorian
Onder of Nurses.

Three nurses have been steadily em-
ployed, salaries requiring the sum of
$1,741.25 a decrease of $52.60 as com-
pared with last year, the smaller fig-
ures being accounted for by decreased
work and less extra assistance beilng
required. While our contract with
the Metropolitan Life Insurance Co.
continues of a satisfactory nature a
large decrease in receipts may be
moticed, they amounting to $243.30, or
a deécline of $10955 as compared with
the previous year. Receipts from pa-
tients are also less, showing a decrease
of $48.45, we having received $428.72
fro mthis source. In view of the large
decrease (the first for several years)
of the number of visits paid by our
murses, the decrease in the number of
doth paying and non-paying patients
appears to corroborate our nurses’
statements that there has been much
less sickness in the city in 1914 than
in 1913. On the other hand the small
decrease in fees received from pa-
tients seems to indicate that the ser-
vices of the order are not being as
fully availed of by our citizens as we
could wish. The order is not a char-
itable institution, but in cases of des-
titution makes o charge Our pa-
tients we regar y paying ones whe-
ther a payment of one cent or fifty
cents (our highest charge except in
very excepifonal es) per visit
paid. The principal aim of the order
is to attend to the poor and any as-
sistance rendered by the clergy or
doctors enabling us to get in touch
with cases that may come under their
notice always appreciated Sub-

;Municipal Coumncil Will
Ask for Complete Control
of General Public Hospi-
tal and Municipal Home.

The Municipal Council at a short
special meeting yesterday afternoon
decided to ask the Legislature to in-
wvest in the city the appointment of
five commissioners for the Municipal
Home and to invest in the County
‘Council the appointment of four more
commissioners for the General Public
Hospital,

If the suggestion of the Municipal
Council is carried out it will mean
that the city commissioners will ap-
point five members and the county
council four members of the board
of commissioners of the Municipal
Home and the county. will appoint
seven members of the board of the
General Public Hospital and. the city
1wo.

The Provincial Legistature will be
memoralized to carry out these ideas.

During the discussion of the memor-
ials the councillors brought out the
fact that at present the county coun-
cil appoints four members of the Muni-
cipal Home Commission and the prov-
ince five. The city although a heavy
contributor to the support of the in-
' stitution has had nothing to do with
the appointment of the commission.

The Municipal Home i8 wholly sup-
,ported by the city and county and it
;'was felt that the management of it
\ should be left to the city and county.

The Legislature will asked "o
tbring down the proper legislation to
Jcarry out the wishes of the people of
;the city and county.

Generdly speaking a feeling of con-
fidence is the rule as yet, though this
has been somewhat disturbed of late
by the fact that collections are not as
easy as they have been.

In the manufacturing industries
there is a variety of conditions. The
Maritime Nail Works, for instance, is
working overtime, and the boot and
shoe manufacturers are doing an ex-
cellent business, The Fleming Foun-
dry has over forty men employed mak-
ing shells for war purposes, while its
general business is not much below
the average. The textile manufactur
ers, however, are not over-rushed with
work.

In regards the lumber industry, some
mills are working full time, but others
have been obliged to slacken opera-
tions. At present the chief difficulty

COAL FLEVATOR
AND BARN BURNED

Gilbert's Lame Plant of

S. Gibbom Ce., Ltd.,
Gutted Last Night—Loss
$1,600.

The coal elevator and barn of J, 8.
Gibbon & Co., Ltd., at Gilbert’s Lane
on the Intercolonial Railway was badly
damaged by fire early last evening. Al-
though the flames did not amount to
much the fire caught in hay and other
dense materials in the buildings and
the firemen were given thtee hours
of strenuous work. The total loss was
estimated at about $1,600, totally cov-
ered by insurance.

The fire was discovered about 7.30
o'clock and an alarm was sent in from
box 412. The fire apparatus was soon
on the scene and had the flames un-
der control at all times. Three streams
were run to the bulldings but when
the fire got into the hay it was a case
of tearing and digging for the firemen.
Large quantities of water were poured
into the smouldering mass but the
hay and heavy materials had to be dug
out before the fire could be complete-
ly drenched.

Thera was about three thousand
dollars worth of coal in the elevator
and there was a quantity of hay be-
tween the elevator and the barn. The
total value of the barn was sajd to
be about $600. There was a horse in
the barn at the time the fire broke
out but it was safely removed as wenre

otic and of great educative value.

It is not easy to discriminate when
dealing with the artistic value of the
eighty odd paintings shown, when all,
as the result of careful selection, are
of distinct merit, The varlety of the
subjects chosen {s a pleasing' feature.
The  artlover, to be sure, will
something that will particularly ap-
peal to his or her taste as being bet-
ter than something else, albeit, will-
ing to admit that every effort on the
walls is of unusual excellence.

It may, however, be remarked that
some of the following works have call-
ed for special favorable comment.
“Dieppe” by J. W. Morrice is a charm-
ing picture, and is representative of
the good work of this artist in color
schemes. The snow pictures, of which
there are several, are very entrancing,
particularly, perhaps, “In Algonquin
Park” from the brush of Tom Thom-
son, and “In the North Country” by
A, Y. Jackson. A portrait study of an
old ‘'man distinctly antique in charac-
ter, painted by Curtis Williameon, is
very good, the treatment of the sub-
ject being in every way pleasing.

In marines Harry Britton presents
a fine example in A Rocky Coast. The
somewhat difficult subject is™ treated
with true regard to light and general
effect. Charles Simpson’s picture of
an Eastern Woman besidé a.gradle is
especially deserving of mentitm as a
very fine effort in a difficulf theme.
One of the paintings that attracted
much notice was a flower subject
from the brush of Princess Patricia
Apart from the personality of the ar
tist the work is of undoubted value,
It is understood that already there
have been several bids for this can-
vas, entitled “White Narcissus.”

“Steady and Unafraid” by Robert
Harris is a delightful painting. It
representg a boy in suitable pose, ra-
pier in hand. The features are port-
rayed in a way that compels the eritic
to admit that the title of the subject
is well chosgn. A much admired pic-
ture is The Cormer Stone, by Lauren
Harris. It represents a corner build-
ing, with horses in front, and although
the theme is somewhat simple in
character there i{s something in the
execution of the work that compels
more than ordinary interest. 3

It would not be possible to attempt
a detailed description of the many
other pictures exhibited, and it will
be best that the admirer of the best
in art should personally view the can-
vases at the St. John Art Club’s stu-
dio.
