Affairs of Nova Scotia Battalion in First Contingent Made 
Subject of Lively Debate—General Hughes Denies Re­
ports Accusing Him of Using Strong Language.

Ottawa, Mar. 24—Notice of Impor­
tant legislation affecting the expan­
sion of the systein of government 
railways has been given by Hon. 
Frank Cochrane. There are, in all, 
three resolutions, the first providing 
that the Minister of Railways, sub­
ject to the authority of the Governor- 
in-council, may construct, purchase, 
or otherwise acquire In whole, or in 
part, any railway, railway bridge, rail­
way station, terminal, ferry, or other 
railway work in the province of Que­
bec, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia 
and Prince Edward Island. It is pro­
vided that a copy of every such lease, 
or contract, must be laid' before par­
liament and no railway of more than 
200 miles in length is to be acquired, 
and no railway may connect direct?/ 
with fthe government railway's sys­
tem. No railway of more than twen­
ty-five miles Is to be constructed un­
til after a sum of money for the pur­
chase is appropriated by parliament. 
All lines so constructed or acquired,

are to become part of the government 
railway system.

Another resolution is destined for 
the ratification of an agreement dated 
March 18, last for the sale to the gov­
ernment of the New Brunswick and 
Prince Edward Island Railway, includ­
ing the main line of thirty-six miles 
from Sackvtlle to Cape Tormentlne. 
The purchase price is $270,000, and un­
til it is paid the government is to pay 
interest at four per cent from August 
1st last.

The third resolution 
agreement of August 1st 1914, be­
tween the International Railway, of 
New Brunswick, and Thomas Malcolm, 
contractor, and the King, for the sale 
to the government of the whole of the 
company’s undertaking, the line ex­
tending from Campbellton to St. Leon­
ards, 112 miles, for $2,700,000. It is 
provided that the money may be paid 
any time within five years, and that 
the llhe may be leased to the 
ment in t^e meantime at $90,000 per 
annum, payable half yearly.

He does not 
seem to understand human nature. 
He makes no effort to get to know 
the officers or men."

The Premier’s Reply.
Sir Robert Borden said that Mr. 

Kyte had taken a very unusual course 
in giving publicity to letters attack­
ing the general officer commanding 
the Canadian forces at the front How­
ever, the member for Richmond would 
have to accept the responsibility for 
that It might be a legitimate act of 
party warfare on the part of Mr. Kyte 
to use the letters for the purpose of 
attacking the minister of militia. He 
would, however, have to accept the 
responsibility for that also. However, 
Sir Robert did not «Ain*- Mr. Kyte 
should have taken advantage of the 
occasion to make an attack upon the 
officer selected with the approval of 
Lord Kitchener and the War Office to 
command the Canadians now facing 
the foe.

C. R. to operate at Its own expense, 
the section of the railway referred to 
and that all earnings from the oper­
ation shall accrue to I. C. R. to cover 
the expenses of operating the excess 
of earnings, if any, are to be paid to 
the St John and Quebec Railway 
Company. Under the arrangement 
the St. John and Quebec Railway 
Company undertook to complete as 
rapidly as possible the construction of 
said section between Fredericton and 
Centrevllle and the I. C. R. agreed to 
furnish free transportation for men 
and material engaged in this work. 
This agreement went into effect Jan. 
1, 1915.

Although not contained in the writ­
ten agreement it was understood that 
the provincial government would 
make up one-half of any lose incur­
red while the road was operated un­
der this agreement”

As to the Gibson and Minto Rail­
way, the Premier stated that Interest 
on guaranteed bonds amounted to 
$17,000 per annum, tout the Province 
had not been called upon to pay any 
interest on these bonds.

Paris, March 24.—An official eye-witness describes the capture of 

Sabot woods, between Soualn and Perthes on the battle front In France. 
He writes;

“Each time we attack we gain our end; each time they counter­
attack we maintain our gain, said a sargeant, explaining the opera­
tions around Perthes.

“Bptween the adverse lines, where the fighting has gone on for 
months, quantities of dead bodies lie. some of them dating from the first 
engagements their dried faces reduced to the appearance of mummies. 
Beyond these lines, the Sabot woods, which the enemy held strongly for 
months, were the object of a systematic attack. The Germans strongly 
fortified the heights dominating our positions at that point 

WON SUCCESS AT HEAVY COST.
“On March 1 the general order was given that these woods must be 

taken. The artillery prepared the ground for the first attack. In the face 
of a violent machine gun fire, resulting in the capture of two lines of 
trenches. A further advance was checked by a vigorous counter-attack.

“Our success was very costly. The lieutenant colonel commanding, 
a captain and two lieutenants fell mortally wounded.

“On the morning of the 8th the Germans made a more serious at­
tempt to regain the position.

“The spectacle furnished by our troops was magnificent. With fixed 
bayonets they bounded forward, and In a few minutes the ground was 
covered with dead Germans, many of whom are still lying there.

GERMANS BAYONETED IN T8RENCHES.
“From the 9th to the 12th further progress was made. We arrived to 

within twenty yards of the main German trench, which was particularly 
well fortified. Unable to withstand the fire we were obliged to retire 
until foe fifteenth, when an attack at four o’clock in the morning result­
ed in its final capture. In pitch darkness our men approached silently, 

charge; ^they then fell upon the line of defence so un­
expectedly that the Gerrrtans were bayoneted In their tracks. Only a 
few survivors succeeded In retiring to their rear line.

“This movement concealed a trick. A strongly organized blockhouse 
was unmasked behind the trenches, and an enflading fire from machine 
guns decimated our ranks, which, however, held good until 4.30 when 
the blockhouse itself was attacked with great fury, 
fighting on the parapet lasted one hour.

“At 5.30 we were inside. Bayonets were reeking with blood; several 
of them were bent out of shape by excessive use, after which the fight­
ing went on with the butts of rifles.

“At dawn the Germans counter-attacked twice, but were stopped by 
our bombs—and we were master of Sabot woods.”

Concerning the Germans Lord Percy writes: "In their counter­
attacks from Bols Du Biez, during the light around Neuve Chapelle, 
the German losses were tremendous. Line after line went down be­
fore our rifles. Indeed, in their picturesque phraseology, some of our 
Sepoys said that shooting the enemy was like curing grain.

"The German officers displayed the most reckless courage. On 
more than one occasion they invited certain death by riding forward 
on horseback to within a few hundred yards of our line, to direct at­
tacks. None of these who so exposed themselves escaped.

"One Jaeger, in charge of a machine gun, kept his gun in action 
throughout our bambardment, and then, when our men charged down 
upon him, waited death calmly standing on the parapet of the trench, 
and emptying his revolver at them.

"Our guns must have caused great losses both in Bois Du Blés aûd 
in the rear of it, for an aviator has since reported that the Germans 
have been burying numbers of their dead behind the wood."

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Managing Editor. CiTo the Editor of The Standard,

Sir,—I have read the letter publish­
ed In The Standard this morning, and 
signed "A Friend of Michael Griffin."
It Is very Interesting because c4 the 
suddenly developed "friendship" on
the part of the writer, as well as for terlans for them, perhaps. 
Its defense of the conditions under 
which the writer’s “friend" lived and eed ma. 
died. It is also very interesting be­
cause of his exceedingly narrow and 
limited Idea of the mission of the 
church, and the place of the pulpit in 
the life of the community.

In the writer's attempt to discredit 
and belittle me, and misconstrue my 
own motives, because of the theme of 
my last Sunday evening sermon, he 
has betrayed an astonishing and appal­
ling ignorance of the purpose and mis­
sion of the Christian church. And yet 
it Is not so surprising after all, be­
cause any man who could defend the 
kind of life portrayed last week by 
both The Standard and the Telegraph, 
and which formed the subject of my 
sermon on Sunday evening, from 
which I endeavored to draw some help­
ful, practical lessons for the material 
and thtf spiritual benefit of all who 
were present, must necessarily have 
a most miserly and niggardly concep­
tion of the province and message of 
the minister. It is only a logical In­
ference that "the friend of Michael 
Griffin" prefers to have the minister 
preach about “the worid to come,” 
and is willing to have It so. rather than 
that the teachings and principles of 
the Gospel should be applied to "the 
life that is." In fact the author of 
the interesting letter In question, says 
that according to what he has “read"
"in the olden times people went to 
church to listen to words of enlighten­
ment on the problems of the soul, and 
not to hear advertised discourses on 
matters of gossip, municipal problems, 
or social questions.” "The problems of 
the soul" are considered perfectly legi­
timate matters for the preacher to dis­
cuss, but municipal problems, and so­
cial questions, and economic condi­
tions by means of which, too often, 
not only men’s "souls" 
bodies as well are damned, these the 
preacher—like all the forces of evil- 
must let alone.

It Is amazing to learn that there is 
In St John one intelligent man who 
for a single moment, believes that the 
Christian minister can effectively deal 
with "the problems of the soul,” if the 
Gospel that he preaches has no mes­
sage for the physical conditions of 
men.

Truly the Pharisee still lives. The 
minister in St. John must face the 
problem of the
Jesus did in His day. The Pharisee 
was perfectly willing to have the world 
put right so long as his own life was 
not disturbed and his methods of In­
creasing his personal wealth, 
when Jesus told the Pharisees that 
they must commence with themselves 
ami change certain wretched and un- 
C.odly conditions, for which they were 
responsible, they had no more use for 
Jesus, nor His message. Oh yes, the 
Pharisees in Christ's day had a very 
high regard for what "the friend of 
Michael Griffin” calls "the problems of 
the soul." They were eminently re­
ligious and sanctimonious and devout.
That is to say—they went to church 
regularly. But this is what Jesus said 
to them: "Woe unto you Scribes and 
Pharisees, hypocrites, for ye shut the 
Kingdom of Heaven against men, for 
ye neither go in yourselves, neither 
suffer ye them that are entering in.
Woe unto you Scribes and Pharisees, 
hypocrites, for ye devour widows’ 
houses, and for a pretence, make long 
prayers, therefore ye shall receive the 
greater damnation. Woe unto you 
Scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites, for 
ye compass sea and land to make one 
proselyte, and when he is found, ye 
make him twofold more the child of 
hell than yourselves." That is the 
way Jesus preached to men who were 
exceedingly interested In "the prob­
lems of the soul"—but were absolutely 
unconcerned about .the wretched muni­
cipal, social and economic problems of 
their day, which very vitally concern­
ed the bodies and souls of the people 
then, as they do today. (See Matt. 23,
13-33 for Christ's complete sermon on 
the "municipal and social conditions 
of His day.”) Long before Christ’s 
day there was a prophet by the name 
of Isaiah. This is what he said: "Hear 
the word of the Lord ye rulers of 
Sodom; Give ear unto the law of our 
God ye people of Gomorrah.

The bureau had outstanding tonight 
policies aggregating $18,000,000 out 
of a total of $66,000,000 written since 
thé war began.

Several ships insured with the bureau 
have gone to the bottom recently from 
other causes than those Incident to 
war, so the bureau has earned pre­
miums on these ships, despite their 
sinking.

Boston, Mar. 24—The British stea­
mer St. Ronald arrived here today 
from Buenos Aires with Captain Cyrus 
Parks and three men of the crew of 
the British schooner Wilfred M, 
which was sunk on January 16 by the 
German auxiliary cruiser Kronprinz 
Wilhelm, while bound from St. Johns, 
Nfld., to Bahia, Brazil, with fish.

After the officers and crew, consist­
ing of seven men, were taken off the 
schooner, she was sent to the bottom 
by the Germans, who later also cap­
tured and sank the British steamships 
Highland Brae, Hemisphere and Porta 
and the Norwegian bark Samanthea. 
In all about 200 men were prisoners 
aboard the Kron Prlnz Wilhelm .

The four men landed here today, 
all of whom are British subjects, were 
held prisoners aboard the cruiser for 
five weeks. They were later trans­
ferred to the German steamer Hol- 
ger, and1 those who signed agreements 
not to bear arms were landed at Bu­
enos Aires.

The Wilfred M was a three-masted 
vessel, 116 feet long and registering 
119 tons net She was built at Lunen­
burg, N. 8., in 1900, and hailed from 
Barbadoes.

MISSING SHIPS.• men.msne roe? ttowe A most interesting contribution to 
the literature on the subject of miss­
ing and foundered shlpe was contrib­
uted to the transactions o( the Liver­
pool Engineering Society, * few weeks 
ago, In the form of a lecture delivered 
by W. S. AbeJl, Chief Ship Surveyor 
to Lloyd's Register of Shipping. In 
his paper Mr. Abell endeavored to 
show the various reasons for the dis­
appearance of vessels. In the past it 
has been the custom, whenever an agi­
tation was on foot for new legislation, 
for the person in charge of the agita­
tion to state that the reason every ves­
sel was missing or had foundered was 
the want of that particular legislation. 
■Mr. Abell, on the other hand approach­
ed the subject impartially, with the 
aim to find a reason for the disappear­
ance of vessels without a previous bias 
in any direction. He showed that from 
July. 1899, to Jun 30, 1913, 208 British 
steamers, of over 100 tons gross, were 
reported to have foundered or were 
missing, of which 23 were in ballast, 
at anchor, or engaged on special ser­
vices. Of the remaining 185 vessels, 
102 were over 1,000 tons groes. Tak­
ing vessels of 1,000 tons as represent­
ing foreign tradeing vessels, it is In­
teresting to note from the tables given 
that the greatest percentage of losses 
under the head of foundering or miss­
ing occurred in steamers between 2,- 
000 and 3,000 tons, which had a per­
centage of .340 per cent, per annum. 
The tables also show that when the 
size of a vessel exceeds 4,000 tons 
gross the chance of casualty in the 
open sea is reduced to a very small 
quantity—about 1 in 2,000. In steam­
ers of between 1,000 and 2,000 tons the 
average age of loss was 21 years, and 
steamers of between 2,400 and 2,000 
tons were lost mostly between 12 and 
17 years. About 75 per cent, of the 
losses occurred in winter, which, of 
course, shows that bad weather is 
largely responsible for the losses. Mr. 
Abell gives the causes, In his opinion, 
for the loss of 54 vessels of over 1,000 
tons gross, 23 being lost through leaks, 
17 through damage to hatchways, ven­
tilators, deck casings and stress of 
weather, 13 through cargo shifting, 
and one through improper loading. Of 
the vessels which foundered 35 were 
loaded with coal, or, or bulk cargo, 
and averaged 20 years of age. Al­

ANTED Ottawa, Mar. 24—The Minister of 
Militia and Defence and the militia 
council have taken steps to mobolize 
in each militia division, as soon as 
possible, troops for training and rifle 
practice. Camps will be established 
at suitable points throughout Canada 
tar this purpose. A suitable point will 
be chosen in British Columbia. An 
Indian reserve near Calgary will be 
utilized and probably a local camp 
near Medicine Hat, both for the prov­
ince of Alberta. For Manitoba, the 
existing camp at Sewell will be used, 
while In Ontario, It Is probable that 
camps wil be established at Niagara, 
London and Barriefield.

In Quebec troops will go to Valcar- 
tier, If It is ready in proper time. The 
difficulty there is, that there is so 
much snow that It may not be ready 
until the beginning of May.

In the Maritime Provinces, the 
troops will be trained at Amherst and 
Kentvllle.

It is realized by the militia council 
that during the long winter months 
the troops have not had the opportu­
nity to get into the training necessary 
for active service and above all 
things have not had the*opportunity 
ofi being trained in rifle work. Owing 
to the late spring at Valcartier, there 
still being two feet of snow in that 
place, it is recognized that the troops 
cannot well be mobilized there until 
well on in May.

As time Is the main thing In the 
present mobilization and in the train­
ing of the men, the plan of training 
the men in divisional camps has been 
decided upon It is probable that the 
troops will be moved Into these camps 
at an early date.

Bache A Go's weekly stock 
letter has this to say regarding the 
British blockade of Germany. It prob*

This Inspection is intended to be a 
thorough one In every way and if the 
Inspector is satisfied he will brand 
every barrel in the form of a crown, 
showing the grade and quality of the 
fish, the year of packing and the in­
itials- of the inspecting officer. But 
this inspection Is not compulsory ; it Is 
left entirely to fishermen and packers 
to decide for themselves whether they 
stall make use of the brand or not. 
By rigidly enforcing the regulations 
when fish are submitted for inspection 
the brand will become such a guaran­
tee of quality to the trade that the 
packer who makes use of it will find 
his fish in demand while the fish of 
his neighbor who hesitates to iput 
them under Inspection will be neglect­
ed. So, by the working of the trade 
itself, the act will become practically 
equivalent to a compulsory one and 
will raise the general standard of Can­
adian pickled fish to a higher level 
than it Is at present.

Then the department intends to ad­
vertise this brand extensively both in 
Canada and the United States, so that 
it will become generally known that 
this brand stands for the best there is 
in pickled fish, and no doubt increased 
prices will result.

The act comes into force In May. 
The method of carrying out the in­
spection will be: When the inspector 
has been called to examine a lot of 
fish he will open one barrel in five, 
choosing the barrels himeelf, opening 
each alternate barrel at the bottom. If 
he is satisfied that the fish are of the 
grade or quality they are represented 
to be he will brand the whole lot, but 
if he has any doubts he can order any 
number of barrels opened. But his 
duties do not end here. When they 
have passed out of the hands of the 
fisherman or packer into those of the 
dealer the inspecting officer will be 
required to see that due care is taken 
to protect the branded fish in order 
that they may reach the consumer In 
the same good condition as when they 
were first Inspected and branded. It 
is considered that this supervision is 
absolutely necessary because the good 
name of the brand will be at stake 
until the consumer has received the 
fish.

Yarmouth, Mar. 22.—J. J. Cowle ad­
dressed a meeting in the Court House 
on Saturday on the “Fish Inspection 
Act," passed at the last session of 
parliament, fathered by Hon. j. D. 
Hazen, Minister of Marine and Fisher­
ies. He said the object aimed at In the 
act was to bring into general use a 
strong, well-made barrel of fixed size 
for marketing such fish as mackerel, 
herring, alewlves and salmon; also to 
raise the standard of curing and grad­
ing the flgh so that the cured articfle 
may be bought and handled with con­
fidence by dealers and consumers. One 
of tlie main reasons why this class of 
pickled fish, especially herring, brings 
so little money to fishermen and -pack­
ers is to be found In the fact that the 
fish are shipped to market in slim, 
badly made barrels, which, by the time 
they reach the consumer, lose all the 
preservative pickle and leave the fish 
rusty and bitter. It must also be ad­
mitted that another reason Is to be 
found in the careless manner in which 
many fishermen and packers handle 
the fish after being taken from the 
water, together with a lack of care in 
grading the fish In packing.

Then gg&in, as things are at pres­
ent, the man who packs a barrel of 
herring, well cured and graded, as a 
rule gets no more for his fish than the 
man who. turns out a poor barrel of 
herring, because there are no marks 
by which the dealer to whom they are 
shipped has no way of telling the good 
from the bad, so to protect himself 
against the loss that might be incur­
red fixes a common or average price 
which he pays for good and bad alike.

A small staff of inspectors will car­
ry out the provisions of the act and 
each Inspector will be given a dis­
trict over which he will be required to 
continually travel. When a fisherman 
or packer has decided to submit his 
fish for inspection he will at once 
notify this officer and It should be 
strongly emphasized that the fisher­
man or packer will have to make up 
his mind as soon as possible after the 
fish is caught and not after they have 
been in salt for weeks. Inpection will 
be carried out at the -place where the 
fish have been packed and while still 
in the possession of the packer.

H is a blockade not of specific ports, 
biAcf ocean approaches. While there 
aro^no exact precedents for this kind 
of blockade, the one established by us 
In the Spanish war le in the same di­
rection, and at the time broke over 
all previous understandings by wide 
Interpretation of the term “blockade." 
The Sun calls attention to this Inci­
dent. The British ship Adula was 
seized by our cruisers on the charge 
of an attempt to run the blockade at 
Guantanamo Bay. No blockade of 
that port haul even been proclaimed 
by our government, Guantanamo be­
ing east of the lines established by 
President McKinley’s notification to 
the neutral powers. Admiral Samp­
son, however, was maintaining a de 
facto blockade of Guantanamo inci­
dentally to the operations for the de­
struction or capture of Cervera's fleet.

Our own Supreme Court decided 
that this de facto blockade must be 
held to ha 
as an adjunct to our own operations, 
on the ground that the vessel had ac­
tual knowledge of the existence of the 
blockade and that the sailing for the 
port was, therefore, unjustified and 
properly subjected the vessel to con­
demnation.

We shall have probably much dip­
lomatie discussion, hut the order will 
remain in force, and the protection 
which the Allies will extend to all 
our other trade outside of Germany 
will more than offset any disadvan­
tages. The Evening Mail says. “A 
consideration of the essential circum­
stances of the case will doubtless re- 
strain and properly restrain President 

mÿilson from taking any extreme 
^course against against an alliance 

which represents the great bulk of 
our foreign commerce. In the year 
ended June 30, 1914, representing the 
normal commerce of peace times, the 
exports of the United States to the 
allied countries and their principal 
colonies were $1,289,748,461, as com­
pared with $1,074,830,687 
rest of the world, including Germany 
and Austria.’’

“Ae you will already know, we made 

a very pleasant departure from our 
humble domiciles dn the noted plains 
of rainy England on the evening of 
February 10th and after being tucked 
snugly away in trains by our affection­
ate officers, we passed the few hours 
of our train trip taking turns In 
stretching our legs. Our trip across 
the water was a rather pleasant one. 
It is quite beyond me to say what class 
we travelled, but the boat was a 
freighter, and we descended down the 
hold below the horses. Our beds were 
quite soft (the flooring being of pine), 
and those who were acrobatic enough 
to curl up In a space of two feet 
square enjoyed a very comfortable 
night’s sleep. Others troubled with 
rheumatics and muscular troubles, 
passed the nights quite happily playing 
with -the grey backs.

company and kept us two days late In 
reaching our port. A number of the 
fellows were sick, -but Rod and I pull­
ed through Ane, I -presume, owing to 
our diet. We dined solely on ship bis­
cuit and bully beef; this makes a very 
delicate dish—-If you like It—and your 
bayonet Is sharp enough to -pulverise 
the biscuit.

“We entered a very picturesque 
French harbor early In the morning of 
the 15th and lay at anchor all day, 
listening to the gulls singing Tipper­
ary and watching the sun (which was 
quite a novelty to us). We docked 
that evening, but did not unload until 
the next night, when we booked box 
car class for a 48 hours tour of France. 
We had 42 In our car (don’t let your 
mind wander to the large cars we 
have In Canada, think for a moment 
of the 2x4*8 used here).

Some Advantages.
“Of course there are advantages in 

being packed close, especially on a 
rough road. Our officers were very 
lenient with us; they let us peek 
through the slats of the cars, and let 
us off at several stations. There was 
only one trouble, and that was owing 
to our striking the first station about 
midnight and finding a shortage of 
girls, there being only two on the 
scene. The fellows had to line up for 
kisses. (I am saving mine for our 
reception in -Berlin). We received a 
great welcome here. All along the line 
both night and day, the people met 
and cheered us. They could be seen 
waving handkerchiefs from windows 
as we passed the towns and villages.

Will Deliver the Goode.
“The people seem to expect some 

gbocl work from the Canadians and I 
think they’ll get it The fellows seem 
more satisfied now, and are still anx­
ious to get further. Our present bil­
lets are about eight miles from the 
trenches, and have already been occu­
pied by French, Belgian, Turco and 
German troops.

"I might mention we are billeted In 
barns, and have great sport fishing for 
our bully beef and hard tack when we 
lose it In the straw. We leave here 
tomorrow for quarters nearer the 
trenches and hope to see some fighting 
before the end of the week.

A Hard March.
"We were issued fur ooats before 

leaving the boats and have quite a 
pack to carry now. Our rations ran 
out early on our train trip and they 
Issued us each a three pound loaf of 
bread when we got off the train, but 
did not give us time to eat, and -I 
think our march from the train to our 
billets was the most trying w© have 
had yet.

“I received an armful of letters and 
papers yesterday, and was delighted 
to hear all the good news.

"The nearer the fighting we get the 
less war news we receive. We hear 
the United States and Holland have 
entered the big game, but have no 
other news.

“The guns are playing a lively tune 
just now; good luck to them.’’

ORIENTAL RUGSWEDDINGS.Ottawa, March 24.—The special 
committee on elections today decided 
to recommend changes in the existing 
law to expedite the hearing of protest 
It is proposed to abolish the "prelim­
inary objections," which have caused 
long and numerous delays heretofore, 
and also to abolish the right of appeal­
ing judgment. It Is further proposed 
that special qualifications in a petition­
er be not necessary In future, but 
that a petition may be filed by any 
voter.

To hasten the trial, it to recommend­
ed that a respondent measure within 
fifteen days of a protest or the peti­
tioner may Incrihe the action. If 
neither side moves wlthiû thirty days 
the clerk of the court may apply to 
the court to fix a day for the trial.

Another suggested change will fa­
cilitate the service of election peti­
tions by requiring each candidate at 
nomination to furnish an address to 
which a protest may be sent by regis­
tered mall. A protest so sent will be 
deemed properly served.
