\Hail of Lead Sweeps Back Enemy as He

‘With Heavy Losses—Both British and French Fronts Subjected to Violent Bombard-

The Verdun region in France and
/Southern Tyrol continue the theatres
o/ Where the most sanguinary battles are
jtaking place. While the Itallans are
iholding back the Austrians from fur
ther advances and inflicting heavy
losses on them in counter-attacks in
Tyrol, their German allies have been
able to make another gain in the cap-
ture of about three hundred metres
of French trenches northwest of the
village of Cumieres on the left bank
of the Meuse near Verdun.

Fighting of great intensity has been
in progress around Hill 304 and be-
tween Le Mort Homme and Cumieres,
but except hear Cumieres the vicious
German onslaughts were all set at
naught by the vigorous counter-offen-
sive of the French.

In Tyrol the Austrians, in the La-
garina Valley and south of the Posina
Torrent, threw heavy assaults againei
the Itallan positions, but the Italiauns
stood their ground and repulsed the
attackers with considerable losses.

Minor successes have been dbtained
by the Russians over the Turks in the
Rivandouza region of the Caucasus
front.

Nothing new has come through
with regard to the manouvres of the
Bulgars in Greek Macedonia, where
important events are expected to
transpire by reason of the Bulgarian
,advance into Greek territory.

Bince the commencement of the
,war 660 persons have been killed and
1,616 injured in the British Isles by
German attacks by sea and air, ac-
cording to a statement made in par-
liament by the British home secre-
itary.

French Check Enemy Attacks.

Paris, May 29 (10456 p. m.)—The
.official communication, issued by the
war office tonight reads:

“On the jeft bank of the Meuse the
enemy directed, all day, an intensa
bombardment with shells of large call-

300 metres in one of our advanced
trenches morthwest of Cumieres.

“On the right bank there was a
violent artillery action in the regions
to the east and west of Fort Douau-
mont.

! which was particularly. spirited in,the
Apremont Forest, there is no event
to report on the rest of the front.”

Belgian communication:

“Ihere was considerable artillery
activity on both sides to the north
and on the centre of the front. ‘a
retaliation for the bombardment of
Pervyse, and Casskerke our batteries
of all calibres carried out a destruc.

Fierce Bombardments of British
Front.

London, May 30—The following of-
ficlal communicationn was " issued at
midnight:

“During the past twenty-four hours
the enemy artillery has been very
portions of our
front, particularly between La Bassee
Canal and Arras. The enemy bom-
barded our front and support lines in
the neighborhood of Loos. The bom-
bardment was particularly heavy in
the early morning, and continued in-
termittently throughout  the day on
all tactical points in this locality. The
town and neigbborhood of Arrasy and
as far as Neuville-St. ¥aust, were also
the Scenes of intermittent and heavy
concentrated bombardments. We re-
plied effectively, in some cases silenc-
ing hostile batteries.

“In the region of Loos mines were
sprung by the enemy, but without
damaging our defenses. On our right
the re-entrant in our line about Mam-
etz and Fricourt has been the scene
of some artillery activity, but not of a
serious nature. On the left our front
from Zilleheke to Hooge and the vicin-
ity of Elverdinghe has been heavily
shelled. North of Hooge our artillery
breached a hostile parapet, destroying
a machine gun emplacement. Our
guns caused considerable damage to
the enemy at various points, in addi-
tion to engaging hostile batteries.

“There has been no infantry action
during the last twenty-four hours. The
fine sunny weather has been suitable
for aerial work, and much successful
work has been accomplished by us.
Few German aeroplanes were seen.”

A Vienna Report.

Vienna, May 28—The statement fol-
lows:

“Italian war theatre: Austro-Hun-
garian troops captured the fortified
works at Cornowo, west of Arsiero,
and the fortified dam across the Ital-
yssa, southwest of Monte Interrotto,
in the fortified district of 'Asigo.

“Southeastern war theatre: Skirn
mishes with an Italian patrol occurred
on the Lower Voyusa (in Albania,
north of Aviona). The situation is
unchanged.”

Battle on Austro-itallan Front as
Furioug Ever.

Rome, via London, May 29—The
following official communication was
jssued today:

“In the Laganiva \, Valley Sunday
night and Monday morning. the enemy
renewed his stubborn, sanguinary at-
tacks against our positions between
the Adige -and Val D’Arsa, the at-
tacks were always broken by the firm
resistance of our troops. In the Po
sina-Astico sector the intense artillery
duel continued yesterday. A large
force of the enemy in the afternoon
aptacked a part of our position south
of the Posina Torrent, but after a de-
termined struggle it was repulsed
with considerable logses.

“On the Asiago plateau our troops
are now occupying and consolidating
positions dominating the Asiago Ba~
sin. A brilliant counterattack by the
14th Regiment relieved two batteries
which had been surrounded on Monte
Mosciag, and saved the guns. In the
Sugana Valley there were some skir
mishes. .

“On the remainder of the front the
artillery actions were especially in-
tense at Plava and Monfalcone.”

Alglers, via Parls, May 29, 450 p. m.
—The crew of 26 men of the British
steamer Trunkby, sunk by a submarine
of unknown nationality, have arrived
here,

Latest'Reports from Conservative Workers in all Parts of
Westmorland Indicate Election of Ministér of Public
Works by a Substantial Majority — Dr. Smith Will
Lose His Own Parish of Shediac— B. F. Smith Holds
Rousing Meeting at Sackville.

Moncton, May 29.—The reports from
all the Conservative workers in the
County of Westmorland at the close
of the campaign tonight spelled vic-
tory for Hon, P. G. Mahoney, of Mel-
rose, Minister of Public Works, Many
enthusiastic supporters of the minis-
ter predicted that he would carry the
county by at least 500 majority .When
Hon. Mr. Mahoney was a candidate
in the general election of 1912 his
margin over A. B. Copp, leader of the
provincial opposition at that time and,
like the minister of public works, a
resident of the eastern part of the
county, was 456, the vote standing:
Mahoney, 3,601; Copp, 3,045.

B. F. Smith at Sackville,

The principal meeting in the con-
stituency tonight was at Sackville,
the'home of Mr, Copp, where B. Frank
Smith,”"M. L. A, of Carleton, addres-
sed a large audience. Mr. Smith was
asked by many of the people of Sack-
ville, a Conservative stronghold, to go
there and address the electorate,

CLASH DIDN'T COME.

Both England and Russia Re-
luctant to Press Serbia's
Claim at Cost of a European
Struggle.

issued a statement today countering
the allegations of the German chan-
cellor, Dr. Von Bethmann-Hollweg,
about the Bosnian crisis, which Sir
Bdward Grey, the foreign secretary,
in the House of Commons character-
ized as “a first class lie.”

The statemient is chiefly of historic
interest, but shows that Sir Bdward
Grey, writing to the British ambassa-
dor at St. Petersburg, on Feb. 27,
1909, declared that no territorial con-
cessions could be obtained for Serbia
without a successful war, and. that
“to risk for Serblan territorial claims
a war, which might eventually involve
the greater part of the continent of
Europe, must be out of all proportion
to the interests at stake.”

The statement adds:

“The records of the period leave
the impression that war was avoided
because both Russia and Great Brit-
ain were reluctant to press the Ser-
bian claims against Austria to the
point of war, and had Germany taken
a corresponding view in 1914, when
the Austrian demands upon Serbia
were pressed to the point of extin:
guishing Serbian independence, war
would have been averted them.”

HOME BREW' OF
LIQUOR CAUSED
MAN'S DEATH

—Man who Sold it Arrested

the fact that he sold the booze as

none of the liquor remains to be ana-

STATUS OF VON IGEL,
BOMB PLOTTER, NOT
ET DECIDED

New York, May 29—Because Secre-
tary of State Lansing has not yet de-
clared the status of Wolf Von Igel,
indicted on charges connecting him
with an alleged conspiracy to destroy
the Welland Canal, Von Igel's hearing
was further adjourned today until
June 1. It is claimed that Von Igel
was & member of Ambassador Von
Bernstorf’s staff, and therefore was
immune from prosecution under inter-
national law. Attorney-Geuneral Gre-
gory, in an opinion, has held that
as Vom Igel was not recorded as being
connected with the German embassy,
he is not immune from prosecution.

10 GERMAN CROWN WHEN HE
STATEMENT!  DEALT WITH JEROME ET AL

Returns to Attack Second Time Ogly to Retire Foreign Office Gives Facts|Further Inquiry Concerning Pro-German Lawyers whom

Carleton Co. Grit Dealt with Brings Out Some Interest-
ing Facts—While Taking Canadian Dollars to “Dig Up”
Information for Carvell were Also Being Paid to De-

fend Buenz, Indicted for
to Admiral Von Spee.

Ottawa, May 29.—The Ottawa
Journal gives a further exposure to-
night of the relations of Mr. F. B.
Carvell with the pro-German William
Travers Jerome, of New York. The
story follows:

“When about two weeks ago Mr.
F. B. Carvell stated in parliament
that he had engaged the services in
New York of Wm. Travers Jerome
to secure evidence against J. Wesley
Allison, General Hughes and the
Shell Committee, the Evening Journal
pointed out, and gave documentary
proof, that Mr. Jerome was pro-Ger-
man, adding that there was possibil-
ity of great danger that Mr. Carvell
might unwillingly place into the
hands of a pro-German lawyer infor-
mation which would be of value to
the enemy.

What Further Inquiry Has Disclosed.

“Mr. Carvell's reply was a threat
that he would sue this newspaper and
several others which copied the story,
for 1ibel. Since then the Journal has
further investigated the Jerome firm.

“The facts disclosed are, to say the
least, the most complete justification
for the contention that Mr, Carvell
would be much too close to the Ger-
man crown if he discussed Canadian
war affairs 'with the law firm of
Jerome, Rand and Kresel. The
Journal finds that not only is Mr.
Wm. Travers Jerome a self-confessed
pro-German and counsel for Arthur
Von Bresen, active agent of the
Kaiser, but that while this firm Is
taking Canadian dollars to “dig up”
evidence to destray the reputation of
Canada’s government, it is at the
same time taking German money to
defend Carl Buenz, one of the worst
of Prussia’s agents indicted for vio-
lating Amerigan neutrality by sending
supplies to Admiral Von Spee,who,
with his superior forces, sent gallant
Craddock’s squadron, and with it a
number of heroic young Canadians to
the bottom of the Southern Pacific.

“Hardly less convincing testimony
of the pro-German character of legal
allies of the opposition is the discover:
that Isidor J. Kresel, who is know
in New York as the brains of the
Jerome finm, is an Austrian by birth;
that he is the husband of a German
wife; is connected with several Aus:
tro-German societies, and was strong-
ly suspected of being assoclated with
the Austrian network of intrigue
against allied munitions plants in the
United States, which 1éd to the sen-
sational recall of Dr. Dumba, Francis
Joseph's ambassador at Washington.

“To fully appreciate the significance
of the connection of the Jerome firm
with Arthur Von Briesen and Carl
Buenz, it is necessary to study the
history of the Genman activities of
these two men in the United States
for years past, and their close relation-
ship to the Kaiser and to each other.
Also, it serves to throw considerable
lght upon the extreme undesirability
of the present legal relations of Car-
vell and Jerome.

Von Briesen's Pro-German Activities.

“Arthur Von Briesen Wwas born in
Borkendorf, in the Prussian province
of Pomerania. He came to New
York at an early age, and as far back
as 1900 he was recognized as a Ger-
man leader in the United States, be-
‘ing at the head of the Genman-Ameri-
can League. In 1902, when Prince
Henry of Prussia made his memorable
tour of the United States—a mission
now believed to have had a sinister
political and military objeot—Von
Briesen was among the few leading
Germans in the States who made ar-
rangements for the trip. With him in
this connection were Herman Ridder,
late editor of the New York Staats
Zeitung, and Carl Buenz, then Ger-
man consul-general in New York.
Von Briesen, however, appears to have
been the most active of the three in
promoting whatever were the objec
of Prince Henry’s tour, giving various
interviews to the newspapers on the
political aspect of the visit.

“Nothing,.much was heard of Vou
Briesen after Prince Henry's tour
until 1907, when he visited Germany
and was received in audience by the
Kaiser. The following year Emperor

Sending Supplies from U. S.

William gave an interview to Dr.
‘Wm. Bayard Hale, an American writer
in which he expressed hostility to-
ward Great Britain. (The interview
gave rise to a great controversy and
Von Briesen at once appeared upon
the scene as the champion of the
Kaiser in the United States. It s
{nteresting to note, in passing, that
Dr. William Bayard Hale, who got the
interview in question, hasturned out’
to be one of the most bitter pro-Ger-
mans in the United States, and with
Von Briesen figured in the revelations
of German plots against the Allies in
the United States last August.

Decorated by Kaiser.

“Shortly after Von Briesen’s defence
of the Kaiser's anti-British interview
he again visited Germany and was
decorated by his Emperor, ‘in recog-
nition of his services’ with the order
of the Prussian Crown. Uonsul-Gen-
eral Karl Buenz delivered the decora~
tion.

“In 1909 Von Briesen again wvisited
Germany and was received in audience
with the Kaiser. In 1912 he again vis-
ited the fathenland, on thig occasion
spending the entire summer. He was
received by the Kaiser on several oc-'
casions, also by the King of Wurtems
burg and was publicly thanked by
them for his “effortg on behalf of the;

i Jnited State

“The war had hardly zroken out
Von Briesen came before the .
States public as one of the most flerce
partisans of the Kaiser. He besgan by
a vitriolic anti-British letter to the
New York press signing himself the
president of the New York Legal Aid
Society. This bold attempt to give the
sanction of the legal aid society to a
pro-German propaganda drew forth a
storm of protest from its purely Ame
erican members, and Von Briesen was
compelled to relinquish the presi-
dency. Shortly afterwards came the
British secret service exposures of
German conspira to prevent the
shipment of munitions to th
and with this letter from W
vers Jerome to Von Bries:

INFORMATION FROM ST. JORN
BIG FAGTOR IN OPIUM GAot

Capture of “Dope”’ Smugglers by James Hamilton and A.
L. Hoyt, Customs Officials, Had Important Part in

Landing Head of Gang in Montreal.

The Canadian and United States
government officials. who for several
years have been endeavoring to break
up the opium traffic, which has been
conducted by an organized band of
smugglers, are confident that an end
has been put to the evil. With the
arrest in Montreal of John Griffiths,
the last of ten opium smugglers or
confederates, with the exception of
two, have been rounded up. The
breaking up of the oplum smuggling
traflic was largely due to the activity
and energy of James H. Hamilton,
appraiser of customs, and A. L. Hoyt,
inspector of customs, both of St. John.

The information accumulated by
Messrs. Hamilton and Hoyt, who be-
gan a secret investigation of the
wide-spread opium traffic last fall,
led to arrests which involved men in

St. Johm, Montreal, Vancouver and
other places.
On April 27, James Saito, a Japa-

nese, and Albert Sweeney, who landed
on a steamer here, were arrested
charged with having opium in their
possession.

Saito was taken into custody in &
lodging house on Charlotte street. In
his room were found 681 pounds of
oplum in half pound tins, valued at
$13,000. Sweeney was arrested at the
depot in connection with the case.
Both were fined $500.

The information obtained here by
the alert customs men Messrs. Ham-
ilton and Hoyt, led to half a dozea
more arrests, the latest occurring in
Montreal. Chief Campeau, of that
city, detailed Constables Charbon-
neau and Desjardins on the scent for
an alleged smuggling of opium, with
the result that QGriffiths was pald a
visit, and his home searched

for

oplum. Between §4,000 and $5,000
worth of the drug was taken and
brought to the Recorder's Court,
where it was used as evidence
against Griffith, There were 102 tins
of opium. Griffith was arraifined be-
fore Mr. Recorder Semple and plead-
ed guilty to smuggling oplum. It was
brought to this country on one of the
ocean lners, and Griffiths, who was
a foreman on the water front, had no
difficulty in taking it ashore unob-
served. He was remanded for sen-
tence on May 30.

“Between $4,000 and $5,000 worth
of opium that had been smuggled in-
to Montreal from Liverpool on the
Allan liner Scandinavian was seized
by Oonstables Charbonneau and Des-
jardins.

“ ‘1 have nothing to say, and I
know nothing about it,’ was all that
the police could get out of Griffiths.
It is known that a large quantity of
opium had been brought across on the
Scandinavian, It was also known
that the drug had been taken ashore
at Montreal and turned over to some-
one who was to hold it for awhile and
then dispose of it in Chinatown, or
send it out through some persons (o
Chinatown who control the sale of the
drug to other cities in Canada and
the United States.

F00D PROBLEM N GERMANY

Feeding Masses at Central Kitchens  in Larger Cities Plan
Decided on by Government—Kitchens will be Under
Municipal Auspices, the Riechstag to  Vote Funds to
Help Cities Carry Out Plan. -

Berlin, May 29, via London, May 30
—Feeding the masses of the popula-
tion in the larger cities by means of
central Ikitchens, under municipal
auspices, is the solution selected by
the government to meet the problem
of the food supply and distribution
during the period of the war. The
president of the food regulation board,
Adolphe Von Batocki, announced to
the ways and means committee of the
Reichstag today that an appropriation
bill for funds to assist the mundicipali-
ties to organize and operate the Kit-
chens would be immediately submit-
ted to the Relchstag.

The municipality of Schoeneberg,
the second largest Berlin suburb, has
already arranged to feed 30,000 per-
sons in such institutions. A similar
organization for Berlin was called in-
to life at a conference today which
was notable for the presence of two

women, Frau Hedwig Heyle and Frau-
lein Landsberg, among the members
of the conference.

The Prussian government has is-
sued a decree tending to end one of
the most serious causes of the scar-
city of meat in the larger cities,
namely, the growing tendency of the
local authorities in the country dis-
tricts to prohibit the export of pro
visions from these districts. The de-
cree, which is addressed to the pro-
vincial presidents, declares that such
prohibitions must not be tolerated,
save in exceptional cases, and points
out that the special powers, granted
at an earller date, were intended to
equalize the conditions of living, and
not to give preference to the prodve-
ing districts. It is added that under
the war conditions no class of people
can claim the right to live on an
ante-bellum scale.

BAIT FREEZER

Grit Candidate in Westmor-
land Received Many *‘Fa-
vors’’ frem Laurier Govern-

ment.

Shediac, May 28.—The strongly or-
ganized government forces in this par-
jsh have ‘practically completed their
campaign and are confident that Hon.

DEPOSITED WITH BRITISH
TREASURY ARE EXEMPTED

Reginald McKenna Moves Resolution Increasing Income
Tax on American Securitics Held Back by Owners —
Supply Offered to Gov't Has Greatly Diminished.

London, May 29, 450 p. m—~In the
House of C today Reginald
McKenna, llor of the exch s
moved the resolution which he gave
notice of last week, the purpose of
which is to compensate to the govern-
ment, under the mobilization plan, of
American securities hitherto withheld
by their owners. Mr. McKenna's mea-
sure imposes an additional income tax
of 2 shillings in the pound -on Ameri
can securities, exempting those which
are deposited with the treasury.
Harold J. Tennant, parliamentary
under-secretary for war, explained
that as the balance of trade was
against England there was a limit to
the exportation of gold. A loan al-
ready having béen raised in America,
the government had resorted to°the
mobilization 'of securities to meet the
balance of labilities.

This scheme, Mr. Tennant said, had
been carrled out with great care and
without any injury to the American
market, The government had been
able to pay its way, and preserve a
substantial balance in New York, to
enable it to meet charges which might
become due.

For some months past, however, the
supply of American securities offer-
ed to the government had dwindled
from ‘a torrent to little more than a
trickle. It had been suggested that
this was due to natural exhaustion of
the supply, but he did not think this
was the case. He said a great many
holders of American securities were
shy, and, while conscious of their
duty, had allowed that consciousness
to remain inactive, They now requir-
ed this spur in order to remind them
of their true duty to their country.
After the announcement of the
plan last week, Mr. Tennant continued,
the treasury received a much greater
volume of American securities than
had been the case for some time, He

JMES J. HILL
PASSES AWAY

From Farmer's Boy to Build-
er of Railroads and Power
in Railway and Financial

Circles.

S8t. Paul, Minn,, May 29—James J.
Hill, railroad builder, capitalist and
most widely known figure of the
niorthwest, died at his Summit Avenue
residence at 9.30 o'clock this morning
as a result of an affection due to bow-
el trouble.

Mr. Hill was unconscious for nearly
twelve hours before he died. Dr.
Herman Biggs of New York and Dr.
Stanley Seager of Rochester, Minn.,
together with members of the imme-
diate Hill family, were at the bedside
when the end came.

Mr. Hill’s personal secretary, M. R.
Brown, made the announcement of his
employer's death to waiting news-
paper correspondents at the Hill resi-
dence. His statement was made ver-
bally with the intimation that a writ-
ten bulletin might be issued later.
Questioned regarding a date for the
obsequies, Mr. Brown said no arrange-
ment had been discussed.

Mr. Hill was born mnear Guelph,
Ont.,.in 1838, the son of an Irish-Can-
adian farmer. He discovered “the
bread basket of the world” in the
great northwest. He led in its devel-
opment from a wilderness to what
now comprises six wealthy states, and
he blasted a trail for transportation
which reached eventually from Buff-
alo to Asia, with a total mileage of
rail and steamship facilities that
would nearly girdle the earth. That
but roughly spans the story of his
achievement.
While Mr. Hill built up for himself
and his associates an immense for-
tune, he also helped to create for the
settlers along his lines a wealth of
more than five billion dollars in real
property, which is represented by the
value of the 400,000 farms and their
65,000,000 acres of improved land.
Upon his retirement at sixty-nine,
the “streak of rust” he had bought
thirty years before had expanded to
more than 6,000 miles, and it was
earning gross profits of more than
$66,000,000 a year, and carrying 15,

African Campaign.

Son of Commissioner of Public Safety Tells Interesting
Story of Life With the British Expedmonary Forces in

The following very interesting let-
ter has been received by Commission-
er McLellan from his son, Harold, who
i8 with the British forces operating in
German Hast Africa. His friends will
be glad to learn that he has so far
recovered from his wound as to be
able to return to duty again,

Camp ——, Somewhere in

German Bast Africa,
March 24th, 1916.

My Dear Mother and Father,

1 am taking the first opportunity of
writing you since leaving Kajlado,
from which place I posted my last
letter to you on February 22nd. Since
that date T have been continually on
the move, striking camp late at night
and proceeding in the early morning
from 5 to 6.30 a, m. Although I am not
permitted to write in detail of my jour-
ney so far, or give you the names of
the places we camped at, yet it is with-
in my province to tell you that the
much boasted stronghold of the Ger-
mans, namely Moschi, has fallen and
we have proceeded some distance be-
yond this place, into their country. On
the 20th and 21st inst, we stormed
the enemy's strongly entrenched posi-
tion and after two days hard fighting
succeeded in establishing our position
beyond their last line.

When the Germans Ran.

They retreated into the interior,
first blowing up the big naval gun that
sent its shells whistling over our heads
during the big fight. We have had
ocontinual and idering
that we are the attacking force, our
casualties have been fewer than was
anticipated.

Since leaving Kajlado I have been
under fire on three occasions, so al-
though attached to the medical staff,
the work at times becomes quite ex-
citing. When one stops to weigh the
hardships, they are of course many
and trying, but so far gve have been
too busy and our minds too occupied
to bother or think of the cost or price
we pay for the cause. My personal
health has been so far of thé best and
I am taking every available precaution
to ensure clean and healthy living. As
you will note, our typewriter has at
last caught up with us and it relieves
a certain amount of pressure caused
by heavy reports, ete., after an action,
which are usually rendered in dupli-
cate or triplicate. If it were possible
I should like to send you a copy of

Will
you please éxplain to them my pre-
dicament and thank them most heart!-
ly for me, until such time arrives when
I can do so personally,

The contents were most acceptable
and useful and were voted by all my
companions at headquarters as being
the best they had seen. I wish I could
send you some of the hot weather we
experience here. I simply long for the
snow and ice, although I suppose when
I get back I shall freeze during the
first winter. My arms and face are as
brown as a coffee bean, but I don’t sup-
pose I need mind that.

Our camp at present is on a sandy
undulating veldt and at night the mo-
squitoes .cluster around in force. Last
evening a reptile of some description
crawled over my knees; we all wear
shorts as the weather seldom permits
long trousers and puttees; but I was
too tired to trouble to see what it was.

It is very strange, but when in the
thick of battle, all worries and cares
fly away and you are quite cool and
collected, with your thoughts stray-
ing now and then to the folks at home
and wondering if all is well* with
them. Death is a matter of form,
and one sees 80 much of it that the
hereafter is not thought of and wounds
large or small are expected and taken
as a matter of course. It is always
after an actlon that one thinks about
what might have happened.

Emergency Fund was described in an
interesting manner by Madam O'Gor-
man in her lecture in the Collegiate
Hall before a large aundience which
included the Duke and Duchess of Con-
naught, says the Ottawa Free Press.

CHILD'S TALK
No Truth in Tale Credited to
Five-year-old Robert Aird

as to Young MclLellan’s
Death. :

Men with grappling irons swept'the
bottom in front of the Indiantown
wharves at intervals yesterday in the
hope of recovering the body of Hrnest
MeLellan, the six year old boy who is
supposed to have lost his life by
drowning last Saturday night, but the
work was fruitless, as no trace of the
body could be found. A diving suit
and the services of a diver have been
secured and it is expected that this
morning he will go over the bottom in
an endeavor to locate the remains.

The citizens were startled yesterday
when a story was published in which
it was stated that Robert Aird, the five
year old son of Robert Aird, a gergeant
in the 115th Battalion, who resides on
Main street near the corner of Bridge
street, had given out the report that
his brother “Tommy” had ‘“grabbed”
the McLellan lad by the waist and
threw him overboard because he swore
at Tommy.

Tommy Aird is an older brother of
Robert and as soon as the latter anade
the above statement it was fully in-
vestigated by the police and others
interested. The story givem out by
little Robert Aird caused his parents
to feel badly, but when the facts were
learned it was shown to be nothing
more than the rambling statement of
a five year old boy, who was not re.
sponsible for what he said, and it did
not bear the least item of truth.

Police Constable Hamm had a talk
with the young fellow yesterday after
he told his story and found that the
boy was ready to say most anything,
in fact the officer soon decided that
there was nothing in what the lad had
said regarding the death of young Mc-
Ledlan.
