UNDER FIRE IN FRANGE

Splendid Example of Bravery, Determination and
Devotion to Duty, for Which Military Medal
Was Awarded to Gunner William MacLean.

GUNNER GILBERT LESLIE WATTERS

DISTINGUISHED

HIMSELF AT HILL 70

Lance Corporal Wesley Ross Zinck of Nova Scotia

While Wounded in Four Places Stood by Gun
and Dispersed Attacking Party Single:Handed.

Canadian Headquarters in France,
viag London, Aug. 30—(By Stewart
Lyom, special correspondent of the
Canadian Press).~—During the opera-
tions which culminated in the capture
of Hill 70 and the pressing of the
enemy backwards into the centre of
Lyons, many hercic deeds were per-
formed by Canadian officers and men,
& list of men who have been decorated
for exceptional actipn during this
fighting was given out today.

Here is a story of heroism and re-
sourcefulness that is not often paral-
leled: A battery Canadian fleld artil-
lery was under a concentrated fire
from enemy guns. Gunner Willlam
Maclean was in an old German gun
pit during the bombardment, when a
direct hit cansed twelve casualties.
Wounded in the chest and hand, Mac-
Lean turned at once to the duty of
rescuing those who were in a worse
case than himself.

Amputated Leg.

One of the victims was pinned down
beneath heavy debris and there was
danger that if left in the peosition in

which he was he could not survive
long. A medical officer, who could
not reach the spot because of the
needs of other wounded, was consult-
ed and he advised amputation of the
shattered leg so that the victim
might be released. With great nerve
in the smoke-filled gunpit MacLean
performed the amputation, thus show-
ing what the official report records

as a splendid example of bravery,
determination and devotion to duty,
for which' the military medal has been
awarded.

Gets Military Medal.

Gunner Gilbert Leslie Waters, of
the heavy artillery, has been awarded
the Military Medal, because, during
the attack on Hill 70, he maintained
communications on part of the captur:
ed ground throughout the day, under
extreme difficulty and danger

This he did although painfully
wounded in the hand at eleven o’clock
in the morning. It was not until
seven in the evening that he was re-
lieved and had his wound dressed®

L.ance Corporal Wesley Ross Zinck,
of a Nova Scotia battalion, has receiv-
ed the Military Medal for conspicuous
gallantry while operating a Lewis gun
near Avion. The patrol to which he
was attached was surprised by an
enemy party, which opened fire at a
range of only flve yards. Zinck was
wounded in four places, two of the
wounds being severe, but he at once
opened fire with his Lewis gun and
continued firing until the enemy was
dispersed, leaving one dead and sever-
al wounded behind, one of whom was
afterwards captured.

Zinck's great courage and coolness

are officlally recognized as having
saved part of his control from dis-
aster.

Coolness in Raid.

Private Wilfrid Kilbourne, of a
Western Onta battalion, received
the Military Medal for displaying
great coolness and daring during a

raid on an enemy trench.

Corporal Daniel Macl,ean, a Central
Ontarfo battalion, is awarded the Mill-
tary Medal for capturing, single-hand-
ed, while bombing an enemy trench
near Avion, a German officer and
five men, whom he safely delivered at
battalion headquarters, passing en
route through an area in which gas
shells were falling.

Privates James Kissock and Her
bert George Cannaby, of thé same
battalion, captured eighteen of the
enemy on the same occasion, fifteen
with arms in their hands. Both got
Military Medals.

Private Charlés Joseph Gagnon, of
a Manitoba battalion is given the
Military Medal for fortitude under
imminent peril.

Sergeant Thomas Duncan Waldo
MacViear, of a Manitoba battalion is
awarded the Military Medal for going
tforward alone though wounded into
an ememy trench and killing two
snipers who were harrassing his
platoon during an attack on the
enemy’s front line.

Killed Eight Huns.

tered an ememy trench ahead of his
men on the same occasion, and killed
elght of the enemy, clearing the way
for those who came after. He also
received the Military Medal.

Comporal Alexander Findley, of a
Quebec battalion, got the Military
Medal for saving the lives of three
men of his battalion under fire.

Private James Holly Leet, of a
Quebec battalion, receives a Military
yMedal for entering enemy dugouts
alone during a raid and accountin®
for their occupants.

An instance in which thoughtfulness
and courage combined saved many
lives was that of Corporal Frederick |
Hurlston of the artillery .

On a night in July, when the enemy
were shelling L.oos heavily, he noticed
that a house in which were stores of
shells and trench mortars had been
set on fire. There were soldiers
asleep in the bnrning- house. He
warned them of their peril and then
proceeded to warn all' others billeted
in the vicinity. Shortly afterwards
ammunition in the burning house ex-
ploded, completely wrecking it and
the 'adjacent billets.

Hurlston gets the Military Medal
for his prompt action ,which, it is re-
corded, averted a considerable loss.
