RUSSIANS FORCE WITHDRAWAL.

So far as land battles are concerned, Interest still centres In Southern Po­
land, where the Russians, strongly reinforced with both men and guns, and 
with their railways and the fortresses of Ivangorod and Breat-Litovsk to draw 
upon, have held up the Austro-German attempt to outflank Warsaw from the 
southwest. The Austrians tonight made the admission that before superior 
Rusisan forces they have withdrawn to the tills to the north of Krasnik.

Further heavy fighting must occur to this region, but the Russian military 
writers express confidence that now any effort of the Germanic allies to deliver 
i lightning blow has been discounted, and that the grand duke’s army will hi 
ible to hold its positions, and perhaps drive the invaders back.

While this is going on, it is believed there is little probability of the Gtr- 
m detaching any part of their eastern armies for a renewed offensive in the 
west, and if such a move is made it must, be undertaken by fresh troops. There 
fa already heavy fighting at several points in the west, notably in the Woevte 
district, where the French have regained some of the ground which they had 
lost to the southeast of St, Mihiel, and at Souche*, where the French have 
nude a further advance toward the village.

The suicide followed closely upon the 
discovery of evidence tendingv to con­
firm the suspicion that he was Erich 
Muenter, a former Harvard instructor, 
who was accused of poisoning his wife 
in 1906. This was the day set for 
Holt’s preliminary arraignment on the 
charge of shooting Mr. Morgan. Investi­
gation wab in progress today to ascer­
tain whether his suicide was due to neg­
ligence of any jail official The shipment 
of Holt’s trunk to New York with dyna­
mite enough to destroy a city block was 
also the subject of inquiry. Police in­
spected the cottage at Central Park, L.

It was reported today that Holt had 
told a detective that he had put fifty 
pounds of dynamite on board a vessel 
which had since left New York.

Whether It be due to intermittent- recruit­
ing methods, or to a failure on (he part 
of leading Canadians to fire the nation 
with a penetrating sense of the facts and 
the duty they impose.

THE ELECTIONS.
In a striking message delivered at 

Ormstown, Quebec, Hon- George P. 
Graham repeated the assurances given 
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier that if Premier 
Borden will give his word that there is 
to be no election during the period of the 
war the Liberals promptly will abandon 
ail preparations for a contest, 
not to be expected, he said, that the 
Liberal party should Grimly watch the 
government leaders malting plans for an 
election this fall, probably as early as 
October, and dp nobMngitoiriarde getting 
ready for the fight. That would be un­
fair to the people and to the country. 
But the Liberal#, he explained, 
are ready and anxious to tease 
all political activities so soon as 
an authoritative statement is forthcom­
ing that Mr. Borden has decided to re­
spect the wishes of the people and call 
off the elections until after the war.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier has made it very 
clear that he does not consider this açy 
time for an election. He has urged Mr. 
Borden and Ms colleagues to give their 
whole time and attention to the war. 
With thousands of our young men giving 
their live, on the field of battle that the 
Empire may be saved from a crushing 
defeat, the present has not appealed to 
the Liberal leader as an opportune 'time 
to plunge Canada into the chaoa of poli­
tical strife. And Sir Wilfrid’s views in 
this regard are shared by the more 
thoughtful (dement of Mr. Borden’s own 
party—an element which has expressed 
it, optaon to the Premier in no uncertain 
manner.

Mr. Graham made it plain that the 
Liberals do not fear an election; in fact 
they never were more confident of vic­
tory. He drew the eheera of hi, audience 
when he <hld that the youngest Liberal 
in the Dominion, so far as fight is con­
cerned, is Sir Wilfrid Laurier himself. 
But he explained that neither Sir Wilfrid 
nor those associated with him want to 
see the people divided by acrirooniout po­
litical debate at a time when the men 
of Canada ought to stand shoulder to 
shoulder until the country, is no longer 
threatened by the PruMlan foe.

C". B. Allan detailed the working of the 
Patriotic fund. This is divided into two 
separate account systems which only 
link together through the central office 
in Ottawa. When an applicant has been 
duly accepted as a charge upon the fund 
(which has been described in The Tele­
graph recently^ the amount of relief is 
decided by a local committee of men 
acting on the report of the lady visitors, 
but all is according to scale laid down 
by the constitution of the central Patri­
otic fund. It is sufficient here to repeat 
that there are three classes of -dependents 
recognized: First, wives of soldiers with 
or without children; second, children of 
a widower in the care of a guardian ; 
and third, widowed mothers dependent 
on the soldier son. To all of these separ­
ation allowance is granted by the gov­
ernment, and this amount is deducted 
from the Patriotic fund scale.

Twice a month the money due to each 
dependent is sent to them by check on 
a bank, accompanied by an identifica­
tion card to enable them to cash the 
same withofit difficulty. 'That ends the 
paying out of relief.

As to Safety of Americans.
“From what I learn, from other sources 

Mr. Gerard evidently takes a broad prac­
tical view of the question at issue rather 
than dinging to. harrow technicalities of 
international legality, based on the form 
of international law which is not in con­
sonance with some new methods of war­
fare unknown to it'.

“It the safety of Americans to 
the Atlantic within the reasonable lim­
its of restrictions, which in no way af­
fect cither their pleasure or business, or 
freedom in coming and going, is the 
chief point- President Wilson is striving 
after, I believe I can say that Germany’s 
note will undoubtedly grant that.

“From the original stapdpoint Ameri­
cans were safely guaranteed if they 
travel only in American or other neu­
tral ships.

“There are indications that the Gov­
ernment in the last 24 hours has decided 
to go farther and grant that Americans 
may even travel in belligerents ships 
without being exposed to the danger of 
torpedoing if the American government 
notifies the German government on the 
sailing of such ships, with a guarantee 
that certifies they are unarmed, carry 
no war materials, and will stop for ex­
amination when signaled by submarines.
Being American is no Protection,

“Germany, however, will probably de­
cline to consider any and every ship, re­
gardless of the possibility that she is 
armed or unarmed, or her cargo, as 
sacred from the U boats simply because 
she may have an American aboard. The 
view is taken that that _would be equiv­
alent to nullifying the submarine bloc­
kade.

“If Germany adheres firmly to its 
standpoint in that respect, it might 
eventually resolve itself into a question 
whether President Wilson will enforce 
the principle of Americans’ .right to 
travel how and when they please in the 
war zone without being exposed to dan­
ger, and will be willing to break with 
Germany if perhaps a single American 
takes passage in some belligerent ves­
sel containing, or suspected to contain, 
war materials, which is sunk, when oth­
er safe means of travel are open to him.
