‘ the following explanatory extract from
it:— .

« The liabilities now to be wiped out,
1 may explain, area légacy left from
the old Telegraph debts. When Mr.
Livingston sold to Mt. Eldet he asked
and received a price which he believed
at the time would cover everything he
had become liable for in the building up
of that paper, and in this he had mis-
calculated.”

Mr. Livingston's connection with the
Dany TRIBUNE was simply in an
editorial capacity, for which he was
paid a salary, and he never at any time

Our City Riilers.

All large cities at some period of their
existence become the prey of sharpers,
who fasten themselves uponevery avail-
able spot from which profit can be ex-
tracted, and  the City purse depleted of
the public fands. ‘

In Chicago, confinement in Gaol was
the only punishment that a majority of
the Council Board could appreciate. In
New York the Tammany Ring, and
their doings are too fresh in the public
mind to need comment. Tweed's fa-
mous “What are you going to do about
it?” will be ever remembered as a sub-
lime ‘expression of disregard of pub-
lic opinion. But Saint John is not
without a disciple of the Tweed tactics.
The last meeting held by the Common
Council promises to give that discredit-
able combination greater notoriety than
they care about. ! _

The particular mattér of the state of
the streets in the City came under dis-
cussion, and as nearly all the streets in
the City aie in a stateof chaos and dis-
ruption, that discussion of the learned
and deliberative body of which our
Council i§ composed, hras excited a good
deal of comment. We believe the Street
Committee is composed of Councillors

Flaglor, Coxetter, and Cassidy. The
last two members assert that Councillor
Flaglor assumes not only their powers,
but acts as City Engineer, Street Super-
intendent, and general conservator of
public ways.  With a coolness and dis-
regard of public opinion worthy of
Tweed in his pakmiest days, Councillor
Flaglor one day last week ordered the
Northern side of the King street side-
walk to be shaved off six feet, and had
not an impromptu meeting of property
holders been immediately convened on
the spot who drove the workmen off, the
already narrow enough sidewalk would

now be shornof ijfeetof its usefulness.
When Councillor Flaglor was interro-
gated about the matter at ‘the Council
meeting as to whether he gave the or-
ders or not, he replied with an owl-like
profundity, and careless coolness “I
don’t know nothin’ about it.” Could a
more complete refatation of the charges
of his colleagues be expected than that.
Emblagon Tweed’s “What are you go-
ing to do about it;” and fla.glor’s‘ “3
don’t know nothin’about it” in lettersof
gold upon that monument of Corpora-
tion wisdom, the Bell Tower, so that the
people may know, and strangers may
be enlightened as to why St. John has
streets of -mud, and sidewalks of every
known substance. ' In his charge to the
jury in the Forbes-Anglin libel suit’
Chief Justice Ritchie said that the choice
of membets for the Legislature was but
a secondary consideration with the citi-
zens to the selecting of civic represen-
tatives, a warning which it would be
well for the citizens to give some atten-
tion to. Whether Councillor Flaglor is as
entirely innocent as he pretends,or not, it
is apparenttoevery one thatour principal
streets are in a perfectly disgraceful con-
dition at the present time, for which it is
to be presumed we may thank the pon-
derous Cofinefllor, and his imbecile com-
panions in Civic manageinent.

The New Brunswick School Act.

The action of the Dominion Parlia-

deal of anxiety among the friends of
free education in this Province. That
the trouble has only commenced may
easily be seen from the following arti-
cle taken from the Toromto Mail of
Thursday last. The Madl is the recog-
nized organ of Sir John A. Macdonald’s
Administration, and its utterances may
be readily taken as the views of Sir
John’s Cabinet on the question :—

«Those who remember the degree of
agitation which prevailed in Upper
Canada for several years on the subject
of primary school education, will have
no difficulty in appreciating the nature
of the excitement which &t present ex-
ists in New Brunswick over the School
Law of that Province. It will be re-
membered that at its last session the
Legislature of that Proyince passed an
Act which has given great dissatisfac-
tion to the Roman Catholic population ;
and the Act was supplemented by a
Minute of Couneil which is regarded as

] directly aimed at the Christian Broth-

ers. So intense was this feeling that
the subject was brought before the
Dominion Government and Parliament.
Leading Roman Catholics, not in New
Brunswick only, but in all the other
Provinces, contended that, as Minister
of Justice, Sir John Macdopald ought to
have advised the Governot-General to
disallow the Act. In the able debate
upon the subject which took place in
Parliament, Sir John Macdonald and
Sir George Cartier stated clearly the
reasoks why His Excellency had not ex-
ercised the power of disallowance.
However objectionable the legislation
complained of might have been, it
clearly did not take away from the
Roman Catholic minority of the Pro-
vince any rights which they had pre-
viously enjoyed under ‘‘Separate or Dis-

sentient Schools,” and was therefore

Legislature to pass. Parliament was
puzzled for a_time’as to the best course
to take on & question of so delicate a
character. It wae suggested that the
Queen ghould be’ petitiored in favor of
such anamendment of the British North
America Act, as would enable our Par-
liament to compel the New Brunswick
Legislature to correct what was very
generally acknowledged to be a wrong-
ful act of legislation. This coutse, how-
ever, was not taken. The House agreed
to accept a motion made by Mr. Colby,
expressing regret at the action of the
Legislature, and a hope that the Act
complained of would be repealed; as
also the subsequent suggestion offered
by Mr. Mackenzie, that the opinion of
the Law Officers of the Crown in Eng-
Jand should be taken upon the points in
dispute.

It was hoped that this temperate
action would have produced a soothing
effect in New Brunswick. We find how-
ever,thatthis hasnot been the case. There
is a very general disposition thronghout
the Province to refuse payment of what is
called “an oppressive and iniquitous
tax.” Of $73,000 for which St John
has beén assessed, only $6,000 have been
paid; the County of Gloucester has re-
fused to make any assessment; several
assessments have been quashed; and in
the city an order has been obtained from
one of the judges, prohibiting the muni-
cipal authorities from taking any mea-
sures to enfore the tax. It is not stated
upon what grounds the order has been
secured; but, doubtless, they are similar
to those, whatever they may be, upon

Watchmaking in Switzerland.

[From the Byiss Times of May 30¢h.]

WE have already drawn attention to the an-

nual meeting of the Society of Arts held
on the 23rd eurrent, under the presidentship of
M. Th. de Saus-ure, and are now able to furnish
some farther details. =

Professor Soret, in delivering a most interest
ing report, passed in review the operations v
the Industrial section, in reference to Com
merce, laying great stress upon the competition
that has taken place in the manufacture of

h ters. - This competition was instituted
with the objoct of testing the workmanship and
precisiop of chronometers turned out by Gene
vese manufacturers, and none but those adopted
for pocket use were admitted. They were de
posited in charge of the authorities at the Ob-
gervatory, snd underwent the most searching
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru
ments of this class, The jury specially retained
to decide the difficult question as to whom to
award the palm of excellency. unanimously de
cided in favor of Messrs. J. lollet & Co.
Thisfirm having carried off the sole prize by
exhibiting a chronometer which fulfilled in the
highest degree every condition required, crown
ed their first success by gaining honorable men-
tion for two other shronometers. The allasion
to this triple honor was received with enthu-
siastic applause, and Professor Humbert, Presi-
dent of the Fine Arts Section, closed the meet-
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up-
on subjects ¢connected with this department.
