GRA-ND MASTER’S ADDRESS.
To the members of the Provincial Grand Orange Lodge of 

Ontario West in Grand Lodge assembled.
My Dear Brethren :

(It is with pleasure that I meet you all again in Grand 
Lodge assembled. I am also pleased to see so many of 
the old faces present that 1 have had the pleasure of 
meeting year after year for the past twenty years. I am 
glad to see so many of our young men present a- this 
meeting, as it is on them we have to depend in after 
years for the upholding of our .institution, and I hope 
they will prove worthy sons of noble sires, still fighting 
manfully for the cause of civil and religious liberty and 
British connection.

Brethren, in looking over the events of the past year 
we have cause for rejoicing over the prosperity of our 
Order in this Province, as I believe we never stood in a 
better position before the public than we do at the pres­
enttime ; unity and goodwill prevail among the brethren 
and a determination to stand by the banner of liberty in 
defence of our glorious institution.

But while we have cause for rejoicing, we also have 
cause for sorrow, when we look back to what took place 
in the city of Montreal last. 12th July, when our dear 
brother Hackett was shot down by the emissaries of 
Rome for protecting a lady from the mob who had

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assailed her for wearing a flower the colour of which was 
distasteful to Rome His death has not been in vain, as 
it shews to us, and to those who thought Rome had 
changed from what she was in the time of our fathers, 
that she is the same to-day as she ever has been, and 
will be until she is stamped from out this fair Dominion 
of ours. 1

We have received special attention from Rome during 
the year in the shape of a Papal delegate, who has been- 
visiting this country. I cannot say what is his object in 
coming; but I will venture to predict that it is not to 
promote the cause of Orangeism, or for the advancement 
of civil and religious liberty.

If ever there was a time for Orangemen and Protestants 
to be united that time has now come, when we find Rome 
working as she never worked before to have everything 
her own way. She is not satisfied with having full con­
trol in Quebec, but is using every endeavour to have full 
control over Protestant Ontario. We saw in the Catho­
lic organ, published in,Toronto, a few weeks ago a peti­
tion from the Roman Catholics to Her Most Gracious 
Majesty the Queen, against an Act of Incorporation for 
this Grand Lodge.

Brethren, much depends on us as the champions of 
Protestantism to show to the world that when our coun- 
try is in danger we are prepared to stand by those rights 
that were handed down to us by our forefathers from the 
walls of Derry and at the Boyne; and let us as Orangemen 
not be led away by the cry of Grit or Tory, as has been, 
too often the case in times gone by.

I am sorry to inform you that the Bill for the incorpo­
ration of this Grand Lodge did not come before the 
House in the proper way. Through the neglect of some 
person or persons the proper notice was not given in the 
Ontario Gasette. Brethren, I feel very keenly on this 
matter, as much of the blame has been attached to me. I 
therefore trust this Grand Lodge will appoint a commit­
tee to investigate this matter and find out who is to 
blame. While speaking of incorporation I regret to be 
obliged to record my disapproval of the speech of Bro.

Your Grand Secretary regrets exceedingly at not being 
able to be with you in Grand Lodge at this session, on 
account of having to leave on business of such a nature, 
that to have neglected it would have entailed consider­
able loss to him.

I also regret being absent from the debate that will 1 
arise on the Incorporation Bills, on account of the man­
ner in which we have been treated by the publishers of 
the Ontario Gazette in not publishing the notice sent 
them on the third of December last.

Your Grand Secretary having heard from our Grand 
Master, Bro. Wm. J. Parkhill, that the publishers of 
the Gazette denied having received any communication 
from me ordering the notice of incorporation, I requested 
Brother Thos. Keyes, Grand Secretary of British America, 
to accompany me to one of Her Majesty’s Commission­
ers, so that I might make an affirmation, setting forth 
the facts of the case, which I did. Said affirmation was 
forwarded by Bro. Keyes to Bro. Merrick, to be read in 
the House when the subject comes up for discussion.

A communication was received from the County Sec- 
retary of Montreal, stating that it is the intention of the 
Orangemen and Orange Young Britons to celebrate the 
next 12th of July in that city by a public procession, and 
requesting assistance from their brethren in Western 

“Ontario. I also received a number of circulars for dis­
tribution amongst the Delegates who may be present.

It is to be hoped that a large number of the Brethren 
from this jurisdiction will avail themselves ’ of the 
invitation to take part in the procession, in that "City 
on the coming anniversary of the Battle of the Boyne, 
and prove to the cowardly assassins, if necessary, that 
Orange rights shall be maintained.

\ The murder of our lamented Brother, Thomas L. 
Hackett, is still so fresh in the memory of all present, 
that I feel it unnecessary to enter into the particulars of 
one of the most cowardly murders that ever took place 
in our fair land.

M.W.G.L., 50 cents for each lodge that has paid us their 
dues. 4

The M.W.G.T. claims 50 cents for every number that 
is in our jurisdiction, whether that number may be dor­
mant or working, or whether it has paid us the G. L. 
dues or not. In this way the amounts charged against 
us are yearly increasing, and your G.T. thinks that this 
is a most unsatisfactory and unbusincss-like way of pro­
ceeding. If we are legally bound to pay them we should 
do so. If not, we should have it thoroughly understood, 
and those charges against this R. W. G. L. marked off. 
Your G.T. is of opinion that the M.W.G.L. should only 
be paid 50 cents for each Grand Lodge dues that we 
receive. That has been done heretofore, and is all they 
are entitled to receive. ■ •

In accordance with instructions given by this G. L. at 
the last annual meeting, your G. T. issued statements of • 
accounts, printed circulars with resolutions of this G.L. 
relating to indebtedness, and envelopes with your G.T.’s 
address printed thereon—to all Lodges in arrears in 
Western Ontario—excepting in those counties from 
which no county returns had been received. In this way 
nearly every lodge was shewn a statement of their stand­
ing with the G.L., and very many have wiped off their 
arrears-—but your G.T. regrets to say that many Lodges 
have paid no attention to the matter, and are still allow­
ing their indebtedness to accumulate.

Your G.T. cannot close his report without remarking 
upon the change that was made this year, making it the 
duty of every private lodge to communicate directly with 
the G.T, and receiving a receipt directly from him.

This involves more labor upon your G.T., by keeping 
a separate account for each Lodge in Western Ontario, 
and sending a separate receipt to. each. Yet it gives 
great satisfaction throughout the country—security to all 
the Lodges, and saves County and District Masters a 
great deal of trouble and annoyance.

In conclusion, the letters and reports that I have re­

SERMON.

i Sam. 17, 29 :—"An David said, What have I jow done ’ 
Is there not a cause ? "

Another twelve months have passed since our Heaven- 
ly Father permitted us to meet together last. Another 
year has been added to the lives of most of those who 
then exchanged the friendly greetings of our Order. 
Another year has sunk into the depths of the ocean of 
eternity, bearing with it many a sigh, many a tear, many 
an hour, too, of comfort and joy, many an opportunity 
of serving our God and our fellow-men. But though 
nothing is left to us of that year except the lessons it 
has taught us, the responsibilities it has placed upon us, 
and the seeds of good or of .evil which it has sown in the 
world, still there remain unchanged the strong founda- 
tions upon which our institution is-based, that union, 
that love, and that truth which has preserved us to this 
day, even as it has preserved our forefathers. Still re­
mains unchanged that Book of books, upon whose teach­
ings and "promises, as upon a rock, we depend for-our 
hopes of salvation—still remains unchanged—fixed in 
His everlasting seat, with Heaven for His throne and the

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earth for His footstool ; the same yesterday, to-day and 
forever,—that GOD,our Creator, Redeemer and Sanctifier, 
open to whose eyes are even the most secret thoughts of 
His creatures, as well as those words and actions which 
are known abroad, and yet whose mercies are over all 
His works.

Among the events of the past year, both as concerning 
individuals, and as affecting our Order, we have abundant 
cause for thankfulness to the Giver of all good gifts, and 
and at the same time we have had warnings that now, 
no less than in the past, we must be constantly on the 
watch against the insidious encroachment of Rome, and 
everything which would lead to her attaining to that 
political dominancy which has ever been her cherished 
aim. The denial to our brethren in Montreal of their 
civil rights, the murder of our brother without a cause, 
and the refusal even to allow his body to be committed 
in peace to the dust by his brethren, together with the z. 
wanton attàck upon our brethren in Montreal only last 
week,—show that the spirit of intolerance which has 
animated Romanism in the past, and by which has been 
fed that stream which flowed with the blood of martyrs, 
is still alive, and will manifest itself wherever the votaries 
of Rome outnumber the upholders of the truth as it is 
in Jesus Christ.

Can we, my brethren, whose constitution demands 
equal rights for all men, especially in matters which con­
cern their eternal interests, and whose fathers have pro­
tested so strongly against bearing the burdens imposed 
by Rome, can we, I say, stand by silent and inactive, 
and see the stealthy advance of that hydra-headed, . 
monster under whose sway our forefathers groaned, and 
to deliver the British Empire from which cost them so 
dearly in blood and treasure, spent without stint by them 
in order to hand down to us an inheritancefree and un­
trammelled, of civil and religious liberty ?

Can we allow ourselves to violate our obligation, to 
act contrary to the dictates of every impulse of chivalry 
and honour, by permitting our brethren to be wronged 
without asserting and defending their rights and ours ?
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I feci sure that every true and loyal brother will respond 
an indignant “ No,"—and it is right that he should do so.

Seeing, then, that it is the plain duty of every true 
Orangeman to resist, by every lawful means, the efforts 
of Rome to deprive free-born Protestants of that liberty 
which is secured to them by the charter of I Ioly Scripture, 
let us strive to hand down to succeeding generations that 

''charter and that liberty as inviolate and unimpaired as 
we received them.

The words which I have chosen for my text to-day 
form part of a very interesting passage of sacred history, 
and one from which we may, if we will, extract more 
than one useful lesson—and that we may do so, let us 
refresh our minds by briefly rehearsing the circumstances 
under which the words were uttered. The armies of Israel 
and of the Philistines having been encamped in sight of 
each other, and Israel having been set in battle array 
and shouting for the battle, Goliath of Gath, the champion 
of the Philistines, came forth between the opposing arm­
ies and defied Israel, challenging any cne in the army 
of the people of God to meet him in single combat, and 
by the result of that duel, as was so much the custom in 
olden times, to decide the fate of the threatened battle.

This challenge having been repeated for forty days 
without a champion for Israel being found, was at last 
heard by the stripling David, who had been sent by his 
father to the army to see how his brethren fared. This 
young but faithful servant of his God was naturally 
astonished that the professed soldiers of the army of the 
Almighty God of battles, should listen to such a chal­
lenge without at once going forth in His name to fight 
for His cause. His outburst of holy indignation brought 
forth, however, a rebuke from his eldest brother, and that 
rebuke was answered by David in the words of my text, 
“ What have I now done ? Is there not a cause ?" Now, 
if we draw a parallel between this sacred story and the 
history of the past few hundred years, I think you will 
agree with me when 1 say that the armies of Israel very 
aptly typify Christ's Church militant on earth, that the 
Philistines may be said to represent the powers of dark-
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ness against which that church has to fight—while 
Goliath, the gigantic champion of the Philistines, no less 
aptly typifies the Papacy,that monstrous evil which stands 
in the forefront of the enemies of the truth, and is so 
fruitful a source of numberless other evils. Long has the 
Church of God had to contend against her spiritual foes, 
and various have been the champions which Satan has 
raised up against her, but none so powerful, so gigantic, 
so deadly as the Goliath of Rome. Again and again 
has she defied the Church—the army of the living God, 
and at length, in the course of God’s providence, even as 
of old He raised up David to take the reproach from 
Israel; so in the year of Grace, 1690, did He raise up a 
champion worthy to do battle for the Lord against the 
mighty. .

The effort made in the reign of James the Second to 
bring the British Empire again under the power of Rome 

. caused the Orange institution to rise into being, the 
champion of civil and religious liberty. As David was 
chided by his brother for expressing the loyal impulses 
of his heart, so have we Orangemen been taken to task 
by our fellow Protestants as claiming exclusive loyalty 
and exclusive Protestantism. And while we disclaim 
the exclusive possession of loyalty or Protestantism, yet 
we yield to none in these respects, and we ask of those 
who chide us,—as David of old asked his brother, “ Is 
there not a cause?”—Is there not reason for us to be 
watchful, ever on the alert, when we see the determined 
exertions of the Church of Rome to extend her influence 
in our nation, and to undo the work of the Reformation 
and of our fathers of 1690 ?

What is the object of the numerous Romish establish­
ments for the education of the young rising up all over 
the land ? What are they/but so many traps to inveigle 
the careless and unwary among our Protestant brethren, 
—to blind them and then lead them back to that pit of 
moral, religious and political corruption. from which our 
nation was delivered so happily by our fathers of the 
Reformation ? What mean the unceasing efforts of our 
Roman Catholic fellow citizens to gain an undue influence

at 
- '-all
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Why was a Roman Catholic hierarchy re-established 
in England not many years ago, and why has a Romish 
Archbishop, only a few days ago, been appointed to pre­
side over Scotland ? Simply that the Papacy may re­
trace its steps little by little, and re-occupy, one by one, 
the strongholds from which it was driven at such a cost 
to our fathers. My brethren, mark this well, that Rome 
never willingly or without a hard and bitter struggle lets 
go a single advantage that once she gains, and never 
neglects to use all that she has gained so as to secure 
more. No step towards universal dominion is too great 
for her to attempt—no trifling advantage so small as to 
be beneath her notice, and the elasticity of her conscience 
saves her many a twinge which would under similar cir­
cumstances prove too much for the conscience of a 
Protestant. In Protestant countries, as you all know 
full well, Romanists are free men, as far as the constitu­
tion of the land is concerned, while in Roman Catholic 
countries, or even where Romish influence prevails, Pro­
testants become, to a greater or less degree, slaves. The • 
pages of history show that Protestantism can with safety 
be entrusted with power;—while history shows also,—alas 
too plainly, even in characters of blood, that Romanism

and predominance in our Legislatures, our Municipal 
institutions and our Public School boards ? What do all 
these things mean, but the reforging of those chains which 
of old kept the civil power in subjection to the Pope of 
Rome? They mean the bringing of each man’s consci­
ence under the power of his priestly confessor,—they 
mean the placing of our wives and daughters in such a 
position as to be at the mercy of unscrupulous libertines 
who hide their dark deeds under the guise of the so-call­
ed sacrament of confession—and lastly, they mean the 
shutting of our eyes to the glorious light and liberty of 
the Gospel of Jesus Christ our Lord. Again, what was 
the object of the mission of the Papal Oblegate, Dr. Con­
roy, to Canada, but to organize the political elements of 
Romanism, so that they may present a united front to a 
divided Protestantism ?

"
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can never be absolutely intrusted with the lives and 
liberties of men.

It might be considered a stale and time-worn story if 
1 were to remind you of the massacre of St. Bartholemew, 
and the striking of a medal by the pope of that time in 
honor of the event,—thus showing his approval, and it 
might be said that that event has no bearing upon the 
present day; but when I remind you that as late as the 
year, 1839. that medal of 1572 was recast in the mint of 
Rome, it needs nothing further to prove that the spirit of 
intolerance and persecution is still alive and still animates 
the Roman system, when, lacking the power or the 
opportunity for another St. Bartholemew, the wish for 
such must be satisfied by, in this manner, rehearsing the 
deeds of the past. •

" Is there not a cause,” then, my brethren, for our in­
stitution to have an existence ? Is there not a reason 
why every true and loyal Orangeman should encourage 
his brethren to the discharge of his duties and responsi­
bilities ? Is there not cause that we should not be idle 
while the enemy cometh on so fast ?

Do not think, my brethren and Christian friends, that 
in speaking thus plainly and strongly though in a home­
ly manner about the Roman system, that I would for a 

' moment advocate unlawful or unchristian violence, Far. 
from it. I would remind my brethren of their duty to 
obey the law of the land and to maintain peace as much 
as in them lies ; but I would stir up their pure minds by 
way of remembrance, that while the dangers of which I 
have spoken exist, they should be ever on the watch to 
frustrate the intrigues of Rome. I would remind them, 
too, of the great necessity for perfect union, that there 
may be no division in the ranks of Orangeism, the 
common platform upon which can meet all those, what­
ever may be their other differences, who are anxious to 
prevent a return of the dark ages of Popish rule, but 
that we may present an unbroken front to our spiritual 
adversary.

Another thing 1 would like to say, and to press earnest- 
iv on the minds of all present, that while striving against

-ci
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Rome, and hating her abominations, we should all as 
true Christians think of and act towards our Roman 
Catholic fellow-men with the most large-hearted charity, 
wishing no evil to our brethren for whom Christ died, 
but rather pitying them for their bondage and praying 
for their release and salvation. We strive not against 
our fellow-men, but against the Papal system and its 
errors.

Finally, my brethren, I would point you to the example 
of David, bearing in mind this difference between his 
case and yours, that his warfare is accomplished, while 
the bitterest part of yours may be yet before you. 
Like him, therefore, trust in the Lord. Fear not the 
world, for the fear of the world, as well as the love of the 
world, bringeth a snare. Put your whole confidence in 
Him who is able to defeat the counsels of the mighty ; 
and above all put your confidence in Him who died for 
you, the Just for the unjust, that He might by His death 
reconcile you to your offended Heavenly Father, and 
whatever may be your danger,—whoever may oppose 
you—however doubtful may appear your chance of vic­
tory—so long as you act with an single eye to His glory 
and your brother’s good, you will be more than conquer- 
ors through Him who loved you and died for you.

Keep to your obligation, be good citizens, true Chris- 
tians-—folTow peace with all men, as much as Heth in you. 
Cast no dishonor through your manner of life on God or 
on your brethren. Go forth, with a full purpose to serve 
God in singleness of heart, ever remembering that you 
are under the All-seeing Eye, and always looking for the 
guidance of God s Holy Spirit.

Go forth to your duty, my brethren, and the Lord be 
with you all.

The collection taken up, amounting to $18.20, was 
donated to the different Protestant Orphan Homes re­
commended by the Finance Committee.

L. Hackett, who was a worthy member of this 
Loyal Orange Association, and who was murdered in 
Montreal last 12 th of July, under circumstances the most 
cowardly, atrocious and reprehensible by a lawless mul­
titude of Roman Catholic rowdies.

That in the deliberate and united judgment of this 
Grand Lodge, Mr. Beaudry, the then acting Mayor for 
the City of Montreal, deserves our severest censure and 
strongest condemnation for his purposed and indefensi­
ble delinquency as a civil officer serving under the Bri­
tish Crown, for not providing according to the constitu­
tional laws of our country, to prevent any riotous pro­
ceedings and the consequent loss and destruction of life 
and property which otherwise might occur.

Bro. H. Merrick, M. P. P., Dp. G. M. B. A., entered at 
this time, receiving an enthusiastic reception from the 
Grand Lodge. After being introduced by the R. W. G. 
M., Bro. Merrick addressed the Grand Lodge, referring 
especially to the Orange Incorporation Bills, which evok­
ed an unusual amount of enthusiasm.

Toronto, 12th April, 1878.

Hon. R. W. Scott, Secretary of State, Ottawa.
. Sir,—In reference to my enquiry of the 1st inst,

relative to the petition of the Loyal Orange Association 
of Ontario West, I had the honour to receive a prompt 
acknowledgment of its receipt ; but the information

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asked for was withheld, and therefore it is presumed no 
action had then been taken in the matter.

I am now directed to enquire :—First : Is it the 
intention of the Governor in Council to consider the 
subject of the petition of the Loyal Orange Association 
of Ontario West ? Secondly : If the Governor in 
Council does intend to consider the matter of the said 
petition, when is such action likely to take place ? 
Thirdly: Shall the petitioners be informed of the 
decision of the Governor in Council on their petition ?

For seventeen days longer we waited a reply, but 
no reply came, not even the acknowledgment of the 
receipt of our letter of the 12th April, quoted above. 
As with the Premier, so with the Secretary of State— 
these gentlemen could not afford to be civil or courte­
ous to those who approached them in a courteous and 

* respectful manner. It now became evident that if a 
reply was to be had at -allit must be wrung from the 
Government, and accordingly the following course was 
adopted. The following letter was sent to Mr. W. C. 
Little,’M.P., Simcoe :

,o Toronto, 20th April, 1878.
To W. C. Little, Esq., M.P., Ottawt :

Dear Sir,—Will you kindly oblige the Deputation 
of the Orange Grand Lodge of Ontario West by asking 
the Government, from your seat on the floor of the 
House, why the petition of the Orange Deputation, 
placed in the hands of the Secretary of State on the 
14th day of March last, has not been answered.

It will be seen by the following from the notice
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ENQUIRY.

“ April 29—Mr. Little—When the petition ad­
dressed by the Orange Grand Lodge of Western Ontario 
to His Excellency the Governor General, and placed in 
the hands of the Secretary of State by a deputation 
from said Grand Lodge on the 14th March last, will be 
answered ?”

On Wednesday, 1st May, the First Minister, Hon. 
Alexander Mackenzie, replied that it was answered.

The following is Mr. Little’s reply to our letter of 
the 29th April :

MY DEAR Sir and Bro.—I brought the matter of 
petition up this afternoon, and the Premier informed 
me that- i was answered, from what 1 can learn only, 
to-day though. Let me know the date of reply, if you 
have received any.

- This reply is dated Ottawa, April 30th, 1878, and 
bears on the envelope the postmark May 1st, Ottawa, 
and Toronto, May 2nd.

The following is the answer of the Government to 
our petition, which it will be seen begs the question ;

Ottawa, 30th April, 1878.
Sir,—I have the honour to acknowledge the re­

ceipt of your letter of the 12 th inst., calling the atten­
tion of the Government to the petition addressed to His 
Excellency the Governor General in Council by the 

■ “ Loyal Orange Institution of Ontario West,” praying 
that the Government will take such steps as shall 
secure peace, protect life, and maintain order if the 1
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Orangemen of Montreal choose to celebrate the anni­
versary of the Battle of the Boyne in that city on the 
12 th of July next.

The petition having been duly considered, I am 
directed to inform you that the duty of preserving the 
peace and maintaining order generally in the City of 
Montreal devolves upon the civil authorities of that 
city, and should the civil power be unequal to the task, 
the Parliament of Canada has already provided for the 
mode in which, and the occasion on which, the active 
militia shall be called out in aid of the civil power. 
These provisions may be found in chapter 46 of the 
Statutes of Canada, 1873, amending the 27th section 
of 31 Vic. (1868), chapter 40, which is as follows :

“ The active militia, or any corps thereof, shall be ' 
liable to be called out, with their arms and ammuni­
tion, in aid of the civil power in any case in which a 
riot, disturbance of the peace, or other emergency re­
quiring such service occurs, or is in the opinion of the 
civil authorities hereinafter mentioned, anticipated as 
likely to occur, and (in either case) to be beyond the 
powers of the civil authorities to suppress or to prevent 
or deal with, whether such riot, disturbance, or other 
emergency occurs, or is so anticipated, within or with­
out the municipality in which such corps is raised or 
organized, and it shall be the duty of the senior officer 
of the Active Militia present at any locality to call out 
the same, or any portion thereof, as he considers neces­
sary, for the purpose of preventing or suppressing any 
such actual or anticipated riot or disturbance, or for the 
purpose of meeting and dealing with any such emer­
gency as aforesaid, when thereunto required in writing 
by the Chairman or Gustos of the Quarter Sessions of 
the Peace, or by any three Magistrates of whom the 
Warden, Mayor, or other head of the municipality or 
county in which such riot or disturbance or other emer­
gency occurs or is anticipated as aforesaid, may be one ;
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and to obey such instructions as may be lawfully given 
him by any Magistrate in regard to the suppression of 
any such actual riot or disturbance dr other emergency, 
or to the suppression of the same, or to the aid to be 
given to the civil powers in case of any such riot, dis- 
turbance, or other emergency ; and every such requisi- 
tiow in writing as aforesaid shall express on the face • 
thereof, the actual occurrence of a riot, disturbance, or 
emergency, or the anticipation thereof requiring such 
service of the Active Militia in aid of the civil power

* for the suppression thereof; and every officer, non- 
commissioned officer, and man of such Active Militia, ' 
or any portion thereof, shall on every such occasion 
obey the orders of his commanding officer ; and the 
officers and men so called out shall, without any further 
or other appointment, and without any oath of office, be 
special constables, and shall be considered to act as 
such so long as they remain so called out ; but they 
shall act only as a military body, and shall be individ­
ually liable to obey the orders of their military com­
manding officers only.”

From the foregoing you will observe that the Parlia­
ment of Canada has clearly defined the course to be 
adopted when the civil powers require to be aided by 
the militia in preserving peace and maintaining order 
in any community, and it would be manifestly illegal 
for the Federal Government to interfere in the preser­
vation of the public peace in any manner unauthorized 
by the laws of the country.

Your Deputation has only to say that they have 
finished their labours to the best of their ability and 
judgment, and, they trust, to the satisfaction of their 
brethren, and they may add that they have been 
actuated in the whole matter only with the one desire— 
the welfare and honour of our beloved Order. Unity, 
harmony, and cordiality prevailed amongst the members 
of your Deputation from first to last, and their whole 
proceedings have been crowned with their united ap­
probation.
