On 1and he is an awkward fellow. Hj
flippers are not made for walking, ay
he gets along through perseverauce amd
endurance. In moving on land he lifts
his body up, but drags his tail on the
ground, making a trail as though with
a stick,

In April and May the males make a
great noise, bellowing like a bull. In
the Jatter part of May they make thelr
nest, selecting a quiet pluce on ti®
banks of a lake or river. It will be tfo
or three feet lorg, built of sticks, griss
and sand. The female lays from twenty-
six to thirty-two eggs. They are as big
around as a hen’s egg and nearly twice
as long. Boys hunt the eggs and sell
them to the curio stores, where they
are either hatched or blown out.

The negroes have an idea that an alli-
gator prefers a black man to a white
one, and they say that a 'gator will
swim all around white men if there is a
negro in the crowd.  The negroes look
upon the 'gator as a natural enemy.

Two years ago, during orange pack-
ing, not wishing to spare one of the men
from work to go to town, every day for
the mail, I made a small cypress boat
not more than ten feet long. It was 8o
light and easy going that I conld cover
tle distance of one mile in nine wmin-
utes. After I had the boat finished, I
painted it red. ‘‘A strong, bright red,”
as the Dutchinan said.

Just as I was starting to town omne
day, Dr. Whitfield, of Grand Rapids,
8.D., who was seeking health by huut-
ing ’'gators, told me that a whoppiug
big alligator had recently made a bed in
the weeds on Shaw’s grove near an old
wharf. ‘‘He's a whopper,” said" the
doctor, “and you watch out- and re-
port.” 3

When I approached tho place; T\ :nt
about forty feet from the shore. I soon
saw the monster, an ugly looking fel-
low. He was about four feet above the
water, partly hidden in the weeds. I
noticed a slight motion as I passed, so I
concluded to return, in hopes of seeing
him slide into the water, as they usually
do, and thus secure his dimensions.

need of these staples. The Awagers
have occupied their little isle for neatly
four centuries. Their Dutch boats have
plied to and fro, between Copenhagen
and the insular towns, their maids have
served the aristocracy of the Scandina-
vian metropolis, and all have lived in
constant intercourse with the most re-
iined and enlightened of Danish society,
tut all this has not been able to over-
throw their national individuality.
Their patois still savors of the idiomatic
Dutch and provincial gutturals, the
same sirange costumes are worn by
men, women, and children which Jan
Steen and Van Dyke have perpetuated
on canves, and their manner of marriage
and living and baptismal customs are
precisely what they were 400 years ago.
Matrimongl alliaz.ces outside of theirown
ehvironment are scarce. Here, however,
their remains little of the sdperstitions.
A  holy reverence for evangelical
faith and life makes jails and poor-
kouses superfluons, and their scruples
gainst  intermarriage, do not cause
cither mental or physical deterioration.
The conscientious cleanliness, proverb-
ial of all Hollanders, has also been
transplanted and maintained on Danish
soil.

In the Bresse and Vendee provinces,
not far from fashionable Paris, men and
women still cling to the grotesque head-
gear of the knightly period. = Corsets are
ridiculed, and the independent bourge-
oisie of the Atlantic provinces snap their
fingers at all new-fangled caprices of
fickle society.

The same strict adherence to tradit-
ional life, costumes, and jargon, charac-
terizes the peasants and  fishermen of
Friesland and Heligoland, across the
Zuider Zee from historic Amsterdam,
though not extravagantly pervaded by
religions eccentricities. The Dutch
chocolate companies who exhibited at
the World's Fair arrayed the girl wait-
ersin the peculiar dress and gold and
silver caps which the Frisian women
wear to the present day.

That ' in the heart of Prussia, a few
miles from Berlin, the quaint Spree-
walders have been able to uphold their
Wendish individuality, is remarkable.
The graphic sketches which Artist West-
phalen, of Moderne Kunst, has gather.
ed on the banks of the Spree show that

This subject is broader than Mr Smith
or-any individual, It is the question of
the right of the citizen to enjoy and ex-
ercise the rights of a citizen while em-
ployed by such a corporation ua the C P
R. It is the old problem of slave or free
man, The railway is undoubtedly en-
titled to the best service of its employeeg
while on duty; but, after hours, the citi~
zens should be free to engnge in those
pleasures aud pursuits which do not con-
flict with the welfare of society aud the
State, Mr Smith should be free to par-
ticipate in the agitation to drive the cris
minal liquor traffic out of the country,
without being called upon' to suffer the
loss of income. The mau who braved the
liquor party and vearly sealed his devos
tion to the temperance reform wiith his
life blood was not the man to abandon
his convictibns at the command of a rail-
Wiy manager.

The course of the C P R in dismissing
Mr Smith has been warmly endorsed by
the cowardly and murderous liquor gang
in Brome and is so open to the suapicion
of being an actempt to coerce the con
and abridge the liberties of the

they have not yet been infl d by the
modern progress with which the great
Prussian capital has always been identi-
fied.

One thing must not be expected on a
tour through the Spreewald—luxurions
hotel accommodations. Sumptuously
equnipped buffets, with hanghty-miened
kellners, have not yet deprived these
parts of their simple rusticity. There
aro nevertheless a fow unassuming gast-
hosfe (ro ulside inns), amiable hosts
who provide plain pdlatable food and
wolesome beverages,

Malcontent epicureg had better steer
clear of the Spreewald, but let all who
yearn for air and sunshine, for sweet se-
ciusion for soul and body, come to these
shaded woodpaths and brook-watered
meadows, where overfilled highways are
unknown, where, instead of the everlast
ing wagon rattle and horge trot, resound
the song of the lark, the call of the
cuckoo, and the beat of the blackbird.

What a charming varjation of park
and rural landscapes and prettily bridg-
ed river scéues! Heregnd there an odd-
1y constructed cotta, n old -fashioned

ard, and occ#8lonally a hoary
church, that seems “to have withstood
the storms and rayages of ages. And
such attractive little gardens around the
l:onses, such a tasteful ar t

citizens to serve the liquor interest s to
make it imperative that some member of
the Commons, which has so largely sub-
sidized that road, demaund in the ap-
proaching session a public investigation.

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FREE TRADE (N ENGLAND.

Sir Hibbert Tupper's remarks that
England’s policy of Free Trade had
not prevented the process'of wedgiug
her out of continental markets and
she had to employ her vast navy in
opening up and keeping open new
murkecs in other parts of tha world,
have served one good purpose; they
have given an opportunity to those
papers who were lately shouting with
such annexationists as Wiman, Farrar
and Mercier for -closer relativns with
United States, to rectify their little
mistakes and to give a truly  loyal
blast. Whether England employs her
navy for the avowed object of keeping
open markets for her trade, or whether
that is the result, is immaterial to one
who wishes w0 investigate the. effects
of Free Trade on her industries.

No one cau doubt that it has been
pursued to the great injury of the
agrisultural classes, Amongst the thou-
sand other evidences of the decay of
British agricultural interests and the
depreciation of farm lands Mulhallin
his fifty years of National Progress,
(1837-1887) states page 80:

“The combined value of grain and
meat is less now than it was 40 years
ago, but rent and taxes have _increas-
ed 39 per cent, thus causing the
margin in favor of the farmers to
diminish in an alarming deeree.” Tt
is reduced to 11 shillings per acre
against 25 shillings in 1837»4.0."

Fngland’s preeminence has been ow-
ing largely to her ships, her coal and
her iron., The comparative decay
of her iron industry isas mavked as thay
ofher agricultural interests.

The Armenian Massacre.

Detailed reperts show the recent
massucre of Armenian Christiaos as of
equal importance with the Bulgarinn
butcheries which led to the Russe-Turk-
ish war. The trouble began with the
refusal ofthe Armenians to pay taxes
on the ground that the Kurdish raids
had so impoverished them as te render
it impossible. This probably was true.
Troops were sent to epforce the pay

ments but were beaten off. Th%(}ov-

ernor of Bitlis then arrived with afi -
posing force of regulsrs. The peﬂ
seving that the struggle was hopeleas
yielded, but the Governor resolved to
make an example of them. He ordered
the troops to fire on the defenceless peo-
ple and they obeyed with alacrity.
They only ceased when the residents of
twenty-tive villages, numbering some
thousands, had been killed. Some re-
ports say six thousand were slain. %

A letter from Mr, Hagopain chaixan
of the Armenian Patriotic Sooietyi&e-
scribes the horrors of the massacrdy'\ It
says that no compassion was shown to
age or sex. In one place three or. four
hundred women, after havicg been fore-
ed repestedly tosubmit to the &uldiers,
were hacked to pieces with swords and
bayonets. In anothec place tso huna
dred weeping women begged at the com-
mander’s feet for mercy. The com-
mander, after ordering that they be
outraged, had them all despatched with,
the sword. Similar sceaes were enacted!
in other places. 1n one case, sixty
young brides and maidens were  driven
into a church and were butchered so
that their blood flywed from the doors.
A large company, headed by a priést,
near the church begged for compassion,
averring that they had nothing to do
with culprits who killed the: Kurds. It
was in vain; all were killed, Several
attractive women were told they might
live if they would recant their faith,
They replied. ‘Why shuuld we deny
Christ? We have no more reason to do
so than had these,’ pointing to the
mangled bodies of their husbands and
Weothers—‘Kill us, too,” This was dove,
The letter says that between six and
ten thousand were killed  Babes were
impaled on the weapon with their
mothers,  Several soldiers adwitted
that they had disposed of a hundred
vietims each, Nearly thirty villages
v.ere destroyed. Some families were
burned with kerosene in their houses.
