LONDON, Oct. 6.—Lord Tennyson passed 
away at 1:30 a.m.

Immediately after his death the repre- 
sentative of the Associated Press had an 
interview with Sir Andrew Clarke, one of 
the physicians who attended the Poet 
Laureate. Sir Andrew said Lord Tenny­
son’s death was the most glorious he had 
ever seen. There was no artificial 
light in the room and the chamber 
was almost in darkness, except for a 
broad flood of moonlight which poured in 
through a western window and fell across 
the bed upon which the dying man lay. 
All was silent save the soughing of the 
autumn wind as it gently played through 
the trees surrounding the bouse—a fitting 
requiem for the gentle poet who sang of 
love and the beauties of nature.

Motionless Lord Tennyson lay upon his 
couch. No racks of pain or sorrow checked 
its course or caused a ripple on the out­
going tide. As peacefully and gently as he 
had lived, so he died, looking into the eyes 
of those dear to him. All the members of 
his family were by the bedside, and Sir 
Andrew Clarke remained by his side from 
the moment of his arrival yesterday until
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The Bodies oi Two Victims Recovered-

No doubt as to the 
future was in his wan face, and as the end 
came he appeared to fall asleep. So restful 
was be and so calmly did he respond to the 
beckoning band of the Angel of Death that 
those who stood beside him scarcely knew 
he had passed away. Hallam further says 
that Lady Tennyson bears up with forti- 
tude under the sorrow that has come to 
her She was with Lord Tennyson through­
out all his sickness, and ministered to all 
his wants so far as it was in her power.

Spurgeon s partisans as 
an additional argument on his behalf. In a 
sermon delivered on the 14th of August, 
1-90, Mr. Spurgeon, referring tohis own 
predecessor’s desire to be succeeded by a 
young man, said: ‘This is God ‘s way, so 
that Solomon coming after David may dohim 
work all the better becauseof whathisfather 
did before him. Solomon comes with young 
blood and youthful vigor and continues the 
work. Sometimes the best thing that some ot us folks can do is to go > idgo 
to heaven and let some younger man come and do our work." The adherents of your g 
Spurgeon declare that this revelation of the 
elder Spurgeon will come like a voice from 
the grave at this juncture, clearly pointing 
the way in which the church should pro- 
ceod. All agree that the publication of this 
statement by the late paster greatly lessens 
the strength of Mr. Pierson, the American 
divine, as a candidate for the vacant pulpit, 
and the feeling is growing among the 
neutral element in the congrega ath 
would be wise to withdraw from the field.

A WardFavoritism in Placarding-

Full of Typhoid Fever Patients 
Threatened Suit Against the City.
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“I called this meeting in consequence of 
an article in Tuesday’s ADVERTISER, said 
Ald. John Herman, chairman of the Board 
of Health, to the members of that body who 
had assembled in the City Hall yesterday 
afternoon in compliance with his request.

Ald. Parnell was asked to read a portion 
of the newspaper statement in question. In 
substance it urged the board to adopt some 
stringent means to compel the proper 
reporting and placarding of infectious and 
contagious diseases in the city, as com­
plaints had been made that some medical 
men and householders were lax in this 
respect. It was alleged, continued the 
article, that childrec living in houses 
where the disease existed were permitted 
to attend both Sunday and public schools. 
Scarlet fever prevailed more extensively in 
London than was generally supposed.

“When the papers of this city give fortli 
an expression of public opinion we ought 
to take cognizance of it," said Ald. Parnell. 
“Those statements criminate this board, 
and I do not intend to sit on it unless it

sewers draining into Carling’s Creek. The 
stench was intolerable and unless it was 
abated in three days he would take action 
against the city for the loss and suffering 
it had caused him.

Dr. Hutchinson said he and Dr. Gardiner 
had visited the place. Two of Mr. Green’s 
family were now in the hospital with fever, 
his wife was ill with it at home. Some 
years ago Mr. Labatt and Mr. Cronyn got 
permission to lay this sewer down Adelaide 
street to Carling's Creek. It was now used 
by Messrs. Leonard and Labatt. Mr. Cronyn 
drained into a cesspool at the rear of 
Dufferin avenue. The sewer was not 
flushed enough to keep it sweet. He had 
asked that the cesspool be closed and a pipe 
run down Adelaide street, to be flushed 
once a week. The gentlemen interested 
expressed themselves as willing to do any- 
thing the board wished.

Mayor Spencer said the city would sooner 
or later have to face the sewerage problem 
—the sooner the better.

The M. H. O. was ordered to attend to 
the matter and have the sewer regular 
flushed, Messrs. Leonard and Labatt to pu 
it in proper condition.

DR. HUTCHINSON’S STATEMENT.
Dr. Hutchinson, the medical health 

officer, was called upon to explain. He 
said he had seen the accusations in both 
the ADVERTISER and the Free Press. He 
had visited the schools and found that 
there was not a single case in which chil- 
dren in fever stricken houses were allowed 
to attend. He had written a letter to each 
paper in reference to the matter.

Following is a copy of the document: 
To the Editor of the Advertiser:

Permit me, through the columns of your 
paper, to contradict a statement made in 
the papers a day or two ago that typhoid 
fever and scarlet fever were prevalent in 
the city, that the General Hospital had now 
a large number of these cases, and that the 
attendance at some of the schools had per- 
ceptibly diminished in consequence. Asa 
matter of fact, the city was never more 
free from infectious diseases than 
at the present time. There is not a 
case of scarlet fever in the City Hos­
pital, and only three were admitted 
since the 1st of April, although this is the 
season of the year when typhoid fever is 
generally moat prevalent. There were 
only seven cases taken into the hospital 
during the month of September. In the 
city there are now seven cases of scarlet 
fever and seven of typhoid, both diseases 
being of comparatively mild types. Care­
ful investigation has shown that none of 
these cases were contracted in the public 
schools. The danger of scarlet fover 
spreading can be reduced to a minimum by 
isolation—disinfection and cleanliness. But 
so long as well water is used—and 
the medieval privy pit tolerated in 
the city—just so long will we have 
typhoid fever, and kindred filth 
diseases. The city is now in as healthy a 
condition as it has been for three years. At 
the same time I will take this opportunity 
to urge upon all good citizens who have the 
welfare of the city at heart, and who de- 
sire that London shall maintain its record 
of the last three years, as the healthiest 
city in the Dominion, to cheerfully co- 
operate with the sanitary officers and 
thoroughly clean up their dwellings, yards, 
pits, lanes and shops before the winter sets 
in, leaving as little to do in the spring as 
possible, and should cholera then visit us 
the city will be well prepared to meet it.

A "FEVERISH" DISCUSSION.
Dr. Hutchinson said there were thirteen 

cases of fever in the Sixth ward alone last 
year, so that the city’s condition now was 
more satisfactory.

Mayor Spencer-There must have been 
talk or the papers would not have taken 
this up. I know that when attending the 
Hospital Trust meeting last week the 
typhoid fever ward was full of patients, 
and there were two scarlet fever cases up- 
stairs.

Ald. Parnell said he had been led to be- 
lieve there were many cases not placarded. 
A couple of residents in his ward told him 
their children had caught scarlet fever at 
school—from others in whose houses the 
fever existed. Dr. Gardiner had said that 
typhoid was not contagious. If that 
disease was in some cases placarded, why 
was it not necessary in other cases? He 
had been told that where it was requested 
by interested parties placarding had not 
been done at all.

Dr. Hutchinson denied the latter state- 
ment. He defied anybody to say he had 
ever discriminated. He had placarded the 
bishop of Huron’s house three times and 
other houses of prominent people. When 
a doctor telephoned him he placarded the 
place at once and notified the school 
teachers that the children must be kept 
from school. There was no law to compel 
the placarding of typhoid fever cases. In 
malarial types and under certain cireum- 
stances it was unnecessary and would be 
unjust to poor men.

Ald. Heaman said the children of a 
placarded house on York street were run. 
ning around as usual.

The New Zealand Parliament, having 
enacted a law giving the right to vote to 
women, has further provided that the fair 
voters can register without attending at 
the polls. This, we presume, is intended 
as a proof of the gallantry of the legislators, 
but surely a woman who has a vote should 
think it no more derogatory to her standing 
in the community to go to the polls than to 
go to a public meeting or to church. There 
is nothing degrading in the polling booth, 
if the vote is honestly taken by decent 
officials, and all the outcry against women 
being mixed up in "filthy politics" is 
raised by individuals who desire to 
frighten women out of asserting their 
right to have a voice in the making of the 
laws which they, in common with men, 
must obey. But sufficient progress may 
yet be made to enable not only women but 
men to record their vote in regard to men 
and measures without going to the polls.

Health that if the city is to maintain its 
present prestige it will have to vigilantly 
promote some scheme for getting rid of its 
sewage and waste material, and the sooner 
the better. It is more by good luck than 
good management that the city has main- 
tained its general healthfulness in the past, 
and if it is to grow, as grow we believe it 
will, those charged with the preservation 
of the public health must face this issue.

The medical health officer asserts that 
the use of the "medieval privy pit" and 
the use of well water are the causes of 
typhoid fever, which is an annually re- 
curring affection, as well as other filth 
diseases. He is correct in this surmise. 
But how comes it that well water is used 
in this city? Surely no well in contiguity 
to cesspools should be left open. If the 
health officer knows of any such wells which 
menace the life of those who use water 
taken from them, it is his duty to report 
to the Health Board, and obtain power to 
compulsorily close them. With a water 
supply such as is possessed bv this city, un- 
surpassed in purity, there is no excuse for 
using filth-tainted water.

We observe that it is left to the medical 
health officer to say whether or not a

TOPICS OF TO-DAY.

Two of the most beautiful articles of 
feminine adornment are singularly ugly 
and unattractive in their crude state.

Ostrich 
plumes, as they arrive in the market, look 
like bedraggled turkey feathers, and they 
pass through a score of hands before they 
become the fluffy and graceful adjunct to 
feminine attire.

The introduction of a new saw for lumber 

is to be noted—an upright implement, thin 
like a bandsaw, and having direct steam 
attachment; at each end of it is a steam 
cylinder, each of which has but a single 
steam port. The upper piston head draws 
the saw and the lower piston up, and the 
lower piston draws the saw and the upper 
piston down, each piston drawing the saw, 
but neither of them pushing it, this causing 
the saw at all times to bo rigid, so that a 
very thin saw can be employed. Below the 
lower cylinder arc a heavy pair of balance 
wheels, these giving a steady as well as 
uniform motion to the saw, and to these 
balance wheels are connected a pair of rods, 
the upper ends of which connect with a 
knuckle-joint at the lower end of the saw, 
thus throwing the lower end of the saw out 
as it is going up, and against the log as it is 
coming down. The log carriage is operated 
by the same engine that runs the saw.

Some interesting processes iu obtaining 
distilled or lighter products from mineral 
oils have been described bv Dr. Laing of 
Edinburgh, before the Royal Scottish 
Society ot Arts. Among these he names 
the arrangement of a still in such a man- 
ner that the oil is continuously being dis- 
tilled into itself until the required density 
is obtained. Dr. Laing showed that 
radiant heat is a powerful agent in break­
ing down oil vapors, and can be utilized by 
passing the gases as they leave the still 
through a superheater, at a higher temper- 
sature, placed between the still and the con- 
denser. His ingenious method for distil­
ling under pressure —by means of which a 
hold is kept on all the considerable gases 
until liquefied —he describes as consisting of 
a relief tank interposed between the 
pressure valve and the condenser, into 
which the gases escape as they come from 
the still, the pressure here getting dis- 
tributed over such a large area that it is 
practically reduced to nil, the oil running 
to the receiver at ordinary atmospheric 
pressure. Dr. Laing’s new form of still for 
preventing oils being broken down, as in 
distilling for lubricating oils and paraffine 
wax, is so constructed that the non-con- 
ducting heavy residues which are continu- 
ally forming under distillation are con- 
stantly being removed from the source of

COMING POSTAL CHANGES-
The United States Postmaster-General 

believes that the present generation will 
live to see established a free delivery 
system in the country, a house-to-house 
collection of letters in the cities, the postal 
telegraph and the postal telephone. 
There is no reason why all these reforms 
should not be brought about, not only in 
the United States but in Canada. Great 
Britain, the home of economical self-gov­
ernment, finds that it pays to have the 
telegraphs and the telephones operated by 
the Government, in conjunction with and 
on the model of the postal service. Post- 
master-General Wanamaker has also dis­
covered that in cities, if proper means for 
collection arc provided, it will bo as easy 
for a postman to distribute letters and col­
lect letters to mail as it is now to merely 
deliver letters.

But the most important proposition ad­
duced by this progressive official, and 
which has already been advocated by this 
journal, is the establishment of a 
country free delivery service. Some have 
pooh-poohed this proposed extension of the 
privileges now enjoyed by persons living in 
the cities, just as there were some who 
thought the Mackenzie Government was 
extravagant when it extended the system 
of free delivery to London and similarly 
sized cities less than twenty years ago. 
We believe that the reform will be brought 
about. It would be fraught with far- 
reaching influences for good to our rural 
fellow countrymen. What is it that makes 
the lot of the average farmer less tolerable 
than that of the average resident in an 
urban community? Is it not the lack of 
community of interest with the outside| 
world, the comparative loneliness of the 
occupation, the inability to keep abreast 
with what is going on in the outside world? 
Let the farmer have a free delivery of 
letters and newspapers, and a powerful aid 
to the reconciliation of the young to stay 
on and make the moat of the farm would 
be presented.

Why should the farmer not be entitled to 
every convenience granted by the Govern- 
mint to citizens, seeing that he contributes 
his full share of the taxation necessitated 
to supply these civilizing agencies? An 
excuse is the expense. But would it be 
so very much more expensive than the 
present system alter all? The increased 
business would, in a large measure, pay for 
the extension ot the postal service, but if it 
did not do so, there are many ways in 
which the authorities could economize, so 
that money now practically squandered 
could be applied for this most useful 
purpose.

Lord Tennyson, died 
rip in years and honor. Like nearly 
every great man who has died in recent 
years, Tennyson breathed his last at an 
early hour of the morning. Already there 
is talk of his successor, and one British 
newspaper nominates Swinburne It 
would not surprise us if the nomination 
held good. There is no other prominent 
poet in England to-day, though there 
are one or two good Scottish verse- 
makers. Why not make the honor 
British, and lot a North of the Tweed man 
have an opportunity to celebrate royal 
events in verse? One great Scotchman, 
Sir Walter Scott, was offered the office 
when Pye died in 1813, but refused, and 
Southey, who then accepted it, did so on 
the ground that he should only write when 
he chose to do so. Wordsworth and Ten- 
nyeon, who have since held the office, 
followed his example. The position brings 
about $600 a year to the holder.

SCREW VS. SIDEWHEEL
Interesting Race Between Two Palatial 

Passenger Steamboats.
NEW York, Oct. 5.—A sight rarely wit­

nessed on the waters of Long Island Sound 
now was seen this morning in a race by two 
of the mammoth steamboats, the Puritan, 
of Fall River, and the Richard Peck, of the 
New Haven line. Il was a test between 
different styles of marine machinery, and 
to determine the relative qualities of the 
compound beam engine that goes with the 
sidewheeler and the triple expansion engine 
that drives the twin screw propeller. The 
Puritan is a sidewheeler, one of the largest 
floating Sound palaces, and the Richard 
Peck is the first screw steamboat to 
go on service in the Sound. The race 
was between a point near Stratford Shoals 
to Fort Schuyler, 56 miles. The boats 
were stem and stem when they started, for 
the first fifteen minutes neither seemed to 
gain an inch on the other. The passengers 
on each boat shared in the excitement, and 
though the weather was cold, and stormy 
and rain was falling, most of them remaine I 
on deck. Finally the Richard Peck began 
to forge ahead, and when she passed Fort 
Schuyler this morning the Puritan was a 
mile and a half astern and had lost the

Lord Alfred Tennyson was the third 
son in a family of twelve, and was born 
Aug. 6, 1809. His early education was 
imparted by his father. Rev. G. C. 
Tennyson, at the parsonage at Somer- 
by, Lincolnshire. Afterwards he dis 
tinguished himself at Trinity College 
Cambridge. In 1829 he gained the chan­
cellor’s medal by a poem in blank verse en- 
titled "‘Timbuctoo." With the exception 
of a volume of poems published in conjunc­
tion with his brother Charles when they 
were boys, and a prize poem composed 
whilst an undergraduate at Cambridge, Mr. 
Tennyson did not publish anything until 
1830, when "Poems Chiefly Lyrical" ap­
peared. From 1842 the steady and rapid 
growth of his fame may be traced. It was 
at once apparent that the author of 
"‘Morte d’Arthur," "Locksley Hall," the 
"May Queen" and "The Two Voices" was 
entitled to take the first rank among 
English poets—a reputation which was 
more than sustained by the great works 
that followed.

MADE LAUREATE.
So well-known and popular, indeed, did 

Mr. Tennyson become after the publica- 
tion of "In Memoriam" in 1850 that it 
seemed only a matter of course, upon the 
death of Wordsworth, that the privilege of 
wearing ‘the laurel green from the brows 
of him who uttered nothing base" should 
be offered him. This was also the year of 
his marriage to the niece of Sir John 
Franklin, by whom he has had two sons, 
Hallam and Lionel.

The ode on the death of the Duke of 
Wellington was published in 1857 on the 
morning of the funeral, and since that oc- 
currence few events of more than ordinary 
interest in the eyes of Englishmen have 
taken place without eliciting from the 
laureate some poem worthy of the oc­
casion.

HIS PROLIFIC MUSE.
Mr. Tennyson has also written “Poems” 

(1851), "Poems" (1842), "‘The Princess" 
(1847), "In Memoriam" (1850), the latter 
being a series of elegies to the memory of 
Arthur Hallam, the son of the eminent 
historian and the chosen friend of the poet 
in his earlier days at Cambridge. "Maud" 
was published in 1855, "Idylls of the King" 
in 1858, "Enoch Arden" in 1804. "The 
Holy Grail" and "The Widow or the Songs 
of the Wrens" appeared in 1870, "Gareth 
and Lynette" in 1873. In 1879 Tennyson 
republished "The Lovers’ Tale" and the 
"Golden Supper." Since then he has pub- 
lished "Ballads and Other Poems."

Among Lord Tennyson’s dramatic com- 
positions are "Queen Mary" in 1875, “Har­
old” in 1876, Mr. Irving taking the princi- 
pal character; "The Falcon” in 1871, pro- 
duced by Mr. and Mrs. Kendal, "The 
Promise of May," a drama in three acts, 
was brought out in the Globe Theater, 
London, in 1882.

MADE A PEER.
In 1883 he accepted a peerage as Baron 

Tennyson, of Aldworth, Sussex and of 
Freshwater, Isle of Wight. Since this time 
he has published "Becket." "Tyrecius" 
and "Locksley Hall Sixty Years After." 
To add to this remarkable list of literary 
works, in his 81st year Lord Tennyson 
issued another volume, “Deneter and Other 
Poems,” which is very popular on botli sides 
of the Atlantic.

The occasion of “In Memoriam” is well 
known. It was owing to the sudden death 
of Arthur Hallam, Tennyson’s bosom friend, 
and to whom Tennyson’s favorite sister was 
betrothed. Arthur died suddenly whilst 
traveling in Europe. His remains were 
brought to England and interred in a tran­
quil spot on a lone hill that overhangs the 
Bristol Channel.

Tennyson had an uphill fight. In his 
early days some of the reviewers were 
violent and antagonistic, but his talent 
overcame all obstacles. "You will last,‘ 
Douglas Gerald said, and Carlyle, "Eh, he 
has got the grip of it," when Tennyson read 
him “The Revenge.”

HS FRIENDS.
Carlyle was a great friend af Tennyson’s. 

They used to dine at the Cock in the Stand 
in London, and sometimes Tennyson and 
Carlyle would take long walks together late 
into the night. The poet laureate had a 
happy married life. Who does not know 
these lines:

"Dear, near and true,
Not dearer Time himself could prove you, 
Though he make you evermore
Dearer and nearer.
Amongst the eminent visitors at Fresh­

water were Longfellow, Maurice, Kingsley, 
Duke of Argyll, Dean Stanley, the Prince 
Consort, Garibaldi, Darwin, Clough, Lecky, 
Jewett, Awbrey de Vere, Browning and the 
present Prime Minister.

IN EARNEST.
There is nothing frivolous in Tennyson: 

nay, there breathes in many passages strong 
fervent piety:

Strong Son of God, Immortal Love, 
Whom we, that have not seen thy face, 
By faith, and faith alone, embrace.

Believing where we cannot prove.

CARTER 
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DISASTROUS PRAIRIE FIRE.
Cowboys Mortally Hurt and a Thousand 

Head ol Cattle Burned.
BOISE CITY, Idaho, Oct. 5. —In the great 

prairie fire raging in the Bear River Valley 
more than 1,000 head of fat cattle have 
been burned to death, nine houses and four 
cabins were burned, and three herdsmen 
fatally injured. The cattle were feeding 
in a small valley when a strong wind 
suddenly blew a sea of fire down upon 
them. Before the cowboys could turn the 
maddened animals the herd was surrounded 
by flames. The cattle huddled in the 
middle of a clearing about a mile square in 
extent, and despite the efforts of the cow- 
boys they again stampeded. Many of them 
dashed into the midst of the flames, where 
they perished.

To save their lives the four cowboys who 
were within the fiery circle attempted to 
force their horses through a narrow belt of 
blazing timber. Before they had gone ten 
feet the animals had inhaled flame and 
dropped to the earth, their riders being 
compelled to run back to their starting 
place. After raging with great fury for 
nine hours the wind drove the flames on- 
ward, and friends from neighboring ranges 
came to the rescue of the four cowboys. 
Three of them are so badly burned that 
they will die.

MONTREAL, Que., Oct. 5.—Hon. Wilfrid 

Laurier lectured to a large audience in the 
Windsor Hall last evening on "Abraham 
Lincoln." The lecture was delivered nnder 
the auspices oi the Club National, and the 
immense audience that assembled to near 
the distinguished orator was a great 
personal tribute. Mr. Laurier dealt with 
a somewhat hackneyed subject in his usual 
eloquent manner, and succeeded in holding 
the attention of the audience for over an 
hour and a half while he sketched in a 
most interesting manner the leading facts 
of the great President’s life and his con­
nection with the civil war. He described 
Lincoln as, next to Washington, the great- 
est American in history. The task that he 
had to undertake required the greatest 
heroism. It was a remarkable fact, Mr. 
Laurier said, that Lincoln was not at hint 
regarded by the Republicans as the man to 
meet the situation. He was a comparative­
ly unknown man when lie was nominated 
by the Republicans at Chicago. The elec­
tion of such a man without any previous 
training or experience for the office was an 
anomaly which would not be possible in 
this country, and Mr. Laurier declared 
that he regarded our constitution as pre­
ferable in this respect. But Lincoln's 
choice was justified by events. No 
better man could have been chosen. 
Another remarkable fact about Lin­
coln was that while he had compara­
tively no schooling he was a perfect master 
of the English language, and some of his 
State papers were models of their kind. 
Lincoln was not the only instance of this

GRAVEYARD INSURANCE.

The Alleged Offenders at St. John, N.
E., All Committed for Trial.

Sr. JOHN, N. B., Oct. 5.—The examina­
tion into the graveyard insurance prisoners 
was concluded to-day, and they were all 
sent up for trial at the county court on the 
fourth Tuesday of the present month. 
Sidney Welton was admitted to hail in 
$3,000, but that of the other two accused 
was fixed at $6,000, $3,000 on each charge, 
and up to the present they have not put up 
sufficient sureties. It will be remembered 
that Rev. 8. B. Welton, pastor of the Main 
Street Baptist Church, C. B. Welton, his 
brother, and until lately agent in this city 
of the Union Mutual Life Insurance, of 
Portland, Me., and Dr. Randall, were the 
parties charged with graveyard insurance.

The companies involved and the amounts 
are: Union Mutual, of Portland, Me., 
$2 000; Mutual Reserve Fund Life Asso- 
ciation, of New York, $5,000; Golden Rule 
Alliance, of Boston, $4,000; Total Absti­
nence Life Association of America, of 
Chicago, $3,000. It wasalleged that dying 
men were insured and certified to by the 
doctors as in good health, while in the case 
of the clergyman, it is alleged that he wit­
nessed signatures which were forged.

The case against these men was worked 
up by L. V. Beebe, of the Union Mutual 
Life Insurance Company, of Portland, Me., 
who went about where persons were in- 
sured sawing wood, etc., and secured 
information which led to their arrest.
