LONDON, April 23.—The prosecuting 

witnesses in the Wilde-Taylor cases are 
being lodged with a number of police- 
men in Croyden street to prevent them 
from being mobbed.

The Exchange Telegraph Company 
says that Wilde will probably plead 
guilty to one offense.

UNDER A CLOUD.
LONDON, April 23.—Rev. Jonathan 

Bell, a Primitive Methodist clergyman, 
living at Primrose Villa, Blackheath, 
Rowley, in Staffordshire. This address 
resembles strikingly the one given by 
the clergyman accused in Detroit, of 
being Miss Hall’s betrayer, which was 
Primrose Villa, Station road. Black- 
heath, via Dudley. Bell has been in the 
ministry twenty years. He was in 
Michigan at the time when, according 
to the Detroit police, Emily Hall’s be­
trayer arranged for her reception at 
the lying-in hospital. His voice failed 
last summer owing to an affection of 
the throat and he applied to the trus­
tees for a three months’ vacation, 
which was granted. No rumor has 
reached his flock that the Detroit police 
are inquiring after an Englishman of 
his name to clear the mystery of Em­
ily Hall’s betrayal and death.

HANDS OFF.
LONDON, April 23.—The Daily News 

will say tomorrow: We understand 
that the Government will not join any 
combination of European powers to in­
terfere with the results of the Japanese 
victories. While the Ministers are will­
ing and anxious to avert war, they do 
not regard the British interests as af­
fected by the terms of peace.

A dispatch from Yokohama savs the 
Japanese have denied officially that the 
treaty of peace will place the Chinese 
customs under Japanese control. The 
treaty contains the optional condition 
that Japan will give up Wei Hai Wei 
upon the payment of the second in­
stallment of the war Indemnity, pro­
vided China pledges her customs to in­
sure the payment of the balance; but 
this condition possibly willl not be ob­
served.

A dispatch tc the Central News from 
Shanghai says Pekin advices state that 
some modifications in the Chinese-Jap­
anese treaty of peace have bene agreed 
upon. Of the five new commercial 
ports to be opened, it has been decided 
to substitute Nankin for Pekin, and Woo 
Chow, on the West Canton River, for 
Huchow. Wei Hai Wei is also to be 
garrisoned by the Japanese at China's 
expense for a term of years. Nankin, 
although included in the existing treaty 
ports, has never been proclaimed open.

A LIBERAL VICTORY.
London, April 24.—The Parliamentary 

election in the mid-division of Norfolk 
yesterday resulted in the return of 
Mr. Gurdon (Liberal) by a vote of 4.112 
to 3,904 for Mr. Wilson (Conservative).

TO BE TRIED ON FRIDAY.
London, April 24.—Counsel for Oscar 

Wilde made application in the Old 
Bailey court this morning for a post­
ponement of his client’s trial. Tay­
lor’s counsel, however, was desirous 
cf proceeding, and the prosecuting 
lawyer argued in opposition to the 
postponement, saying Wilde had had 
ample opportunity to prepare for trial. 
The court refused to grant a postpone­
ment, and fixed Friday as the day for 
trial. The sale of Oscar Wilde’s ef­
fects by auction upon the order of the 
sheriff is regarded as indicating that 
Ills pecuniary means are exhausted.

Misses Josephine and Philomene Del­
orme, young Hamilton girls, rescued 
from drowning some boys who had 
fallen from a boat into the bay.

At Yarmouth, N. S., the 2-year-old 
son of Clarence Dunn, was scalded to 
death by upsetting a pail of hot water 
upon himself. The child lingered 24 
hours in distressing agony.

The Majestic, the magnificent new 
flagship of the Great Northern Transit 
Company, was launched on Tuesday 
by the Collingwood Dry Dock and Ship- 
buiding Company at Collingwood with 
appropriate ceremonies.

John Foster, a Toronto milkman, was 
found dead in his milk cart Tuesday 
at the corner of King and Simcoe 
streets. Deceased leaves a family of 
young girls, his wife having died three 
years ago.

On Monday evening, at West Pub- 
nico, N. S., James Amiro was drowned 
while endeavoring to rescue his son, 
who had fallen overboard from a boat. 
The accident happened a short distance 
from the shore. The boy was saved, 
and Mr. Amiro’s body was found short­
ly afterwards. He leaves a wife and 
several children.

David Provost, liquor dealer, 143 
Broad street, Ottawa, notified the police 
Tuesday that he had been done out 
of $605 cash by confidence men. The 
latter intrusted Provost with a box said 
to contain $10,000, and in return for their 
confidence he drew $605 out of the post- 
office savings bank to accommodate his 
newly-found friends. The box really 
contained nothing but scraps of paper.

A telegram from Calgary says: A 
melancholy drowning accident happen­
ed in Bow River last night. Mrs. John­
son, of Winnipeg, sister of Mr. Taylor, 
manager of the Hudson Bay store here, 
was walking with a lady friend on the 
ice, and when coming to an open place 
which had been cut out for the pier of a 
bridge, she walked into eleven feet of 
water. The strong current at once took 
her under the ice.

The taking of evidence at Hamilton 
in the extradition case against Mrs. 
M. Mack—or rather, Tensie McMillan— 
the United States postage counterfeiter, 
was continued this morning before 
Judge Muir. As this is the first case 
of the counterfeiting of American post­
age stamps that has ever occurred, that 
Government seems determined to spare 
no expense in making it the last. The 
evidence against the prisoner was very 
strong. Judge Muir will render his de­
cision in two days.

Ex-Speaker Peel Voted an Annuity 
of $20,000. The directors of the Western Govern­

ment School of Art are in a quandary. 
First, they do not know exactly where 
the school will be in a month or so 
when the Mechanics’ Institute build­
ing passes into other hands, and sec- 
ondly, they hardly know where to raise 
funds. A meeting of the directors was 
called for yesterday. As the notices 
read, it was held “for the purpose of 
considering the financial position of the 
school, also the question of continuing 
the school for another year, and other 
business."

In response to the summons the fol­
lowing attended: President, C. F. Leon­
ard, Mrs. T. Macbeth, Mr. Wm. Bow­
man, Mr. James Cowan, Mr. Fred Hen­
ry and Mr. J. H. Griffith, secretary-

It was pointed out that in event of 
the purchase of the property the direc­
tors might be given three months’ no­
tice to move the school. The possibility 
of getting a room in the new Free Li­
brary building was discussed, and 
Messrs. Cowan, Bowman and the pres­
ident were appointed to look into the 
matter and report at a meeting to be 
held shortly.

The financial standing was next con­
sidered. “We need $200 to close up this 
year,S business," said the president.

"What are we going to do for next 
year?" asked Mr. Henry.

“I don’t know, I am sure,” answered 
Mr. Leonard; “we will have to go back 
to the old system, I guess; i. e., Mr. 
Griffith to take the fees from the pupils 
as his salary.”

"That will be satisfactory to me,” 
said Mr. Griffith. “Of course, the board 
will carry out the present agreement 
until the end of the current vear.”

This was thought to be the best plan, 
and the directors adjourned to meet on 
May 7, when they will know who they 
will have to deal with about rent, as 
the institute will be sold on May 3.

The Sicilians had lost their 
hold on this market by the growth of 
the Florida trade, and the probability 
that the call on that quarter for fruit 
early in the season would not be re­
peated seems to have impressed Ferdin­
and Ferrell, of Palermo, with the idea 
that he might as well make a clean 
sweep at once. It is the practice of 
receivers to place credits in foreign 
banks in the fruit-importing season, 
and to let shippers draw on those cred­
its on the invoices. Shippers usually 
get $1 a box on these drafts, any balance 
being payable after delivery.

E. L. Goodsell, of 103 Park Place 
placed abroad a credit of $2,000 The 
bank paid Ferrell $700 on papers show­
ing the shipment of 700 boxes of or­
anges and lemons. When the goods ar­
rived they were found to consist of a 
single layer of inferior oranges or lem­
ons in each box, the remaining space 
being filled with stones and sulphur 
Freight, duty, insurance and commis­
sion amounted to $1 70 per box.

New York, April 24.—The Herald’s 
special from Nicaragua says: Com­
mander Stokes, of H. M. S. Royal Ar­
thur, which is at Corinto with the Sat­
ellite and Wild Swan, arrived here last 
evening, and at the end of a conference 
which only lasted ten minutes handed 
the Nicaragua Minister of Foreign Af­
fairs the British ultimatum. The ulti­
matum gives the Government of Nic­
aragua three days in which to settle the 
claims made by Great Britain, failing 
which settlement England will block­
ade the port of Corinto, and also land 
troops and occupy the city.

A meeting of prominent Nicaraguans 
is being held now to decide upon a plan 
of action. The general opinion is that 
Nicaragua will arrange to pay the in­
demnity demanded by Great Britain. 
Everything is quiet in the capital. Men 
anxious to serve in case of opposition 
to England's demands are offering 
themselves in large numbers.

Emma was the only daughter. She 
was 22 years of age, and of medium 
height. She had light hair, and was 
rather pretty. Her manner was re­
served and reputation good. The police 
of Birmingham district had not up to 
last evening received any communica­
tions from America in regard to Miss 
Hall.

This is just what 
Mrs. Barney’s voice does, and wonder- 
ly of this woman’s capacity to sorrow 
with the sorrowing, and her great 
power to love. “Most people,” to quote 
S. S. Curry again, “pretend to look 
upon a beautiful voice, beautiful tone- 
color, soft and beautiful intonations, 
definite attack, good inflections and 
well-developed form in speech, as mere­
ly so much decoration, something to 
add to the beauty of speech, but with 
no distinct function in manifesting 
truth.”

D) D) AY230-232 Dundas St BALTIMORE, Md., April 23.—The 
Brotherhood of Carpenters and Joiners 
have decided to wage war upon the 
Baltimore Baseball Club, and from 
now until the trouble is settled all 
union men affiliated with the Federa­
tion of Labor are requested by the car­
penters to taboo the champions. The 
trouble grew out of the construction 
of the new grand stand. The contrac­
tor employed some non-union carpen­
ters, although paying union wages. It 
was decided last night to push the boy­
cott in every city where the Baltimore 
team appears.

NEW YORK. April 23.—Two thous­
and tailors on the East Side went on 
strike today. The strike was declared 
by the Tailors’ Progressive Union. 
Some thousand women, girls and boys, 
whose work depends on the tailors, 
have also been thrown out of employ­
ment. The strike is conducted in an 
orderly manner. The tailors on strike 
are those who produce the highest 
grade work on ready made clothing. 
Up to the present time they have re­
ceived $1 for making a coat. A good 
workman, it is said, can do this work 
in six hours. The tailors, after the 
strike of last September, signed an 
agreement consenting to work for that 
price, the agreement to last till May. 
The employers now want to extend 
this agreement for another year, but 
the tailors want an increase of 10 per 
cent on sack coats and 15 per cent on 
overcoats, and a letter requesting this 
change was sent by them to the con­
tractors a week ago. The employers, 
however, declined to pay the extra 10 
of 15 per cent.

NEWCASTLE, Pa., April 23.—One 
thousand workmen struck today, and 
every furnace in Newcastle is idle to- 
night. The men asked that the old 
wages of 1S92 be restored.

The London Choral Society last even­

ing gave the best concert that has been 
given in the city for a long, long time, 
and the City Hall was crowed. Con­
ductor Roselle Pococke has evidently 
been making good use of his time, and 
deserves to be richly congratulated and 
rewarded. Speaking first of the soci­
ety’s work, it was good, and opened 
with the pretty bridal chorus from "Lo- 
hengrin,’’ which they sang very nicely; 
but if we may choose, the stirring sea 
song of the vikings went splendidly, 
and called forth a rousing encore. Next 
for choice came the beautiful “Vale 
of Rest" of Mendelssohn; but all was 
good, both In intonation, precision and 
light and shade. Mr. Fred Jenkins, 
who has been heard here before when 
he resided in Hamilton previous to re­
moving to Cleveland several years ago, 
appeared, and made a great impres­
sion. His first number was Stephen 
Adams’ “Star of Bethlehem,” which he 
sang with great expression, and, being 
recalled, gave “My Sweetheart When 
a Boy." But It was in the great aria 
from Handel’s oratorio, “Samson,” 
“Why Does the God of Israel Sleep," 
that Mr. Jenkins displayed his great 
powers as an oratorio singer, his fine 
voice and great declamatory power 
gave such a rendition of this master­
piece as has not been heard in London 
for a long time, and the difficult runs 
were executed with a clearness that 
won admiration. Being recalled he re­
sponded with the pathetic air from the 
same oratorio, “Total Eclipse,” and 
again displayed his great ability in 
another style. The sensation —we use 
the word advisedly—was Miss Evelyn 
DeLatre Street, daughter of Judge 
Street, late of this city, whose playing 
amazed every one. The young lady has 
a great future—her purity of tone and 
technique developed more and more as 
she proceeded, and one did not know 
which to admire most, the way she 
overcame the difficulties of the opening 
movement of Ernst’s glorious composi­
tion or the pure breadth of tone of the 
second. In response to a most pro- 
nounced recall, she played a charming 
little number, “L’Abeille,” by Schuman. 
At her later reappearance she played 
most exquisitely a polonaise by Wieni- 
awski—and in being recalled gave in 
a chaste manner a beautiful pianis­
simo berceuse, by Simon. London will 
be anxious to hear its charming and tal­
ented citizen again at an early date. 
Mrs. Mackelcan was in particularly 
fine voice, and more than pleased her 
many London admirers. She gave first 
“Lucy Gray,” by Blumenthal, and sec­
ondly, "The Carnival,” by Molloy, and 
was enthusiastically recalled both 
times. In answer to the first she gave 
a very pretty, piquant little song, which 
was greatly admired. Mr. Furness ap­
peared twice, and displayed his old- 
time good voice and vigorous style in 
“True Till Death.” Mr. Fred L. 
Evans presided at the piano, and the 
mention of that gentleman’s name 
means that considerably more than 
satisfaction was given—in fact, perfec­
tion. Mr. Pococke and the committee 
of the society are to be highly con­
gratulated on their great artistic suc­
cess, and also on the crowded house. 
It is to be hoped that they may be 
encouraged to further good work and 
meet with equal success.

Mr. McCarthy Talks—A Tiff With Ouimet- 
Prohibition Question to Come Up—The Sus­
picious Hudson Bay Railway Deal—Fun in 
the Forum.

OTTAWA, April 23.—Renewed Inter­
est was given to the debate on the ad­
dress today when it was known that 
D’Alton McCarthy would speak. He 
was preceded by Mr. McMullen (Wel­
lington), that sturdy advocate of econ­
omy in public affairs, who has earned 
the ill-will of the boodling fraternity 
throughout the Dominion. Mr. McMul­
len asserted that the country has had 
fifteen years of political profligacy, and 
that the scandalous disregard of the 
public interests and incidental taxa­
tion have largely caused the hard times 
and the incidental deficit. He warned 
the Finance Minister that he must not 
ask the House to vote large sums of 
money to more than questionable en­
terprises like the Tay Canal, the Cara- 
quette Railway, or the $2,000 lately 
given each year to Sir C. H. Tupper 
to buy wines for old world nabobs. 
Large sums might be saved to the tax­
payers if the Government really would 
go to work in earnest, but if it did not 
it might expect the strongest of oppo­
sition. He condemned the Government 
for promoting the importation of farm 
products, and stirred up Mr. Foster 
by stating that an enormous sum had 
been spent on a prohibition commission 
which was appointed to shelve the ques­
tion and let Mr. Foster out of his for­
mer pledges to deal with it. Mr. Fos­
ter rode the prohibition horse till he 
got a fat office, said Mr. McMullen; 
since then he has never once saddled 
the animai; instead of that, he has been 
a party to the French treaty, the spe­
cial object of which is to provide for 
the importation of cheap wines into 
Canada. Mr. McMullen pointed out 
that the Interest on the public debt 
is now upwards of $9,000,000, and said 
the Ministry was a Cabinet of infants 
unable to properly manage Canadian 
affairs in the present crisis.

* * * *
Mr. McCarthy, who spoke from his 

seat on the -Conservative side, com­
plained of the flagrant disregard oi 
public interest evidenced by the late 
calling of Parliament for business. 
Never in twenty years, except in years 
when elections had been held, had the 
House been called at so late a date. 
Without regard to party, this wholly 
unjustifiable and unwarranted conduct 
should be condemned. Taking up the 
Manitoba school dispute, Mr. McCarthy 
remarked on the differences in the ex­
planation of the meaning of the rem­
edial order sent to Manitoba that had 
been given in the House and out of it 
In Haldimand it was said to be sim­
ply a mandate from the Privy Council 
passed on to Manitoba. Mr. Bennett,

federation separate schools were in­
sisted upon by Protestant représenta- 
tives, and chiefly for the benefit of the 
Quebec minority. He charged those 
opposed to his views with being dema­
gogues and stirrers up of strife. Where­
upon Mr. Bain (Wentworth remarked, 
“That’s rough on Clarke Wallace."

After the hilarity over this remark 
ceased Mr. Costigan concluded: “It is 
the duty of every one to try to solve 
this question in a broad, tolerant spirit, 
whether we be Roman Catholics, Pres­
byterians or Protestants."

This break caused much laughter on 
both sides. The address was then 
agreed to. It is the intention to take 
up the estimates on Thursday. The 
House adjourned shortly before 6 p.m.

On the 
motion for adjournment, Mr. Laurier 
asked for particulars of the order-in- 
Council giving new terms to the specu­
lators. Mr. Foster whispered to Mr. 
Haggart, Minister of Railways, and 
said he could hardly say just then, 
“Has money been paid?” asked Mr. 
Laurier, Mr. Foster replied “No,” and 
promised an early explanaton of the 
order. “That will not do,” said Hon. 
David Mills. “The House is entitled 
to more than an explanation. It is its 
right to see the order-in-Council." The 
end is not yet.

Mr. McLean (York) today explained 

his bill affecting railway employes. The 
measure provides that every railway 
company must by 1900 provide every 
train with automatic brakes, and that 
each car shall be provided with coup­
lers Which will not necessitate brake- 
men going between the cars.

In neither 
will our people sell a dollar’s worth if 
it doth not profit them. Though we tax 
British products received by us in ex­
change for our exports, the British put 
no tax on what they import from us.

How much more profitable 
it would be were every vexatious and 
unnecessary impost abolished!

In 45 Minutes—One Mile in

41 Seconds!
PHILADELPHIA, April 23.—The 

fastest time ever made between here 
and Atlantic City, and the fastest time 
ever made by a railroad train In this 
country for such a great distance, was 
accomplished by a special newspaper 
train on the Pennsylvania Railroad 
Sunday morning. The train pulled out 
of the Camden depot at 5:36 1-4, and 55 
minutes later came to a stop in Atlan­
tic City. The distance by this route is 
58 3-10 miles, and the average speed was 
761-2 miles an hour. The fastest single 
mile was made in 41 seconds, which is 
an average of 87 8-10 miles an hour. 
This is the most noticeable performance 
in railroad speed which has yet been 
made.
