Meanwhile the Germans placed bombs on 
the schooner and ten minutes later there| 
was an explosion and the vessel sank.

With the British Army in France, Aug. 22.—British troops 
are holding virtually all the Arras-Albert Railroad, and have estab­
lished their posts well east of that line.

The British success in the north enabled the tanks to pass 
beyond the railroad. Some were reported this morning to be 
working as far eastward as the Bapaume-Arras road.

In their new attack the British early this morning apparently 
had taken their final objectives on the right, and were well inside 
the enemy lines.

South of Albert the British crossed the Ancre River.
French troops have reached the Ailette River at several points. 

It is not expected that the Germans will try to hold the Ailette, 
line, but may retreat to the Oise.

Gen. Byng’s army is encountering desperate resistance in the 
region of Bapaume. Achiet-le-Grand changed hands several times 
late yesterday afternoon and last night. The British are now in1 
that position.

This morning the British lines had moved forward until they 
ran along in front of the Maulte-Albert road. The British attack 
between the Somme and Ancre was not on a very extended front. 
Satisfactory progress has been reported from every point. On 
the British right wing about 150 Germans were captured early in 
the drive.

WILL FACILITATE 
CAPTURE OF NOYON

READING’S MESSAGEAllies Have Damaged Six 
German Armies Since 

July 15.
London, Aug. 22.—Lord Read­

ing, the British ambassador to 
the United States, was the guest 
of honor yesterday of the Amer­
ican Luncheon Club. Three hun­
dred persons attended, Including 
the Japanese, Italian, and Chil­
ean ambassadors, the Belgian 
minister. Lord Milner, Lord 
Robert Cecil, Winston Spencer 
Churchill, Vice-Admiral Sims and 
several members of the cabinet.

If there was a message he 
would bring to Britain from 
America, said Lord Reading, it 
would be: "America is with you 
to the end, the only end possible, 
that is, until victory has been at­
tained."

SINKS SCHOONER PASADENA.
A Canadian Atlantic Port. Aug. 22.— 

The crew of the Nova Scotia fishing 
schooner Pasadena has arrived at a 
port east of here, reporting their vessel 
sunk by the trawler Triumph on Tues­
day night.

Capt. Enos Wentzell, master of the 
Pasadena, said that the converted 
trawler came alongside his schooner on 
Tuesday and ordered him to go on 
board the Triumph. He did so. and 
was informed that he had exactly ten 
minutes in which to abandon ship. The 
Germans then went aboard his vessel 
and slung bombs around her. The 
crew of the Pasadena did not wait to 
see their ship blown up. but at once 
set out for the shore, 60 miles away.

AMERICAN AVIATORS CARRY OUT
RAIDS ON TOWNS NEAR VERDUN

With the American Forces in France, Tuesday, Aug. 20.—Two 
bombing flights were carried out yesterday by American aviatorsi 
on the towns of Longuyon and Audun-le-Roman, northeast of 
Verdun. Bombs were successfully dropped on railroad tracks and 
roundhouses.

Three American reconnaissance planes yesterday encountered: 
and attacked three German machines near Wavrille, to the north 
of Verdun. One German airplane was forced down with its tank 
on fire, and the others were driven away. The Americans re­
turned to their bases safely.

Paris. Aug. 22.—The Allies have dam- 
aged six German armies since July 15, 
and the British are now eating into the 
seventh, with the spread of the battle 
northward and over a front of 70 miles. 
Whether the enemy is prepared or un- 
prepared, allied efforts have had the 
same results, and the Germans have 
been outgeneraled and outfought. The 
armies attacked and damaged in the 
past few weeks have been those of 
Gens, von Einem, von Mudra, von 
Boehn, von Eben, von Hutier and von 
der Marwitz.

The full designs of Marshal Foch are 
known only to himself and perhaps one 
or two others, but it Is believed gener­
ally that his aim is not, as the Ger­
mans claim, to pierce their lines, but 
to strike a succession of blows to cause 
the enemy irreplaceable losses in men 
and material, and force him to make 
more or less disastrous retreats. If 
that be the marshal’s plan, he is pur­
suing it with skill and unvarying suc­
cess. Gen. Ludendorff is being forced 
to expend his effectives out of all pro­
portion to his resources on a given 
sector of the front, after which an­
other blow is struck home on another 
sector. e

LASSIGNY TAKEN Germans Evacuated Town 
Only After Most Stubborn 

Resistance.BY SUDDEN DASH
Important Town Captured by 

Allies in Unexpected 
Attack.

Paris, Aug. 22.—The occupation of 
Lassigny by the army of Gen. Humbert, 
newspaper commentators believe, will 
facilitate the capture of Noyon, towards 
which the armies of Gen. Mangin and 
Humbert are pressing steadily. Las­
signy was one of the pivots of the Ger­
man defence system between the Oise 
and the Somme and was defended most: 
stubbornly.

Gen. Mangin on Wednesday contin-! 
ued to move toward the Oise. If the 
German front there has not been 
pierced, as the Germans claim the 
French are trying to do, it has been 
bent back a considerable distance, and 
it is believed may have to be with­
drawn to the Ailette.

Observers here see a new danger for 
the enemy in the British attack north I 
of the Ancre in the direction of Ba­
paume. The British already are on the 
battleground of 1916.

THIRD SCHOONER SUNK.
A Canadian Atlantic Port, Aug. 22.— 

Sixteen of the crew of the fishing 
schooner Delia Garde have landed at 
Gabarusa. Cape Breton, reporting that 
their vessel was sunk on the banks by a 
submarine. One of the men is injured. 
A dory containing three men is miss- 
ing.

HUNS DEPRIVEDOn the French Front in France. Aug. 
22—The operation which resulted in the 
fall of Lassigny Wednesday began with 
a successful thrust from the west by a 
battalion of Chasseurs. Divette wood, 
a strongly fortified position, which had 
delayed the French advance for two 
days, was taken in a sudden dash and 
the battalion reached the outskirts of 
Lassigny on the west and on the north. 
Meanwhile other units, composed of 
men from Brittany and Paris, took the 
southern outskirts of Lassigny and 
crossed through the town, chasing the 
Germans before them. By noon a com­
pany of engineers had cleared out the 
town and captured the last enemy oc­
cupants who were hiding in cellars.

Cares for 5,000.
The new plant is designed to care for 

5,000 inhabitants, being that part of city 
east of Egerton street, from the C. P.

The tanks, any one of which may be! 
used at a time, are of decidedly peculiar 
construction.

Double Tanks.
They really consist of a small tank set 

inside a 20-foot tank. These might be 
termed detention tanks. The sewage 
passes through a slit in the bottom of 
the smaller tank into the larger one. As 
it fills up, the water works up through 
the slit into the small tank and then 
passes out through large pipes to the 
filter beds. All solid matter remains be­
hind in the bottom of the larger deten­
tion tanks and when they fill up to a 
certain point will be washed out through 
pipes to the sludge beds, which are 
located near the river. There it dries 
out and may be sold or used for fer­
tilizer.

! The liquid matter from the detention 
tanks pours into large tanks at the head 
of the filter beds. These tanks gradual­
ly fill up and when they reach a cer­
tain height the valves open and the 
'water pours out into the large pipes.

“Between the Ailette and the Aisne there is no change in the 
situation, except in the region of Pommiers, where we have taken 
the western outskirts of the village.’’

BETWEEN SOMME AND ANCRE
London, Aug. 22.—British forces attacked this morning be­

tween the Somme and Ancre Rivers.
Between two and three thousand prisoners were captured by 

the British in yesterday’s operation, the official statement issued 
at the war office today announces, North of the Ancre, the state­
ment says, the Arras-Bapaume Railway has been crossed in spite 
of strong enemy resistance.

British troops have reached the village of Neuf Berquin, north- 
east of Neuville.

The text of the British statement reads:
"At 4:45 o'clock this morning our troops attacked the posi­

tions of the enemy between the Somme and the Ancre rivers.
“By nightfall yesterday our petrols had made progress on the 

left bank of the Ancre River, to the south and southeast of Beau- 
court.

North of the Ancre River our positions gained yesterday 
were maintained against hostile counter-attacks delivered during 
the afternoon and evening on the Miraumont ad Achiet-le- 
Grand front.”

“The hostile artillery lias been very active throughout the 
night on the battlefront, and this morning fresh hostile counter­
attacks are reported to have developed opposite Miraumont and 
Irles.

“Between two thousand and three thousand prisoners and a 
'few guns were captured by us in our operations yesterday.

“Further progress has been made by us to the east and north- 
east of Merville. Our troops are on the outskirts of Neuf Berquin.

“Last night we attacked and captured a hostile strong point 
north of Bailleul.

“A strong local counter-attack was delivered bv the enemy 
yesterday morning against Locrehof Farm, northwest of Dra- 
noutre. It was repulsed after sharp fighting. Further fighting 
took place during the night in this sector.”

The "prisoner of war" work is a de­

partment which not only is increasing in 
the need of support but which, under 
the able administration of Miss Dorothy 
Gunn, has attracted sympathy and sup­
port apace. The income this past year 
has been $19.334.90, an increase of $8.- 
139.16, not so much, however, in the 
face of the fact that it costs $600,000 to 
feed the Canadian prisoners of war, and 
the Red Cross boxes are absolute neces­
sities for them.

Necessary Changes.
One hundred and fifteen new regular, 

monthly subscribers to the fund have 
enrolled this year, giving a total of 329.

Formerly, it was possible to "adopt" 
a prisoner of war on payment of $2.50 a 
month, get his name and thus keep in 
personal touch with him. Since the sum 
of $10 was required monthly to supply 
him with food and clothing, this meant 
endless bookkeeping at headquarters. 
The advance in cost of living means 
that $15 monthly is now required. Groups 
of people subscribing the $15 can ob­
tain the address of the prisoner adopted. 
The next of kin reserving the right of 
adopting the prisoner.

Sterilizes Dressings.
The London Red Cross Society is one 

of three in Canada which sterilizes sur­
gical supplies to send overseas. Lon- 
don, moreover, has its own sterilization 
plant, in charge of five graduate nurses, 
the efficiency of the work being thus 
assured. Each Monday, surgical sup­
plies are made up at Hyman Hall un­
der the direction of Miss Falls, con­
vener of the surgical committee. The 
remainder of the week is required for 
the sterilizing work done by Miss 
Young.

That the cause of the horse that is 
cruelly treated by its owner will be 
faithfully championed by the officers 
of the police court, was evidenced this 
morning when two citizens were each: 
fined $10 and costs for driving horses! 
that were unfit to work. The charges 
were laid by George Burgess, local rep­
resentatives of the Humane Society.

“Because I have taken into consid­
eration the fact that in many cases of 
a similar nature that have been 
brought before me, the owner of the 
horse is not able to leave his horse in 
the stable for any length of time as 
the horse is often the only means of 
livelihood, and I have been lenient, the 
general public apparently thinks this 
court is too easy on offenders of this 
class. I do not want to be lenient ex­
cept when the circumstances warrant 
it," Magistrate Graydon continued. “I 
realize the seriousness of the offence 
and the practice of abusing horses has 
got to stop. If it. does not I am going 
to send the offenders to jail without 
the option of a fine."

John Griffiths, manager of the City 
Creamery, was named in one of the 
charges, but it was established that 
he was ill at the time the offence was 
committed, and Roy Moore, the driver 
of the horse, was accordingly fined 
after pleading guilty.

Edward Hartnell of 64 Byron avenue, 
was the next one charged with cruelty 
to animals. He admitted that he drove 
a horse that had a sore back.

George Burgess said that the animal 
was not in any fit shape to work, as 
the sore was a large one. Marks of 
the whip showed on flanks of the horse 
also, according to Burgess, who said 
he remonstrated with Hartnell for ! 
using the lash so freely.

Suspension.—A member failing to pay 

his ducs for a period of six months 
becomes (ipso facto) suspended. No­
tice shall be mailed by registered post 
by the secretary of the branch to the 
member at his last known address, in­

Gum camphor sprinkled 
around the shelves is also said to chase 
the ants away, and others have found 
powdered borax very good for ridding 
the house of the pests.

2. Moisten a cloth in water, sprinkle 
with common baking soda, and rub the 
white spot well. This has been found 
a very good way to restore the color. 
To rub with alcohol Is another method 
that sometimes proves successful.

3. I think this is the recipe you de­
sire: Rhubarb and Lemon Preserve— 
Cut fine six pounds rhubarb, add 5 
pounds sugar, and let stand over night;

three lemons and boil one hour, then 
add the lemon juice and boil until of 
desired thickness. Some like a little 
root ginger boiled in, and prefer using 
oranges to lemons with the rhubarb, as 
they are less tart.

NEW YORK, Aug. 21.—In the latest 
thrust of the British third army of 
Gen. Byng, and in the most recent oper­
ation of the tenth French army, under 
Gen. Mangin, there seems to be indi- 
cated fairly clearly an Interesting 
offensive method which contrasts 
strikingly with that employed by the 
German. In their great offensives of 
inis year the Germans have followed 
the plan of other years, attacking on 
a very wide front after an enormous 
preparation, and, having exhausted 
their resources in the attack, spending 
a long time in preparation for another 
attack.
Now Foch seems to he striking a 
series, of rapid blows, by comparison 
with the German efforts small, re- 
lying upon a local effect produced— 
now near Arras, now near the Oise, 
now between the Oise and the Somme 

to produce in the aggregate a gen- 
eral dislocation of the German line.

Uses Few Men.
In each of these blows he uses com­
paratively few men, and the victori- 
ous troops are ready for a thrust after 
a short interval. The German gets 
no rest, no time to reorganize or re- 
ETOUD his forces, the blows which are 
rained upon him are none of them 
knockout blows, but each of them 
adds to his confusion and inflicts seri­
ous local injuries.

As to the latest British blow now 
going forward between Arras and the 
Ancre, it is plain that if it continues 
for any distance it will uncover the 
flank of all the Germars south of the 
Ancre and between Baupaume and the 
Somme.

Fight For Embankment.
It was the embankment that the en­

emy, armed with countless machine 
guns, fired a rain of bullets in an effort 
to keep the British from coming furth- 
er, but while they were doing it, they 
themselves must have suffered severe- 
y, not only from the flood of direct and 
indirect machine gun fire, but from 
shells which were sent, crashing about 
their ears from directly in front of 
them, for the British field guns moved 
up closely in the rear of the Infantry, 
and from their flank, where the big 
British guns hurled in an avalanche of 
steel from the north.

As it inevitable, when a battle rages 
with such intensity, as along this em­
bankment the exact situation is obscure, 
but reports have been received that the 
British have broken down the German 
defence at various places and have 
passed through to the eastern side.

Rushing Up Reserves.
Behind the embankment there may 

not have been a great force of German 
reserves when the battle began, but 
by this time the harassed enemy cer­
tainly is rushing men to the scenes as 
fast as he can, for another disaster 
threatens him.

The battle opened with a sudden 
crash of guns of all calibres just as 
day was breaking. Great billows of 
thick fog such as are seen only on this 
side of the Atlantic hung over the 
scene. The infantrymen and tank 
crews could scarcely see a hundred 
feet ahead of them, and the flare to 
countless blazing cannon was 
smothered, while explosions from their 
mouths rolled up into a continuous 
deadened roar.

The fog was most favorable to the 
attacking formations, for its effect 
usually shielded them from the eyes of 
the enemy, and at the same time caused 
the Germans opposite to believe that 
the attack was not directly against 
them.•

Caught While Gaping.
“The guns sounded a long way off," 

said one of the early prisoners. “So 
we congratulated ourselves that we 
were not to be attacked. Just then 
a tank followed by infantry, roled 
right over our position, and I sur­
rendered.“

As tanks and men followed behind 
the sweeping barrage, the atmosphere 
became even more thick, for, mixed 
with the fog were great banks of 
smoke trom innumerable shells fired 
for just this purpose of increasing the 
protecting screen.

The German guns retaliated only 
feebly, hut there was sharp fighting 
at various points where isolated posts 
filled with machine guns and gunners 
put up a stiff battle. At the little 
shell-ruined village village of Cour- 
celles, about the centre of the battle- 
front, the German garrison made a 
desperate fight and for a time the 
advance of the infantry was held up 
at this place.

Strongholds Turn Shambles.
Then the tanks arrived on the scene 

and charged into the enemy's positions, 
quickly transforming them from strong- 
holds to shambles. The tanks repeated 
this performance at other places in the 
line where the stubborn Boches held 
out courageously. But their courage 
availed them nothing in the face of 
the great tanks, dipping in and out of 
the shell holes and across old trenches 
that have seen some of the war's 
fiercest fighting, and the smaller whip­
pet tanks and armored cars, which 
sped over the ground at a great rate.

Somme canal and that the stubborn- 
ness with which he is contesting the 
British advance between Chaulnes and 
Roye is due to his desire to gain fur­
ther time.

Stubborn Fighting,
With the Allies on the western out- 

skirts of .Roye the German tenure of 
that town seems short, but Luden- 
dorff is showing no signs of abandon­
ing It until driven out. The struggle 
for Lassigny has been extremely bit­
ter with armies engaged in a tussle 
resembling in miniature the fighting 
at Verdun and Passchendaele ridge 
Mangin’s army, working north from 
the Aisne in the hope of outflanking 
the crown prince’s army, has made 
notable, progress.

The French are only five to six miles 
from Noyon, while they are well north 
of Soissons. Ludendorff has his armies 
well in hand just now, and they are 
offering a good deal of resistance, which 
means the French deserve the greatest 
credit for the success of their squeez­
ing tactics.

That present fighting will be fol­
lowed by developments of a much 
more sensational character is appar­
ent to any one who considers for a 
moment the size of the forces facing 
each other on the wide battlefront.

There were specimens grown from 
the bulbs hybridized by H. H. Groff 
of Simcoe, and commercialized by the 
Campbell Bros, of Simcoe, who have 
from six to ten acres of gladioli bulbs. 
Blossoms from bulbs hybridized by Mr. 
Deiner of Goshen, Ind., were also ex­
hibited among Mr. Potts collection. 
“Adeline Kent," a shell pink with ruf­
fled edges, and the "Panama." a more 
decided pink, and the “Challengers." a 
deep velvet red. the latter exhibited by 
Ed. Wyatt, were especially pretty. The 
riot and profusion of blooms exhibited 
is indescribable. Flower lovers of the 
city should not miss seeing this ex­
hibition of wonderful blooms.

An Immediate Effect.
Up to the present moment the British 

advance has not been very consider-| 
able, but its effect must already have 
made itself felt south of the Ancre, and 
it may be the final straw that breaks 
the back of German resistance west of i 
Arras, Baupaume, Peronne, Novon. 
Turning n°w to the operations of 
Mangin, which has already resulted In 
the capture of 10,000 prisoners and the 
clearing of most of the country be­
tween the Aisne and the Oise, there 
is this to be said: There are two his­
toric pathways to Paris for the in­
vader. one comes from the east from 
the valleyes of the Meuse and the Mo­
selle to the Marne, and by the Marne 
to the French capital: the other de­
scends the Oise from Belgium. Tn 1911. 
the Germans borrowed both the Qise 
valley and the Meuse; he approached 
Paris from the north, and his armies

Ialso reached the Marne from the north- 
east, but at the last moment these 
armies veered away from Paris and 
found defeat in the Marne valley

Both Paths Blocked.
Last spring, when Germany was 

again on the march, the Oise and the 
Marne routes were again sought. Once 
the tide had turned and the Germans 
had been driven out of the Marne 
salient, it was logical for Foch to seek 
to restore the old front between the Oiso and the Aisne.
