Forty British and 
French Airships 
Did Some Daring 
Work.

The last mail was received at the 
old Post Office Saturday night and 
the first mail in the new building 
Monday morning.

Basel, Switzerland, Sept 7.—The 
aerial bombardment of Saarbruecken, 
recorded in yesterday’s official state­
ment from the French war office, was 
probably the most notable operation 
of its kind during the 
French and British war aeroplanes 
circled low over the town and accur­
ately threw bombs on the small arms 
factory, the barracks, the railway sta­
tion, the engine sheds and other mili­
tary buildings. Several hundred yards 
of the permanent way of the rail­
roads were destroyed, and many re­
cruits in the barracks were, killed or 
wounded.

Saarbruecken is not provided with 
artillery for high angle fire, and an 
armored train that had been sum­
moned from Metz, bringing aerial 
guns on trucks, arrived too late to in­
terfere with the operations of the 
aviators.

All forty aeroplanes, after discharg­
ing about 400 projectiles, returned 
safely to Nancy.

New York, Sept. 7, 1915.
Following is the comment of the 

press of New York on Dr. Dumba’s 
attempt to cripple American munition 
plants:

The New York Herald:
“It is with sincere regret that all 

true Americans realize that relations 
of the United States with both Ger­
many and Austria-Hungary are reach­
ing to a crisis. If the Austrian am­
bassador is not given his passport the 
United States will be in the position 
of a man who, being unprovocatively 
slapped on one cheek, repeatedly 
turns the other. So much for Dr. 
Dumba. It is impossible to see how 
he can continue at his post.

As for Count Von Bernstorff, his 
boot heels appear to be holding in 
the same kind of slippery mud. For­
bearance now ceases to be a virtue. 
Is the United States to be regarded 
as a puerile, inferior, pusillanimous 
country that can be insulted one day 
and cajoled the next; lied to one day, 
and patronized the next; treated al­
ternately as a physical coward and a 
mental incompetent among nations?’’

The Tribune: ----
In dealing with Mr. Dumba, it is 

not necessary to hold that he intend­
ed to foment crime inside the muni­
tions factories. Whether he did or 
did not, he exceeded his privileges as 
a diplomat by attempting to interfere 
with the domestic concerns of the 
nation to which he is accredited.

Mr. Dumba has confessed his pur­
pose to disorganize an American in­
dustry, to use money out of the Aus­
tro-Hungarian treasury to make tum­
ble for American manufactured— 
possibly to induce ignorant aliens to 
commit acts of lawlessness and vio­
lence. He has abused his status here 
and has forfeited its privileges, 
can no longer be regarded as the 
friendly representative of a friendly 
government. Give him his passports 
and let him go.

SUB. OUTRAGE

TONA-COLA
Washington, Sept. 7.—To-day’s of­

ficial despatches still left in doubt 
whether the Allan liner Hesperian 
was sunk by a torpedo or a mine. 
The State Department and the White 
House continued to delay any action 
or decision.

Secretary of State Lansing said his 
reports were inconclusive and failed 
to establish exactly how the ship was 
destroyed. One despatch from Con­
sul Frost referred to the Hesperian 
as having sunk where she was tor­
pedoed. Ambassador ’ Page transmit­
ted information he had received from 
the British Admiralty, which düs- 
daimed that the ship had been user!

Western Canada has harvested the 

greatest crop in its history. Ener­
getic preparations have been made 
by the Government, the Grain Com­
mission, and the railways to handle 
this bumper crop, and it is expected, 
despite the size and the rush this fall, 
that it will be marketed without the 
blockade or the car congestion 
which was à perennial occurrence be­
fore 1911. Speaking of the crop con­
ditions as affecting Canada, Dr. 
Magill, chairman of the Grain Com­
mission, says there was never a time 
in the history of the West when 
things were more ready for the suc­
cessful handling of the big crop.

“This year,” he said, “the grain 
commission has in service three big 
storage elevators for emergency pur­
poses. These elevators are located 
at Calgary, Moose Jaw, and Saska­
toon, and together can take care of 
10,500,000 bushels of grain.

“Ten million bushels does not 
seem to be much when one thinks of 
the big crop,” the Commissioner ex­
plained, “but with such a margin of 
insurance, we are amply protected 
against loss by a blockade.”

He went on to show how 42,000,- 
000 bushels could be taken care of at 
the head of the lakes; 30,000,000 
bushels can be stored in Eastern Can­
ada, while 70,000,000 bushels or 
more is the capacity of the line ele­
vators. Adding to this the 10,000,- 
000 bushels capacity of the three new 
elevators, 150,000,000 bushels are 
accounted for if a blockade occurred 
right at the commencement of the 
season, which was almost impossible.

The balance of the crop could 
easily be retained on the farms with­
out hurt, and without piling a bushel 
of wheat on to the open prairie.

There is an abundance of wheat 
everywhere, and the fact is now self- 
evident that the price is not going to 
reach nearly the figure which was at 
one time estimated owing to war 
times.

A billion bushels have been raised 
in the United States, and the estimate 
for the Canadian West is placed at 
226,359,169 bushels as compared with 
143,041,809 bushels in 1914, or an in­
crease of over 83,000,000 bushels. On­
tario has also a record cropland all 
this means that the United States and 
Canada will this year have far more 
wheat to export than ever previously 
known. The United Kingdom also 
has a record crop. Then if the Dar­
danelles are forced the surplus of two 
years of the Russian crop will be 
dumped on the market.

Sinking of the Hesperian.
The torpedoing of the Allan Line 

passenger steamer Hesperian adds 
one more bloody deed to the murder­
ous list compiled by the piratical 
Huns. The death list was compara­
tively small, but it was not the fault 
of the German submarine responsible 
for the attack that another such com­
plete horror as that of the Lusitania 
was avoided. The previous conten­
tion of Berlin was that passenger boats 
were legitimate prey when carrying 
munitions of war. In the case of the 
Arabic, and now of the Hesperian, 
even that excuse cannot hold. Both 
vessels were on their way from and 
not to Great Britain. The Hesperian, 
it is true, had Canadian soldiers 
aboard, hut they were not going to 
the scene of action as fighters, hut re­
turning from the front disabled. The 
story that there was a mounted gun 
in the stern is absolutely denied by the 
Allans. Suppose there had been— 
what then? Hasn’t any vessel a per­
fect right to try and take care of it­
self if attacked? In any event, it was 
not used, as the cowardly deed was 
done in the dark.

The incident has come as a rude 
jolt to Uncle Sam. As recently as 
Sept. 1st Count von Bernstorff, Ger­
man Ambassador to the States, sent 
this letter to Secretary of State Lan­
sing:
