MILITIA INSPECTION AT VICTORIA, BRITISH.
COLUMBIA.

This out-of-the-way part of the world, althongh little known
except to Her Majesty's Nary, who makethis the.summer
resort, presents very many -attractiona in its charting o/imaig,.

Owing to the “allround shift” made by the Dominion
Covernment in tho losations of tho officers of the Militia Staff,
the former Deputy Adjutant Geooral, Licutenant Colouel
Houghton, late of the 20th Foot, has been moved to Manitoba
snd has been replaced by Colonel Laurie, who has been for so
long a poriod Inspeotor of Militia in Nova Scotia. For the
last threo months this district has been without a staff officor,
as Colonel Laurie, who went out to the T'ransvaal as a volun-
teer with Sir Frederick Roberts, uad not retarned from the
Cape ; but this officcr, coming vi4 Halifax and San Fraucisco
recently, arrived and took over the command, and at once
ordered a parade of the Viotoria Voluuteers, which took place
on the 4th August. The regular annual training had hardly
commenced, and none of the corps are neatly up to their esta-
blished strength, but the Astillery uoder Captain Dupont,
and the Rifles under Cuptains Wolfman and Fletcher, mustered
about 120 men. Taken as a whole the appearance of the men
was creditable, but the colonel, in inspecting the ranks of the
eoveral companies, was quite plain-spuken wherever the accou-
trements or general turn-out showed any signs of carelessness
or slovenliness, for, although not a spit-and-polish man, it was
quite evident he wanted his men to luok soldierly and smart.

Captain Dupont next put the companies into shape asa
battalion, aod put them through such simple Lattalion move-
ments as the limited space in the drill-shed would allow, and
then forming thres sides of a square, the fourth side being left
open for the ladies and gentlemen, who had attended in consi-
derable nuwbers, Colonel Laurie addressed the men at some
length, He first explaincd that this was not his annual jnspeo.
tion, but merely a parade to sec how they were organised and
fitted out, 1n order that he might take steps to remedy what
he considered wrong and to furnish equipments that might be
deficient. He was glad to meet them, and would say a few
words on their duties and the position they held to each other.
He assumed from seeing them there that they had enrolled
themselves from o proper spirit of patriotism, and because
they recognised it as a sacred duty. That was the sentiment-
al part of the organisation, and in that he belicved there was
no need for him to instruct them. But, coming to the prac
tical part, be wanted to urge on them that confidence must be
aoquired. That confidence they might well bave in their
weapons, for, although there were mapy better rifles on the
prize-shooting range, he still doubted whether, iv its simplicity
and capacity for enduriog all rough work—in fact, for the
goneral rude usage a soldier’s weapon gets on active service—
there was any better weapon than the Spider. Confidence
in themselves 80 24 to use their weapou to the best advantago,
they must acquire, and this was what wade a man—confi-
dence in one another so asto be assured of mutual support
at trying times;.and under all circumstances. It was the
objeot of all drills and discipline to instil, in fact, to make it
part of o man's nature, not merely to obey, but to feel full
relinnce that his comrades were under the same inflnence,
and that united they were irresistible.  Cunfidence also
was waoted 1n those under whuse immuediate orders they
wore that they would always so place thuo as w use their
weapons and their own powers most effectively, and io this he
felt assured, as from his personsl intercourse with the officers,
be could affirm that nowhere had he met men who had taken
hold of their work more singlemindedly and with a more honest
desirs to arrive at efficiency than the officers of theas
companies. And now he came to the head of the urganizntion
here, himself, oo whom so much devolved. He came among
them a stranger, with the disadvantage of succeediog an officer
who was personally known to them all , he camo with a deter-
mination to do his utmost to increase their efficiency Hoe
found here a small force; he had left behjud him in Nova Sco-
tia nearly 6,000 men, of whom he was very proud. He had
served with them nineteen years, and was exceedingly sorry to
leavo them ; Eut when he was told he must be moved, ho had

—

heard so much of the thoroughly British spirit that character-
ized tho inhabitants of British Columbia, and as the enly
naval station in the Pacific, it was so impportant a positicn
that he had asked to bo ssnt hero. He was in earnest, and
he belioved thoy were the same. It was true that:thoy. wore
300 men in all, as comiucd with the thousands of men in the
Eastern Provinces. They could not vie in numbers, but wman
for man they could fully match them if so minded.  Ho Had
been much struck doring his long and continnotis acqtsio-
tance With volunteers with their tendency to depreciate thém.
selves, espooially to look at the gluomiest sido of everything
connected with their partioular corps. Ho wanted thom to
assume a higher tono; torespest thomselves more. There was
uothing to justify the disparaging tene they chose to sssume,
But;the world was sgreed to accept people’s own estimate of
thomaelves, rarely to rate them higher. They might rely
upon him to tell them of their. shortcomings. He always
spoke plain’y. Ho kad po idea of taking off his cap and re-
questing them to be kind enough to do what they wero told ;
he gave orders, and he expeoted them to bo obsyed. Ho haa
been trained to discipline, bad always carried it ont elsawhexe,
and he intended to csrry out the same system hero ; and.this,
he believed, they would in the long run much prefer ; and he
intendod to know them all, and know them well, and fully b-
lieved that, animated by by the 2amc motive, they would soon
beoomo well acquiainted and thoroughly understand each other.
There was yet one subject on whiclyx he wanted to 2ay s fow
words. Ho noticed that their corps were all under strength.
Now, was there 2 man in the rapks who had not influenos over
at least ono other young man in the town ? If 8o, and if he
individually wero willing to place himself for service, under
the command of his officers, why was he backward in gotting
his friend to come also ? If he took any pride in the corps,
why did he leava to the captain the duty of selecting.recauits
and filling the ranks? et cach feel ho had an~intercst in .

Two four-barreled Navy Nordenfeldt for penetratin
torpedo boats was tried against halfinch steel piates, aun
passed through them very cleanly. Mr, Childers was very
much ioterested in this gun, of which there aro 400 in thonavy,
aod Mr. Nordeafeldt explained its working, The largess pieco
of ordnance fired was the 43-ton gun-designed for naval use.
This weapon is 27 feet 9 inches in Jeugth, and takez 286 lbs.
of prismatio powder It is loaded-at ths. breech, The reooil
18 received by bydraulic buffers, and altogether the large piece
of ordnance presents many ingenious meshanic arrangementa.
The gun fired ghot and shell well, and.the work as seen from
the shore, both in the battery and at the range, was excoeding-
ly iuteresting. The 25-pounder breeck-loading gun, on a naval
carriage, was fired at a 2,000 yards’ range ; the same gun on
the Albini carriage, at 1,000 yards, and the 8-inch Armstrong
at 2,000 yards. After visiting the other batteries, the party
returned to town by special train.—London Times.
