II. If any person or persons shall neglect or refuse to pay the tolls
or dues to be collected under this Act, and under any By-Law that may
be passed under the authority thereof, it shall and may be lawful for the
said Corporation, or their officer, clerk, or servant duly appointed, to
seize and detain the goods, wares, merchandise, and chattels, logs, tim-
ber, spars and masts, on which the same are due and payable] el such
¥olls arc paid; and if the same shall be unpaid for the space of thirty
days next after such seizure, the said Corporation, or their officer, clerk,
or servant, as aforesaid, may sell and dispose of the said goods, wares,
merchandize, chattels, logs, timber, spars, or masts, or such part thereof
as may be necessary to pay the said tolls, and the reasonable costs and
charges of keeping and selling the same by public auction, giving ten
days notice thereof, returning the overplus, if any, to the owner or
owners thercof. :

II1. Every vessel, boat, or other craft, on board of which goods, wares,
merchandize, chattels, and other things may be shipped, shall be liable
for the dues chargeable against such goods, wares, merchandize, chattels,
and other things, and in the event of non-payment thercof, may he
detained until payment thereof is made.

IV. The said Corporation of the Town of Owen Sound are authorized
and empowered to sell, for the best price that can be obtained for the
same, on such terms of payment as they may deem advisable, in one
block, or in subdivisions, the ten acres of Park Lot, number one, in the
fourth Range East of the Garrafraxa Road, in the Town of Owen Sound,
aforesaid, granted “ To the Mayor and Corporation of the Town of Owen
Sound, in the County of Grey, in trust for a Public Cemetery,” by a
Patent, bearing date the eixteenth day of April, A.D. 1858, and to
apply the proceeds, so far as the same will go, in liquidation of the debt
incurred by the said Corporation in the purchase of a new Cemetery,
and in the improvement thereof.

V. Any Conveyance under such sale shall be made by the Corporation

of the Town of Owen Sound, aforesaid.

VI. This Act shall be deemed a Public Act.
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
