YREKA COPPER COMPANY
Own about six hundred acres of mineral lands 

on the south-east arm of {Juatsino Sound. Have 
opened up immense quantities of fine copper 
Numbers of mining men have pronounced it the 
most wonderful mine that they have ever seen, 
and have estimated that we have millions of tons 
of ore practically in sight.

We have installed one main aerial tram and two 
baby trams lor transporting the ore from the mine 
to salt water, a distance of about 4500 feet. These 
trams will deliver, when worked to their fullest 
capacity, 600 tons of ore to the bunkers at the 
wharf, every twenty-four hours.

We have about 100 men employed about the 
mine, and have just commenced shipping, the first 
boat load of ore now being discharged at the Crof- 
toti Smelter. This shipment amounted to about 
700 tons, the boat will hereafter carry about 900 
tons of ore and will make, under the ordinary 
conditions that prevail at this time of the year, 
four round trips per month to the smelter and with 
conditions favorable will make easily five trips per 
month. We expect in a few months that our out­
put will necessitate an additional boat or a boat of 
greater carrying capacity.

The company have been at work on this prop­
erty only ten months and in that time have in­
stalled the tramways as noted above, constructed 
bunkers at the mine and wharf to take care of the 
ore. installed a ten drill compressor plant, to lie 
operated by direct water power, built and opened 
up a store, constructed cook houses ami other 
buildings for the accommodation of 100or more men 
and have opened up an immense tonnage of sul­
phide ore containing a comparatively high percent­
age of copper and good values in gold and silver.

In referring to the route via Rutte Inlet, Sir 
Sanford Fleming, on page 74 of his Official Re­
port on Surveys, re C. P. R., says : “ If it lie con­
sidered of paramount importance to convey an 
unbroken line of railway to one or more of the 
harbors on the Western Coast of Vancouver Is­
land. and there is a likelihood that this project 
will, regardless of cost, hereafter be entertained, 
then Route No. 6 becomes of the first importance 
and really

The Only One Open for Selection. ”
In his report, re Canadian Pacific Railway, 1877, 

Sir Sanfuru Fleming, on page 168, points out the 
advantages which a terminal on the Northern end 
of the Island would have over that of one on the 
Mainland. In case of the former selection ocean 
navigation would not be lieset with dangerous 
rapids and other impediments, w hile if a terminal 
was chosen on the Mainland many of these ob­
structions to travel would be encountered.

On page 72 of the same report appears the fol­
lowing : “ From Klk Hay or Otter Cove a rail­
way could he carried to Esquimalt or to u much 
nearer point—Alberni—at the head of the Alberni 
Canal ; possibly to Nootka, or. perhaps with still 
greater ease, to Quatsino Sound. Competed with 
Esquimalt, Quatsino Sound has the advantage of 
being fully 200 miles nearer the Asiatic Coast. At 
Quatsino coal beds are reported to crop out at the 
water's edge.1'

On page 72 Mr. Fleming refers to Quatsino as a 
terminus of a trans-continental line, and as will 
he seen by map on back of folder, his line termin­
ates on our property. On page 68 appears a re­
commendation from DeHorsay, British Admiral, 
that for the sake of a more direct through ocean 
traffic a line should be extended to Quatsino 
Sound.

'tig to Department Public Works, Ottawa,
