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DIPHTHERIA.

We feel certain that a large number of readers will thank us for
placing before them the following facts regarding this too frequent and
prevalent disease. 1ts cause is suppposed to be due to certain germs
which are presentin the air. Among the predisposing causes are : bad
and imperfect drainage, lack of ventilation, too many persons sleeping
in a close room together, overflowing privies, low neighbourhood, in
the vicinity of rivers, stagnant water ; but, most important of all, con-
tagion. It should be borne in mind, too, that a delicate child is more
liable to the disease than a strong one. Quite often mistakes are made
by parents in supposing the symptoms of this disease indicate croup,

- and so precious time is lost, as this disease imperatively demands the

prompt attention of a physician. But to mark the difference between
Croup and Diphtheria, we show the symptoms in opposite columns
(remember that in Diphtheria the patient should be isolated to prevent

contagion) :
MEMBRANEOUS CROUP.

(1) Commences with cold in the head,
cough, and hoarseness ; little or no sore
throat, or difficulty in swallowing;
cough, shrill or barking; breathing
harsh from the outset.

(2) The exudation begins in the wind-
pipe, and extends to the throat.

(3) The fauces, or back of the throat,
is rarely swollen, and generally nothing
can be seen.

(4) Very rarely, any bleeding from the
nose.

(5) Na enlargement of the glands
about the neck.

(6) Little or no prostration of the
genelral strength.

(7) Face is flushed and pulse full and
strong.

, During illness, as well as convalescence, from Diphtheria, the patient
requires the very best nursing, and the diet of a superior nourishing
quality.

DIPHTHERIA.

(1) Commences with a chill; sore
throat; difficulty of swallowing; but
neither hoarseness nor cough at the
outset. Harsh breathing is a later
sywm:ptom,

(2) Begins in the throat and extends
to the windpipe.

(3) The fauces red and swollen, and
whitish specks can be noticed in the
throat.

(4) Bleeding from the nose very com-
mon.

(5) The glands about the neck are
enlarged.

(6) Considerable and often extreme
prostration.

(7) Face is pale, and pulse weak and
rapid.

Beer Tea.—The beef must be very fresh. Take four pounds of the
upper side of the round ; cutit into small pieces ; leave out every bit of
fat ; put it into a jar with a dessert-spoonful of salt and three pints of cold
water. Tie it closely down ; place this in a sauce-pan of water, and let
it boil gently for five hours. Before serving, absorb all the oil from
the surface by using stale bread, as it will pick it all up quickly.

CHICKEN BroTH.—Cut up a fowl and break the leg bones. Put
it into a stew-pan witha quart of cold water, a tea-spoonful of salt, and
the same quantity of white sugar. Boil gently-—simmering constantly
for four hours ; thén strain into a basin. When cold remove the fat.
When required, warm a sufficient quantity. :

Frour GrueL.—Tia up one pound of flour tightly in a cloth ; place

it in a saucepan of cold water and boil for four or five hours. When

taken out it will be a hard ball. Pare away the outer rind. When
wanted for use, scrape off a sufficient quantity and mix with boiling
milk to the thickness of gruel. An excellent food in diarrheea.

OAaT™MEAL GRUEL.—Boil a pint of water in a sauce-pan ; when boil-
ing, mix with it two tablespoonfuls of oatmeal, half a pint of milk, and
a1 ttle salt. Let it then simmer for half an hour ; strain it through a
hair-sieve, sweeten, and flavour to taste.

CaupLe.—Beat up a raw egg with a wine-glassful of sherry, and
add to it half a pint of hot gruel. Flavour with lemon-peel, nutmeg,
or sugar.

Bariey Souvp.—Soak four tablespoonfuls of Scotch barley for an
hour in cold water ; put it on in a stew-pan with about a pint of cold
water. Set it on a moderate fire ; let it stew gently, and add three
good-sized onions, two small turnips, a carrot and a head of celery.
Season to taste.
