and having been exported therefrom and intended to be returned, may be 
admitted free of duty on being re-imported to Canada, provided such goods 
or packages were entered for exportation and branded or marked by a Col­
lector or proper officer at the port or place where they are so re-imported ; 
and further, provided that the property in such goods or packages has con­
tinued in the same person or persons possession by whom tncy were exported, 
and that such re-importation takes place within one year ol the exportation 
thereof, June 21st, 1884.

Lastings, mohair cloth, or other manufactures of cloth, imported by manufac­
turers of buttons for use in their own factories, and woven or made in 
patterns of such size, shape or form, or cut in snch manner as to be fit for 
covering buttons, exclusively, November 6th, 1885.
