THIE CHOIR

I'he boys of the choir having performed their work
of late with commendable diligence, a feeling has
arisen that some scheme should be devised by which
satisfactory performance by them of their duties should
receive recognition, to the extent at least that certain
honours should be awarded to those who show especial
ability and aptitode and also are diligent and atten
tive in the work,  The plan suggested is that two
boys (i qualified) should be appointed Scholars, thus

It has also been proposed that a fixed number of
Choir Bursaries should be established in connection
with the Cathedral school, from which certain advant
ages would accrue to boys of the school who are also
choristers, by the reduction of their school fees.  This
