The domin-
ion of Cesar suffered almost daily abridg-
ment, while that of the despised Nazarene
rapidly spread, fixing in the breasts of its
foes incontestible evidence of its divine cha-
racter, and potency. The nations, from In-
dia on the east, to Britain on the west, sub-
mitted to its laws,—Christian Churches were
formed on the shores of China, and some of
their wembers traversed the continent of
India, while others tqok up their abode on
the Islands of its Archipelago, lifting their
testimony against the idplatry and crimes of
their inhabitants—the 1 flourished up-
on the ruins of the Babylonian and Medo-
Persian Monarchies—spread to the deserts
of the #ons of Ishmael, and over Asia Minor,
dispelling the superstitions and restraining
the licentiousness of their wandering tribes—
it built its Churches amid the mouldering
temples of Egyptian mythology—centrovert-
ed the philosophy of Greecé—triumphed over
the idols of Rome—and then spread north-
ward, taking their original savageness from
barbarous hordes, and enlightening those
who sat in darkness and the shadow of death.
In later timee its victories have been exten-
sive and glorieus—it has showed its adapta-
tion to the wants of man jn every clime—
while Methodism,as onf abstract of the Chris-
tian religion, has taken the precedence of
some of the older bodics, and is now sending
to heaven a revenue of sculs amounting to
thousands per annum.
Itis true that the Gospel,which once spread
over so many {ands, and received the homn-
age of such powerful nations, has receded
from its ancient limits—leaving portions of
the space it once occupied to be covered
again with disgusting hogabeniggm under the
name of Christianity. The eatlier Churches,
with the lapseof years, ceased to be Mission-
ary. A love of ease spread its malign influ-
ence among their members—the bishops be-
came worldly and sensual, even to a pro-
verb—and while the Churches fell by calm
and deliberatc concessions into the manners
and makims of tke werld—the sturdy idola-
ters of the north elevated to the supreme
throne of Christendom & pastor of Rome,
whose decretals were subsequently regarded
as more authoritative than the .g2nuounce-
ments of God's revelation.  But believing
that the ternal will still honour a simpl.:
and entire reliance.on the innate and omni-
potent power of 1is own truth—viudicating
its divine origin and exhibiting to friends and
foes its legitimete results, when umimpaired
by the intermixtures of human inventions—
we, while thavkful for past approval and
support, still bespeak the countenange and
co-operation of the cubseribers in this noble
enterprise.  Never in the opinion of the
Committee was there a time when Mission-
ary effort was more necessary or more de-
serving of pecuniary assistence.  Rocicty in

He felt painful anxiety on accuunt
of the great responsibilities of the office ; but this |
was connected with a feeling of gratitude to God.
He was thankful that having been, for 45 years, a |
Minister in Cornexion with the Conference he was
still an object of their kind feeling.  To God be all
the glory ! At the same time he was bound to of-
fer Lis thanks to them : they would not have pla-
cel him in that posttion it he had not had their
confrdence. He thanked them for that confidence,
and he also thanked God. FEver since he became
a Minister of the Gospel it had been the object of
his desire that, next to enjoying the favour of God,
he might enjoy the favour of his brethren. There
was another subject on which he would say a few
words. His sentiments, in reference to Method-
ism, were no recret. He had not, indeed, takena
prominent part in the debates of the Conference,
chiefly from a constitutional timidity, which had
deterred him : he had, therefore, Leen often silent
when he might have spoken. Lle had, however,
expressed his thoughts through the press; and,
perhaps, few men in the Connexion had done more
in that way than himself. He 2vowed Limself, as
he had often done, a Methodist of the J)hn Wesley
school. (Loud applauae.) He had studied John
Wesley's writings and character, day and night,
for a long series of years; and his deep conviction
was, that a faithiul adherence to the principles of
that venerable man was essential to their unity,
and to the prosperity of the work of God in the
Cunnexion, The more they did so, the more uni-
ted would they be themselves, and the more useful
to other bodies. Thus far, he believed, Mr. Wes-
ley's principlea had been ucted upon. (Hear,
hear.) There had, indeed, been modifications
made, in working out his system, but none in his
principles. He (the President) adhered to these
principles, with all his heart. He intended to he
a Wesleyan Methodist, and to adhere to Method-
ism, to the end of his days. (Loud applause.) He
must advert to one. painful particular. He hud
mourned over the attempts wkich hiad been made
to innovate upon their system. A :secret, irres-
pousible power had risean up, which interfered
with the just rights of the Methodist Conference
—(gveat sensation ;)—which reflected on the acts
and appointments of the Conference ; and which
endeavoured in various instances, to render these
acts and appointments void. Strenuous attempts
had been made to render their services as Minis-
ters of the Gospel null and void, and to bring their
characters into disrespect and contempt. He
mourned over this state uf things, because it intere
tered with the blessed work of God, and particular.
Iy with the great and sacred Missionary cause.
This evil had been borne with, for some years,
The Conferer.ce had had this suhject before it two
yearsago, and recorded its solemin judgment by vote;
nevertheless, the evil had rather increased since.
The Conference, the highest authority in this com-
muaity, was bearded, by a secret and irresponsible
power. He hed a full conviction, that the time
was come, when this evil should be dealt with :—
when this evil should he eflectually corrected —
(Great cheering ;) and by the grace of God, done
away with, he trusted for ever,

Mr. Owen, he said, had tried this experiment
not merely on 100 tons, but on thousands of tons
of peat, during the whole of the last twelve months.
He had expendeld his capital on it, and received
his retruneration, and was ready to stake his cha-
racter and fortune on the issue. He (Lord Ash-
ley) wished to add, that after the peat was cleared
away the suil beneath was found fruittul beyond
all deseription. because it was ahsolutely saturated
with ammonia; and consequently, not only would
the country be enriched by the conversion of the
peat into valnable materials, but the soil itself
would afterwards be tound in a far wmore cultivati-
ble condition.
