The following extracts are taken from a 
recently published sermon by the Rev. I).
W. Clark, D. I)., of Cincinnati, for which 
we are indebted to the Christian Adeocate 
and Journal. They will well repay peru­
sal «’

“ As the “ yoke” was the symbol of Juda­
ism, so the “ cross” is the symbol of Chris­
tianity. When a proselyte from Gentilism 
renounced I lie errors of paganism, and em­
braced the .Jewish faith—pledging himself 
to an observance of the rites and an obedi­
ence to the requirements ot Judaism, he was 
said to receive the yoke of the Jewish law. 
Thus, our Saviour, placing the simplicity of 
the gospel in contrast with the heavy bur­
dens of the Jewish yoke, says, “ My yoke is 
easy, and'my burden is light.” Thus, also, 
when the Judaizing teachers sought to make 
the Gentile converts to the Christian faith 
submit to the peculiarities of the Mosaic law, 
the apostle rebuked them, and said,—“ Why 
tempt ye God, to put a yoke upon the neck 
of the disciples, which neither our fathers 
nor we are able to bear ?” And so, on the 
oilier hand, “ cross” is made the symbol of 
Christianity ; “the cross of Christ" is made 
to express the gospel of Christ. Hence the 
apostle speaks of “ preaching of the cross 
and also glorying “ in the cross of our Lord 
Jesus Christ.” ».

Let no one suppose, however, that the 
apostle was a boaster of relics—glorying in 
the literal cross—the wood upon which the 
Saviour suffered, bled and died ; or even 
that lie gloried in the mere historical fact 
that the Lord Jesus Christ suffered death 
upon the cross. That cross upon which he 
was suspended, possessed no intrinsic virtue 
above that upon which any condemned vic­
tim might have stillered under the sentence 
of the Roman Governor ; certainly no more 
than the charred stake that had been grasped 
by the burning sinews of the Christian 
martyr. The mere historical fact of Christ’s 
crucifixion, by sentence of Pontius Pilate, is 
admitted by both Jew and Greek, by both 
pagan ami infidel, as well as by the Chris­
tian. But the one class regard hint merely 
as a malefactor, condemned and executed for 
alleged crimes against the Roman law ; and 
therefore, in his death, they discover no pe­
culiar moral or spiritual significance. But 
the other class behold in that victim, “ the 
Lamb of God that taketl away the sin 
the world and in that suffering and death, 
an expiatory offering - an atonement for the 
sins of the whole world. Hence, to them, 
there is a majesty, a glory in the transaction 
and “ the cross” becomes the grand symbol 
of that system of truth, and that plan of sal 
vation which rests upon the atoning sacrifice 
of oùr Lord Jesus Christ. The doctrine of 
the cross, then, is, that by his sufferings and 
death,our laird Jesus Christ made a full 
free, and perfect atonement for the sins of the 
whole world ; that is to say, he so met the 
demands ot the divine law, so vindicated its 
purity, and #*> endured its penalty as the re- 
prcsentative mari of our race, that the divine 
government is vindicated, anil God van be 
just and yet justify the repenting and bcliev-

Christ ; and we ask, not merely why it was 
the theme of the apostle's glorying, but why 
it should he the theme of the Christian 
minister's glorying, in all ages and in all 
places ?

1. First, then, consider the place it occu­
pies in the developement of the ('Kristian 
scheme. Here we are brought to view it as 
the full and final developement of Goffs 
plan for saving sinners. In its origin it an­
tedates every other professedly remedial sys­
tem, and is antecedent to all the forms of 
paganism.

anti human actions to the furtherance and ac­
complishment of His own purpose of grace toward 
our world. “ My counsel shall stand, and I will 
do all my pleasure." Not that we believe, that 
either individuals, or aggregate masses of men, 
are bound by an inexorable fate, in obedience to 
which, they must move in fixed and unalterable 
orbits, just as an uncontrollable Power external 
to themselves impels ; on the supposition that 
they arc thus bound, and that they think, decide,

These 
He could not but have known as God omniscient.

meries. The spirit which actuates the insur­
gents, it may further be remarked, is not that of 
Popery. They formally denounce the two great 
idolatrous systems of Taou-ism and Budliism, and 
recklessly destroy their temples, monasteries, anti 
idol-images. But it has often been the policy of 
the Rouiish Church, sedulously to avoid anything 
that would shock the prejudices of a Heathen 
people, and to preserve their objects and forms 
of worship, decking them wiiRghe name and 
garb of Christianity. From a letter of the Apos­
tolic Administrator of Nanking, dated Shanghai, 
June 8th, which has just been published by the 
leading Paris and London journals, it now more­
over appears, that the insurgents treat the Ro­
manists with lit e more favour than the idola­
trous sects.

Kong, he gave to the Rev. Dr. Medhurst for 
translation, is the “ Trimetrical Classic,” a pam­
phlet so called from the circumstance that each 
line contains three words. This book includes 
a history of the creation in six days ; the Divine 
institution and obligation of the seventh-lay Sale 
bath ; the calling of the Jewish people ; their 
bondage in Egypt ; the miracles wrought by Mo­
ses for their deliverance ; the events ol the jour­
ney through the wilderness; and the delivery ol 
the moral law on Sinai, written by the finger of 
God in Ten Commandments, on tables of stone ; 
— and the whole is given with so much particu­
larity and correctness, as to make it apparent 
that it must have been drawn from the early 
books of Moses. The same work displays an ac­
quaintance with Gospel history, as the following 
quotation sufficiently indicates :—

The process by which thete mar k* 
are impressed on the paper, is said to he only 
understood by the bank and .Mr. Saunders, of 
Dartford Mills, in Kent, who took a premium in 
the London Exhibition of 1851.

A New traveller to the Dead Sea, M.

The Thriftless Farmer.
The fort Wayne '/’iota gives ihe follow- 

lowing life-like portrait of a "* thriftless 
fanner

The thriftless farmer) then, provides no 
shelter for his cattle during the inclemency 

/of the winter ; but permits them lo stand 
shivering by the side of a fence, or lie in 
the snow as best suits them.

He throws their fodder on the ground, or 
ill the mud, and not nuirequeiitly in the 
highway ; by which a large portion of it, and 
all the manure is wasted.

He grazes his meadow in fall and spring, 
by which they are gradually exhausted and 
finally ruined.

His fences are old and poor—just such as 
lo let his neighbour's cattle break into his 
field, and leach his own lo he unruly, and 
spoil his crops.

He neglect to keep the mannre from 
around the side of his barn—if he has one 
t—by which they are prematurely rolled, 
and his haru destroyed.

at the same time, with both Air and water 
— by their taking the oxygen Lf a quantity 
of the water, and disposing ill) hydrogen at 
the moment ol" liberation, lo combine with 
the nitrogen ol the air and form ammonia.

The production of ammonia by either of 
the two latter modes, takes place most 
abundantly when the oxygen of ihe sip does 
not gain very ready access. Such are open 
subsoils in which vegetable matter abounds. 
And thus one of the benefits w hich follow 
from thorough draining anil uhsoil plowing 
is, that the roots penetrate and fill the sub­
soil with vegetable matter, which, by its 
decay tu the confined atmosphere of the 
subsoil, gives rise to this production of am­
monia. When thus formed in the soil, it 
IS al once absorbed and retained tiy humic 
and ultnic acids already described, rentiers 
them soluble, and enters with them into the 
roots of living plants.

Ammonia is also formed naturally during 
_ the chemical changes that are produced in 

volcanic countries, through the agency ol 
subterranean fires. It escapes often in con­
siderable quantities from the hot lavas, and 
from crevices in the heated rocks.

Il i, produced by the artificial distillation 
of animal substances, (hoofs, horns, &.C.,) 
and during the burning, coking, and distilla­
tion of coal. Soot contains much ammonia,

I While thousands ol Ions of" that which is 
present in Ihe ammoniacal liquo's of the gas 
works, and which might be beneficially ap­
plied as a manure, are annuity carried down 
by the rivers and lost in thewea.

Of the ammonia which is/given off dur­
ing the putrefaction of aututol and vegeta­
ble substances, a variable proportion rises 
in the air, aril floats into the atmosphere, 
till it is either decomposed by natural 
causes, nr is dissolved ar.<l washed down by 
the rains.
