If there is a big war,
the price of wheat and other food sup-
plies will go up. The Canadian pro-
ducers of wheat and other food sup-
plies  will get more money for their
products. So far so good.

But Canada has to borrow money

from England«for public and, private
works. Canadian railways and Can-
adian municipalities have to sell bonds
in tlie Old Countryswhenever they de-
sire to draw.upon théir credit for de-
velgpment purposes. Many Canadian
private corporations have to do the
same thing.
' But bonds; no’'matter how attractive
wililnot sell when the stock market is
in a war panic and high-dividend-pay-
illg;;securities are being thrown on the
bargain c'ounter§,_.}?a.jlure to sell these
Can%adian bonds means that Canadian
pubie works - cannot be proceeded with.
Failure to proceed with public works
means unemployment.

High prices for wheat and other
food supplies, coupled with unemploy-
ment, mean a falling off in the demand
for leverything but' the necessafies of
Jife. That, in turn, means factories
shuf down or working half time.

Those who would feign believe that
(Canada stands to gain by the threat-
enedgreat European war and those
whd think that Canadians will be able
to lbok on with as much nonchalance
as a crowd looks on at a baseball
gante, have a very great misapprehen-
sion of the true. situation.

Canada can watch the war clouds
only with the most serious anxiety.

be impossible for the Servians in
the time of their disposal to have
crossed the Drina and advance
twenty miles within Austrian ter-
ritory. It is also argued that the
announcement of 500,000 Austrian
soldiers being on the march into
Seriva is practically impossible
and it is said that Austria cannot
have 500,000 men on the move in
less than six weeks.

While there has been little or
no excitement such as might have
been witnessed in other cities
during a financial crisis of the di-
mensions of that which London
is going through, the scenes in
the city to-day were unlike any
since the great Gurney Bank fail-
ure for $55,000,000, in 1866, when
the government found it neces-
sary to suspend the Bank Act so
that the Bank of England would
not be compelled to pay gold for
its notes. During the Indian mu-
tiny in 1857, the Bank Act also
was suspended, and the rate rose
to 10 percent.

The main entrance to the Bank
of Engand was besieged by hold-
ers of notes, waiting to have them
changed into gold, and ih the af-
ternoon the' crowd became . so
great that the gold laced officials
formed the pé%‘l

How to Stop These Humbugs

Says Body Was Not Buried
The evidence of Mr. McGregor re-
garding the visit to Dr. Robinson was
corroborated by him and Ed.

Details of
the previous search made by Inspec-
tor Miller were given by the high
constable, who emphatically declared
that the body was not buried at that
time.
