London, Jan. 29.—A British of­
ficial communication issued this ev­
ening concerning the fighting on the 
Mesopotamia front in Asiatic Turkey 
says:

“As the result of operations Sat­
urday night and Sunday morning we 
are now in complete possession of 
Turkish first and second lines 
southwest of Kut-el-Amara, on the 
right bank of the Tigris, on a ffonti 
of 4,300 yards. We also hold the en­
emy’s third and fourth lines on a 
frontage of 600 yards.

“Turkish dead to the number of 
950 already have been counted and 
collected. More remain to be count­
ed. Prisoners aggregating 127 were 
taken, together with one gun. one 
maxim, three trench mortars and 
a quantity of other material.”

Evelyn Baring in 1880 was made a 
financial member of the Council of 
India, at the age of 39, and by dint 
of successful work three years later 
was removed to Cairo. In bankrupt 
Egypt he did wonders in reducing 
taxation to a minimum, abolishing 
forced labor and placing the country 
on a paying basis.

In 1892 he was raised to the Peer­
age, and in 1901 was made an Earl. 
One of the principal works of Earl 
Cromer in Egypt was the irrigation 
system, considered a model of the 
world.

Mrs. John Nelson Passes 
Away There at Age of 

98 Years

Paris, Jan. 29.—One of the oldest 

reetletite of Paris and vicinity pass­
ed away on Saturday evening in the 
person of Nellie Cahill, widow of 
the late John Nelson, at the advanc­
ed age of 98 years. The deceased 
was a native of Kilrush, County of 
Clare, Ireland, and came to Canada 
with her family of fo-ur children in 
1854, landing at Quebec, where she 
was met by her husband, who had 
preceded her the previous year. From 
there the family went direct to Ham­
ilton, but in the summer of 1856 
they moved to Paris Station, where 
they have ever since resided, re­
spected and esteemed by all. The late 
Mrs. Nelson was a person of marked 
intelligence and well read in the his­
tory of her native country. As a 
young woman she well remembered 
the election to Parliament of Daniel 
O’Connell, the great Irish liberator, 
and her mind was well stored with 
events of national importance 
around that period. The deceased al­
ways took an active interest in the 
affairs of her church, and was a de­
vout member of the Sacred Heart. 
She was not really sick, and didn’t 
take ,to her bed until about the last 
day, her death being due to a 
breaking up of her system, owing to 
her advanced age, and was con­
scious to almost the last.

Her family were privileged to be 
at her bedside when she gently fell 
asleep. Her husband, the late John 
Nelson, was an inspector on the 
Grand Trunk Railway, and prede­
ceased her some 24 years ago. Their 
union was blessed with 14 children, 
six of whom now survive, Mr. P. 
Nelson and Mrs. J. Lillis of Hamil­
ton, Mrs. J. S. O’Neil, South Dum­
fries, Miss Jennie and Miss Maggie 
at home, and Mr. Thomas J. Nelson, 
G.T.R. city agent at Brantford. The 
funeral will take place from the 
family residence, Franklin street, 
Paris Station, at 9.30 Tuesday 
morning to the church of the Sacred 
Heart, and from thence to the R. C. 
cemetery.

Company, the Solicitor General said:

“After the war broke out, by ag­
reement with the British and Can­
adian Government, Henry R. Merton 
and Company were made the London 
representatives of this Company (the 
International Nickle Company) not 
only for British orders, but for all 
orders overseas. And why? In or­
der that there might be one single 
funnel, one single point to which all 
orders must come, that these orders 
might receive before their being fil­
led the ratification and the imprima­
tur of the British Admiralty. It is 
the British Admiralty—it is not Hen­
ry R. Merton and Co. or anybody 
else—who pass upon the overseas or­
ders of the International Nickle Co.”

J. S. Hamilton & Co.Though Wounded, He Con­
tinued Work of Minis­

Petrograd, Jan. 30.—To-day’s of­

ficial bulletin issued by the War Of­
fice describes the heroic death of a 
Russian priest.

“On Jan. 19, the Day of Upip- 
hany,” the bulletin says, “the chap- 
pain of one of our divisions. Arch­
priest Father Kholmogorv, with a 
cross and holy water, made a tour of 
our front line trenches blessing the 
troops.

“Although under artillery and 
trench mortar fire of the enemy, the 
archpriest did not hesitate in his 
ministrations, and both he and a 
priest, a private,1 accompanying him, 
were mortally wounded, the latter 
dying an hour later.

“When ambulance men arrived 
Father Kholmogrorov refused to 
have his wounds dressed, requesting 
the surgeons first to attend to the 
private. Disregarding his heavy loss 
of blood, he pronounced his blessing 
on the dying soldier lying near him, 
and only when the private was car­
ried away did the priest allow him­
self to be attended to.

“In the evening of the same day 
Father Kholmogorov passed away in 
the dressing station of the division."

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar­
ter-section of available Dominion land in 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap­
plicant must appear iu person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the district. Entry by proxy may be 
made at au y Dominion Lands Agency (but 
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. 
A habitable house is required except-whcre 
residence is performed In the vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for culti­
vation under certain conditions.

In certain districts a homesteader in. 
good stahdlng may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre

Duties—Six months residence in each 
of three years after earning homestead 
patent also HO acres extra cultivation. 
Pre-emption patent may be obtained as 
soon ne homestead tent on certain con­
ditions.

A eeftler who has exhausted his home­
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead In certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre.

Duties—Must reside six months in each 
of three years, cultivate 80 acres and erect 
a house worth $300.
