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In his recent speech at Kelliher,
Provincial Treasurer Calder, among
other things, said:

“When the Province of Manitoba
was established the act creating it
provided for the retention of°’ the
lands by the Federal authorities and
the province in lieu thereof had been
given an annual subsidy of $100,000.
From that day to this the people of
Manitoba have never raised the ques-
tion as to the constitutional right of
the Federal authorities to retain cons
trol of the public domain in that pro-
vince.” . :

The statements, contained in these
two sentences, are to pbe attributed
either to ignorance or to deliberate
misrepresentation. As Mr: Calder is
a minister of the Crown we ghall as-
sign the inaccuracies to ignorance
rather than to intention.

The province of Manitoba was or-
ganized in 1870. By it, as Mr. Calder
stated, the public ownership of the
lands was retained by the Federal
authorifies; but it is incorreet to say
that, at that time, a subsidy of $100,-
000 per annum Wwas granted in lieu
of the lands. As a matter of fact no
such grant was made to Manitoba
then.

in saying that from the day of the
establishment of the province of Man-
itoba its people never raised thej
question of the constitutional right of
the Federal authorities to retain con-
trol of, the public domain the Provin-
cial Treasurer made a statement ut-
terly at variance with one of the best
attested facts of Western history. Can
it be that the Provincial Treasurer,
who was partiallm educated in Mani-
toba, never heard of the - “Better
Terms” agitation?

So far from being satisfied with the
terms of the act of 1870, an agitation
for better terms really began within
three years of that date. In 1879 Pre-
mier Norquay, himself a Conservative
took up the issue and requested the
Dominion Government 'tq increase the
subsidy for government, and to place
the administration of the school lands
fn the hands- of the Province. The’
Dominion Government increased the
grant under the first head by $15,000
per annum and loaned Manitoba $10.-
000 for educational purposes.

In 1881 °Premier Norquay took a
further step and requested that the
public domain be transferred to “the
Province. 'In a speech delivered sat
Winnipeg in that year, he said:

“I claim that in order to deal with
us in that spirit of impartiality which
should characterize all administration
bodies, we should have been put in a
position to work out our own destiny,
and be responsible for the due admin-
istration of affairs, as they were in
other provinees. But at the outset our
public men only looked at the fact
that $1,500,000 were paid to the Hud-
son’s Bay Company for whatever right
rights they had to the public lands in
Manitoba and the North-West. The
fact was ootirely ignored that this
amourt - a« add. 1 to the public debt
of Canana, for wuiclh you und I are
equally responsible—and  the dis-
charge of which we assumed - (by be-
ing citizens of.the Dominion) equally
with the citizens of Ontario, Quebec,
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and the
other Provinces. What we claim then,
is, that while as loyal subjects we are
willing to assume our share of respon-
sibility in relation to the discharge of
the national debt it is unjust to de-
prive us of resources which have been
allowed in the case of other provinces
for purposes of local development.”

In 1882 Messrs. Norquay and Lari-
viere went to Ottawa to press the
clai of the province for better
terms and succeeded in securing a
grant of $45,000 per annum in lieu of
the lands. Thus the first recognition
of the claim for compensation same as
a result of popular agitation, and was
granted twelve years after the date
stated by Mr. Calder—not for $100,000
but for $45,000. -In the meantime an
agitation for the extension ~ of the
boundaries -of Manitoba has been
under way, and in this connection the
question of ownership of the public
domain again came up. During the
session of 1882 the following resolu-
tion among others, was adopted by
the Legislature:

“That the public lands within the
bounds of the Province as above de-
fined, should be handed over to the
trusteeship of the Provincial authori-
ties, including the forest, mines, min-
erals, ete., for administration for the
uses of the Province.”

During the session of 1883, Mr.
Thos. Greenway, leader of fhe Liberal
Opposition, attacked the Norquay Gov-
ernment, charging it with insincerity
in meekly accepting the small increase
in subsidy instead of insisting upon
the transfer of the lands to the Pro-

lands was not confined to one;political
party is quite evident from the declar-
ations of Mr. Greenway. ~ Even the
independent ofganization ‘took it up;
for in 1883 the Manitoba and North-
West Farmers’' uhion in convention
declared for “The absolute control -of
her  public lands (including school
lands) by the Legislature of the Pro-
vince, and compensation for lands sold
‘and used for Federal purposes.” -

A delegation preceeded to present
this and other resolutions to the Dom-
infon Government. Meanwhile Premier
Norquay continued to press the claims
of the Province. Still the Dominion
refused to the request. . :

At the following session of the Leg
islature a resolution was adoptz'd
which reads, in part: =5

“Resolved, that_this House, having
under consideration the despatch of
the Secretary of State for the Domin-
jon of Canada to His Honor the Lieut.-
Governor of the Province of Manitoba,
of the date of Znd April, instant, Te
grets that the Federal Government
have not seen their way clear to ack-
nowledge the right of this Province
to the control of her lands, and to
place her in the same status as the
originally confederated provinces.”

The requests for the lands was Te-
fused, but the-subsidy of $45,000 was
continued, 150,000 acres was granted
as an endowment to thé University of
Manitoba, and all swamp lands re-
claimed by the Province were trans-
ferred to it. This came in 1885. Even
these concessions did not satisfy the
Manitoba Liberals, the compromige be-
ing severely criticized by Mr, Green-
way. 5%

Not until the 90’s was the grant of
$100,000 per annum, in liew of the
public lands, made to Manitoba, and
it came ‘as the direct result of twenty
years of agitation. Before Mr. Calder
attempts to deal with the question of
Manitoba and the public domain he
had better consult the historical re-

cord.

NATIONALISM, -

Nationalism in Quebec. is not a con-
dition that has arisen of recent years.
Papineau was really - the first Na-
tionalist. After -his return from exile
that leader propounded extreme racial
measures; which were combatted by
Lafontaine, the father of the moderate

tism. Lafontaine was defeated by 2a
combination haying Nationalistic prin-
ciples. ‘This sehool of thought num-
pered among its leaders the Dorions,
the Taschereaus and the Geoffrions
To it, upon entering politics, Wilfrid
Laurier attached himself.

©One of the more prominent exploits
of the Nationalists in the days. pre-
ceding the dnion of the provinces Was
an assault upon the Confederation
scheme. Eric Dorion, who, by the way,
represented Drumimond and Artha-
baska in the old Parliament of Cana-
ada, led in this attack, and pronounced
for separation from the British Em-
pire. While Dorion labored in Parlia-
ment, Laurier fought in the press. He
called upon the people to oppose 2
constitutional change which in his op-
inion was a trick of the English to
make Canada an English country. Not-
withstanding the campaign of these
politicians Confederation ecarried. Fol-
lowing the union, Nationalism remain-
ed quiescent until the North-West
troubles arose. In that difficulty it
sympathized with the rebellion ~and
found excuses-for it. Reil was pro-
‘tected by certain of its friends, one of
whom, since appointed to the Senate
by the Laurier Government, actually
took the rebel into the House of Com-
mons, and helped him to sign the roll’
as a member of Parliament. During the
‘Mackenzie regime Nationalism was in
command and had no cause for com-
plaint. But after the defeat of the
Mackenzie Administration it became
active once_again. It first- made itself
conspicuous after the execution of
Riel for leading the rtevolt in 1885.
Then it declared itself in violent terms.
Mr. ‘Wilfrid Laurier was its leader. He
was aided by Honore Mercier. On the
Champs de Mars in Montreal the prin-
ciples of Nationalism 'and Racialism
were proclaimed by the two politicians
and a1l the French-Canadians were
summeoned to unite under these men to
avenge the “murder” of their martyred
compatriot. Hon. J. A. Chapleau, af-
terwards Sir Adolphe, was at.this
Ame imvited to become the chief of
the Nationalist group. In a spech de-
lievred by him shortly after this event
he declared that he had been offered
money and office as inducements ‘to
abandon the Government of Sir John
Macdonald and to join Messrs. Laurier
and Mercier in their Nationalistic
propaganda, Five years’ salary as a
Minister was to have been paid to him
in advance and in cash had he desert-
ed Sir John at this time. He, how-
ever, declined the corrupt offer, and
the Nationalists were left to conduet
their own campaign as best they
cculd. Mr. Laurier fought a strongly
anti-British fight, and lost. Mr. Mere-
jer was more rortunate. He won Que’
bec, and it was through his Govern-
ment that the treasury of the prov-
ince was looted in order to find elec-
tion money for the Laurier party in
its next Dominion election. A trem-
endous Nationalistic campaign follow-
ed the discovery of the grafting. It
was represented by Messrs. Laurier
and Mercier that the English had
trumped up a yarn against the latter
and the French-Canadians were urgeq
to rally to his support in the name of
the race. But the appeals were idle,
and Nationalism, wifh its dream of a
French Republic on the banks of the
St. Lawrence, was. defeated. The
struggle of 1896 led to a revival of the
Nationalistic idea. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
won in Quebec as a Nationalist leader.

"FIRST PRINCE OF WALES

How Edward |. Presented His Son to
Chieftains.—Revival Suggested

Tradition says that the first Prince
of Wales was carried out inte the
courtyard of Carnarven Castle in the
arms of his father, Edward 'L, and
presented to the assembled chiefs with
thegse words:

“Here I give you a Prince of Wales,

who was born Wales, and who ecan
speak no English.”

From that day to this there has been
no Prince of Wales created in ~the
little principality, but next July King
George’s eldest son will be invested
with his title in the old courtyard of
Carnarvon Castle, with all the solemn
and touching ceremonies peculiar to
the ‘occasion, It is said that the cor-
onation of the King himself will not
provide a more magnificent spectacle.

The author of the idea is Capt.
Owen Vaughan, who made a literafy
reputation several years ago, under
the title Owen Rhoscomyl. The cap-
tain is a passionate “Celt, and his ob-
ject in so  strenuously urging the
Welsh ceremonial is twofold. In the
first place, he wishes the British
people generally to realize the fact
that the Prince of Wales is actually
Prince of Wales and that the tifle is
not merely complimentary. His other
motive is to ‘inspire outside interest
in the principality, and thereby assist
in industrial and commercial revival.
With the latter idea in® mind, Capt.
Vaughan had desired to have the in-
vestiture tae place in Cardiff, but
historical precedent - decided against
him, historical precedents being an
aliag for David Lloyd-George, Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer, and arbiter of
Welsh affairs.

But let us kee pto Europe, and more
especially to our own country. Here
tattooing is by na means confined ex-
clusively tg the so-called lower classes
of society, Seyeral eminent profes-
sors of the art lye and flourish by it
in the west end of London and their
patrons are some of the most illus-
trious and highly born people in Eur-
ope. Your London tattooer is rather
a “dandy” in his profession.

BANKING

A Striking Testimonial to Its
Solidity By An minent
American Banking Aunthority
__ Praises Our System

e—

washington, Oct. 25—The funda-
mental characteristics of the Cana~
dian, banking gystem are treated in
detail by Prof. Joseph  Freach John-
son, of New York, university, in a
volume just issued by the Natioual
Moneiary commission. .

«A chartered bank in Canada is a
~ank of branches, not a bank with
pranches. The parent bank, techni-
cally known as the “head office,”
neither takes deposits mnor lends
money. All the banking business is
done by the branches, each enjoling
congiderable independence. but all
«ubject to the supervision and con-
.roi of the head office. The law places
no restrictions upcn the numoer or
iccation of branehes. Canadian banks,
tnerefore, have branches in- foreign
conntries as well as in Canada.”

The general bangk act, under ihe
terms of which every bank obtains
and holds its charter, is subject to re
vision every ten Yyears. Its present
form goes back substantially to 1890.
No bank can be organized with a
capital smaller thaa $300,0¢, of which
all must be subscribed and one-half
raid in before & n3W bank can open.
As a result of this reqeireinent we are
not surprised at finding put 29 banks
in Canada. These 29 have, however,
2,260 branches.

To one accustonied to the provisiors
¢ fovr national hanking law the Cana
dian regulations as to noi2 issue and
reserve are astonishing. The Cana-
dian law does not require the banks
to deposit with a government official
or in any way set aside any kind ot
gecurity for the protection of the note
holder. Banks are not required to
carry a cash reserve against either
notes or deposits. The law does not
make the bank note a legal tender for
any payment. The government does
not guarantee the redemption of the
notes. Nevertheless the Canadian
bank note is everywhere accepted at
par, no person since 1890 ever having
lost a dollar through the failure of a
bank to redeem its notes.

Notes may be issued to the amount
of the paid-up capital of the bank.
These the bank must redeem at ¥ts
head office and in seven redemption
cities, which are the same for all
banks. Each bank must keep on de-
posit with the minister of finance 2a
gum of lawful money equal to 5 per
cent. of its average circulation, the
entire fund being available for the
redemption of the notes of‘ failed
banks. Bank notes also possess first
lien upon the assets of a bank. Fur-
ther protection is given by a provis-
jon making stockholders liable to as-
gsessment for an amount equal to the
par value of their stock.

Of these—the principal provisions
which insure the security of the Ca-
nadian bank note—she provision re-
quiring redemption ig, in the opinion
of the writer, the all-important one.
The bank note is almost the sole cir-
culating medium in Canada, and the
people have confidence in -it, because
it is tested every day at the clearing
houses and proves itself as good as
gold. The daily test would probably
not take place with the same regul-
arity as now if the banks did not have
pranches, or if they were obliged to
desposit security against their issues.
Canadian banks are national, not local
ingtitutions.

«All but a few -of them have
pranches in every part of the Domin-
ion, and these branches, as fast as
they receive notes of other banks
either seid them to the nearest re-
demption centre,”or convert them into
lawful mony or its equivalent, 2 bill
of exchange through branches of the
jssuing banks located in the same
towns. The 29 chartered banks have
2,200 branches, and each bank is seek-

All over Canada the story  of the}

work of the western farmers is being
talked of. The eastern newspapers
comment upon their action, some fav-
orably, some in terms of condemna-
tion. Suffice it to say, that those pa-
pers are a long way from the mark.
The papers in the West are very def-
erential to the organized farmers. Well
they may be, for today the organized
farmers are fully seized of the import-
ance of the part they are playing in
the development of the country, hav-
ing come to 2 full knowledge of the
fact that they are the real foundation
of Canadian greatness. With this real-
ization has come 2 determination te
gecure benefits adeguate to the work
done, and to terminate the rule of pre-
datory wealth. s

Today there are farmers pilugging
steadily along in their fields doing
fatthfully their duty as husbandmen
who at the call of duty can take the
platform and deliver addresses or eon-
duct meetings of yast import equally
as well as our legislators in the halls
of Parliament. It {s study and train-
ing that has done this. The patched
overalls are regarded with respect, and
the farmers see the value of standing
shoulder to ghoulder. Down in the
United States President Taft thought
it worth his while to address the great-

all the legitimate needs of the people
for a cireulating medium.”

The author finds that the strength
of Canadian banking lies in two feat-
ures—the elasticity of her note circu-
lation and the soliditary or unity of
her system. Panics arise because of
the lack of cash. The lack is not felt
in Canada, according to the author,
because when the stress comes - the
bank can pay out its own notes, whieh
are just as acceptable as lawful mon-
ey. Thus its reserve remains intact,
forming the basis of further exten-
sion of credit.

This solidarity of the Canadian sys-
tem the author {llustrates by the pol-
icy adopted by the banks at the end
of 1906 and continued throughout 1907
Canadian bankers as a unit prepared
for the crisis which seemed imminent.
They cautioned their customers, over
whose business they exercise greater
control than is the case in this coun-
try, against taking additional risks. As
soon as possible they contracted their
loans and built up their cash reserves.
In the crisis that fall, ‘although the
banks for the first time in a genera-
tion were unable to give all accom-
modation asked for, yet it iIs their
boast that “no man who actually de-
served and needed a loan was refused
it, and few borrowyers were obliged to
pay an unsuual rate of interest.”

Remarkable Sink Hole On a Railway
in Florida B

GAINESVILLE, Fla., Oct. 24.—An-
other “sink” on Alachue Lake, just
across from the chain of “ginks” south
of the city, developed some- time dur-

ing the night, and as a result the
trains over the Atlantic Coast line
were annulled after the Leesburg
Jacksonville train, which reached here
next morning at 8 o’clock.

SPRINGHILL

A Prosperous Mining Town Wreeked
By A Strike

Springhill, N.S., Oct. 24.—The dis-
astrous effects of a protracted strike
never were more forcibly shown than
in this little mining town. ¥rom a
prosperous and peaceful eommunity
fifteen months - ago, Springhill, as a
result of the strige of several thous-
and members or the United Mine
Workers of America, has been plung-
ed deeply into municnpal debt, has
become the scene of continued dis-
order and a place of financially brok-
en tradespeople. While the riotous
scenes which marked the early stages
of the strike have not been repeated
recently, conflict between the strikers
and those whom the companies have
imported to take their places con-
tinues. It is seldom that a night
passes without an exchange of shots,
oceasionally during the day, and the
town jail has been kept filled almost
to its utmost capacity for months.

The town’s financial standing has
been wrecked. It is unable to collect
its taxes from companies and individ-
uals, and legal proceedings have been
instituted by local and outside banks
to recover loans on town bonds. The
Union Bank now is endeavoring (o
secure legal authority to collect ~ the
taxes and water rates in an effort
to secure a portion, at least, of the
$10,340, which its officials allege the
town is in arrears to the bank. The
department of schools has continued
the schools under & great handicap.
Teachers have served the past two
months without pay and there is no
relief in prospect. s :

To preserve the peace of the town
it has been necessary repeatedly to
import soldiers, and a large number
are now quartered hare. The great
expense incurred in maintaining this
guard has led the authorities several
times te try to dispense with a num-
ber of the soldiers. As soon”as they
had left the town disorder broke out
afresh and a recall was necessary.
Pickets of the soldier police and
of the strickers are scattered over all
the town in the vicinity of the mines,
and although they have rubbed el

bows for months, no disturbance has
resulted. In fact, most of the trouble
has been traced to strike-breakers,
and convictions in -the local Police
Court ‘of foreigners charged with
carrying concealed weapons, and of-
ten with using them, are many.

What is Attracting The American
Settlers to Canada

- Edmonton, Alta., Oct. 26—"Politics
are having a great deal to do with the
movement of people from the Western
States to Canada,” said E. T. Holmes,
jmmigration agent of the Dominion
Government at St. Paul, Miinnesota,
for the past twelve years, who is in
Edmonton today on a tour of the
Western provinces. “The people are
getting tired of the tariff, that is one
of the chief reasons of the exodus.
The people coming to Canada are of
a much better class than formerly. It
is the higher prices of land which
brings them. They would rather pur-
chase land ‘at a good figure than 1t
three or four dollars an acre, as they
have lots of money.

«Then . again, taxes here dont
amount to & hill of beans, compara-
tively speaking. The perfect securi-
ty of banks and enforeement of the
law are other considerations which
have weight. It is surprising-to hear
what settlers have to say of the
country when they revisit their form-
er homes. After they have lived here
a year you couldn’t talk to them of
annex. They would go up in the air
at once. They become out and out
Canadians in a remarkable short space
of time and make the best of citizens.”

Wheat on Bushes.
Yet another scientific. proceus tor the
improvement of grain crops has been
tried in England. At Bumhlm-on—
Crouch a field was sown with wheat
on July 19, and caught up wjl,h the or-
dinary wheat sown in lprin[ In the
ordinary case in England, eighteen
weeks elapse from the time of planting
till the crop is ready for reaping. Un-
der the new system the period will, it
is believed, be reduced to nine weeks.
The experiment was made on Mr. R. J.
Suton’s farm, and in his opinion the
new process means that it will not be
necessary to sow wheat in winter at
all, for a farmer will be able to wait
right up to June, if necessary, before
putting in the seed. He will thus be
able to till his land thoroughly and se-
lect his weather.

Oct. z&—-—ne Cana- |
laian Northern Railway is held re-

'sponsible for the fire that destroyed
‘Beaudette, in a report made to Gener-
 al C. C. Andrews, forestry commission-
er, by George Chapin, St. Paul, and
Frank Curtis, of Roosevelt, who have
been investigating its origin. The re-
ports say there is sufficient evidence
to show that the fire was started by
the railway on the Canadian side dur-
ing the latter part of July. It worked
south to the north branch of the Beau-
[ dette River and nocth to the Rainy

‘I River, covering about eight square

miles. It burned up to the west side
of the town of Beaudette and lay
smouldering until October 7th, when
it was*fanned by a terrible wind and
led to the disaster.

About the same time a fire was set
on the right of way just east of the
Winter road to the river. This fire
worked east three miles and about
two miles back on each side of the
track, where it connected with the
fire which was started on the Beau-
dette side of the river. Eight prose-
cutions against the C.N.R. for allow-
ing combustible material on the right
of way are now pending in the dis-
trict court of “Beltrami county. The
company is Tfighting the constitution-
ality of the law. If the State wins in
these cases the forestry - - department
plans’ bringing action against the ©.
N.R. for sixteen other fires alleged to
Fhave been started sinee July. Loss
from recent fires is estimated by
agents of the forestry commission ot
about $5,000,000.

Meat Standards.

The following standards of quality
are established by the government for
the prineipal meat products:

Meat, flesh, is any clean, sound,
dressed and properly prepared edible
pu't of animals in geod health at the
time of slaughter, and if it bears a
name descriptive of its kind, composl-
tion, or origin, it corresponds thereto.’
The term “animals” as herein used,
includes not only mammals, but fisk,
fowls, crustaceans, mollusks, and all
other animalh used as food.

Fresh meat is meat.from animals
recently ‘slaughtered and properly
cooled untfl ‘delivered to the consum-
er. ;

Cold storage meat is meat from ani-
mals recently slaughtered and Dpre-
gerved by refrigeration until delivered
to the consumer.

ﬁ&lted pigkled, and smoked ts
are ‘unmixed meats preserved b;‘}%%ﬂt,
gugar, vinegar, spices, or other harm-
less substances, or smoke, singly or
in combination, whether in bulk or in
guitable containers. -

Sausage, sausage meat, is a_ com-
minuted meat from swine or neat cat-
tle, or a mixture of such meats, either
 fresh, salted, pickled or smoked, with
added salt .and spices and with or
without the add’tion of edible fats,
‘cereals, bloed and sugar, or subse-
quent. cooking.

Canned: meat. is the cooked meat of
fowls, neat cattle or swine, preserved

hermetically sealed packages, and
fulfils the conditions defined by The

'Mectandcnno&li‘oodsActotlsm

Corned or cured meat is meat cured
or pickled with dry salt or in brine,
with or without the addition of sugar

| or other harmless substances.

Potted meat is comminuted and
cooked meat from those parts of the
animal ordinarily used for food in the
free state, with or without salt and
spiceo, and enelosed in suitable con-
tainers hermetically sealed. Cereals,
when present, must not exceed ten
per cent. by weight unless stated.

London Will he Travellers’
Mezca

London, Oct. 26 —In fixing the date
of the ceremony in Westminster Ab-
bey precedent has begn largely follow-
recl the coronation of King Edward
having been orginally fixed for June
26, and Queen Victoria’s first Jubilee
having been celebrated on June 21.
1t is expected that His Majesty’s birth-
day, which falls on June 3, will not be
officially recognized before the corona-
tion week, in which also occurs the
anniversary of the birthday of the
Prince of Wales, who was born on
June 23, 1894.

Alregdy the arrangements for next
year’s great historic function are well
in hand. It is to be made a great
pageant of Empire, in which all of
the Overseas Dominions will take a
'part. ‘The Prime Ministers and other
members of the Governments of Can-
ada, Australia, South Africa and New
Zealand, and the Governments of
every State and Dependency owning
allegianee to the British Crown have
been invited.

Each will be represented by a con-
tingent of troops and the procession
which will accompany their majesties
from Buckingham Palace to West-
minster and the forces that will guard
the line of route will be thoroughly
typical of the might and strength of
the £mpire. -

According to -present arrangements
the first arrivals will be the Premiers
and. other ministers from the Domin-
ions overseas for the Imperial Confer-
ence. They are expected about the
end of next May, and, though nothing
has yet been  definitely gettled Te-
garding the programme to be submit-
ted for their consideration, it is in.
tended to hold the bulk of the sittings
prior“to the coronation. -

The imperial delegates will, as usu:
al, be the guests of the Government,
whose duty it will be next year to dis
pense hospitality to an extent unpre-
cedented. This is a matter which will
not be affected by any uncertainty
that may exist in regard to-the politi-
eal situation. 4
The Government then in power will
have to find accommodation for some
thousands of fellow-subjects from all
parts of the Empire, and in the enter-
tainment of the nation’s guests there
will be no stint.

The -eoronation will bring to this
country & considerable number of
Royal personages from the Courts of
Europe, though, of course, no reign-
ing .monarch ever attends a.corona-
tion. A# the coronation of King Ed-
ward, among the foreign notabilities
present were: Prince and Princess
Henry of Prusia, the Crown Prince of
Denmark, the Duke and Duchess of
Sparta, the Crown Prince and Crown
Princess: of Rou.mnnla, the Grand
Duchess. of Meuklenburg—Strelitz, the
Grand Duke of Hesse, Prince Charles
of Denmark, PrincesGeorge and Prince
Andrew of Greece, Princess Frederica
of Hano:er, and many others, and it
is expected  that there will be an
equally disﬂngnlshed gathering . of
royalties ne;t_ June.

DES.TROYED

Big Institation at Brandon
Burned During First Snow
Storm—Remarkable Disci-

: pline Saves Patients

Brandon, Nov. 4—In the midst of
the first snowstorm of the season, iire
Broke out in the Brandon asylum for
the insane and totally destroyed it
within three hours. The authoritiec
believe that all the patients are ac-
counted for, they having been remov-
ed under \guard to the outbuildings
and the surrounding country being
patrolled, but it may well be that,
wearing no distinctive dress, some of
the patients may have slipped away
in the darkness and falling snow.

The fire started at 56 p.m. from an
unknown cause in the upper storey
near the centre of the building and
owing to the distance and difficulty of
getting sufficient pressure, the result
was never in doubt. Prompt measures
were taken to remove the inmates to
the “barns and outbuildings, where
they were guarded, not a small task,
seeing that many of the patients were
violent.

Owing to the distance, the brigade
was some time in arriving and owing
to the low pressure little could be
‘done, and the entire building, which
had been added to from time to time,
was doomed. The asylum authorities
state that as far as could be ascer-
tained none of the inmates were mis-
sing or seriously injured.

The main building was erected in
1891 under the.regime of Hon. Thos.
Greenway as a reformatory, but later
converted into an asylum, wings be-
ing added in” 1903 and 1907. The
authorities emphatically state they do
pot know the cause of the fire and
rumor ascribes it varyingly to smok-
ing, to a patient who secured some
matches, and to crossed wires of the
lighting plant.

There were between six and seven

hundred patients confined in the
asylum, many of them from Alberta
and Saskatchewan, as the new pro-
vinces not having been able to provide
suitable accommodation in their own
provinces, have boarded many of
tion.
their lunatics in the Manitoba institu-
The asylum buildings were valued
at $390,000 and the insurance carried
is believed to be $250,000. A new
power house had just been completed
and -boilers and engines were being
installed. Had its powerful pumps
been in operation, the water pressure
would have been materially improved.
The co-operation of the city coun-
cil and other civic organizations was
quickly secured and the winter fair
building and the armory were heated
and got in readiness for receiving the
asylum inmates. Small parties of the
worst patients or those who were weak
were quietly removed in automobiles
or carriages to places of safety in
Brandon.
Accommodation was provided for a
large number in the stables and barns
by making straw beds in addition to
the matresses, blankets, quilts and
other bedding that were saved.
