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END OF THE

Principal and Staff Given Notice 
This Afternoon.

Board Decides That It Can Hold 
A rt No Longer.

Dr. Lyle Places Blame on Mayor 
and Aldermen.

Charging Mayor McLaren and the 
other members of the Finance Commit­
tee who voted to cut off the grant to 
the institution with responsibility for 
destroying the Hamilton Art School, 
Rev. Dr. Lyle, President of the Board, 
declared this morning that it was a 
grave reflection on the city fathers in 
sympathy with moral reform that they 
should sit idle and make no protest when 
tae recommendation was going through 
the Coyncil. At a meeting of the direc­
tors last night two things were decid­
ed upon :

1. The Board came to the conclusion 
that no person should be re-engaged for 
the ensuing year, and gave instructions 
that, the members of the staff should be 
notified to-day that their services would 
no longer be required.

2. That the Board of Education be 
asked to have a conference with the 
Art School Board in order to see if anv- 
thiçg can be done to save the art part 
of the. work which the school is doing.

Tf anything can be done to save the 
school, we are willing to do it,” said 
Dr. Lyle, to-day, discussing the action 
"f the Board. “We don’t want advice, 
wp want cash. We are killed with ad-

in'accordance with the instructions of 
the Board, Principal Neyland and the 
"ther members of the staff will he noti­
fied at, once that, their services will not 
lx* required'after the close of the present

Dr. Lyle handed out some hot shot, last 
night to the men he charges with the 
responsibility for putting the institu- 
1’"ii out r,f business. Making a statement 
<>f how the Board stood financially, he 
referred to the $2,000 extra grant, made 
by the Ontario Government towards the 
technical work carried on in the school, 
and said that, it. was likely this would 
t>e discontinued now that the work was 
to be taken away. When the Govern­
ment made this grant it expected that 
the city would do something more ade­
quate than it was doing. The city had 
failed to keep its bargain and there­
fore the Government could honestly dis­
continue the grant. That left the Board 
in a very uncertain position as far as 
the Government, was concerned.

The most it can do with the art side 
is $400 a year, and that, is conditional 
on the number of pupils reaching a cer­
tain standard. In Toronto, where $25,- 
000 is spent on the art the school gets 
only $600 from the Government, and the 
Hamilton Board's most sanguine, hope is 
that it could get $400. “We cannot pay 
Principal Neyland $2,000 with that,” 
said the doctor. “We can not pay our 
light, taxes and rent with that.”

“The closing of the school,” said Dr. 
Lyle,”' is the result of the conduct of 
the Mayor and Chairman Peregrine, of 
the Finance Committee, who gave the 
casting vote without any explanation, 
after having been warned by myself 
that the responsibility for closing the 
school would rest on the aldermen. They 
have taken the responsibility and carried 
it since.”

Dr. Lyle declared that, the directors 
decided to close the school contrary to 
their own convictions, some of them af- 
tei serving for twenty-three years. “We 
think," lie said, “that it is a blunder 
I’.ot only for the city and the Province, 
but for the. Dominion, because we have 
been told by reliable authorities that 
"v have the greatest art school in the 
Dominion, and the Major, Aldermen 
Peregrine, Cooper and Hopkins have 
the credit for destroying it, after hav­
ing been warned as to what their con­
duct would result in if continued.”

Another point on which Dr. Lyle laid 
special emphasis was the moral phase 
<>f it. “We have 217 pupils in the 
school,” he said, “ a large number of 
whom have reached the age at, which 
character is formed. We are keeping 
them off the streets, giving them a 
taste for art and a moral and spiritual 
outlook, while linking them with the 
useful and beautiful. I regard the art 
school as the greatest educational insti­
tution in the city on moral grounds, not 
even excepting the Y. M. C. A. and Y. 
W. C. A. It is a most important thing 
in moral reform in the city, and now 
the City Council, with so many moral 
reform members, permits it to*be des­
troyed. I think it is a* grave reflection 
on the city fathers in sympathy with 
moral reform. It is strange that men 
who should show any desire to reform 
and purify the city should be their vote 
or by lack of interest permit this insti­
tution to be killed.”

Rev. Dr. Lyle did not hesitate to say 
that men who had served on the Board 
almost from the time of its inception, 
felt that they had been betrayed, to a 
large extent, by the men who were res­
ponsible for closing the school.

We have only had two friends in this 
matter,” said the doctor.” The sub-com­
mittee of the Greater Hamilton Associa­
tion, and the Trades and Labor Council 
were the only people to show the slight­
est interest.”

KING ALFONSO OF SPAIN
La Granja, Spain, June 22.—Queen Vic­

toria gave birth to a daughter e-t 6.25 
a, m. tu-dav.

When it was seen la.st night that the 
accouchement was imminent, the mem­
bers of tlie Royal family, the Premier 
and a number of high court jiersonages 
were hastily summoned to the palace.

The birth of a princess is particularly 
pleasing to both the King and Queen, 
as they had hoped that this child, the 
third, would be a girl. THo first two 
children arc boys, Prince Alfonso, born 
May 10, 1907, and Prince Jaime, born 
June 23, 1908.

The eldest, the heir to the throne, is 
fair like his mother, but he has the pro­
truding lip of his father, a pronounc'd 
characteristic of the Spanish Hapsburgs.

The second son, on the other hand, is 
dark complexioned, and looks the real 
Spaniard, lie was named after Jaime, 
the conqueror, King of Aragon, as a 
compliment to the Province of Oatonda, 
which formed part of the ancient King­
dom of Aragon.

Prince Alfonso, although only two 
years old. is very precocious and popular. 
He drives two small donkeys about the

Police Fail to Find the Murderer of 
Mils Sigel.

An Associate of Leon Ling Now 
Under Arrest.

Warning to Girls Engaged in 
Chinese Mission Work.

New York, June 22.—With one (Chi­
nese in custody in this city and another 
detained in Schenectady, and a report 
that a third was held under suspicion 
in Reveistoke, B. C., the mystery of the 
murder of Elsie Sigel, the young mis­
sionary. was still unsolved to-day. All 
the evidence- obtainable by the New 
York and .Schenectady authorities indi­
cated that the man under arrest in 
Schenectady was not I jeon l.ihg. the man 
in whose room the body of Elsie Sigel 
was found.

Reginald Sigel, the brother of the 
murdered girl, was in Schenectady to­
day to see the Chinese under arrest 
there, and to determine positively 
whether he is Iveon, or, as the Chinese 
assert#?, Ohu Hop, an unoffending Chi­
nese business man. sent up State to col­
lect a bill.

Although it was reported that a Chi­
nese believed to be 1,ei>n Ling had lieen 
taken from a 1 rain at Revelstoke, R. 
the night police stated to-dav that they 
have received no official notice of such 
an arrest.

Chung King, an associate of I#eon Ling, 
who occupied a room adjoining that in 
which Miss Si gel’s body was found, waa 
brought to this city to-day from West 
Galway. N. Y. Hé asserted that he did 
not, know where T^eon Ling is, and had 
not seen him for three weeks. Asked 
why he left New York in a hurry, he 
said that he had left to go to West 
Galway and work for Harvey Kennedy, 
and that he left New York on Wednes­
day, June 11. Wednesday was the day 
on which Miss Sigel disappeared, and 
June 11 was Friday, twro days later.

QUEBEC HARBOR 
TO BE MAIN PORT

Blow to Montreal Harbor—.-Declaration as 
to Canada's Navy.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Montreal, June 22.—Montreal is to be 

sacrificed to Quebec as a port, That is 
certain after the speeches of Messrs. 
Brodeur and Pugsley yesterday.

In Montreal, to the Chamber of Com­
merce, Mr. Brodeur said that there was 
the question where the dry dock should 
be—at Montreal or Quebec. The majori­
ty of the accidents were at Quebec or 
Mow it, and shipowners thought that 
was the place for it.

At Quebec Mr. Pugslev said tint the 
Government would take up the develop­
ment. of the port of Quebec as the main 
port of Canada, ignoring the fact that 
Montreal as a port is the third largest 
on the Atlantic and Quebec one of the 
smallest. and that to spend money on 
Quebec is to try to force shipping where 
it will not go.

Important pronouncements were made 
by Hon. Mr. Brodeur. (1) That the 
maintenance of a Canadian navy was 
the policy of the Government in regard 
to imperial defence. (2) That if only 
one dry dock to accomomdatc large ves­
sels is to be built in the St. Lawrence, 
the city of Quebec would seem to have 
more advantages than our city. There 
are three proposals in regard to the ques­
tion of naval defence. To offer to Eng­
land one or two Dreadnoughts, which 
would he her exclusive property. Sec­
ondly. to contribute annually a round 
sum, which might be used in any way 
the mother country might see fit. The 
third, which is that of the Government,

supported by the Opposition, would l>c 
to construct a Canadian navy. This 
policy would not strike any one as sur­
prising. It is quite natural*. The States 
of South America, even smaller than 
Cbnada, tf-ich as Colombia, Paraguay, 
have their own navy. The Canadian 
Government wishes to participate in the 
defence of the Empire, but. at the same 
time, to safeguard its autonomy, and 
the control of its contributions.

This is the first authoritative an­
nouncement made by a Cabinet Minister 
as to the policy of the Government re 
co-operative naval defence.

TO TACKLE POWER 
TO-MORROW NIGHT.

Hydro-Electric Commission’s Solicitor Will 
Meet the New Civic Committee.

The Power Committee will meet to­
morrow night at 7.30. After trying in 
vain for the last two days to get in 
touch with some "»*<>_ jp ^thority to j. 
give out the desired information, Mayor 
Mcl-aren heard from Solicitor l.obb, of 
the Hydro-Electric Commission. Mr. I 
Lobb informed his Worship that he I 
would l>e on the job on Wednesday 
night with an engineer to answer ques­
tions. The meeting will be held in the 
council vhamlwr, and once again the 
Mayor invites those who are anxious to 
know the trutli about the power ques­
tion to attend. E. B. Merrill, the elec­
trical expert who will assist City En­
gineer Maeallum, arrived here last night. 
He says the line loss from Dundas here 
will lie, between four and five per cent. 
He also stated that any quantity above 
510 horse power could be handled direct 
to the motors at 13,500 volts as long as 
the windings were made suitable.

Mayor McLaren was informed to-day 
that a certain east end manufacturer 
who is displeased because the city has 
not seen fit to fix up the roads in the 
vicinity of his factory intends advertis­
ing in a Toronto morning paper to-mor­
row morning about the way Hamilton 
treats its manufacturers. “The city,” 
said his Worship, "is willing to do its 
share, but this manufacturer is not will­
ing to pay one cent, although he does 
not pay city taxes. If it is true that 
this gentleman intends taking the course 
reported the sooner his industry is out 
of the city the better for Hamilton.”

The Mayor was present last night at 
the meeting of the Art School directors, 
when Dr. Lyle charged him with the re­
sponsibility for closing the school. The 
ground taken by his Worship is that it 
be foolish to expect the ratepayers to 
pay twice for technical education when j 
the Board of Education has the money 
for the work, and is in far better shape j 
to handle it in the new school erected \ 
specially for the purpose. As far as the j 
art part of the work is concerned, the 
Mayor thinks that if the city has any 
money to spare after building roads, 
sewers and attending to other things 
that are absolutely necessary, there will 
Ik* no objection.

Referring to the statements made 
about the committee of the Greater

Hamilton Association being one of two 
liodies that backed up the Art School 
directors, the Mayor remarked to-day 
that it was easy enough to make reso­
lutions-mid another matter to find the 
money to carry them into effect. When 
people got up and made resolutions 
that meant expenditure, he said they 
should feel as if they had a five dollar 
bill in their hand. “I am willing to pay 
my share,” he said, “with any of them.”

The Mayor says that despite his ef­
forts to make his stand regarding the 
garbage collection in the aiutex and on 
the mountain top clear certain people 
persist in misunderstanding him. The 
ground he takes is that there is no 
money to pay for Qbs collection, and 
he does not think the people interested 
expect the ratepayers in the older por­
tions of the city to give them something 
for nothing. When told that some of 
the residents on the older portion of 
the mountain top were complaining 
about not having their garbage collect­
ed, he said that he v as informed by the 
health authorities that collections were 
made in this district.

The Fire and Water Committee has 
not much business of importance to 
deal with to-morrow, the programme 
consisting chiefly of reports on new wa­
ter mains and meters and the by-law 
governing moving picture shows.

OPENED GRAVE.
YOUNG WOMAN’S REMAINS IN 

THREE OTHER GRAVES.

Deplorable Carelessness Revealed by 
Investigation at Brantford, Insti­
gated by Mrs. Carolan, of Detroit 
—W. E. Dunne Found Guilty.

Brantford, Ont., .lune 21.— At the^ 
Police Court this morning a conclusion 
was reached in the famous grave case 
arising over the removal of the body of 
the daughter of Mrs. Peter Carolan, De­
troit. formerly of Brantford, from the 
family plot in the Catholic Cemetery in 
this city. Mrs. Carolan on returning 
to town discovered the grave had been 
tampered with, and after investigation 
charged Wm. K. Dunne, of this city, 
with unlawfully removing the bodies of 
her son and daughter, who had been 
interred in the plot.

The case was involved. Dunne se­
cured a lot adjacent to Mrs. Carolan’* 
and it appears that a number of the 
bodies in her" lot were dug up by the 
caretaker, who said he acted on Dunne’s 
orders, and reinterred elsewhere, in order 
to straighten out the boundaries. In 
this she was not consulted. Investiga 
lion revealed shocking conditions, parts 
of the bones of her daughter being 
found in three other graves, where they 
had been unceremoniously dumped. 
Rings from the finger and a pearl 
rosary, which were originally interred 
with her. were never fourni. To-day 
Dunne was found guilty and bound over 
for one year to keep the peace. As the 
charge was of a criminal character a 
fine eonlil not lie imposed, but Dunne 
was ordered to pay the costs of $8(1 
within a week.

NEW STATION.
Grand Trunk Preparing to Spend 

$2,000,000 at Montreal.

Montreal June,* 21.—The Grand 
Trunk have completed plans fur a j 
fine new two million dollar station to 
replace the present station at Bona 
venture. This mo\o on the part of I 
the Grand Trunk will be pushed to 
completion a» soon as possible, and 
will keep them as close competitor-, 
to the C. P. R., who are also planning . 
to spend over a million dollars on eu- | 
larged and improved terminals.

J he Grand Trunk station will bo 
built after the style of the large ter­
minal station at St. Louis, Mo., and will . 
cost, together with the necessary ar­
rangement of tracks, well over two mil­
lion dollars. Conditions at Bona venture 
station have been anything but favor­
able for the proper handling of traffic 
for some time past, owing to th?. cun 
gested condition existing at this ter­
minal. At the present time this station 
is providing terminal facilities for four 
targe railways — namely, the Grand 
Trunk, the Delaware & Hudson, the In 
tcrcokmial and the Central Vermont.

With the new station will come the 
elevation of tracks through the city and 
the abolition of all level crossing*. It is 
understood that the work will be com­
menced on this new station as soon as 
arrangements are completed with the 
city for changing the street crossings.

The 
find recalls the fact that the owner bid 
in the horse for $100 at an auction near 
the Bull’s Head in New York six years 
ago. The animal had been the property 
of a prominent New York doctor, a ho 
was at one time on the staff of a medical 
college. The condition of the teeth was 
not noticed until Saturday night, when 
the horse was killed in a collision with 
an automobile,^jn which were Newark. 
Trenton and Brooklyn people. The owner 
was so attached to the. animal that he 
had the head saved for mounting, and 
the finding of the gold was a surprise.

BARRIE BY-LAWS CARRIED.

Fixed Assessment to Tanning Co.— 
New Sewers Provided.

Barrie June 21.—Barrie freeholders 
to-day voted upon and carried by sub­
stantial majorities four money by-laws.

IVORY FROM SIBERIA.

Found Buried in Mud of Rivers and 
in Great Northern Swamps.

Discussing the production of ivory, 
Vladimir Fedoreff, of St. Petersburg, 
Russia, said Siberia furnishes a large 
quantity of ivory to the markets of the 
world, but that the production of it be­
longs to another age and to a species of 
animal that does not now exist.

The ivory is cut from the tusks of 
mastodones, whose skeletons are found 
frozen in masses of ice or buried in the 
mud of Siberian rivers and swamps. The 
northern portion of the country abounds 
in extensive bogs which are called ur- 
mans. In tthese are found the tusks of 
the mastodon, from which it is inferred 
these animals lost their lives venturing 
upon a surface that would not bear 
their weight.

Even to wild animals these urmans arc 
forbidden ground. The nimble stepping 
broad hoofed reindeer can sometimes 
cross them safely in the summer time, 
but most other large animals attempt­
ing to do so would quickly be engulfed, 
and this may be a partial explanation of 
the remains of the mammoth and the 
rhinoceros which are so abundant and 
so widely diffused through these north­
ern marsh lands of Siberia.

In the museum at Tobolsk are numer­
ous specimens of mammoth and through­
out that region they are by no means 
rare. When an ice pack breaks down a 
river bank or floods tear up a froze, 
marsh or the summer thaw penetrates 
a little more deeply than usual into the 
ground some of these antediluvian mon­
sters are likely to be exposed.

In many cases the remains are so fresh 
and well preserved, with their dark 
8haggy hair and underwool of reddish 
brown, their tufted ears and long, curv­
ed tusks, that all the aborigines and 
even some of the Russian settlers per­
sist in the belief that they arc speci­
mens of animals .which still live, bur­
rowing underground like moles and 
dying the instant they are admitted to 
the light.—From the Washington Her­
ald.

This ship, 
which is now approaching completion, 
will have a capacity of 227,500 cubic 
feet; will have two propellers driven by 
two motors, each of 220 horsepower, 
and will carry 25 passengers, in addition 
to supplies and petrol sufficient to last 
700 miles. The speed will be from 35 
to 40 miles an hour, and the ship can 
aset nd to .a height of 6,000 feet.

Mr. Ducros ends by appealing to the 
generosity of anybody who is willing to 
provide a valuable asset for the nation 
in the shape of an airship garaga. The 
Daily Mail announces its willingness to 
furnish such a garage. Provided the 
committee will arrange to keep the ship 
in England for a month, the paper will 
furnish $25.000 to build a suitable shel­
ter.

JAPS AND CZAB'S STAMPS.
Spoils of War Upon Which It is Dif­

ficult to Realize.
Among our good neighbors the Japan­

ese nothing is wasted; out of all and 
everything they endeavor to extract ben­
efit. Thus, for example, during the 
Russo-Japanese war thé .Japanese secur­
ed more than 1,500,000 rubles worth of 
Russian postage and revenue stamp» 
abandoned hy us in. various post offices, 
branches thereof, and sundry other es­
tablishments. Now the enterprising 
Japanese are trying to dispose of these 
stamps among Russians.

For this purpose they have special 
agents who offer them to Russian arri­
vals for half their value. A certain Cau­
casian, also of an enterprising turn of 
miml, proceeded to Japan on business, 
encountered one of these agents at Yo­
kohama, and tempted by easy gain 
bought various stamps valued at 2,200 
rubles for 1,000 rubles only. The stamps 
were successfully conveyed to Vladivo­
stok, but unhappily the agents of the 
detective force got wind of the affair.

One of these agents visited the C-aucâr 
sian in the guise of a stamp purchaser, 
and in order not to rouse suspicion and 
for greater verisimilitude laid some 
money on the table. When the “mer- 
chant" left the room for the stamps the 
signal was given to the ambuscade and 
no sooner had the owner returned than 
the agent met him revolver in hand and 
arrested him on the spot with his wife 
ami confiscated the stamps. When it 
appeared tliat the stamps were really 
Russian the prisoner was released after 
three days’ detention.

English educationists too are 
clamoring for the earlier teaching of 
subjects allied to craftsmanship, arguing 
that to delay lieginning till the pupils 
ore 12 to 13 years is n mistake, and 
that learning by doing should earlier 
be the rule. They say that the l>uy who 
leaves a school to run errands and do 
chores till he is 16 or 17 Is apt to find 
himself turned out as “too big for the 
job" and to drift into hooliganism or 
crime, whereas had he been trained to 
industrial work he might have become 
a good citizen. Even the boys front the 
technical schools lack because of begin­
ning too late, “having already lost the 
most precious years for learning dexter­
ity.” Not the least important of the 
results of early trade training is its 
excellent moral effect on the pupils.

About twenty years ago Madame 
Retzius and a committee of ladies and 1 reme(ly at present available, 
gentlemen opened an educational “work 
•hop" in Stockholm. It was in the 
nature of a memorial to the mother of 
the founder, and was begun as a charity 
to teach the children manual work. It 
grew into favor, and now there are in 
Sweden seventy-two of such “workshop" 
schools, sixteen of them in the capital 
alone. It is stated that not one pupil 
of these schools has developed into a 
criminal; not one has ever been sum­
moned before a magistrate. The work

LORD ROSEBERY
Issues Stirring Warning Against 

British Budget.

Rule of Party in Power Lillie Bet­
ter Than Despotism.

London, June 22.—The rapid forcing 
through ihe House of Commons by the 
help of the Government's faithful major­
ity, of the Socialistic provision* of the 
finance l»i|, which embodies the budget, 
has moved Lord Rosebery to send to lit-* 
press one of those striking letU't* 
whereby, a* well as by speeches, he keeps 
bimseli to the forefront of poiitcs, al­
though playing a lone hand.

In the one printed this morning he 
*u\s among other things:

"This ii> not a budget, hut a social and 
poli teal revolution of the first magni­
tude. It is obviously intended as on-*: 
it is out oil the lace of this. To say this 
is not to judge it, still less to condemn 
it, for there have been beneficial revolu­
tions. 1 am not now concerned with the 
merits of this one, but the feature of 
the case which impresses me most is 
this:

"It will be effected, if it is effected, 
without the participation of the country. 
It will be carried over the heads of the 
people by' the majority of the Commons 
without the faiutvat desire or attempt to 
ascertain the views df the people in re­
gard to the vast changes projected. The 
British people will no more control them 
than if they were Tartars or Laps."

Remarking on the absence of the refer­
endum in the British constitution and 
the fact that a powerful government nat­
urally does not seek* a general election, 
Lord Rosebery continues:

“The boasted freedom of our constitu­
tion has really com4 to this, that the 
most sweeping changes may be carried 
out by a Ministry of great numerical 
backing in the Commons without the na­
tion having, or even having had, or hop­

ing to have, a voice in the matter before 
it is decided.

“Surely the country must begin to s**o 
that there are vast flaws in the constitu­
tion and that the absolute rule of the 
party in power differs very little from 
the alysolute rule of the individual, which 
is what' we used to call despotism.*

SH0TL10NS.
Roosevelt and Son Briif Down 

One Each and Other Game.

Naivasha, British East Africa, June 22. 
—After comparative silence for over a 
fortnight the first news of the Roose­
velt expedition come into NaiveSa to1- 
day. All the members of the expedi­
tion are in excellent health, and the 
party is at present in camp on the 
iveointa Plains in the Solik district.

Theodore Roosevelt has shot another 
lion, while a very large, tawny maned 
lion has fallen before the rifle of his son, 
Hermit. The animals hold the record 
for size on the present expedition. Her­
mit has killed also two cheetahs. In 
addition the party has secured three 
giraffes, two eland, six topi and a large 
number of minor antelope. All the 
skins are being preserved for the Na­
tional Museum at Washington.

A BIG* ORDER.
Chicago. June 22.—An order for 1,000,- 

000 pounds of beef was received from 
the British War Department in London 
yesterday by one of the large stock 
yards firms. This order is regarded as 
indicating the complete reinstatement, of 
this country’s meat supply upon its for­
mer solid basis, & it i* the second re­
ceived since the packing disclosures of 
four year* ago. The first order we* is­
sued in February for 3.000.000 pounds 
for July delivery.

SHAM FIGHT.

This Event at Niagara Camp on 
Thursday.

Plan of the Engagement and 
Troops to Participate.

Health of Camp Good- 
Hot Yesterday.

Very

Electricity Serves at Table in This House

Niagara-on-the-Lake; June 22.—Yes­
terday was an oppressively hot day at 
camp and several eases of mild prostra­
tion occurred.

The general idea for the sham fight 
on Wednesday and Thursday was con­
tained in. the orders issued last evening. 
The tactical exercises this year will be 
on a more comprehensive scale than 
heretofore. It will be understood that a 
red force, in occupation of Niagara 
1 alls, learns that a defending force has 
r small force at Niagara-on-the-l>ake, 
and is placing the town in a state of de­
fence, while awaiting reinforcements 
from Toronto. The attacking force will 
therefore march in from Niagara Falls 
and attack this town. The particular 
ideas will be issued on Wednesday even­
ing. The attacking force will leave the 
camp on Wednesday afternoon, and will 
march to Niagara Falls or thereabouts, 
and the defending party will march to­
wards Queenston later in the day. The 
parties will bivouac for the night, and 
tin* battle proper will commence at day­
light Thursday morning. Extra precau­
tions are being taken this year to pre­
vent accidents. Twenty rounds of blank 
ammunition will be served to each man. 
and an immediate collection of unex­
pended ammunition will be made at the 
close of operations, in order to guard 
against accident. Previous to the com­
mencement of operations a most thor­
ough examination of all rifles, pouches, 
bandoliers and pockets will be made, for 
the purpose of assuring against service 
ammunition being carried and accident­
ally used.

Special orders have been issued 
against the desecration of cemeteries or 
the destruction of property. Bands will 
not accompany the troops, and no "ex­
traneous "assistance in the form of motor 
cars, wagons, etc., will he allowed troops 
during the exercise. Bayonets will not 
he carried, and the opposing forces will 
be specially instructed not to approach 
within KM) yards of each other.

The Red. or attacking force, will he in 
command of Lieut.-Col. A. T. Thompson, 
and the Blue, or defending party, will 
he in command of Lieut.-Col. .7. Mason.

The order against the use of bayonets 
was given to prevent any accidents, as 
many of the soldiers get excited in the 
exercises, and accidents occur.

The opposing forces will be accompan­
ied by signalers, field ambulante and 
hospital corps, engineers and all troops 
required in actual warfare. The men 
will gain much practical experience. Gen­
eral l.ake will criticise.

The composition of the forces will be 
as follows : Red, 2nd Dragoons, Oth Field 
Battery. .'tfith, 37th. 39th. 44th. 77th, 
13th Cavalry: ambulance and dgnalers 
to l*e detailed from the different units.

The Blue force will be composed of 
the 9th Mississauga Horse, 4-18 Q. F. 
guns, representing one field battery, 
12th, 20th, 34th, 2nd Field Engineers, 
10th and 11th Field Ambulance and sig­
nalers. The Red force will wear hel­
mets and the Blue forage caps, as a 
mark of distinction.

Instead of .accompanying the troops 
at. the sham fight, the ten tonds in camp 
will spend the day finishing up their 
practice for the tattoo, which takes place 
in the evening.

German Delegates Oppose the 
Peace Report.

i Do Not Favor Disarmament—Chil­
dren on Stage.

Toronto, June 22.— “The next great 
Step in the progrès» of freedom and the 
entajfciipatton of the peoples of the (vorld 
from the old idea ef the past, that one 
human life should dominate and con­
trol any other human life without the 
individual's consent.*’ Thus it was 
that Dr. Anna Howard Shaw, Chairman 
of the Committee on Suffrage and Right* 
of Citizenship, of the International Coun­
cil of Women, spoke in opening the 
P'eat meeting held at Convocation Hall 
last night, under the auspices of the 
body of women who are meeting in To­
ronto at present. Dr. Shaw, who is also 
President of the American Suffrage Alli­
ance, was voted to the chair on the mo­
tion of the Conn tees of Aberdeen. In a 
few clear-cut sentences she set forth the 
•im and object of the Council in this

reation of suffrage, the greatest work, 
her opinion, which" they had under­

taken, She explained that they did not 
throe their programme on any country, 

but left all to do as they liked, al­
though no woman oould adopt, a cause 
of greater progressive service to human­
ity.

TO STAND AS EQUALS.
"That the National Council of Women 

endeavor to place women as members 
of those public boards or bodies 
whoae membership is already open to 
women, and to secure the inclusion of 
women on all authorities or special com­
missions dealing with public work.” was 
the resolution which the meeting wys 
•eked by Mrs. O. C. Edwards, whose com­
pilation of the laws orf Canada, affecting 
wome.n is so well known, to endorse. The 
general question involved, she point­
ed out, divided itself into a claim of 
euuality with man in ability to do 

. this work, and the sex suitability to 
do the work. Speaking as a married 
woman, she did not claim that they 
wanted the husband to obey them, but 
they did want to stand as equals. Mrs. 
Edwards would extend women's work to 
zeifvices on jury, her argument being 
that when women came for trial there 
should be some of her sex understanding 
her difficulties among those who decid­
ed her case.

FRANCE AND ITALY.
In French, Mme. La Fontaine eloquent­

ly upheld the claims of her sex, while 
Mme. Bemocoo brought a message, from 
Italy, the common sense of which won 
her audience. The women of Italy, she 
explained, did not want the vote for 
mere vanity’s sake, but from a desire to 
exercise a right for the benefit of hu­
manity. They would crawl, however, 
before they attempted to walk, and 
wished first the commercial and adminis­
trative vote. As to the greater fra tv 
chiee of the State, they should be so 
trained as to exercise it with knowl-

No one dissented when the resolution 
was put, and, therefore, it was declared 
to have been carried unanimously. Pass­
ing on, Mrs. Shaw introduced the suf­
frage question itself.

A VIEW FROM GERMANY.
Dr. Alice Solomon, Germany, urged 

that the granting of the * suffrage 
would be the best means of producing 
among women a deeper sense of responsi­
bility. To pay taxes and to be subject 
to the laws of a country was not suffi­
cient to make citizens of its men and 
women. Justice demanded that the sexes 
should be placed on an equality in this

Others who supported the resolution 
were: Miss Gina Krog, Norway, who 
spoke as a full fledged voter; Mrs* Henry 
Dobson, Tasmania, and Lady Aberdeen, 
os President of the International Coun­
cil.

Lady Aberdeen said: MI have never be 
fore spoken in public on the question of 
euffrage for women, owing, for the great­
er reason, to the fact that my husband, 
the Earl of Aberdeen, Ixird Lieutenant 
of Ireland, occupies a high position in

Cublic affairs, but after hearing what 
as been said to-night before this audi­

ence by women from every part of the 
world, I can keep silent no longer.”

During the evening Dr. Shew was pre­
sented with two beautiful bouquets, one 
by Dr. Stowe (iullen on behalf of the 
Suffrage Association of Ontario, and 
the other by Mrs. Flora Macdonald

AN INDIGNANT PROTEST.
At the morning’s meeting of the Inter. 

Baticmal Council of Women indignant 
protesta were made with regard to an 
article appearing in one of the Toronto 
evening papers, alleging that there had 
been considerable disagreement with re­
gard to the election of officers.

Iodv Edgar, president of the Cana­
dian National Council, said, before the 
business was proceeded with: “I wish to 
make a correction of several statements 
appearing in the Toronto Star on Satur­
day last. I wish emphatically to deny 
that there was any dissatisfaction with 
regard to the election of Mrs. Ogilvie 
Gordon to the position of first rice-pres­
ident of the International Council of 
Women. (Applause.) On the contrary, 
we were proud to know that her great 
ability was still to be at the service of 
the International Council of Women, al­
though she hae resigned the position of 
eorreaponding secretary which she has 
■o efficiently held for five years. There 
is no want of harmony in our council—- 
(applause)—as to the election of any of­
ficers of this quinquennial period, or 
anything else. (Applause.) I wish also 
to say that Mrs. Ogilvie Gordon is not 
a cousin of her Excellency lady Aber­
deen, or connected in any way with her 
family, except by the bond of friend-
ll"P UNITED STATES JOINS.

Mrs. Kate Walter Barrett, proxy for 
the president of the National Council of 
Women of the United States, said: “I 
am exceedingly sorry that I have not 
bad an opportunity of meeting the dele­
gation of the United States sinee the 
article appeared. I read it with a great 
deal of sorrow, but at the same time a 
little amusement, because it seemed to 
me proof of the harmony of our meet­
ings that a newspaper should be driven 
to build up a. sensational article.

“I should like to say that when the 
Council of the United States met for the 
election of officers and delegates the 
only name mentioned for the presidency 
was that of her Excellency lady Aber-

FRESIDEXT GRATIFIED.
' Lady Aberdeen, on behalf of the Na­

tional Council, thanked the epeakers for 
their statements. ‘‘It is," she said, 
“gratifying that these ladies should be 
able to make these statements with the. 
general support of the whole council, as 
it will greatly assist our work, our posi­
tion, and our ability to carry on the 
trust given to us that it should l>e un 
derstood by the world at large that we 
have acted in a united way, and that 
the new board of officers have been 
elected with the entire confidence of the 
whole council. T venture to say a few 
words on behalf of the. council, and not 
in a personal way, although I need not 
say how very deeply I feel the great 
confidence shown in me personally. As 
regards Mrs. Ogilvie Gordon, 1 should, 
be gratified if I eoiild elaim her as a cou­
sin. although Txird Aberdeen can claim 
her as a clanswoman."

Mrs. Ogilvie Gordon also thanked the 
speakers. .She thought that a reflection 
on any of the individual officers was a 
reflection on the whole council, and, 
therefore, she was glad that the state­
ments had been made, and thanked Lady 
Edgar and the United States delegate 
for their promptness in contradicting a 
statement which was absolutely un­
founded.

“WHITE SLAVE" DISAPPEARS.
“White slave traffic" disappears from 

the nomenclature of the Council, and 
in its place the committee carrying on 
work in connection with the question 
involved will in future be known as the 
committee on “the equal moral standard 
and traffic in women."

CHILDREN ON STAGE.
Froken Gad, Denmark, brought for 

ward a resolution that the Council 
should work for a law against children 
being employed on the stage, nr at any 
theatrical entertainment in public until 
past the age of fourteen.

Froken Gad, in her report, pointed out 
that although the idea as to an equal 
standard had grown, yet no definite 
action had been taken. Among the 
various organizations doing excellent 
work they particularly wished to men­
tion the Catholic Society for the Pro­
tection of Girls, which "had established 
homes and employment bureaus through 
out Europe. With regard to the ap­
pearance. of children in theatrical per­
formances, Froken Gad took a very firm 
position, and she expressed herself as 
convinced of the necessity for action. 
“In all cities of the world," she said, 
“children from six to fourteen years of 
age have been exposed, under the pre­
text of fancy dances, to the danger of 
being exploited by unscrupulous indi 
viduals who make them a prey for their 
lower instincts. Moreover, the health 
of these children is seriously affected 
hv the abnormal life which they are 
forced to lead." She was aware of the 
difficulties in combating the parental 
authority, but believed it could he over 
come, inasmuch as the laws against child 
labor in factories had been generally 
passed in such form that parents could 
not interfere.

Lady Aberdeen pointed out that, the 
resolution with regard to children on the 
stage had not been submitted by the 
executive, and therefore could not lie 
accepted.

NO COLOR LINE.
Mrs. K. W. Barrett, in presenting 

the report of the United States, laid 
stress on the fact that the National 
Council refused to recognize, any color 
line. She told how in New Orleans a 
reception of the National Council was 
left deserted because the Colored Wo­
men’s Association was affiliated with 
this body. “At first,” she said. “1 was 
ashamed of such a reception as a woman 
of the world, but that gave way to a 
feeling of pride that the women of our 
National Council stand for a principle."

It may be pointed out. however, that 
in spite of these fervent declarations, 
there are no colored delegates in attend­
ance at the present session.

Mrs. Barrett also alluded to the effort 
of her Council to make any part in the 
lowering of women morally a criminal 
offence, and referred to the excellent 
work which had been carried out by the 
law against procurers, which, however, 
had been wiped off the statute books by 
the judges of the Supreme Court as 
being unconstitutional. Particularly she 
referred to the work of the fraternal 
societies affiliated with the National 
Council, by which $261,000.000 had been 
paid out to women in benefits.

Dr. Alice Solomon told how the mem­
bership in Germany had doubled in the 
last five years, and reports of a similar­
ly gratifying character were submitted 
by Mrs. Willoughby Cummings for Can­
ada; l)r. Alexandra Kkoglund. Sweden; 
Mrs. Edwin Gray, Great Britain ;* Froken 
Anna Brn-h, Denmark; Mlle. E. Raelde, 
Netherlands, and Mme. Bernocco Fava 
Parvic, for Italy.

PEACE AND ARBITRATION.
“Peace and Arbitration" were the 

subjects which really raised the first 
discussion of moment which has taken 
place since the Council has assem­
bled. It was pointed out at the out­
set yesterday afternoon that the re­
port of the committee on these sub­
ject* contained much matter which 
was considered of a debatable char­
acter. The report has already been 
published and briefly may be "said to 
be divided into three sections. The 
first consisted of a re-affirmation of 
allegiance to the principle of arbitra­
tion for the settlement of international 
disrmtep. The second division dealt with 
th” recommendations that the various 
Councils should carry out an education­
al peace propaganda in favor of the re­
duction of armaments, and holding of 
peace days, and the third with the col­
lection and diffusion of information.

Without hesitation the Council 
adopted that portion of the report 
re-affirming the allegiance of the 
Council to the principles of peaceful 
and just settlement of all differences 
between individuals and nations. In 
view of later happenings it was re­
markable that it should have gone 
through so easily.

NO DICTATION.
Trouble arose right away with the 

recommendation which read, “That 
each National Council shall seek repre­
sentation in every National and Interna­
tional Congress for Peace, held within 
its own country."

Lady Aberdeen raised a question as 
to whether this was properly before 
the Council is as much as she did not 
recollect it coming before, the Executive. 
That obstacle was got over, and then the 
word “shall," so beloved by law­
yers and legislators, became the stumb­
ling block. Delegate after delegate arose 
and protested against its mandatory use. 
They felt that there should be no effort 
on the part of the International Council 
to dictate to National Councils.

Mrs. May Wright Bewail, the Con­
vener of the committee, somewhat fail­
ed her in her attempt to convince the 
Council that “shall" meant “may," and 
eventually it was decided to obliterate 
the obnoxious word.

1015, each National Council to sup­
ply an outline of study, was adopted 
like the shooting of a rapid, and then 
the Council split on the ruck of the ob­
servance of a Peace Day.

It had been known that in commit­
tee the representatives of some of the 
continental, countries were ranged 
against, the recommendation for the 
promotion of the holding, of a Peace 
Day by schools, universities and 
churches, on Sunday and week days, 
and in connection with special as­
semblies and festivals, but the alter­
nate vote showed a surprising di­
vision of the forces. Miss Sadie 
American inquired as to whether the 
intention was to hold a series of peace 
days, or have one national dav. In 
reply Mrs. Sewall explained that the 
plural form was used because of the 
diversity of the dates adopted by the 
various countries, which had already- 
accepted the Peace Day idea, some of 
them setting aside the" date of the as­
sembling of the Hague Conference, and 
others a day in Christmas week.

Discussion was brief, and a standing 
vote saw Germany, Norway and Sweden 
banded together in opposition to the 
proposy!.

GERMANY'S POSITION.
Frau Marie Stritt, Germauy, then 

took occasion to explain the reason 
for the attitude of the German dele­
gates. “We are not," she said, “against 
the idea, ho woman could be that, but it 
is really unnecessary and perhaps some­
times dangerous, to pass resolutions 
you can never carry out. People who 
are against the women's movement say 
that the International Council passes re­
solutions and do merely theoretical 
things, so the Executive of the Nati< n- 
al Council of Women of Germany al­
ways thought it would not do n Ger­
many if we took up this effort fm a 
Peace Day, because they never, iu.\ei 
would find people who would have sym­
pathy with it.,, because -----(and here
Frau Stritt relapsed into German).

NOT A NEW THING.
Mrs. Sewall expressed surprise at 

the attitude taken, in view of the fact 
that peace day had already beeu ob­
served by thousands of institutions, 
not only in the United States, but in 
such a dissimilar country as Hun­
gary. The opposition, however, was 
strong, and finally a poll was demand­
ed, and upon it being taken the re­
commendation was endorsed by nearly 
two to one. The vote was as fol­
lows, each National Council having 
ten votes and general officers one :—

Ayes—United States, 10; Canada, 
10; Great Britain, 2; Denmark, 10; 
France, 1; Austria, 10; Hungary, 10; 
Norway, 9, Belgium, 10; Mrs. Ogilvie 
Gordon, 1 ; Mrs. Shaw, 1 ; Mrs. Cum­
mings, 1, Mrs. Sewall, 2; Miss Kram­
ers, 1—98.

Nays—Great Britain and Ireland, 8; 
Italy, 10; Germany, 10; Sweden, 10; 
Norway, 1; Frau Stritt, 1; Dr. Skog- 
lund, i—41.

REDUCTION OF ARMAMENTS.
The third section of the report deal­

ing with the policy of the reduction of 
armaments met with a sudden end. The 
committee recommended that the objec­
tive of the International and National 
Councils in this matter should be the 
reduction of armies and navies to a po­
lice footing.

The President pointed out that this 
clause had not been before the Execu­
tive, and, therefore, could not properly 
come before the Council. The recommen­
dation of Frau Hainisch that whenever 
a war cloud arose in any country the 
National Council of that country 
should endeavor to secure a popular ap­
peal to the Government to submit the 
matter in dispute to the Hague Court.

At once Dr. Alexandra Rkoglund

moved that the report should not be 
received, and etie was seconded by 
Miss Derrick, Montreal, and the re­
solution was carried.

With regard to the failure of the 
committee to bring these important mat­
ters before the Executive, Mrs. May 
Wright Sewall pointed out that under 
the present system it was impossible to 
do so. It was, therefore, decided that 
in future the committee's report should 
be drawn up and sent to the various 
National Councils before the quinquen­
nial meeting.

MR. KING BY 
ACCLAMATION.

Waterloo’s Answer to the Mail 
and Empire.

Labor and Its Relation to Peblk 
Life.

A Workingman as a Minister of 
Labor Some Day.

Berlin, June 21.— Hon. W. L. Mac­
kenzie King, Minister of Labor, was 
declared elected by acclamation by 
Returning Officer A. L. Bitzer at the 
nomination meeting held here to-day, 
which was attended by a large and re­
presentative gathering of electors 
from all parts of the riding. Mr. 
King's nomination paper was signed 
by a long list of names, and besides 
many prominent Liberals in the riding 
there were some of leading Conserva­
tives. Over half of the names were 
those of workingmen. There is a feel­
ing of general satisfaction that there 
will be no election. The best answer 
to the attempt of the Mail and Em­
pire to introduce party bitterness by 
its false charge that the election ma­
chinery had been operated to the ad­
vantage of the Liberal' party is Mr. 
King's unopposed return.

in thanking the electors for the 
honor done him Mr. King express­
ed the belief that the Conservatives 
of North Waterloo had not grudgingly 
consented to his re-election. There 
was not, particularly in the town of 
Beilin, in regard to which the ques­
tion had been raised, a single elector 
who felt that as respects the fran­
chise, he had been prevented from 
exercising any right which the law al­
lows, or had suffered any injustice. 
Not a single elector had made such a 
claim, and he challenged any man in 
the riding to make it.

There is one ‘question, and one 
question only, tn consider, and that 
was whether or not the action of the 
Government in adding to the exist­
ing portfolios, a portfolio of Labor, 
was deserjing of endorsation. It was 
a matter of principle, not a party issue. 
Before even a Minister was appointed 
the Mail and Empire sought, to make it 
a party issue by raising the cry that a 
labor man, one who had served* his ap­
prenticeship at a trade, or had come to 
Parliament direct from the workshop, 
the mine, or the factory, was alone com­
petent to fill the position.

Tile Mail's utterances were dishon­
est, and no one knew better than the 
one who penned them. In saying it he 
was only saving what four-fifths of the 
press of Canada, Conservative and Lib­
eral, and especially the Labor press, had 
said—that the Mail and Empire or who­
ever is responsible for its columns, did 
not believe, never did believe, and does 
not now believe, what is recorded there. 
A desire to further party strife, and the 
worst form of strife—that of setting 
class over against class, was alone at the 
bottom of what has appeared, and that 
he contended, is not only the most un­
patriotic and unworthy kind of party 
warfare, but the moat unprincipled and 
vicious.

“What is wanted to-day,’’ Mr. King 
maintained, in closing, “is a closer 
relationship between our universities 
and our workshops, a better understand­
ing by educated men of the problems 
and the conditions which confront the 
thousands who labor that the wealth of 
the world may l>e produced, and a 
greater opportunity for the man in the 
workshop, the factory and the mine, on 
the railway and the sea, the laborer 
and the skilled artisan, to rise through 
self-improvement, as the men who have 
made history for the most part have all 
risen—as his Worship the Mayor of 
this town has risen—to take a larger 
share in the discharge of those public 
duties which demand for their rightful 
carrying out not more of physical than 
of intellectual and moral strength.’’

“I hope," he added, “to live to see 
the day when a workingman will hold 
the portfolio which I now have the 
honor of holding, when more work­
ingmen will find a place in Parlia­
ment. But when it comes, I hope it 
will be, not as the representative of 
a class, iii virtue of a class prejudice or 
a class distinction, but as citizens es­
teemed and respected by their fellows, 
because of their desire and because of 
their capacity to serve the common

“If anything further is need to 
express what I feel most deeply at 
the moment, it is that in the work 
which lies ahead, I hope you, my con­
stituents, will be as lenient in your 
judgments, as generous in your cri­
ticisms, as you have been in the past, 
that the workingmen of Canada will 
feel mat the task is not mine alone, 
that without their oo-operation little 
ran be achieved and that, so far as in 
me lies, I shall endeavor to discharge 
without fear and without favor, the 
duties of a Minister responsible to all 
the people, and charged with defending 
the honor of his name, of his county and 
of his country.’’

States, as only 148,700 of the overseas 
immigrants have gone west, 233,000 of 
them having settled in the older Pro­
vinces .

FINED FOR MANSLAUGHTER.

Man Gets Off at Buffalo With Penalty 
•f $260.

Buffalo, N. Y., June 21.—Enoch L. 
Cordery, of Fort Meade, Fla., was to­
day fined $250 by Justice White in the 
Supreme Court, on his plea of guilty 
of manslaughter in the second degree. 
Cordery shot to death Harry Carr, of 
Syracuse, in a rooming house here last 
Christmas night. Before passing sen­
tence Justice White suggested that a 
physician be employed to examine 
Cordery as to the condition of his 
mind on the night of the shooting 
inasmuch as Cordery had been drink­
ing.

FRUIT BY-LAW 
TO COUNCIL,

But There Will be Strong Objec­
tion lo It There.

Complaint About Garbage Around 
the Central Market

Tenders Accepted For Supplies 
For the City Jail

A by-law to keep foreign fruit ped- 
lers off the streets, the result of an agi­
tation begun by the grocers, was sent 
on to the council by the Makets Com­
mittee yesterday afternoon after City 
Solicitor Waddell had expressed the 
opinion that the city had no right to 
discriminate, and must make the same 
regulation apply to ell fruit peddlers, if 
it desired to legislate. It savored of in­
terfering with trade and commerce, he 
said, and he doubted if the city could 
enforce it.

Aid. Cooper thought it was consider­
able of a convenience to housewives to 
be able, to purchase fruit at their doors, 
and he suggested that, no action be tak­
en. A. M. lewis. who appeared for the 
petitioners, however, asked that, the 
matter be, sent on to the council.

*"J think all the foreign fruit- peddlers 
should he kept off the streets,’’ said 
Aid. Applegath.

So did Aid. Forth, a grocer himself, 
who complained that the. foreign fruit 
pcdlers backed their rigs up close to 
grocery stores and cut prices. He charg­
ed that the Greek peddlers were defying 
the police force.

“We get quite a revenue from this, 
about $500 or $600.” said License Inspec­
tor Brick.

Mr. Lewis said that while he only de­
sired (he by-law to apply to foreign 
fruit, if the word “foreign” was going 
to interfere with its enforcement he 
wanted it made general.

Aid. Robson was of the opinion that 
there would be a strong protest against 
the council passing such a by-law.

The Board of Health will be asked to 
make some letter arrangement for tak­
ing the garbage from the receptacles 
placed around Central Market. The Ar­
cade tenants are complaining about the 
objectionable odors.

A commit tee was appointed to report 
on the bill of Munro & Mead for prepar­
ing plans for additions and alterations 
to the jail last. year. The aldermen want 
to know who authorized this work.

“Don’t read it; we should not pay any 
attention to a letter which a man is 
ashamed to sign bis name to,” said Aid. 
Cooper, when the chairman produced an 
anonymous letter complaining about the 
police using an open patrol wagon to 
cart, prisoners through the streets. The 
chairman explained that the open wag­
on was used only while the closed one 
was undergoing repairs.

Peebles-Hobson Company was award­
ed the contract for supplying the jail 
with groceries. The price was $532.68. 
The same firm will supply meat at $5 a 
hundred pounds.

The. committee will spend $75 repair­
ing the roof of Caretaker Headland's 
house adjoining the patrol station.

A cement sidewalk will be laid in rear 
of the Arcade on Central Market on the 
local improvement plan.

Her Investments In Foreign Lands 
and Colonies Amount to £2,700,- 
000,000—The Return is Five and 
a Fifth Per Cent.

Tendon, June 21.—Interesting figures 
showing the amount of British capital 
invested abroad have been collected by 
George Paish, editor of the Statist, and 
set before the' Royal Statistical Society' 
last week.

Mr. Paish said that the incomes which 
British investors drew from holdings in 
Indian, colonial and foreign Govern­
ments’ bonde amounted to a total of 
£31,039,063. The income from this 

source had rapidly expanded in recent 
years in consequence mainly of new 
loans to the colonies and Japan.

The income British investors derived 
from Indian, colonial and foreign socie­
ties from coupons and from railways of 
the United Kingdom was £48,52*1,000. 
which, with the income from Govern­
ment loans, made a total of £79,560,,- 
983. as compared with the income of 
£44.518,000 received from similar sources 
twenty years ago.

Additional income was derived from 
investments in a vast number of miscel­
laneous undertakings. He had ascertain­
ed the income from 2,172 companies for 
which Great Britain had provided capi 
tal and found that the amount reached 
£58.000.000.

If it were possible to bring together 
nil the income of companies trading 
abroad and distributing interests and 
profita in this country the total would 
be about £140.000,000. This great sum 
did not include the interest upon money 
deposited in Indian, colonial and foreign 
banks by persons residing in this coun­
try nor the large amount, of income de­
rived from capital privately placed 
abroad.

On the other hand, it was essential to 
recollect that foreign investors drew a 
good deal of income from capital placed 
with British companies. To obtain the 
income from abroad of nearly £140.- 
000.000 per annum Great Britain had in­
vested £2.700,000.000, and was obtain­
ing all around a return of 5.2 per cent.

There is noth­
ing here of the “suffragette” type, noth­
ing “militant” in any unwomanly sense 
of the word. Rather is she the suffrag­
ist, in that all her life she has recognized 
tlie imperative necessity of her kind’s 
advice, and. while busied in countless 
other labors in their behalf, has, quite 
naturally, spoken clearly from a clear 
mind upon the subject of the ballot for 
woman.

CLEWS* REPORT.
New York, June 19—During the last 

few days the market has shown symp­
toms of top-heaviness, and much of the 
support shown in previous weeks was 
apparently withdrawn.

Morover, many of our most conservative 
local bankers are opposed to any fur­
ther encouragement of speculation, and 
some of our largest international bank­
ers are known to believe that'the mar­
ket is too high, reflecting in this res­

believe she was in love with him. 
While she was writing passionate let­
ters *to “My Darling William’’ (Lèun6’s 
American name,) and signing herself

Yours, with many kisses, Elsie,” she 
kept up a pretty affectionate corres­
pondence with Chu* She was so sorry 
that “her dear Chu had been sick, ’ 
and hoped he “would be better the next 
time she came down.”

Also, the detectives gathered in Sun 
Leung, proprietor of the chop-suey 
house at No. 782 Eighth avenue, who 
rented rooms to Leung Lira and Chung 
Sing, and who had not been back since 
the night the girl's body was found, 
and »-un had slipped down to China­
town to find his cousin. There arc a 
lot of things the police want to screw 
from Mr. Sun concerning his cousin and 
the use* to which the rooms over his 
chop-suey house had been put before 
Elsie Sigel was killed there.

DANGER TO GIRL TEACHERS.
Declaring that the system of mis­

sions in Chinatown in having Ameri­
can girls teach Chinese men is dir­
ectly responsible for the death of 
Elsie Sigel, whose body was found 
Friday in the room of William Leon, 
Miss Helen F. Clark, Director of the 
Helen F. Clark Mission, at No. 195 
Worth street, one of the leading mis­
sionaries in New York, yesterday de­
nounced the plan as a source of moral 
corruption both to the Chinese and to 
many of the young women who teach 
them. Miss Clark has been known in 
New York and other parts of the 
country for many years for her in­
timate knowledge of conditions among 
the Chinese.

“Imagine our Young Women’s Chris­
tian Association fitted out with a corps 
of young and for the most part attrac­
tive girls as teachers,” said she, “with 
a teacher to each pupil for the purpose 
of teaching some special subject like 
English. Imagine a daily and intimate 
association such as that system would 
leau to going on for month after month 
and even year after year; and imagine 
the reputation the association would 
have in a short time under those condi­
tions. The case in our Chinese miisions, 
with their large majority of women 
teachers is similar except that it is reu- 
dered infinitely worse and more danger­
ous on account of the traditional ideas, 
& hundred generations old, held by the 
Chinese regarding women.

“In China any social^intercourse be­
tween the sexes is a thing unhoard of. 
Take a young Chinese and suddenly 
throw him into daily and intimate 
contact with an attractive American 
girl, and consider the effect, as I have 
done to my sorrow for many years. 
The Chinese reverence learning, and 
iu point of education most m" them 
are mere children beside our girls. 
As soon as the first shock of being al l 
lowed to so much as speak to a woman 
is over, they awaken to another concep 
tion of women, and they almost fall 
down and worship those girls as super­
ior beings. Then follow the apparentlv 
harmless flirtation, the jilting of the 
man. or the possible lowering of his con 
ception of American women by some in­
discretion on the part of the girl, or, 
as happens jn more cases than I care to 
think of. some terrible tragedy, of which 
the death of Elsie Sigel is an example.”

MURDERED GIRL BURIED.
The body of the murdered girl was 

quietly buried this afternoon in Wood- 
lawn Cemetery. As the father had an­
nounced last night that he wished to 
avoid any more publicity, the coffin con­
taining the mutilated form was 4aken 
directly from the morgue to the bury­
ing ground in a plain undertaking wag­
on. The ceremony at the grave was 
strictly private, and was attended only 
by the father, two brothers, Reginald 
and Theodore, and an uncle, Franz Si- 
gel.

Mrs. Sigel, it will be recalled, broke 
down completely when she learned of 
her daughter’s death, and is now in a 
sanitarium.

Although the mission in Chinatown, 
where Elsie Sigel formerly teught, has 
been closed, a meeting of Chinese who 
have been converted to Christianity 
was held in a Dover street mission this 
afternoon to discuss plans for raising 
a fund to be offered as a reward for 
the capture of Elsie Sigel’s slayer. No 
definite sum was decided upon, hut a 
committee will go through Chinatown 
to day soliciting subscriptions. Thirty 
Chinese, all scholars of various Rundya 
schools in the district, attended the 
meeting and the Rev. Fung Y. Mow act­
ed as chairman.

ANOTHER MISTAKE.
Pittsburg, June 22.—The Pitsburg po­

lice say they have arrested Leon Ling, 
the Chinese wanted in New York, in 
connection with the Sigel murder.

The arrest was made by Detective 
Crooks. Information for the present is 
refused except a statement from the 
authorities that they positively have 
the right man.

The Chinese has been released. He 
is from New York, answers the discrip- 
tions, but is apparently not Leon Ling.

KING’S LEVEE.
London, June 22.—Amoassador Reid, 

accompanied by Craig W. Wadsworth, 
second secretary of the embassy, was 
among the large number of diplomats 
who attended King Edward’s levee at 
St. James’ palace to-day. The Ambassa­
dor presented to His Majesty a number 
of Americans.

PRETENDER SICK.
Madrid, June 22.—According to the 

Imparcial the pretender to the Spanish 
throne, Don Carlos, who is now living 
in retirement at Varese, Italy, is suf­
fering from cerebral paralysis.

A FOOLISH YOUTH.
Erie, Pa., June 22.—Chas. Ulary, said 

to be the son of a wealthy undertaker 
of New York, shot and slightly injured 
Beatrice Kelly, 18 years old, early to­
day, and then committed suicide by 
shooting himself through the head. It 
is said Ulary and the Kelly girl had 
quarrelled early last evening.

EX-WARDEN DEAD.
J. R. R. Secord, Greilgrindion 

of Laara Secord.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
St. Catharines, Ont., June 22.—One of 

the best known men of this district died 
suddenly at Queenston this morning, in 
the person of J. R. R. Secord, of the 
township of Grantham. He was a native 
and lifelong resident of that township, 
and had served as Reeve and later as 
Warden of the county.

BETTER FOR 
MRS. GOULD.

Seme Testimony Placing Her in 
More Favorable Light.

Her Own Servants Testify to Her 
Sobriety.

Mrs. Gould Will Probably Go On 
tbe Stand Again.

New York, June 22.—The task of re­
butting the testimony of intoxication on 
the part of Mrs. Katherine Clemmons 
Gould, who is suing her husband, How­
ard Gould, for a separation and alimony, 
was continued to-day by witnesses call­
ed by Mr. Shearn, Mrs. Gould’s coun­
sel. The array of rebuttal witnesses is 
very similar in make up to those called 
by the defence. The trial has almost 
resolved itself into a conflict of domes­
tics with all these serrants who were 
closely associated with Mrs. Gould giv­
ing directly opposite testimony in re­
gard to their mistress’ conduct at vari­
ous times and places. The rebuttal is 
usually confined to the specific incidents 
to which the defendant's witnesses tes­
tified, but Justice Dowling said to-day 
he had al>out thirty more witnesses to 
call, and that Mrs. Gould would prob­
ably testify again.

YESTERDAY AFTERNOON’S PRO­
CEEDINGS.

New York, June 21.—The defence in . 
Katherine Clemmons Gould’s suit for » 
separation brought its case to such a 
sudden end to-day, when the eighth day's 
session began, that the plaintiff did not 
have any witnesses ready to go on, in 
rebuttal. Messengers were sent scurry­
ing around for them, hut only a few 
were gathered in, and much of the day 
was spent reading the deposition of wit­
nesses for Mrs. Gould.

All those who deposed were as posi- 
live they never saw Mrs. Gould intoxi­
cated or drinking much, if anything, as 
were the witnesses for the defence sure 
of the opposite. They also said that she 
never swore, and many of them said she 
had a great business head.

Whether the defence had come to the 
decision over Sunday not to call Howard 
Gould to testify as to the times when 
he alleges his wife had humiliated him 
before his friends, and to specify various 
times when she was under the influence 
of drink or intoxicated, or whether there 
has never been any intention to call him, 
could not be learned to-day.

Mr. Shearn led off the rebuttal with 
testimony designed to show', he explain­
ed. "the "falsity of the charge that Mrs. 
Gould was continually and habitually 
intoxicated from 1902 to the present

"Do you regard such evidence as neces­
sary?” asked the court.

Necessary hr not, counsel for the 
plaintiff thereupon produced a stream 
of below-stairs witnesses, whose testi­
mony was followed by the reading of 
depositions of guests 'and friends who 
swore that Mrs. Gould never, to their 
knowledge, drank to excess, and that 
she was always affable, reserved and 
modest in her language.

The witnesses for the plaintiff were 
submitted to little, and in some eases 
no. cross-examination, and. accordingly, 
those who could be found succeeded, 
each other with great rapidity. It had 
been arranged that night sessions were 
to be held this week in order to finish 
the case by Friday, but it moved so 
swiftly that an adjournment was taken 
shortly after 4 o’clock. There is every 
indication that the case will end on 
Thursday, and it is likely that Justice 
Dowling will decide it from the bench.

Up to the end of the testimony taken 
to day the case looked more favorable 
to Mrs. Gould that at any time pre­
viously. Justice Dowling has stated 
frequently that he wanted evidence to 
show that Mrs. Gould was continuously 
intoxicated before he would concede 
the defendant's right to desert his wife.
His witnesses have specified many crea­
tions. but to day witnesses for Mrs. 
Gould, who were present on some of 
these occasion*, testified that she was , 
not intoxicated, and did not appear to 
be under the influence of liquor, and 
the witnesses to he called later in re­
buttal will deny that she was intoxi­
cated at other time* already alleged.
The court will then be obliged to weigh 
the testimony of one witness against 
another.

Before court opened to-day Mrs. 
fJould said in the subject of her trip 
to Philadelphia to inquire about the 
Belle vue-St rat ford mirrors:

“I can't reply directly a* to what T 
accomplished, hut will sav that my trip 
was not unsuccessful. The reports that 
a was kept front staying at th" Belle­
vue-St rat ford last night are untrue. Tfc 
was the presence of the reporters that 
frightened me away.”

Mrs. Gould is to he one of the. wit­
nesses in rebuttal, and it is expected 
that she will give her own version of 
what happened in the Bellevue Strat­
ford when she and Dustin Farnum were 
guests there the same night.

Of the others, the horizontal 
to left produces the “out curve, 
horizontal left to right produces the 
“in shoot," which disappeared when 
pitchers were forced to deliver every 
ball with the same motion to pre­
vent. “telegraphing'' to the batter their 
intention, only to reappear when Matli- 
ewson and Joss brought out their famous 
“fadeaway" ball. A vertical spin away 
from the pitcher develops a “drop ball" 
and a vertical spin toward the pitcher 
produces the “rise” ball.

But only a strong, supple wrist and 
powerful fingers can produce a curve. In 
the hands of good pitchers, with a wrist 
capable of “snapping” the ball the in­
stant of delivery, the sphere can be 
made to do wonders.

Pitchers declare they have but two 
deliveries—the fast ball and the curve— 
and they believe what they say ; but 
watch a Mathewson, “Cy” Young, 
Brown. Joss, or a Walsh, and you will 
convince yourself that they have more 
in their repertoire than they confess.

For instance the “fadeaway.” Only 
Joss and Mathewson have it under per­
fect, control. This ball, delivered over­

hand with the same motion they use in 
throwing the straight ball or out curve, 
fall off rapidly to the right as it nears 
the plate.

This break, or curve, or shoot, is ob­
tained by jerking the fingers from left 
to right behind the ball as it is rc-

Then there is the jump ball, a 
straight ball of tremendous speed, given 
o quick rise as it reaches the plate, after 
the way the “fadaway” is produced. The 
pitcher, as he releases the ball, whips 
his fingers downward, producing, a fast 
backward spin which “takes” as the ball 
travels, causing a rise or “jump” of a 
couple of inches.

A curve that is wonderfully effective 
is the “out drop,” which is, in fact, a 
two-way curve, the ball breaking down 
and out near the plate. This ball is de­
livered after the fashion of the not. 
curve, save that instead of a horizontal 
spin the pitcher spins the ball on an 
angle which is about half way between 
the vertical and horizontal.

And still pitchers claim they have 
nothing but the curve ball and the fast 
one. They refuse to distinguish between 
the different curves and slants which 
are apparent to those who sit back of 
the catcher and study what they see.

Dispute Before the Ontario Rail­
way Board

As to Responsibility For Repairs 
of Streets.

Mr. Waddell Makes a Big Fight 
Before the Board.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Toronto, Ont., June 22.—The hearing 

of the question of the jurisdiction of 
the -board on the dispute between the 
tity of Hamilton and the Street Railway 
Company was begun before the Ontario 
Railway and Municipal Board at 11.30 
this morning. The city was repr.eesnted 
by F. R. Waddell, City Solicitor, assisted 
by W. C. Brennan, and the railway com­
pany by W. W. Osborne.

“1 appear to ask for an order against 
the company to enforce payment from 
the company for certain repairs in some 
of the city’s streets.” said Mr. Waddell. 
'‘These repairs weer made during the 
fears 1905 and 7.” Mr. Waddell read 
fcrveral clauses and sections of city by­
laws, declaring that in the work of pav­
ing and keeping in repair spaces between 
the rails, the city must in the first in­
stance pave the spaces in the outer sides 
of the rails, but that all repairs must 
be made bv the railway company, and 
further that if the company did not 
within two days a.fter notice in writing 
by the city had been received, undertake 
the repairs ordered, the city should have 
the right to make the nccesary repairs, 
charging them to the company. Finally, 
lie claimed, the company was responsible 
for the cleaning of the spaces occupied 
hv their right of way.

The question of the jurisdiction of the 
board came under question, and Mr. 
Waddell read extensively from the On­
tario Railway Board act of 1900 to ~how 
that the board had a right to adjudicate 
In the matter.

\ “I’ll have to make a 'light statement 
first.*’ he said. “In 1905, 6, 7, a portion 
of the asphalt pavement got out of re­
pair. Notice was served on the com 
pan y to repair the spaces between the 
rails and for two feet on the outside of 
the rails. The work was done by the 
pity corporation, and it is for the cost 
of these and to enquire into and investi­
gate these cases.”

“Repairs outside the rails' or for their 
share of the cost that I am asking. Has 
the board the right ot order such pay­
ment?” lie asked. “It is set forth in the 
by-law that if the company does not do 
the work in two days after notice, the 
corporation has the right to do tlie 
work and assess the cost on the rail­
way. Tt is in virtue of this clause that 
T claim that the hoard has a right to 
order payment. T ask the board to ex­
pound. interpret, construe or determine 
the contract between the parties to see 
whether the company can be compelled

“I don’t think there is any doubt 
about that,” said Chairman Leiteh. of 
the Railway Board. “We have full jur­
isdiction to enforce payment.’

The chairman said—We could order 
them specifically to do the work. The 
question arises though through your 
not having invoked the power of the 
board. The board wants to do right, 
but it has-a very strong feeling that we 
would be simply overwhelmed if we. be­
gan this. It often Imppens that a court 
bus not the machinery to enforce such 
orders as these, while we have exclu­
sive jurisdiction. This is a matter of 
great importance.

“What I contend is that relief (ran 
be granted by the board only.” Mr. Mad
dell replied.

“What you contend is that the board 
has jurisdiction, and that the court’s 
jurisdiction is excluded ?"

It has become necessary to 
make further repairs to the pavement. 
The company had replied that their con­
tract did not provide for such repairs. 
He thought he would be within the au­
thority of the board if he asked for 
an order to compel the company to make 
the necessary repairs. He again asked 
for an interpretation of the contract.

If the Board does not wish this mat­
ter to be argued, would it allow the mat­
ter to stand till 1 can launch an applica­
tion asking that the company be com- 
peHed to make remairs?” Mr. Waddell

Mr. Leiteh suggested that as a certain 
portion of the repairs had been purposely 
left undone, the matter should be decid­
ed with regard to this, and the Whole 
case be decided on the decision given.

After some further argument Mr. 
Leiteh announced that the Board would 
reserve it* judgment in the matter of 
jurisdiction and announce its judgment 
shortly. This afternoon the Board will 
hear the question of the annexation of 
part of Barton township.

Board of Health Willing to Do 
Work »n Mountain.

The Finance Committee will be asked 
to furnish funds for the collection of 
garbage in the eastern annex and the 
east end mountain top during the sum­
mer months. The Board of Health last 
night after considering the petition of 
residents from these districts decided 
that this was the best it could do.

Mayor McLaren informed the board 
that *4»e had no objection to the work 
being done, but he wanted to know 
where the money was coming from, as 
the annex property owners pay the city 
only eight and a half mills on improve­
ments, and the mountain people would 
not begin paying at the city rate until 
the waterworks system was installed".

Appearing for the residents of Imper­
ial and Arthur streets, Aid. Robson de­
clared that these people were as much 
entitled to have their garbage collected 
as those living on the J. J. Scott pro­
perty close by. The members of the 
board agreed with this, and decided to 
stop the garbage collection on the Scott 
property until the Finance Committee 
settles the question of funds.

The mountain people will get as good 
a garbage collection as- the city residents 
as soon as the waterworks are installed, 
and sooner if the Finance Committee can 
provide the money.

William Farrar advocated garbage col­
lection in these1 districts on the local 
improvement plan.
