DuriNGg the past year, Hon.
Mr. Hardy, Grit Premier and At-
torney-General of Ontario has
found himself in some rather pe-
culiar situations and has exhibited
to the world some wonderful
feats of state craft. In the first
place, it will be remembered that
the uncertainty of the constable
vote upon which his Legislative
majority depended so bothered
him that he anticipated an ad-
verse decision of the Courts by
calling a special session of the
House and passing & special act
to fortify himself. No sooner
was this done than the Courts
decided that the constables votes
were quite valid. Consequently
the special session of the Legisla-
ture with its cost to the Province
had been in vain. Next, in or-
der that the cost of the special
session might not attract atten-
tion by standing out by itself, he
conceived the idea of amalgamat-
ing the special session with the
regular session to be held next
winter. Following out this idea,
instead of proroguing the House
he adjourned the session. But
here he found himself face to face
with a new difficulty. He had
some partial electivns to run and
he issued writs for them, appoint-
ing the date; but some one call-
ed his attention to the fact that,
according to the laws of Ontario,
elections for the Legislature could
not be run while the House wus
in session. In this dilemma, Pre-
mier Hardy had recourse to his
frieud, 8ir Oliver Mowat, Lieut.
Governor of the Province, who
issued a proclamation, proroguing
the House. A wonderful man is
Hon. A. S. Hardy ! :

IN our last issue, when referring to
the appointment of Mr. Forget to the
Lieut, Governorship of the Northwest,
we remarked that probably Mr. Tarte
could give a reason why Forget and
not Laird received the gubernatorial
appointment.

Walsh, Administrator, F. C. Wade,
and Mr. McGregor, Commissioner
of Mines are among the officials
relieved of duty. Mr. Ogilvie

'has been‘appointed administrator,

and he has been empowered to
hold an investigation. It is not
to be wondered at that Mr. F. C.
Wade, in a very short time, es-
tablished an unsavory reputation
for himself. Indeed his appoint-
ment was the reward for a piece
of shameless and scandalous men-
dacity. This evidently briefless
Winnipeg barrister wrote a pam-
phlet on the Manitoba School
question, which would not have
been produced except by a man

months last year. Apparently
the country is in for an increase
of another million and a quarter
in the third year over the second
year. “You should see us next
year,” says Mr. Tarte. We are
already seeing them. The above
figures refer to current expendi-
ture only.

For this reprehen-
sible service he was rewarded by
the Government on “the recom-
mendation of Mr. Sifton with the
office of Registrar of the Yukon
distriet. It is not to be wonder
ed at, we say, that such a man
should in short order lay himself
open to cha involving, not
only his ho;‘ge’s but agaxigst hi
character for even common de-
cency. The Yukon district is
surely well rid of such g charac
ter. As to the investigation the
Government say they are setting
on foot, it may be remarked -that
Mr. Ogilvie, good man though he
may be, is not the proper person
to be entrusted with this busi-
ness, and his appointment for this
service is only a mere blind on
the part of the Government. The
investigation should commence
with Mr. Sifton, Minister of the
Interior, who is responsible for
the administration of the Yukon.
Discnssin%this phase of the ques-
tion, the Ottawa Citizen has the
following: “In doing this Mr.
Sifton is merely trading on the
reputation for honesty of his es-
teemed relative. Mr. Ogilvie is
an upright man and a good sur-
veyor, but fhese two qualifica-
tions alone do not constitute a
guamntee of his efficiency to con-

uct an important investigation
unaided by proper legal talent or
the co-operation of other equally
honest but more experienced men.
The people of Canada will not
rest satisfied with such a make-
shift arrangement, Mr. Ogilvie’s
time will be abundantly occupied
in discharging his duties as ad-
ministrator, and he cannot be ex-
pected to conduct a thorough and
impartial investigation single
handed, surrounded, as he will be,
by a nest of officials who should
assist him, but whose whole at-
tention will be concentrated on
preventing the truth from being
got at” No investigation of
these charges can be worth any-
thing that does not include the
evidence of those. driven out of
the territory, as well as. those re.
maining. Only a Parliamentary
investigation can do the subject
full justice.
