Average duty on all British goods,
18,322.

Average duty on all American
goods, 12,424.

In the case of dutiable goods, there-
fore, Great Britain has an advantage
over the United Stafes in Canadian
markets of nine one-hundreths of one
per cent, On the other band, taking
free and dutiable goods in considera
tion, our tariff discriminates in favor
of the United States to the very ap
preciable extent of 5,898. No wonder
Mr. Cox is agitated over the outlook,
particularly as Sir Wilfrid Laurier
holds the Cobden medal for his sup
posed recognition of ‘Great Britain’s
right to concessions on our part. The
fact of the matter is, our whole tariff
néeds strengthening, It allows for
eigners to control our markets, and at
the same time, under cover of a bogus
British preference, gives Americans
every possible assistance in their effort
to oust the products of the Empire.

RAVAGES OF THE GALE.

Recent advices from St John’s Nfid.
contain the following: The mail
steamer Virginia Lake which plies along
Labrador, has returned from a_trip to
its northern limits, reporting the coast
devastated by a fierce gale on Sep. 24,
which has been the worst for seven-
teen years. Frightful damage has been
done to fishing property along the sea-
board, and no less than eighteen vessels
bave been driven ashore. The crews
of these aggregating 139 persons, were
bronght home by the steamer. For-
tunately there was no loss of life. The
gale was worst on the northern section
of the coast, and there the fishery was
over. The craft were all in port and
clearing up to come ~home when the
storm struck them. The crews were
thus able to escape, though the vessels
were pounded to pieces on the rocks.
The seaboard is a rugged and desperate
one, and 'but for this fortunate fact
there might have been some tragedies
to chronicle. Even as it is the loss of
the vessels is a dire, calamity for the
poor fisher folk. In several cases their
catch of fish, the fruit of their whole
8eason’s labors, war destroyed with the
vessels, but in others the fish had been
transferred to the foreign-going shipe
which carry it to market, and 8o it es-
caped. The gale was the severest since
1885, when the coast was visited by a
hurricane and a similar record of dis-
aster was made. The =scenes on the
coast now are reported to have been
appalling, 80 widespread hsd been the
ruin worked. The Government have
taken the necessary steps to deal with
any distress arising from this storm
and the shipwrecked people are being
sent to their homes and provided with I
such assistance as the needs of the case
demand. The effects of the catas-
trophe will not soon be recoverad from.

The Foreign office London has issned
n undated despatch from Colorel
Cobbe, commanding one of the columns
of British forces operating against the
Miad Mullah of Somaliland.

- The
latter include Captain Howard and
Lieutenant Everett, but both are doing
well. There are severe losses among
the transport and riding camels. The
forces reaches the stockade camp to-
morrow and will advance to attack the
enemy.”

cian. e believed too that it was
with Walsingbam's consent that
Pooley told him what be did, albeit
he was obliged to zppear to know
