eat.” We are not now speaking of, 
or to those who have never known 
or heard of the truths of Revelation.

In treating of the evils which af- 
fiiol modern society, we must guard 
equally against exaggeration, and 
easy going oondonstion.

The external 
measure of evil is its opposition to 
God’s Law ; its internal, the know­
ledge of the one committing it.

' I Christians constitute no proof of the 
im ffioacy of the restraining influ­
ences of Christianity, nor of the in­
adequacy of its means of holiness.

Again, those who read carefully 
the pages ot the New Testament, 
will never be surprised at the weak 
ening of faith, or even defection 
from it, of many ; nor will its cause 
be unknown.

O’Brien j 
Solemn Funeral 

Obsequies.

The solemn funeral obsequies 
of the late Archbishop O'Brien 
took place in St Mary's Cathedral, 
Halifax, on Wednesday last in 
the presence of an immense throng 
of mourning worshippers, amid 
surroundings betokening grief and 
sorrow. On Monday, the casket 
containing the mortal ' remains of 
the deceased prelate was borne 
from the Archiépiscopal residence 
to the Catedral and placed on a 
catafalque immediately within 
the Sanotury, where the body lay 
in state until the cloie of the 
funeral services on Wednesday. 
Daring the time the body lay in 
state thousands of people viewed 
the remains There was a cons­
tant stream of people from early 
morning till late at night. 
Watchers from the Catholic socie 
ties and the altar boys, took their

nooù ; but the1 eHdrèss "was not 
presented to his Hononr, thé 
Lientenant Governor till yester­
day. Judging by this manner of 
procedure the present session bids 
fair to be a repetition of its long 
drawn out time-wasting predeces­
sors of late years.

During the debateon the address 
the Opposition directed the fire of 
their criticism against the vulner­
able points in the Government's 
armour. Referring to the matter 
of consolidated schools, Mr, 
Mathieson, Leader of the Opposi­
tion said this was a question of 
great importance. The present 
condition of our schools he point­
ed out, was far from satisfactory, 
and for the deterioration in onr 
educational system, the present 
Government were largely respon 
sible. They have allowed our 
schools to run down. Twenty 
years ago there was a larger atten­
dance at a smaller cost It was 
generally admitted that education 
in this Province, at the present 
time was in a very unsatisfactory 
condition. Yet our scholars are 
just as capable as they ever were. 
The Government interfered with 
the schools ; they made various 
changes in the school laws and 
regulations, the baneful result of 
which is seen to-day. A remedy 
should be applied. Consolidation, 
he thought, could take place in 
the centres of population. But 
such consolidated schools as were 
established at Hillsborough by 
Sir William McDonald were, he 
feared, unsuitable to the condi­
tions of this Province. The Lead 
er of the Oopposition considered 
the visit of the Flying Squadron 
a splendid object lesson as to 
Britain's power. We want more 
evidences of faith in our country 
which such object lessons are cal­
culated to impart He referred to 
the late Archbishop O'Brien as a 
grand and noble prelate and ex­
pressed his pride that the deceas 
ed Archbishop had had his birth 
and early education in this Pro­
vince. He pointed out that the 
Province was losing its farmers 
and with the loss of its farmers it 
loses its ' main stay. Was the 
Government doing anything to­
wards making good this loss ? 
We ought to keep abreast of the 
times and see that our interests 
are not submerged. The Govern­
ment, he considered, had over­
looked a very important duty if 
they had done nothing to promote 
the immigration of British farmers 
to this Province. The farmers of 
the old country would be better 
off here than on the bare prairies 
where conditions are altogether 
different from those to which 
they have been accustomed. 
He considered it the duty of 
the Government to famish them 
with explicit knowledge regard­
ing the advantages of Prince 
Edward Island. It was much 
to be regretted that we have 
in recent years lost our local manu­
factures. We have the raw ma­
terial and customers for finished 
articles, and there seemed no good 
reason why a limited number of a 
certain class of manufacturers 
might not do well here. We 
would be glad to hear from the 
Leader of the Government what 
negotiations have taken plaise be­
tween the Federal and Local Gov­
ernments regarding the changing 
of the Government Stock Farm 
into an experimental station. In 
any case that farm should be a 
model farm, furnished with econ­
omical appliances. Regarding the 
consolidation of the laws, Mr. 
Mathieson reminded the House 
that there had been a consolida­
tion of the laws, which has been 
of great use to the profession. 
That consolidation had been made 
in 1890, and should have been 
passed by the Legislature thirteen 
or fourteen years ago, so that it 
might have been useful to the 
Province as well as te the profea-

and though they hâve added tax 
on tax they have had a large 
deficit every year. Now they 
seem to have become desperate 
and they say to the Opposition ; 
“ let us join hands and make ends 
meet.” So far as he was con­
cerned he was perfectly satisfied, 
the Opposition when placed in 
power by the people could make 
ends meek He was pleased to 
hear the Premier "admit that the 
revision of the laws in 1890 had 
been well done.

members, all of whom had practical 
experience in the operation of the 
election laws and many of whom had 
a great deal of special knowledge. 
He proposed to support the motion 
of the leader of the opposition for a 
committee.

As to the contested election saw- 
offs, Mr. Fitzpatrick said it was an 
admitted evil and he saw no reason 

by it should not be dealt with as 
acts in the criminal code were. He 
thought that it would not be going 
too far to have the mutual dropping 
of election petitions put on the same 
basis as compounding a felony.

As to returning officers, he thought 
the system prevailing in the provinces 
of Ontario and Quebe could be well 
applied to the whole of Canada. In 
the two provinces he had mentioned 
it had been found well to have such 
permanent officials as the sheriff or 
registrars for practically permanent 
returning officers.

As to the bringing on of by elec­
tions without unreasonable delay he 
agreed that it was not right to have a 
constituency held open for the advan­
tage of one or other of the parties. 
It should be made the duty of the 
speaker to act within a reasonable 
time.

Discussing bribery the minister of 
justice said that he did not think that 
there was much to complain of in the 
way of leniency in the present sots 
In fact he thought the provisions went 
too far if anything and he would be 
in favor of easing them rff in some 
particulars At the present time a 
man without the intention of doing 
wrong may make himself liable for 
very severe penalties.

On the subject of compulsory vot 
ing the minister of justice said that 
generally he was a strong advocate of 
personal liberty. “However,” he 
said, “ the franchise may well be 
regarded as a trust for the benefit of 
the community and if an individual 
does not chose to exercise the 
franchise I am inclined to think be 
should not be allowed to continue in 
possession of the trust. I do not 
favor a system which will allow voteis 
to sit on the fence and wait for bids.”

Mr. Fitzpatrick did not anticipate 
trouble as to federal authority in ap 
pointing a public prosecutor to look 
after electoral corruption. Courts 
which tried electoral cases were pro­
vincial but for the purpose of the trial 
were practically federal The prosecu 
tors could be dealt with in the same 
way. However, any government 
which undertook the appointment of 
a public prosecutor would lay itself 
open to severe criticism for p >liiical 
partisanship However, he thought 
enough honest men could be found 
in Canada to give independent 
p osecution to electoral offenses

The real trouble with the electoral 
machinery lay with the preparation of 
the voters’ lists The fact that pro­
vincial and federal constituencies 
over-lipped made the preparation of 
lists necessary. What the committee 
seeks to find is a remedy for such a 
•late of affairs as exists in Manitoba. 
That condition waa the result of ao 
error committed regarding the elec­
toral lists which it should not be 
possible to have repeated. It should 
not be placed in the power of any 
man or any official by design or error 
to deprive any mao or any set of meo 
of their yotea Hr.

Sudden Death of Gov­
ernor Jones

Scarcely had the mortal remains of 
the late Archbishop O’Brien been laid 
to rest when Halifax was again bereav­
ed by another endden death of a most 
prominent citizen, Lientenant Gov­
ernor Jonee. He had attended the 
Archbishop’s fanerai on Wednesday and 
marched to the cemetery, He returned 
home appearing quite well and spent 
the evening with his family, retiring at 
his usnal hoar without aey appearand 
of unusual indisposition. At 12.30, 
Thursday morning be awoke and com­
plained of feeling unwell. Three 
doctors were hastily summoned, but in 
twenty minntee he wae dead, apoplexy 
being the cause of death. Three days 
previously he had written a teaching 
letter of sympathy to the relatives of 
his friend Archbishop O'Brien, and 
had, as above stated attended the 
funeral; bat now he himself was sud­
denly called away. Deceased was 82 
years of age. He carried on a large 
commercial business in Halifax, and 
from an early age took a prominent 
part in public life of his Province. He 
wae, in 1866-66 a strong opponent of the 
entrance of Nova Beotia into Confeder 
ation. He waa elected to the House of 
pommoms in 1867 for Halifax. He wae 
defeated in 1872 ; but in 1874 he was 
again elected end took the office of 
Minister of Melilia in the McKenzie 
Government. He wae defeated in 1878 
end in 1882, bat was returned In 1887 
He waa again defeated in 1891 and did 
not offer for election sinee then. He 
held some appointments under the 
Liberal Government after they came 
into power in 1896, and wae 
appointed Lieutenant Governor in 1900. 
He was bnried on Saturday and was 
given a elate funeral.

In the ease of the 
child, these lines ere the acquisition 
of knowledge by which the rational 
principle of life, or the soul,.is fed, 
exercised, and strengthened. Ileal* 
thy growth in plants ie promoted by 
wholesome nourishment supplied to 
their tender roote ; and a healthy 
development of the human aottl is 
produced by the nobleet kind of 
knowledge. The opening mind 
very near to Heaven, and all eagerly 
grasp a', and assimilate, heavenly 
ideas and revealed truth*. Hence 
the benefit, ae well ae the obligation, 
of teaching wholesome knowledge 
in the dawning years of childhood,

This universal war 
to obtain possession of the child, 
more cruel in intent than the 
slaughter of the innocenta by Herod, 
although varying in its tatios, has a 
common cause, ie engineered by a 
common mind, end ia directed to a 
common end. Hostility to Christi­
anity ia the cause ; the General-io- 
ohief ia Satan ; the end ia the perdi­
tion of eouls. These are the words 
of sober truth. No doubt some, nay, 
many, of the human agents are 
simply well-meaning men, misled 
by • lew crafty ones, who form and 
propogate “ public opinion” through 
the various Lodges. It is safe to 
assert that less than a score of men 
shape the policy of modern nations 
for a period of years. Whilst obrie- 
lisns are aaleep, the enemy ia busy 
oversowing their heritage with 
oockle; when the harvest time ap­
proaches, they are surprised to find 
that tares are more abundant than 
good grain.

Let us who believe, learn a lesson 
from the enemy, and at all cost, keep 
the education of the young in our 
own hands. Surely our zeal in this 
should equal that of those who ere 
striving to control it in order to dee- 
troy Christianity. They know that 
the habite and tendencies acquired 
in youth, usually grow with the 
growth, and strengthen with the 
strength of the individual.
