ACCOUNTOF THE FIGHT.

The following socount of the t is
gathered from both Canadian and  Fenian
sources, On Tuesday morning, informa-
tion with respoct to the Fenian raid reach-
ed tho neighborhood, and-an independent
company of 8t.

WHY THE KED RIVER EXPEDITION DID NOT
GO THROUGH MINNESITA,

The 8t. Paul Pioneer, a paper not afraid
to give an honest expression of its opinions,
says:—The M lis T'ribune published
a very just and pointed criticise on the
small policy of our government in refusing
pnssuge to the Red River expedition
through the Sault Canal.
