He also charged that Judge Fraser was
intoxicated on the bench. At Hawke's
trial the Supreme Court refused to go
into the question of intoxieation, but
held that a Pooh-Bah is one who gives
decisions for bribes, that it was so ap-
plied to Judge Fraser, that Hawke's de-
sign was to bring the court into con-
tempt and they sentenced him to three
months’ in prison and to pay $200 fine.
A meeting of Ottawa journalists took
the ground that it is not contempt to
criticize a court or judge after the court
has adjourned, and that if Hawke made
libellous statemonts, Judge Fraser
should have indicated him for libel, and
he would then have had a trial by jury
and, if gmity, bean properly punished.
We expressed r.o opinion on the merits
of the case but on the method of con-
viction, the accusers and the judges be-
ing one and the same persons. The
sense of the meeting was against the
1dea that an editor in Canada could be
thrown into prison for expression of
opinion on public matters on the mere
motion of » jadge and withont a trial by
his peers.

ter, of the two months' toriod of impri-

sonment already spent by him in the
oounty jail, released him on his own re-
cognizance in to appear for sentence
when called upon. The young man was
strongly admonished by the learned
judge as to his tature behavior and glad-

1y received his liberty.

In the case of Emanuel R. Bissett, a
constable convicted of common assault,

the defendant had also been given a
good character, and as there was some
evidence to show that he had been act-

ing in the discharge of his duty in en-
forcing an unpopular act, and had met
with some resistance in so doing, he re-
ceived a mild sentence. The court
sentenced him to pay a fine of $25 to her
Majesty, and in default of payment to be
imprisoned in the common jail for sixty

days.

In the Thomas Edmond’s case, Mr.

Garrow, the prisoner’s counsel, made
some strong representations to the court
for a merciful sentence. His Lordship
animadverted strongly on the abuse by
the prisoner of the position of trust oc-
cupied by him, and said the evidence for
the Crown thowed a deliberate desire to
appropriate the Singer Manufacturing
Company’s property and to defraud his
employer. His Lordship said he had in-
tended to sentence him to three years in
the provincial penitentiary, but on ac-
count of his family and other considera-
tions which had been urged in his be-
half he would impose a sentence of six
month’'s imprisonment in the Central
prison. The prisoner was subsequently
arraigned on an indictment containing
three cuunts for embezzlement of money
from the same company. The Crown
offered no evidence, and he was found
not guilty.

Two non-jury cases were then dispos-
ed of, after which the court rose. Mr.
Justice MacMahen and the Crown officer,
Mr. King, left for hume this afternoon.

belief in God is at the root of truth and
honesty in man. We say in Church and
State and family connection, ‘‘Let me
be associated with men who believe in

masses of London, mesting on
Sundays in, uare are
ominous signs,  How will this great
problem be solved ! By leguslation and
goveroments?  Yos and mo. By
the growing leavening power of
Christianity in goveruments, .Christ.
ianity must solve this and every other
problem for humanity, by chaneing the
heart-life of men, inducing truer am-
bitions, giving man & higher value ; man
worth, more than money, and character
than eapital. What is wrong with these
monetary effortsa? They are chielly
based on the eril, selfish nature of men.
Swift calls, “wnoney, the great divider of
the world.” The Rible saye, ‘*“The love
of money is the root of all evil.” Money
in the hands of selfishness is a ourse, =
cruel tyrant, an inhuman wmouster,
Some propose to unite men by mation-
ality: patriotism and the love of country,
We feel truly witk Goldsmith's traveller,
“Where'er we roam,
Our first, best country ever is at home,”
A mighty spirit of unity emanates
from our uational anthem,
“Giod save the Queen,”
‘The Americans sing 2qually lustily,
“my osuntry, "tis of thee.”

But without national or racial or class
distinction in this mew kirgdom, all
naticns and tonguee and peoples are un-
iting to sing the world’s national an-
them,
“Praise God, from whom all blessings flow ;
Praise him, all creatures nére below ;
Praise him above, ye heavenly host ;
Praise Father, Son, and Holy Ghost.”
Love of country doesn’t always unite,
Samuel Johnson says, ‘‘Patriotism is
often the last refuve of a scoundrel.”
Pope challenges, ‘‘Who dare to love
their country and be poor !’ So some
sing lustily our national anthem, and
then by theft, rum-selling, &c., defy the
British rule ; just as some shout, *‘Long
live Protestautism,” who know nothiug
of the inner truths and life of Pro-
testantisia conserved for the nations and
the individual sonl, 1 tell -you there is
no bond but Christianity—it lies at the
root of all true life, aud charity. - The
institutions fouuded on this Gospel God
is owning, the Christian guvernments,
the church, the benevolent sogieties.
We welcome you here this merning as a
society of 15,000 members in Ontario,
founded on the recognition of God as
our common Father, and because of the
work you are doing. 1 am glad to say
that during the past year you have help-
ed over 2,000 persons, and speat over
$50,000 in relief of the sick, the widow
and the orphan.
