How often one 
hears the above 
or some similar 
remark made as 
a criticism, and 
yet when you 
come to think of 
it, how few of us 
there are who are 
not "pretty well 

satisfied with ourselves."’
You may think that's an exagger- 

aied statement? You know a great 
many people who are always bewail­
ing their defects and who seem very 
far from satisfied with themselves? 
True, my friend, but believe, if you 
could see into the secret chamber at 
the botom of their hearts, you would 
probably find that after all they think 
themselves pretty superior people. 
Perhaps they may npt have even ad­
mitted to themselves that they hold 
such an opinion. Most of us seldom 
visit that secret chamber in the bot­
tom of our heart where absolute 
truth lives, and where we come face 
to face wkit our real selves. And so we 
often fool ourselves in this as well as 
hi other things. But.underneath all 
the surface humility, despite this Ko­
be wailing of his defects. I believe that 
the average person is pretty well sat­
isfied with himself.

Now mind you, 1 don't mean that a 
person with a hideous nose or a very

bad temper or an abnormally slow 
moving mind isn't perfectly genuine 
when he bewails that defect. No 
doubt he is, but I think he usually 
feels that his other superior quali­
ties so far outweigh it that he is a 
pretty good sort of a person after all.

Surely you have noticed how somfe 
people never can hear of other folks’ 
superiority in any line without trying 
to bring the conversation around to 
the line in which they can claim su­
periority. li\Vell anyway, I bqt she 
can't make any better cake than i 
can" is the way one woman often jus­
tifies her sense of her own speriority 
when she hears of other women’s ac­
complishments.

Of course, we should not confuse the 
foolish dissatisfaction with our lot 
which is so common with that divine 
discontent with ourselves which is so 
rare. "To be satisfied with your pos­
sessions but not contented with your­
self until you have made the best of 
them" is a beautiful ideal, but the 
average man sadly reverses this in 
practice.

Isn't it strange when you think what 
a bundle of faults aud imperfections 
tied together with a few virtues and a 
talent or two, the most of us are, that 
we should be able to have this serene 

i belief in our own value? And yet 
when you think how much we have to 
see of ourselves and how, even to the 
most altruistic our own concerns are 
the only things which really count 
very much, isn’t it lucky?

‘ Tater-Scratching,’
Eicry Year Sees a Great Harvest In 

the Lincolnshire Fcnlnnd.
Not the least serious results, of the 

ilooils in "the Eastern Counties''is the 
damage done to the potatoes in the 
Lincolnshire Fenland. For the tubers 
are now the principal crop of the 
year, and their failure means a seri­
ous loss, not only to farmers, but to an 
army of pickers.

"Tater-scratching." as the work of j 
such toilers is called, begins in Sep- j 
lumber, last for some weeks, and calls j 
for a legion of labour, which is always 1 
forthcoming. Irish harvesters form- j 
criy returned home after the corn j 
harvest: but now they return for po- : 
tato picking. Housewives turn out in- j 
to the fields in large numbers. 
Schools break up opportunely, the 
children in some districts getting sev­
eral weeks' holiday, that they may 
take part in "scratching." Finally, so 
many nomads drift into the Fenland 
that for some time beforehand the 
accommodation of the casual wards 
proves woefully inadequate. Some­
times a late-comer at a workhouse 
has to put as much of himself as pos­
sible into a sack and lie down with 
other itinerants on the floor of an 
outhouse.

But there is no excess of labor, and 
consequently the work is well paid, 
having regard to its simplicity. “Lift-

ing" is generally done by a potato 
plow, though raisers of a special kind 
arc now coming into use. and the 
work of the "scratchers" consists 
solely in gathering the tubers in bas­
kets and emptying these into carts. 
Nothing could be simplier, yet the 
pay is distinctly good.

For children it is 50 cents a day. 
and for women from 60 to 75 cents, 
though on piecework they can make 
from $4 to $5 a week. Men, particu­
larly the Irish harvesters, usually 
work in gangs, dividing their earn­
ings in equal shares. In twenty days, 
including some on which work was 
impossible^ owing to rain, twenty 
Irishmen earned $415 “scratching,'’ as 
they did 83 acres at $5 per acre; and 
near txmg Sutton a gang of sixteen 
cleared 160 acres in seven weeks, 
their panning out to about $1.50 a 
day per man. ,

Good as this is on the face of 
things, it is actually even better than 
it seems, since there arq^ certain “ex­
tras" which materially supplement thé 
pay. “Foreigners”—the workers who 
do not live in the district—can sleet 
In the barns, and all ‘“scratchers” art 
allowed as many potatoes as they cat 
eat, and are sometimes gjven milk 
also It does not, therefore, cost a 
gang of men much to live during the 
harvest. Each takes his turn as “or­
derly,” whose duty mainly consists it 
cooking potatoes in as many ways as
'possible!—London Ideas.

Special to the Evening Telegram.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.
With the formal presentation of 

Britain's protest against the Panama 
Canal Bill. Secretary Knox got. down 
to careful study of the objections rais­
ed by Sir Edward Grey in his lengthy 
note transmitted last night by Am­
bassador Bryce. The British Minister 
of Foreign Affairs, basing his prin­
ciple objection on the proposal to re­
lieve all American shipping from pay­
ing Canal tolls, either by exempting 
it from charges or remitting the tolls 
paid, contend that that section is in 
violation to the Hay-Pauncefate 
Treaty, and proposes that the ques­
tion be best settled by submitting it 
to arbitration to the Hague. Grey al­
so touched on other provisions and 
gave notice they were to apply to 
ships of all nations, and that Britian 
might desire to supplement her pro­
test further.

LONDON, this a.m.
The British dreadnought Centurion, 

while speeding at the rate of twenty 
knots, off Portland Bill, before dawn 
to-day. ran down and sunk a small 
unknown steamer. The battleship re­
turned to port this afternoon, leak­
ing badly with battered bows. The 
steamer tried to cross the bow of the 

j battleship, which struck her forward 
with such force that the steamer's 
port light was found burning, after 
the collision, on the Centurion’s fore­
castle. Before the steamer could . be 
cleared from the warship she sunk, 
and no trace of the crew could be 
found, though boats were lowered and 
the Centurion cruised about until after 
dawn. The steamer plunged to bot­
tom so quickly, the crew of the battle­
ship could not determine whether She 
was a tramp or passenger ship. The 
bows of the battleship were damaged 
by the anchor being driven through 
tier plates.

LONDON. Dec. 10. 
The despatch from the British For­

eign Secretary to Ambassador Bryce 
at Washington, regarding the Panama

Canal Act and its discrimination in 
favor of American coast-wise vessels, 
has been published as follows :— "His 
Majesty's Government regard the 
equality of all nations as the funda­
mental principle underlying the treaty 
of 1901 in the same way as the basis 
of the Suez Canal Convention of 1888. 
The members of the British Govern­
ment do not seek to deprive the Un­
ited States of any liberty which is 
open to themselves or an y other na­
tion, nor do they find either in the let­
ter or spirit of the Hay-Pauncefote 
treaty any surrender by either con­
tracting power of the right to encour­
age its shipping and corimierce by 
subsidies as it may deem expedient. 
His Majesty’s Government feel no 
doubt regarding the correctness of 
their interpretation of the treaties of 
1850 and 1901. and the validity of the 
rights they claim under them, for 
British shipping; nor do they doubt 
that the provisions of the Panama 
Canal Act respecting tolls were 
rights secured for their shipping by 
treaty ; but recognize that many per­
sons of note in the United States hold 
that the provisions in the Act do not 
infringe on conventional obligations 
whereby the States are bound. Under 
these circumstances the members of 
the British Government desire to state 
their perfect willingness to submit 
the question to arbitration, if the Un­
ited States prefer this course. An 
arbitration would be rendered un­
necessary. if the United States would 
he prepared to take such steps as 
would remove the objections from 
the Act, which His Majesty's Govern­
ment have stated."

Coastal Intelligence.
A committee of the Board of Trade 

met recently and adversely criticised 
the unreliable information furnished 
the travelling public as to the move­
ments of passenger steamers. A re­
presentation was made to the Govern­
ment that people anxious to make 
proper connections with trains and 
steamers failed to do so. thereby suf­
fering expense and inconvenience. The 
Government has been asked to ar­
range to have the movements of all 
the coastal steamers supplied accur­
ately at noon in the Postal Telegraph 
Department and the information post­
ed in a conspicuous place. The Board 
of Trade lias received a reply from the 
Government that the matter will be 
attended to.

What French Fleet 
Did on the Banks

The French fleet on the Newfound­
land Banks during the season of 1912 
numbered 40 schooners fitted out In 
the colony of St. Pierre et Miquelon; 
240 sailing vessels fitted out in France, 
and 14 steam trawlers from France. 
Five of the St. Pierre schooners and 
one steam trawler were lost The 
losses of the continental fleet of sail 
iag vessels are not known. The 35 St. 
Pierre schooners that finished the sea 
son landed 4,854.486 pounds of green 
salted fish, or an average of 138,690 
pounds per schooner. This is a very 
poor catch, and although green bank 
cod sold at St. Pierre as high as five 
cents a pound, and the average price 
of the season was in the neighbour­
hood of 4(4 cents, nearly all owners 
incurred heavy losses. The 13 trawl­
ers that survived landed at St. Pierre 
for trans-shipment 3,985,245 pounds of 
green salted fish. It is supposed that 
each of the trawlers also carried back 
a cargo of fish to France, they pro­
bably made a fair profit on the season.

DUBLIN, Dec. 10.

PARIS, Dec. 10.

All the vessels will 
be constructed in Spanish shipyards.

New Zealander 
Shoots Himself

IN HARDWARE STORE. i
Last night Sidney Simpson, a 24- 

year-old seaman, belonging to New 
Zealand, attempted to end his life by 
shooting himself in the right foot, and 
the victim now lies at the General 
Hospital. Simpson committed the 
deed maliciously. He had been drink­
ing heavily all day and at the time of 
the happening was In a frenzied state.

About eight o’clock Simpson visited 
Bowring Bros, hardware store, on 
Water Street. He asked to be shown 
a 38 calibre revolver, remarking in 
the interim that he was about to set 
sail for a foreign port as he belonged 
to a vessel in port which recently ar­
rived from South America. “A man’s 
best friend In those foreign climes is 
a gun,” said Simpson in a low, calm 
voice. Believing that Simpson was 
going to make a purchase the clerk 
produced a revolver. Simpson then 
asked for a cartridge to see if it would 
fit in the chambers. Soon after the 
seaman pointed the revolver at the 
floor and fired at his feet. The clerk 
still belived that Simpson was testing 
the firearm until the latter laid the 
revolver on the counter and asked to 
be sent to the Hospital. The clerk was 
then suddendly amazed and frighten­
ed, and the rest of the hands in the 
shop were eqally astonished. The re­
port of the explosion attracted people 
passing along Water Street. Const. 
O’Keeffe responded quickly to a tele­
phone call, took charge of the weapon 
and drove Simpson to the police sta­
tion in a cab. Here he was attended 
by Dr. Mitchell. An examination 
proved that Simpson had shot himself 
in the right foot. The bullet passed 
between the first and second toes and 
through the sole of the long rubber 
he wore. As a result the bones were 
fractured and a nasty wound Inflicted. 
After attending to the wound the doc­
tor ordered the injured man to Hospi­
tal where he was taken in the ambul­
ance. i

While at the police station Simpson 
spoke fairly rationally and acknow- 
led that he had shot himself intention 
ally. He said he belonged to the schr. 
A. V. Conrad, Capt. Corkum, which 
is now in port. He stated that he was 
treated badly on board by the captain 
and did not want to leave in her 
again ; further alleging that if he was 
forced to go, that when the vessel 
would reach her destination there 
would be one man short, either he or 
the captain. Eventually Simpson be 
came quite conscious and realized 
what he had done but was not alto 
get her sorry for it. He confessed ti 
the pnlii p that he was about to h 
married in Halifax during Christmas 
season : also that his mother was 
worth a considerable amount of 
money. Before leaving for Hospital 
” r nnian was very anxious to know 
if his injuries were very serious.

Cable News.

LONDON, Dec. 10.
The formal expression of Britain's 

appreciation of Canadian patriotism, 
as displayed in her coming gift of 
three battleships to the Imperial 
Navy, was postponed to-day by the 
Commons, until the Dominion Parlia­
ment shall have dealt with the pro­
posal. Premier Asquith, however, 
gave a foretaste of the admiration felt 
in all cities, except where the “little 
navy” is favoured. Replying to the 
expressed desire of Mr. Bonar Law 
for an apportunlty to thank Canada. 
Mr. Asquith said that the Govern­
ment fully recognized that it was both 
the desire and duty of the Commons 
to give formal and authoritative ex­
pression to the universal feeling of 
warm appreciation and heartfelt 
gratitude which had been aroused in 
the Mother Country by the splendid 
patriotism and liberality displayed by 
our fellow citizens and fellow sub­
jects overseas. The Dominion Govern­
ment. however, thinks it would he 
proper, and it would certainly be only 
respectful to the .Canadian people, to 
defer taking such action until Mr. 
Borden’s proposals shall have come 
under consideration and discussion of 
the Dominion Parliament. Cheers 
greeted the Premier’s remarks.

Appalling Conditions 
in Cholera Mosques.

London. Dec. 3.—The following de­
scription of the cholera conditions in 
thj Turkish capital has been received 
by mail from George Renwick. the 
special correspondent of the Daily 
Chronicle at Constantinople:—

"To-day I went to some of the Mos­
ques in Constantinople. The condi­
tions there are still hideous beyond 
description. At St. Sophia, for in­
stance. there are more than 4.000 stric­
ken soldiers, mostly suffering from 
cholera. They fill the sacred build- 

-jny. In the court-yard one can see 
them groaning and dying. A cordon of 
scidiors is on guard all around the 
4hace.

“For the past week, not a single 
doctor has visited this awful hell of 
suffering. One doctor who passed 
there yesterday morning counted 130 
dead in the court-yards. Hard bread 
is the only food the poof wretches re­
ceive.

“Yesterday two municipal doctors 
were sent to see what they could do. 
hut they quailed before the hideous 
spectacle. Some of the stricken men 
drag themselves to the railings in the 
vain hope that someone will give them 
water, but the soldiers keep a wide 
space clear beyond the railings.

“The ground beyond is painted green 
with disinfectant. Those who might 
have pity and might be able to render 
a little temporary comfort are he’d at 
hoy by fixed bayonets. No one may 
enter; no one may leave.

“In one corner of the court-yard is 
a grim sight. Stricken men look down 
on a narrow street, where others are 
sawing wood and hammering, making 
coffins in which the weary watchers 
will soon lie carried away.

• At the Mosque of Sultan Ahmed the 
same conditions prevail. The proud­
est and most sacred of the edifices of 
lsiam have been turned by the god of 
war into the most infernal dens of 
horror which the imagination can con­
jure up. The Black Hole of Calcutta, 
beside them, sinks into trivial insigni­
ficance.

"Local authorities confess their com­
plete impotence, and as one wanders 
through Stamboul, he wonders that its 
twisting, rank streets are not swept 
by an epidemic which would clear it of 
the living. Only the cold, bright 
weather stands guard against such a 
frightful visitation."

Jamaica’s Cyclone, 12,
By the Rev. Wm. Graham, For­

merly of This City.
Just when all men were con- much to believe. But it was felt that 

gratulating themselves that they had something out of the common had
passed through the Cyclonic period of 
the year, for Is there not an old rhyme 
which says —October— “All over" the 
Island was struck with one of the 
fiercest which has swept the Carrib- 
bean for many years. Warnings be­
gan to be given out on Saturday 16th 
Nov. that an atmospheric disturbance 
had arisen somewhere to the S.W. of 
the Island but it was moving N. & W. 
so no danger was apprehended. Soon 
however other Marconigrams came to 
hand that the direction had changed 
and Jamaica was in danger. It soon 
proved that this was another distur­
bance started and its direection was 
such as to strike some part at least 
of the Island. And • it was only too 
true. And to-day a large portion lies 
stricken and

Many Lives Have Been Lost
and much destruction of property. If 
you look at the map and note Black 
River then draw a line northwards 
toward E. of Montego Bay. All East 
of that was in the grip for some 4S 
hours of three different Atmospheric 
disturbances which seemed to spring 
up right on the heels of each other. 
That , portion of the Island includes 
the parishes of St. James, Westmore­
land and Hanover. And these three 
parishes have passed through an ex­
perience that only those who have 
been through it can really appreciate 
We remember the night of IStb Aug­
ust 1903 when a Cyclone of fierce in­
tensity passed over the City of Kings­
ton. All night in dense darkness in 
torrents of rain like a deluge w-e pass­
ed the night. Barricading this widow 
and that door—the house almost rock­
ing on its foundations not knowing 
what the next gust, would do. but 
anticipating the very worse, all con­
structing
An Experience »ver to be Forgotten.
It started in the S.E. and gradually 
veering round Eastward then North 
until with one mighty plunge it threw 
itself from the S.W. and blew inwards 
—doors and windows and that too 
in a house not five years from the day 
of building. Who can tell the number 
of years taken from a life from such 
a night’s terror—-bowlings of winds, 
batterings of rain, crashing down of 
trees and falling of fences? It was 
not to he forgotten. So others may 
imagine it was not with restful feel­
ings that one awaited the development 
of the news filing over the seas and 
caught up by seme Marconi instru­
ment and issued in some bulletin form 
to the trembling inhabitants. It was 
soon known that all communications 
was cut off between the Capital and 
the Western Townships. Trains could 
only manage to go half-way. Tele­
graph messages could not get through. 
A large Atlantic Liner of some 5000 or 
6000 tons, the S.S. “Sigismund”,

Crawled half wrecked
into Kingston harbor on 
morning. She had left Montego Bat­
on Saturday night, and should have 
made the voyage in a few hours: but 
she had. sailed light into the fiercest 
storm “in the experience of the Cap­
tain or any on Board". This increas­
ed our anxiety for the reports she 
brought of hurling lashing, moun­
tainous seas were something awe-in­
spiring and startling. We could only 
wait until the parishes could be reach­
ed, but in the meantime report fol­
lowed report. They came trickling 
along. No one could tell just how

happened. Nor were they much ex­
aggerated when authentic information 
did come. And every one feared that 
once again Jamaica had to face loss, 
disaster and sudden death—families 
with only wrecked homes that were 
fairly happy and prosperous—Mer­
chants that were firmly established 
shaken to the verge of ruin. So the 
tale gathered in volume, hour upon 
hour, not a ray of hope for these 
parishes in the midst of all. Banana 
Plantations hopelessly laid low 
Cocoa palms that had stood the blast 
of years, levelled. Cane and ground 
provisions swept with floods and some

Forty of Human Lives
up till now with a promise of many 
still to be reported made up the havoc 
brought about by this terrible at­
mospheric disturbance. It would 
seem the last and third came upon the 
people just when they thought ail was 
over. A great calhi for some hours 
rested on the stricken places, and 
hands of resolute men were beginn­
ing to go forth to the rescue and help of 
the less fortunate, when down came 
their last stroke, which lasted out 
fifteen minutes but did more mischief 
than was done in all the previous 
hours. The heavens seemed to open 
for one grand display of natural 
forces and flinging themselves for­
ward with such tremendous volume 
of weight and speed as to leave little 
more in the way of harm to be ac 
complished—such things give one 
pause—and strange thoughts surge 
through the heart—and destructive 
doubt of things being wisely helmed 
rise with little opposition. Is there 
a God in the Heavens? What meaneth 
he? What good can come out of all 
this? And only those of strong faith 
indeed look up and murmur “All is 
well". The future will declare it. 
"God is in His. Heavens." This Is the 
conviction which raises men up from 
such deep pits begotten of disaster 
from Nature’s sources, and gives men 
nerve to begin the work of renewal 
and restoration. One or two facts 
front reliable sources will illustrate 
with a clearer understanding than any 
amount of description. Rev. C. F. 
Fraser Was an eye witness of all that 
transpired in Sav-la-mar. He passed 
through the country making his way 
with much difficulty to Balaclava, the 
point at which the Kingston train 
could go no further Westward. And 
his account is appalling. Speaking 
of Sav-la-mar he says “Every build­
ing of every description appeared to 
be more or less damaged, the vast ma­
jority being completely wrecked, leav­
ing the unfortunate inhabitants in a 
most serious plight." The only build 
ings left intact were Manning's 
School and the teacher's residence, 
and the Bank of Nova Scotia. The 
Shipping in the Harbor was cast up- 
upon the shore, and the people fleeing 
from their houses congregated in 

Monday Great George Street up the greater 
part of which the sea rolled.

The cry went up
in a continuous moan. “Lord have 
Mercy on us: oh may the day break". 
But few lives were lost some five or 
six, hut all were homeless. The 
Riectory was totally destroyed, and 
the Rector found refuge in his bath 
room which is usually a separate 
building apart from the main dwel- 
ple congregated with 60 children 
pie congragated with 60 children 
needing food and warm clothing. And
