THE SERBIAN
SUCCESSES.

There is a distinctly op-
timistic note in the latest
messages reviewing the
war situation. There have
‘ been further advances' on
the West front, slight in themselves
but adding to gains whose sum total
ig vastly important; Russia is doing
guod work; the Roumanian situation,
while still uncertain, has taken a turn
for the better; and the Serbians have
achieved a success - which general
cpinion credits with great possibili-
ties. On this last, the outstanding
feature of operations which are daily
agsuming greater importance, chief
emphasis is laid in the official bulle-
tins. There are indeed signs that the
Greek and Macedonian situations are
clearing. Constantine and his trouble-
some officers are being shorn bit by
bit of their capacity for mischief, and
any that may be left is most effectusal-
1y countered by the growing power of
Venizelos, whose army may be trusted
to shield the back of the Allied forces
a8 they make their way north through ,
Macedéonia. The time is now ripe for |
them to make it, and there are indica-
tions that they are getting into their
stride in earnest.

It is interesting to observe how
opinion has veered around in the
course of a year with regard to the
Sslonika expedition, and changed
from open denunciation or veiled
scepticism to unanimous approval.
Whether' M. Briand is to be credited
with the idea or not, it was a remark-
able foresight which dictated the post-
ing of the large army at this spot at'a
time when .it could do no more than
offér a refuge to the ﬂeeing remnants
of the little Serbian army. Yet the
effect of the Allies’ hold upon ‘this port
and base, backed up by the might of
their navies, has heéen, and will contin-
ue ' to be; ' tremendously important.
Among the little advantages it has ob-
tained for us is the co-operation of
Roumania, which we should certainly
not have got but for it and the great
army based upon it,

The victory of the Serbians seems to |

have been considerable. - At one point
they have got across the Tcherna, and ‘
as they are still fighting the Bulgari-
ans at Kaymakchalan, which is wellI
east of that river, it is probable that,
as the message states, they have turn-
ed part of the Bulgarian line and got
behind it. This advantage, viggrously
followed up, should have a gréat ef-
fect. With the railway station of
Kenali in their hands and the Tcherna
successfully crossed, the most serious
natural obstacles in the ‘way to Mon-
astir would seem to be passed. Mean-
time, it will be well to keep an eye on
the doings of the Italians in Albania,
where they are said to be in great
force and have alréady - advanced a
long way towards Serbia. - The Mace-
donia drama is under way and the first
scene will have for its subject the bat-
’tle for Monastir, Upon the issue of
that battle much of the subsequent
plot will depend.

It is obvious that an inquiry
of this sort can be protracted indefi-
nitely, and meantime the marauders
are to be allowed to come and go
freely within the three-mile limit. Nor-
way and Holland admit no such re-
finement, but see in the nature of the
submarine and the changed conditions
of warfare a sufficient 'warrant to re-
gard the mere presence of these craft
in their waters as a breach of neu-
trality. Yet the remarks of the Nor-
wegian papers show that they realise
that they are treading upon thin ice.
Germany will not regard with favour
any attitude upon the part of neutrals
which will restrict- the mischievous
propensities of her darling submar-
ines, and seems already to have ad-
dressed a note to Norway. If that
country and Holland maintain the
stand they have taken they will earn
the ‘respect of the civilised world.
Meantime more defenceless Norweg-
ian ships are being sunk while thosé
of Uncle Sam are allowed to go scathe-
less. It must be humiliating to the
better sort of Americans to see that
the distinction is a concession not to
their rights, of which there has been
so much talk, but to their power,;
Weak Norway has no rights'at all. But
there may come a time when the de- .
clining fortunes of Germany will ex-
alt even Norway and Holland into for-
midable nations, and the long count
of murder and piracy be recalled to
Germany’s mind in no uncertain man-
