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LONDON ANXIOUS.
LONDON, May 19.

London spent the day in tense ex­
citement and suspense waiting the 
result of Hawker’s bold attempt to fly 

! across the Atlantic, and after a day 
of anxious inquiries and unverified 
rumors and speculation, the fate of 
the gallant aviators Hawker and 
Grieve is still unknown. A Sopwith 
machine supposed to be Hawker’s, 
according to an Admiralty wireless 
report, descended to the surface of 
the ocean forty miles west of the 
mouth of the Shannon. Later Admir­
alty reports said this information was 
not reliable. The early unverified re­
ports said that the Sopwith machine 
encountered a gale, which reduced its 
speed to forty miles per hour and fin­
ally compelled it to decend owing to 
exhaustion of gasoline. Crowds of peo­
ple waited the day long at the Brook- 
rnds airdrome, where Hawker learn­

ed to fly, believing that the aviator 
would make his landing there, al­
though experts had expressed the op­
inion that Hawker would unlikely be 
able to land there. The fate of Haw­
ker and Grieve cannot be definitely 
stated and to-night it is impossible 
even to asert that the machine found 
at sea is Hawker’s. The weather off 
the Irish coast Monday was boister­
ous with rain and haze, The Admir­
alty has sent out all ships possible 
to search for the aviators.

How to Distin­
guish Twins.

One of the greatest war problems 
of the London Scottish Regiment was 
how to distinguish Ralph Brown 
(now dead) from his brother, Lind­
say.

A 
posse of men and hoys armed with 
guns, pikes and stones pursued the 
animal into the woods and finally kill­
ed her with a fusilade of more than 
100 shots, 12 of which took effect. 
The "big show” was in progress be­
fore an audience of several hundred 
men, women and children, when John 
Henry, keeper of the lioness, “Lucy,” 
and her two cubs, entered the side­
show cage. Driving the lioness into 
another compartment, Henry care­
lessly swung shut the separating door 
and stopped to fondle the cubs. The 
enraged animal threw herself against 
the door, bursting it open, and with 
one leap closed her jaws about 
Henry’s neck, crushing the bones' and 
killing him instantly. Attendants in 
the tent shouted for help, and seizing 
iron bars, hooks and tent stakes, be­
gan to belabor the animal in an tef- 
fort to compel her to release her gfip 
of the dead man. Infuriated further 
by the blows, the lioness threw hep- 
self against the outer door of the cage, 
which Henry- had failed to lock, and 
escaped to a woods nearby. Circus at­
tendants, accompanied by men and 
boys of Woodbury, invaded the wood, 
and after a thrilling chase cornered 
her and ended her life.

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Unfortunate Females
It is a frequent occurrence in 

these days of prohibition to find 
many names of females decor­
ating the police court roster on 
charges of being intoxicated, or 
to use the plainer and more em­
phatic expression “drunk.” The 
numerous recurrences of this.de- 
cidedly black stain on our social 
and moral escutcheon, must na­
turally be a set back to the re­
form movements recently set in 
motion, and certainly goes to 
prove that the social welfare 
propaganda has a lot to do yet 
in its reclamation of the unfor­
tunate females who fall by the 
wayside. In a small city of St. 
John’s size with a most strict 
and rigid prohibition law on the 
Statutes, and with an excellent 
police supervision, it strikes 
one as being passing strange 
that so many cases of female 
drunkenness come before the 
Court, and we are impelled to 
ask, whether or not these poor 
women are the victims of un­
scrupulous male libertines, who 
dose them with dope for their 
nefarious purposes, and then 
leave them to the tender mer­
cies of the police, to be arrested 
or cautioned as may appeal to 
the duty or humanity of the of­
ficer who finds them helpless 
and abandoned by their erst­
while male companions.

Notwithstanding the good of­
fices of the Prohibit-" on Commit­
tee, and the ever increasing 
vigilance of the police the 
drunkenness nightly in the city 
is appalling. Scarcely an even­
ing but can be seen one or more 
staggering, helpless, creatures, 
in a dazed condition suffering 
from the damnable effects of the 
poisonous stuff dispensed by 
somebody, somewhere, and the 
worst feature of it all is that in 
some cases the unfortunate is 
a woman.

Our Christianity apparently 
is not of the kind that will vol­
untarily embark on a crusade 
against a continuance of such 
horrible and vile things : our

smug self religious purity must 
not be smirched by either hand­
ling or helping the fallen. The 
Magdalene to us, is something 
too tainted to have near, and we 
pull aside in horror and alarm 
should we come in contact with 
one of that despised class. We 
are ready to throw the stone of 
condemnation, but we are not 
ready, and there is the insincer­
ity of our Christianity, to hold 
out the helping hand, openly 
and bravely for the purpose of 
aiding the fallen sinner to rise.

That such evil social condi­
tions exist in St. John’s is a 
strong argument in favor of 
drastic changes. The woman is 
haled before the Court and fined 
or imprisoned for breaking the 
law, by being drunk. The man 
or men responsible go scot-free, 
because no effort is made to ap­
prehend them. Perhaps there 
is no law that can touch them. If 
not there should be. The victim 
should not be permitted to take 
the full punishment, while the 
betrayer is allowed at large to 
seek other victims. The simple 
fact that there is stuff being sold 
which has the power of madden­
ing the user, should stimulate 
every reformer and increase the 
determination to stamp out for 
ever the trade in beverages 
which when indulged in have 
the effect of destroying both 
body and soul.

Concrete Automobiles 
in Britain.

An English manufacturing company 
announces that it is preparing to put 
on the market am automobile that can 
be retailed for $i*0, certainly far not 
more than $300. ' Scarcely any wood 
will be used In the construction of the 
car, the principal material being a 
new substance which is described as 
“a kind of concrete, light, but strong 
and durable, produced from waste ma­
terial such as slag, clinkers and saw­
dust, and covered with a metal solu­
tion.” The process of manufacture 
is another innovation in England. All 
parts, including wheels and chasis, 
will be stamped out, each complete In 
one piece, and then fitted together.

The Bible in College.
(From the New York World.)

Are there reactionary tendencies 
at Columbia University? The an­
nouncement that students entering 
the college must hereafter know 
something about the Bible, marks 
an interesting departure in educat­
ional policies. What has the Bible 
to do with motiom-picture making, 
business instruction, play-writing 
and other up-to-date courses of col­
lege instruction? But the announce­
ment will specially hearten old-time 
graduates who have deplored the 
passing of Greek and Latin. If the 
classics are to go, the great English 
classic will help atone for the loss. 
Where can a student gain such a 
command of his mother tongue as 
from the study of the King James 
Bible? It has formed the style of 
authors innumerable, it is a store­
house of morals and manners, and 
It is still the great treasury of meta­
phor and imagery and illusion. There 
is no other such hand book for 
authors and orators. The restora­
tion of the Bible to the college cur­
riculum even in small part will he 
accepted - as a good omen. Its pos­
sibilities as a book of secular in­
struction have never been adequate­
ly utilized in the Americaan scheme 
of education. And if college stu­
dents are hereafter to learn less 
about Socrates and Pericles they 
may profitably be taught more about 
David and Job and Paul.

Germany Heading
for Chaos.

“Germany to-day is a country in 
which it is almost impossible to 
travel by train; distribution of food 
is suffering seriously. Her people 
are on^the. verge of desperation ; and 
when into this colossal confusion the 
judgment of Paris is thrown, who 
cannot think, no matter what that 
judgment may be, that dire results 
will not supervene?” writes Mr. Geo. 
Renwick in the Daily Chronicle.

“Such, to my mind, is the situation 
on the eve of the departure of the 
German peace delegates.

“It is not for me to suggest reme­
dies; it is not a case of advocating 
‘Be kind to Germany.’ My business "is 
to describe the situation here. I have 
tried to do so. I have tried hard to 
prove myself wrong, but on the eve 
of days when the world is about to 
live its most vital and historic hours, 
and in the midst of almost indescrib­
able confusion existing where once 
stood Imperial Germany, I can only 
come to the conclusion that the situa­
tion here is rapidly getting out of 
hand, and that chaos, approaches with 
eeven-leagued boots.”

“The mentality of the German 
people is as that of a person who has 
suffered from mental breakdown. For 
more than five yeirs their montai and 
physical strength has been strained 
to the uttermost; for generations 
they had their thinking done for them.

FRENCH WEST INDIES.

J Editor Evening Telegram.
1 Dear Sir:—On board the schooner 
I Imprimus, commanded by Capt. M. 
| Pclley, somewhere in tho Caribean 
I Sea, I write this note or sketch of i our trip since leaving St John's last 
j summer. Meanwhile apologizing tor 
! all my deficiencies and Inaccuracies, 
J trusting my readers will forgive same 
f as it is written on the spur of the 
I moment and without previous study, 
r On August the fifth, 191S, we sailed 
i fish laden from St John’s for Martin- 
1 ique, a historic island owned by the 
I French in the West Indies, and ar- 
[ rived there nineteen days later. After 
[ discharging cargo and docking for re- 
I pairs we again loaded for Marseilles, 
i i a beautiful city in the south of 
1 France, but found to our chagrin 
l we were not allowed to sail owing 
[ to some Admiralty rules, which we 
[ were ignorant of until ready to clear. 
[ We were now detained in the placid 
f harbor of Port au France two months 
! longer, which caused our alert and 

energetic captain no small annoÿ- 
l ance and dissatisfaction when the 
[ order came to free the port During 

our detention at Martinique we visit- 
[ ed St Pierre and gazed upon the 

ruins of that once gay city, now sad 
and silent after being lashed into 
submission by the consuming fire of 

[ Mount Pelee. Above the historic 
[ ruins, under which thousands sleep 

I their last watch, Mount Pelee still 
1 towers and smokes and watches over 
[ those whom its devouring flames 
eiemated alive. It must have been 
an awful and indescribable moment 
of horror for tho inhabitants of St. 
Pierre when they looked and saw de­
struction and death rushing from the 
peak of Pelee down upon them.

• What must have been the mental 
■ agony in that supreme and fiery mo- 1 
ment will never be known now on 
this terrestrial ball. There remains 
but the Eternal record on which the 
good and bad deeds of us all are in­
scribed, and in that Eternal record 
many of us do our beet not to be­
lieve, notwithstanding the universal 
secret dread that we shall all be con­
fronted with it at last. On the twelfth 
of November we set sail for Mar­
seilles and thirty-four days later an­
chored under the worlds greatest 

! fortress, Gibraltar, where we took a j 
' supply of water. Leaving there we.
I reached the beautiful French city 
fourteen days later. We were de­
tained at Marseilles forty-five days, 
when we again sailed for Guadeloupe, 
another French island in the West 
Indies, but not so vivid in tragic 
events as Martinique, and a spot 

j v/hich we have not yet reached. A 
; description of Marseilles is altogether 
! over my head and merits the treat­
ment of more skillful hands than 
mine, yet in passing I beg to add that 
its architectural beauty and grand­
eur surpasses everything in structure 
I have ever seen, with its magnifleant 
hotels and cafe’s filled with luxury- 
loving men and women—in short—a 
city of beauty and feverish human 
activity yet with those ever-courteous 
and polite, refined qualities for which 
the French people are noted through­
out the world.

He believed that by sailing westward 
he could reach Cathay, as China was 
then called by Europeans, though in 
the Hebrew original Old Testament, 
and in the English version of it, it is 
mentioned as Sinim, which is almost 

| exactly its native name (Isaiah xlix), 
j But after studying all the maps and 
| charts that he could procure he made 
’ occasional short voyages, and was in­
formed by seamen that there -were 
unknown lands separted from Europe 
by the Atlantic Ocean. After vainly 
seeking aid from Genoa, Portugal, and 
England, he at length obtained in­
troduction first to Ferdinand the 
fifth, King of Aragon, and Isabelle, 
Sovereign Qupen of Castile, by the 
marriage of which two people Spain 
became united, as It has continued. 
They together were induced to equip 
and man for Columbus three vessels, 
agreeing that he should have a tenth 
of all profits, and be Viceroy of the 
land that he expected to discover. 
Having sailed on August 2, 1292, on 
October 12 that year he landed, and 
bent his knees in grateful worship on 
San Salvador, one of the Bahamas, 
the northernmost group of what "are 
called the West Indies, because the 
first European discoverers of that 
continent and its islands supposed 
that they had found what they were 
seeking, a shorter and straight way 
to India. Columbus discovered also 
th@ great island of Cuba, and the 
one named St. Domingo, on which last 
he built a fort. Returning to Spain 
he presented to its King and Queen 
gold and other valuables, which he 
had found, and was therefore soon 
supplied with followers for a Second 
voyage ; but it was not till his third 
and last, in 1488, that he saw and 
reached the mainland of what was 
named Americt, from Amerigo Ves­
pucci, who followed his example in 
A.D. 1499. But it was Columbus who 

- thus opened the way for civilization 
! and Christianity into every part of 
; that vast continent, where his name 
! is recalled even on its west coast by 

Colombia, in South America, and 
British Columbia in Canada, far away 
towards the north.

The week of mourning in Germany, 
decided by the Government, because 
of the terms of the Peace Treaty, 
appears to have met with little suc­
cess. The German musicians in par­
ticular seem to be resentful over the 
order as a measure which prevented 
them from earning their daily bread, 
while the Laeglische Rundschau and 
Berlin Tageblatt admit that the 
mourning was far from being com­
pletely effective. Reports are that 
nearly all the music halls remained 
open, and that at some places the peo­
ple danced all night. One bit of com­
ment comes from the Volkesblatt of 
Salee, which says “it is not now, but 
on August 1, 1914, that general mourn­
ing ought to have been ordered in 
Germany.”

“THE TIGER” SATISFIED.
PARIS, May 19.

Remarkable Example
of Camouflage.

(Scientific American.)
To the southwest of Montdidier, 

which marks the farthest westward 
advance of the Germans in the last 
year of the war, there is a tall stone 
arch bridge. As this was a very con­
spicuous structure and one sure to 
attract the attention of enemy bomb- 

j ing planes, French camoufleurs were 
! given the task of making the,, bridge 
melt into the surrounding landscape.

; This was not as difficult as might 
seem. Viewed from the ground the 
bridge was conspicuous because of its 

height, but from an airplane ob- 
on eàrth have no height, every­

thing is flat. A1 lthat was needed then 
was to, clothe the bridge with “grass” 
so as to correspond with surrounding 
vegetation. By "grass” we do not 
mean natural vegetation. Real grass 
and branches were used in certain 
camouflage work, but the material 
had to be renewed daily because of 

wilting of the leaves. A substi­
tute for such perishable stuff was 
made of canvas and netting painted a 
leaf green. After the lesson had 
been learned that the green of the 
artificial “grass” must be not merely 
a visual match of the natural leaf 
green but also spectroscopically the 
same, enemy airmen found great dif­
ficulty In distinguishing objects cov­
ered with artificial verdure. In the 
case of the Montdidier bridge the 

1 clothing of “grass” produced a most 
picturesque effect, giving the struc­
ture the appearance of an Ivy-covered 
ruin.

Beauty Baths.
A New York dairyman once sued a 

professional beauty for the price of 
three hundred quarts of milk, which 
ho had supplied to her from time to 
time for bathing purposes.

A few years ago an American 
philanthropist put forward a pro­
posal for the establishment of milk 
baths in U. S. A. for those who could 
afford the luxury. He secured a huge 
building in New York, the first floor 
which would accommodate gentlemen, 
the second and third for ladies.

The bath apartment consisted of 
two rooms, and the tub alcove was 
tiled and walled with white marble 
the tubs each holding seventy quarts 
of milk. The cost of the milk bath 
complete was two pounds per head, 
and Society beauties spent many 
pounds and hours on the luxury to im­
prove their skins.
