From all the large mârkets come reports 
of a dull, and in some instances of a droopifig 
business? There appears to be for the present 
but little outlet for grain, and surprising 
quantities are stored at some of the princi­
pal depots. A comparison of the stores at 
Chicago on the lOtpr of Oct. 1888, and the 
same date last year shows the quantity of 
wheat to be at present doable of what it was 
then; there is also twice as much barley, and 
at least seven times as much flour. Under 
these circumstances it is not to be wondered 
at that the price of wheat should decline. 
The quotations in that city are for No.l, 
$1.46, and for No. 2, $1.84. This is the green­
back value, and at the present rate of gold 
the highest of these figures is but a few cents 
above what is paid for a first class sample 
here. If we turn to New York the same re­
port meets us ; wheat is drooping, receipts 
are small, and all other articles of produce 
are not iu active demand. In England there 
has also been a marked decline within the 
last few weeks, until in the London market 
wheat is quoted 8s 4d per quarter lower than 
it was a month ago- Notwithstanding this 
Britain requires a pretty large importation, 
and of course depends on America tor a large 
part of the needed supply, and the importers 
are beginning to feel that they must raise 
prices if they would attract the requisite 
quantity. There appears to be one consider­
ation operating stronly on British merchants, 
and influencing them to keep down quota­
tions, that is, they know that the countries 
from which they ekfcect to draw their stores 
are in need of money, and that owners have 
not it in their power to hold back. Again we 
have a cry of depression nearer home. At a 
meeting of the Corn Exchange, at Montreal, 
on Saturday the Secretary read the sixth 
annual report, which shows that the present 
has been a year of unexampled dullness, and 
the most unprosperons one in the experience 
of the produce trade of any since the establish­
ment of the association. In Toronto the re­
ceipts are moderate, but the market, as in 
other places, is quiet Fall wheat is held con­
siderably above the prices that buyers are 
willing to pay, and spring wheat is offered at 
$1.14 without takers. Flour is very dull, No.
1 superfine selling at $6.10. In London, 
Ont., the price is little, if any, in excess of 
what it is in Guelph, with small receipts. 
With regard to barley the “ furore” appears 
to be subsiding. The demand is not so keen 
in Canadian towns and cities, and in Oswego 
it is coming down rapidly, having fallen fully 
ten per cent in one day. The light crop pro­
duced an abnormal state of the barley market, 
and while some have made money this season 
by dealing in it, it is reported that one or two, 
Canadian firms less fortunate have been re­
duced to the brink of niin. To come a little 
closer to the point,our own market partakes 
of the general dullness. The receipts are 
very fair for the time of year—nearly 2,000 
bushels of wheat, and about as much barley

Two men, one womsn, and 
her little daughter, aged about eight 
; rears, perished. The men jumped over- 
ward, and the woman and child died on 
the wreck from the effects of the cold 
weather. The balance of the crew, the 
captain and two sailors, took to the rig­
ging. Her Majesty’s gun boat, Prince 
Alfred, on her way down from Gc derich, 
on Saturday afternoon, fell in with the 
wreck, took off the men and succeeded in 
towing the barge into Sax nia. where 
Lieut. Parsons handed her over to the 
United States Consul. Had it not been 
for the timely assistance of the gun boat, 
the Captain of the barge states that e11 
bands would have been lost.

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The Reciprocity Treaty.
So many contradictory statements 

have appeared regarding the position 
of the question of trade with the pro­
vinces of British North America, and 
settlement of the fisheries disputes 
and the free navigation of the river 
St. Lawrence, that it has been con­
sidered proper to obtain correct in­
formation upon the subject. The fol­
lowing dispatch from Washington fully 
explains how the negotiations stand at 
present :—“ Mr.Thornton, the British 
Minister, addressed a note to Mr. 
Seward in July last, calling his at- 

' tention to the distressed condition of 
the people of Nova Scotia in conse­
quence of their exclusion from our 
markets consequent upon the termin­
ation of the Reciprocity Treaty, and 
asking him to enter into legal nego­
tiations. Mr. Seward referred Mr. 
Thornton's communication to Mr. 
McCulloch, Secretary of the Trea­
sury. Mr. McCulloch replied that 
the treaty having been abrogated by 
the legislative branch of the govern­
ment, he considered it would not be 
advisable to resume negotiations un­
til Congress should give some intima­
tion of its desire that they should be 
re-opened, and at the same time ex­
pressing his opinion that it was for 
the interest of the United States that 
the question of trade with the British

Srovinces should be adjusted in some 
efinite manner. This correspond­

ence was sent by Mr. Seward to the 
committee of ways and meansjust be­
fore the July adjournment. In reply 
to an inquiry by members of the com­
mittee of ways and means, Mr. Seward 
informed them that he was ready to 
open negotiations for a new recipro­
city treaty whenever the commit­
tee. should refer the subject to 
him. Messrs. Hooper, Allison, Logan, 
Maynard, Brooks and Niblack of the 
committee agreed to make such a re­
port, and Gen- Schenck was willing it 
should be made. The adjournment, 
however, took place so early that there 
was no opportunity of getting the re­
port before the House, and hence the 
matter goes over till re-assembling of 
Congress with the knowledge that the 
committee of ways and means are 
nearly unanimous upon the subject, 
and that Mr. Seward will open nego­
tiations as soon as the committee are 
enabled to report. In the Senate the 
question has also been referred 
to the committee on foreign re­
lations, and it is known that 
the chairman, Mr. Sumner, is strong­
ly in favor of negotiations. Mr. Sum­
ner has frequently stated that he re­
ported in favor of terminating the old 
reciprocity treaty, not because he de­
sired a cessation of trade with the 
British provinces and a re-opening of 
the fisheries difficulties, but because 
he did not consider the treaty as suffi­
ciently comprehensive or beneficial to 
the United States, and that he be­
lieved the proper course was to abro­
gate the treaty instead of attempting 
to patch it up, and then negotiate a 
new treaty of a comprehensive char­
acter, which should include manufac­
tures, and should be made in the in­
terest of the United1 States, and not as 
the former treaty,more with a political 
object than as a commercial necessity.
