iflfiE POORLY PAID

In the meantime the customs 
clerks who, the postal clerks main­
tain, do not work nearly as hard 
as the post office officials, will re­
ceive an increase of fifty per cent, 
on their salaries.

The customs officials also are to 
receive an additional $15 a month, 
west of the great lakes.

Mail clerks on trains received $10 
a month on the above basis. ' 

The clerk in the local post office 
starts his career as a government 
official at the large sum of $45 
a month. After, three months hard 
work, should they prove efficient 
they receive an increase of $3,33 
per month. They have to look ahead 
to the prospect of receiving an in­
crease of $50 a year up to the 
alary of $800.

Must be Greatly Enlarged if it is 
to Keep up to Time

HELD LAST SIGHT
During the Year 921 Patients 

Were Treated by Hospital

The annual meeting of the Chlgary 
General hospital was held last even­
ing in the- board of trade offices and 
a large number were present, includ­
ing President Cross, Messrs. K. J. 
Stuart, I. S. G, Van Wart, Win. 
Tpole, John Cardell, F. Macbeth, T. 
Bone, A. Allan, Adams, Smith, H. 
A. Perley, Jas. Hornby, and others.

The chair was occupied by the 
president, who, after opening the 
meeting, read his report fori the past 
season:

I herewith present you report for 
the year ending pec. 31, 1905, being 
the 16th annual one.

Work in every department has in­
creased, in the maternity department, 
nearly doubled; in the isolated de­
partment a large increase, and in the 
general beyond its capacity, and con­
stantly obliged to turn away pa­
tients for want of room, and more 
are treated there than should be un­
der proper conditions.

The directors consider the hospital 
must be enlarged and recommend the 
following general plan;

A new surgical wing with a capa­
city of about fifty beds, with oper­
ating room and all other necessaries 
to complete this department.

The main general building would 
have to be changed to allow of more 
room for offices for lady superinten­
dent, secretary, etc.

The isolated hospital would have 
to be doubled to allow of four con­
tagious diseases being treated at the 
same time, as considerable complaint 
has been made for lack of this ac­
commodation.

A new boiler and power house to 
heat all the buildings, and if found 
necessary run the machinery.

The nurses' home would have to be 
enlarged or a new one built, and if 
so the present one might be remodel­
ed for a children's ward or some 
special prevalent disease.

The laundry would have to be made 
larger, steam and hot water’ (and 
power if installed) supplied from the 

. new boiler house.
Numerous efforts have been made 

to raise funds for these necessary 
additions but with small success, and 
the directors consider that the only 
way is to submit a by-law to the 
ratepayers of Calgary for sufficient 
funds, and deem it just as necessary 
to care for the sick and helpless as 
it is to put in water and sewers, 
so that we urge the people 01 Cal­
gary to proviue not only auequate 
accommodation but an institution 
tnat e.ery citizen.of Calgary will be 
justly proud of.

lue medical men have increased in 
numbers much more rapidly than the 
hospital has in size, so that it was 
found too cumbersome to have so 
many doctors on the staff, and a 
rule was made that no more be ad­
mitted, which has already proved a 
benefit, as the natural course of 
events will reduce the members if no 
more are added, ,and J. would recom­
mend that this rule be adhered to 
until the hospital is made larger 
and more doctors can be accommo­
dated.

On behalf of the directors, I beg 
to thank the matron and staff for 
the efficient work they have done and 
are doing, and the agreeable way in 
which they have treated the patients, 
the public, the medical staff and 
hospital board, and we extend a 
hearty vote of thanks to the medi­
cal board for their valuable atten­
tion and assistance in making the 
institution a success.

The women’s hospital aid has been, 
as usual, of the greatest possible 
assistance to the institution, and we 
cannot thank them eno'iigh for their 

\ great efforts in accomplishing so 
much. On behalf of the directors I 
wish to extend them our most grate­
ful thanks and ask them to continue 
their good work in the future.

Donations have fallen off very ma­
terially, accounted for by the dona­
tions given for the new surgical wing 
amounting to $5,194.20 in the bank.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST.

Homestead Regulations.
Any even number section of Domin­

ion Lands in Manitoba or the North- 
West Provinces, exception 8 and 2V-, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by 
any person the sole head of a family, 
or male over 18 years of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section of 160 
acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or 
inspection must be made in person by 
the applicant at the office of the local 
Agent or Sub-agent.

An application for entry or Inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent, by the Sub-agent, the ex­
pense of the applicant, and if the land 
applied for is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application is to have 
priority and the land will be held un­
til the necessary papers to complete 
the transaction are received by mall.

In case of “personation" the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An applicant for inspection must be 
eligible for homestead entry, and only 
one applicant for inspection will be re­
ceived from an individual until that 
application has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing and not liable to can­
cellation, may subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish It in favor of 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister, if eligible, but to no one else, 
in filing declaration of abandonment.

Where an entry Is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applications fer inspection must In 
what particulars the homesteader is 
in default, and if subsequently the 
statement is found to be incorrect in 
material partciulars, the applicant will 
lose any prior right of re-entry, should 
the land become vacant, or if entry 
has been granted it may be summarily 
cancelled.

Duties.—A settler Is required to per­
form the conditions under one of the 
following plans:

(1) At least six months' residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother. If the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upen a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to resi­
dence may be satisfied by such person 
residing with the father or mother.

)3) If the settler has his residence 
upon farming, and owned by him In 
the vicinity of his homestead, the 
requirement may be satisfied by re­
sidence upon such land.

Before making application for patent 
the settler must give six months’ no­
tice in writing to the Commissioner of 
Dominion Lands at Ottawa, of his In­
tention to do so.

Synopsis of Canadian North-Wect Min­
ing Regulations.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchas­
ed at $10 per acre for soft coal and 
$20 for anthracite. Not more than 
320 acres can be acquired by one in­
dividual or company. Royalty at the 
rate of ten cents per ton of 2,000 
pounds shall be collected on the gross 
output-

Quartz.—A free miner's certificate is 
granted upon payment in advance of 
$5 per annum for an Individual, and 
from $56 to $100 per annum for a com­
pany according to capital.

A free miner, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a elaim 
1,506x1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim Is $5
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$506 has been expended er paid, the 
loeater may. upon haring a survey 
made and upon complying with ether 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 
per acre.

The patent provides fer the payment 
of a royalty of 2% per cent, on the 
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally 
are 100 feet square; entry fee $5, re­
newable yearly.
