He Had Choice of Five Hundred 
and Took the Wrong Woman 

for Wife.

When She Deserted He Shot Her 
and Put Strychnine in His 

Own Beer.

'Gbaud Rapids, Iowa, Aug. 6.—H. A. 
Daley, a well-to-do Jennieon man, shot 
his wife last midnight. This morning 
he took poison and died while in charge 
of the officers. The woman may pos­
sibly recover. Last April Daley sent a 
letter to Major Swift of Chicago, saying 
he wanted a woman of mature years ■* 
a wife. The Major gave the missive to 
the newspapers as a literary cariosity. 
The result was that Daley received 
nearly five hundred answers from wo­
men who wanted a home.

Out of the lot Daley selected Mrs. 
Hattie Newton, a Chicago widow. Three 
months ago they were nutrried. Daley 
was seventy years old And his bride 
forty-five. Their life was unhappy. 
Daley became very jealous when his wife 
returned to Chicago for a long visit. 
They quarreled bitterly and finally 
zeperAted.

He forced his way into her bedcham­
ber, and pressing hte" army musket 
against her heart, fired''a# the women 
seized the musket end pushed it aside. 
The charge penetrated her right side. 
She staggered front the house in her 
nightgown and fell bleeding on the door­
steps of a neighbor’s house, where she 
was found. Daley was arrested, and as 
there is no jail in Jennison, he remained 
in custody of officers until morning, 
when he was to be taken to Grand 
Haven. Before taking the train be was 
allowed to enter a saloon and drink sev­
eral large glasses of beer. At the bar he 
fell backward in spasms. He said he 
had managed to slip Strvchnine into the 
beer unperceived, and he died in a few 
minutes.

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A FATAL FROLIC.

ÇtifçniNATi, Aug, 6,—Four persons 
were burned to death about 3 o’clock 
this morning in a frame dwelling on 
Elm street, opposite Charles street. 
The names of the victims are: Ezra 
Rouse, Arthur Gath, Nellie Bennett, 
Roy Carr. The fire started from the ex­
plosion of a gasoline stove. The build­
ing was a two story frame.

Otto Adler kept an all-night restaur­
ant in the lower story of the house in 
which the three men and one woman 
perished. There were seventeen men 
and women in one room on the second 
story of the house. The occupants of the 
building refuse all information. None 
of the dead were burned. They were 
suffocated from the fire iu the adjacent 
rooms. The only exit for escape was 
blocked by a bath tap set on end at the 
head of the stairway. The smoke came 
from an adjacent room, where the fire 
was soon extinguished.

It seems that it was a wedding frolic, 
in which Gnth, one of the dead men, 
was the bridegroom, and the daughter of 
Landlord Adler was the bride. The 
celebrants of the wedding used beer and 
cigarettes very freely, and it is now sup­
posed that cigarettes started the fire 
and that beer, caused the somnolence 
which, with the up-ended bath tab, was 
the indirect causes of the fatality.

1TO HONOR THE PREMIER. VERY WARM IN LONDON.
London, Aug. 7.—The long spell of 

hot weather was broken by severe thun­
der storms on Thursday and Friday, in 
which several persons were killed and a 
number of buildings damaged and crope 
sustained serious injury.

The thermometer registered 90 on 
Wednesdav in London, and at Cambridge 
the heat was 18 degrees above the aver­

STEAMERS TO SIBERIA.

San Francisco, Aug. 6.—According to 
the statement of two distinguished Rus­
sians, guests at the Palace hotel, arrange­
ments are being made to pnt on a power­
ful line of steamships between San Fran­
cisco and Vladivostock, the eastern ter­
minus of theTrans-Siberian railway, and 
it is asserted that the new Russian line 
will be in operation probably within a 
year, or at least long before the comple­
tion of the big rail line across Siberia.

The visitors are Kir Alexeieff, who hae 
been ordered to Korea as the representa­
tive of the Imperial Russian Minister of 
Finance, with the title of Counsellor of 
State, and hie assistant, Lieutenant Gar­
field, who until recently has filled the 
position of secretary in the Department 
of Communications, of which Prince 
Hillhpff, who visited San Francisco in 
an official capacity last year, is the pre­
siding minister.

“ If the plane are not already matured 
for the steamship line between San 
Francisco and Vladivostock, they will be 
in the very near future,” said Lieuten­
ant Garfield when seen at the Palace. 
‘‘It is now finally decided that the 
Trans-Siberian railway will run through 
Manchuria, and will have a terminus at 
some point where an open harbor is to 
be had throughout the year. There will 
also be a terminus at Vladivostock, and 
it is expected that the port will do a 
large business with San Francisco even 
before the line is completed across the 
country.

Mr. Clarke for many 
years was a miner in Cariboo, where, he 
states, the creek claims were limited to 
100 feet, except in cases where the chan­
nel was narrow, when the width of the 
ground might be 300 feet. And these 
were all deep diggings, and even if in 
one or two cases richer ground was 
struck in Cariboo than any yet reported 
from Klondyke, the tremendous amount 
of work involved in getting at the pay 
dirt in the former makes comparisons as 
to the richness of the two localities out 
of the question. “ If all they sav is true,
Klondyke claims mast be worth much 
more than an equal quantity of ground 
in Cariboo even in the latter’s palmiest 
days, and yet they propose to make the 
claims five times as large.”

James Holroyd, who is well known 
to all old-timers as a miner of experi­
ence, though that there would be very 
little left for the prospector if the new 
laws were carried out.

Hon. Robert Beaven, another old Cari­
boo miner of the olden days, said.
“ Five hundred feet is too big a piece of 
ground to give any man particularly 
of such ground, and I don’t see what he 
could do with it when he had it. The 
royalty proposed to be collected is a most 
ridiculous proposition and it will simply 
mean the driving of prospectors out of 
the country and into Alaska. As to the 
reserving of alternate claims the idea is 
too foolish to discuss. I don’t see where 
the ministers’ could have got their ideas.”

W. H. Lessee, who spent some time in 
Cariboo a short time ago, was of opinion 
that to give 500 feet to each miner would 
be simply foolishness. “Just fancy a 
piece of land 500 feet long across the 
channel of the creek from rim rock to 
rim rock, and try to figure ont how long 
it will take any man to work over the 
ground where it is all frozen as solid al­
most as bed rock. The only place I 
know of where they charge a royalty is 
in British Gniana but there, there is bat 
one way of getting out of the mines 
which is down a river, so that the gov­
ernment manage to collect the royalty 
all right—and 20 per cent at that. If a 
rate of five per cent, had been made 
there would perhaps have been a fair 
chance of deriving a good revenue from 
the new mines, but they cannot begin to 
carry out the law as it is supposed to 
stand.”

THE SPOKANE WAY.

While the newspapers of the neigh­

boring cities of the United States are 
filled with grievous complaints because 
their residents coming to prospect the 
rich Canadian mines are required, like 
everybody else, to pay duty on tbe sup­
plies they bring in with them, the fol­
lowing story shows how meanly Cana­
dians are treated across the border. It 
is from the Kaslo Kootenaiian :

“ There has been a good deal of com­
ment around town during the last few 
days over the fact that W. R. McRae, 
foreman of the Kootenay Electric Com­
pany, of Kaslo, was refused permission 
to work in Spokane because he happened 
to be a Canadian. The facts are as fol­
lows :

“ An armature in one" of the com­
pany’s dynamos burned out, and McRae 
was despatched with it to Spokane to 
have it repaired. He went first to the 
Edison company, but as the company 

too busy with other work to attend 
to it for him, McRae took the machinery 
to the street railway shops. Here he 
was told that he could wind the arma­
ture, but that he would have to do the 
work himself. He took off his coat and 
began to strip tbe armature, bat after 
he had been at work a short time a 
representative of the company’s em­
ployes waited on him and told him that 
he would have to stop, because by work­
ing there he was breaking the alien 
labor law.

“McRae explained the circumstances^ 
He pointed out that he was not there' 
under contract, but had simply brought 
the armature in to be repaired and 
wonld return with it in a few days to 
Kaslo. The man went away muttering. 
Two days later another deputation wait­
ed on McRae and told him he must 
either stop work or leave the country. 
McRae’s protests were all in vain, and 
at last he had to give in. After some 
delay and difficulty he procured a com­
petent man to attend to the job and left 
for home.

“Tbe incident has not only caused 
comment, bnt considerable indignation 
even among the Americans themselves 
who are resident in Kaslo. There ie 
nothing in the United States labor law 
to warrant the interpretation put upon 
it in Spokane, and even if there were, 
no man with an atom of common sense 
could see in the incident anything but a

“ THE STICKEEN TERRITORIES.”

To the Editor :—With regard to vour 
most timely article in this morning’s 
paper on the Stickeen Territories and 

quotations therein given of the para­
graph of 1862 order-in-council and the 
declaration made upon confederation, 
there is no room for donbt that the 
Lieutenant-Governor of British Colum­
bia is Governor of the Stickeen as a 
Crown colony. After the passage of the 
B.N.A. Act and confederation thereun­
der, nothing less than an act of the Im­
perial parliament could undo such an 
order. The province had ne power to 
yield Up the administration of the Stic­
keen ; indeed so imbedded round hae the 
right become with what has happened 
eince, it ie very hard to say how it could 
be shorn off irom the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernorship. The drafting of the would- 
be saving clause of 1871 need not trouble 
us, as that clearly was only put in by 
one who could not trust himself one way 
or the other.

The Legislative Assembly of" British 
Columbia, however, has no footing in 
this question, though the Lieutenant- 
Governor, as such governor, can bring 
in onr mining laws, or any mining laws, 
by proclamation in the Gazette, with 
such alterations or otherwise as he may 
deem meet. But to make anything 
binding me whole will have to be pro­
claimed word for word ; and the sooner 
this power is wielded the better. Those 
who sleep on their rights are likely to 
lose them ; and our lieutenant-governor­
ship is not so overrun with crown colony 
franchises that it can afford to cast them 
aside. There is yet time, but it is now' 
or never.

San Francisco, Aug. 6.—Speaking of 
the Klondyke output of gold, the chief 
clerk of the mint said : “ All the gold 
brought to this city from the Klondyke 
mines does not exceed $800,000, and all 
that has been taken out this year and 
sent to the other mints in the country 
does not exceed $2,000,000.

J. C. Butler, of the Pullman Car Com­
pany, is in receipt of a letter from R. P. 
Taylor, a financial broker in Seattle. A 
few days ago Mr. Taylor received a let­
ter from some men whom he had sent 
to the Klondyke section last spring, 
which informs him that every claim 
within 150 miles of Dawson City has 
been taken up, and men are rushing all 
over the country looking for locations. 
It says that starvation and hardships 
stare many of them in the face.

Portland, Maine, Aug. 6.—Captain 
Miles Blandish, of Montreal, who has 
been spending the summer in Alaska, 
knows all about the Clondyke gold craze. 
His advice to intending prospectors is 
“ don’t.” In a letter received here to­
day he says that the situation in the 
Klondyke is not very dissimilar to other 
gold fields. The yellow metal is there, 
but it does not lie around on the ground 
in chunks awaiting to be scooped up. 
It can only be secured by patient and 
uncommonly laborious placer mining, 
interspersed with many weary miles of 
tramping around from pocket to pocket. 
He further says that the journey to the 
“diggings” from Juneau is an enterprise 
calculated to appal the stoutest heart. 
Beyond all this, starting now, it will be 
winter soon in that region, and anyone 
who starts must stop over at Juneau, or 
somewhere else, until next May. There 
is not food in Alaska to keep the people 
for a month. He drops a hint that the 
larger part of the Klondyke is in Cana­
da without “ stretching the elastic boun­
dary line one single inch,” and says that 
the Dominion police will have something 
to say about the Yankees coming over 
there and taking away all the gold.

for adventure and take a chance at 
making independent fortunes in the riv­
ers and creeks of Alaska in the spring.

San Francisco, Aug. 4.—Samuel Par­
ker. who was minister of foreign affairs 
in Queen Liliuokalani’s cabinet, arrived 
from Honolulu on the Belgic. He said :.

She will then be 
ready to negotiate with Japan, England 
or any other country. About one-fourth 
of the population of the islands is Jap­
anese, many of them soldiers, it is 
rumored.

[From Th* duly Colonist, August 8.1 snow and ice of dazzling whiteness, and 
below still, a beautiful lake, with azure 
water and the edges covered with ice. If, 
as it appears reasonable, we consider 
that lake—Crater lake—as the source of 
the Yukon, then it is a remarkable co­
incidence that I saw the Yukon the first 
time this year on the same feast that I 
did in 1877, the feast of St. Anne, 
care was needed to pass the snow and 
ice, which formed a steep incline from 
the edge of the mountain to the edge of 
the lake. A single misstep would have 
sent us sliding down, and once started 
there was no possibility of stopping be­
fore reaching the edge of the lake, 3,000 
feet below. Fortunately, by extreme 
caution, we avoided all accidents and 
got safely over the dangerous spot. We 
had scarcely got over the summit before 
we met two white men returning for 
their sled, which wë had noticed a few 
minutes before. These two miners had 
been abandoned before reaching the 
summit by their Indian packers, and 
were now themselves attending to their 
own packing and, as I afterwards saw, 
they got along remarkably well. After 
marching down the hill, either on the 
bank of the river that flows out of Cra­
ter lake or at a short distance from it, 
we reached the ehores of a small lake— 
Linderman lake—some eight miles long 
by one mile wide, and camped at the 
mouth of the river we had been following 
all day long. It was about 3 p.m. 
when we reached the lake, having 
made in a little less than three days a 
trip of only thirty-three^ miles from 
Healey’splace,atthe mouth of the Dayay. 
Next day a serious disappointment 
happened to us. Antoine Provot, who 
had followed us from Juneau and on 
whom we relied to help us in building a 
raft, left us, and disappeared without 
saying a word. Fortunately three of the 
miners with whom we had travelled,

The time for the tide, eight hours and 
twenty-four minutes, is the best for the 
century that has yet been made in west­
ern Canada, the record hitherto having 
rested at 8.69, as placed last year by 
Petticrew and Bush of the "Victoria fire 
department. These two thorough sports­
men had intended taking part in yester­
day’s run, but caught the infectious gold 
fever before the eventful day arrived, 
and are now on their way to the Klon- 
dyke. What Charley Bush will say, and 
Petticrew endorse when the news that the 
record is theirs no longer, their friends 
can approximately “opine.” Should 
they return millionaires in a year or two 
it is pretty safe to say that not a week 
will see them settled in Victoria before 
they have another try at the distance in 
the hope of recovering the lost honors.

In the meantime Campbell’s perform­
ance is entitled to all praise as oneof the 
most sportsmanlike rides in the Coast 
history of cycling, his riding unpaced so 
steadily and for so long a distance, pro­
nouncing him a very demon for hard 
work. He is fortunate in the possession 
of a sound and strong frame, unweaken­
ed by any indulgences, and when a

baggage. The arrangement wae, 
that as soon as the miners had 
reached their new camping-place, 
the boat would undergo a thorough 
overhauling, and after being made 
watertight and safe should be brought 
back to my camp to load our baggage 
and to make a definite start down the 
lakes and the Yukon. During my lone­
ly stay at that camp on the shores of 
Lake Bennet nothing remarkable oc­
curred, except a visit I received from 
four miners who had travelled overland 
thirteen days from the Salmon river, 
being nearly starved to death. I gave 
them supper, as many provisions as 
they needed to reach Juneau, and they 
left, very grateful indeed, one particu­
larly, who hailed from Ireland, and 
whose name was Harrington. It wae 
nothing but shortness of provisions that 
drove them from their camping ground. 
Their prospects were good, but the water 
remained too high to allow them 
much work in the shape of min­
ing. They said they intended to 
return next spring a little earlier than 
they had done this year. To complete 
my account of my lonely stay at camp 
No. 3 on the lakes I must say that I 
availed myself of the absence of others 
to subject toy clothing to a close inspec­
tion. So Saturday, August 14, was a 
general washing day, not only the altar 
Imen, but towels, handkerchiefs, etc., 
underwent a thorough cleansing. If 
you had seen my clothespins yon would 
lave been very much amused; some of 
them burst. But, of coarse, my discom­
fiture was all to myself. Monday, August 
14, was a general mending daÿ. I had 
to remain under my blankets to subject 
some of my clothing to necessary re­
pairs ; perfectly safe from any intruders 
visit. I hope you will pardon me the 
minuteness of these private details. They 
serve at any rate to give a completp de­
scription of a missionary’s life in a new 
country.

From this lake an impetuous torrent 
rushes foaming through a narrow chan­
nel and empties into Linderman lake, 
which is fed also by another river farther 
west. There is a northwest current in 
this lake plainly visible, and it finds its 
outlet through a narrow pass in which 
the water furiously dashes over rocks 
and flows into another lake called Ben­
nett lake. The river forming the link 
between Bennett lake and Linderman 
lake is less than a mile long. It is not 
safely navigable and is consequently 
avoided by a portage called Perrier 
Portage. Lake Bennett, some 20 miles 
long, discharges itself through a short 
river into Tahko (Taka) lake, and this 
one into Mars lake, after which the river 
runs swiftly through narrow canyons 
until it reaches Lake Le barge. Past 
Lake Lebarge the river follows a uniform 
coarse, receiving several very large 
tributaries, until after uniting itself with 
Stewart river, it definitely receives the 
name Yukon and flows placidly toward 
the Behring Sea. Before receiving 
Stewart river it is called several names 
among the minef9>tke favorite one being 
Lewis. I left our camp and our party 
at the head of Linderman lake in a 
small canoe with two Indians, to 
remain at the foot of the 

lake, some six miles distant, 
and to keep an eye on the baggage 
which those Indians had already con­
veyed there in their canoes.

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BLIGHTED BY HEAT.REVIEW OF BUSINESS. MB. WILKINSON’S SCHEME.DEALING WITH YUKON. Montreal, Ang. 3.—C. H. Wilkinson, 
Canadian representative of the British 
Yukon Mining, Trading & Transporta­
tion Company, which company re­
ceived incorporation in Ottawa a few 
weeks ago, said that it is the intention 
of his company to proceed at once with 
the construction of a railroad connecting 
the Yukon with the Coast. The road 
will be built from deep sea water at the 
head of Lynn Canal, an arm of the 
Behring Sea, across the White Pass, to 
the headwaters of the Yukon, a dis­
tance of 500 miles.

The British Yukon Mining, Trading & 
Transportation Company was organized 
in London about two years ago. Its 
capitalization is £1,000,000, and the 
shareholders are all wealthy English­
men, including prominent bankers and 
fifteen members of the British House of 
Commons. Mr. Wilkinson stated that 
the company had asked the Dominion 
government to guarantee 3 per cent, in­
terest on its debentures to the extent of 
£1,500,000, which amount is the esti­
mated cost of construction of the road 
through the White Pass. The govern­
ment has not yet returned a definite re­
ply to the request. But, irrespective of 
any action that the Dominion govern­
ment may take, Mr. Wilkinson declares 
that his company is going ahead with 
the work, and will start to build the 
wagon road as soon as the season opens 
next spring.

The construction of a railroad from 
the coast to the Yukon through the 
White Pass, it is declared, would not 
present many engineering difficulties. 
The engineers who have been surveying 
the route say that the gradient will be 
only about 300 feet, spread over a dis­
tance of 25 miles, or 12 feet to the mile, 
not by any means an excessive grade. 
Mr. Wilkinson does not think, however, 
that the road could be built except at 
extravagant cost in less time than two 
years, on account of the shortness of the 
summer season, when operations could 
be economically conducted.

Topeka, Kan., Aug. 2.—Specials from 
every corn-producing county in the state 
show that this year’s Kansas corn crop 
will not be over 60 per cent, of last 
year’s. Hot winds have withered the 
product in the southern half of the state, 
and few fields will average over fifteen 
bushels to the acre. In the southern 
tier of counties, except in the eastern 
portion, there will be no corn. In the 
northern belt, north of the Kansas river, 
though needing rain, corn has not shown 
the least sign of drouth, and will make 
a full crop If relief comes within a 
week. No hot winds have blown there. 
The reports show that to-day has 
the coolest for a week and Sunday the 
hottest. Yesterday the thermometer 
stood at from 108 to 111 in the central 
part of the state, and there is no crop 
there.

Hopkinsville, Ky., Aug. 2. — Five 
deaths from intense heat have occurred 
here within the past two days.

Kansas City, Mo., Aug. 2.—After days 
of over 100 degrees of heat, the highest 
temperature recorded to-day by the gov­
ernment observer at Kansas City was 99 
at 4 o’clock p.m., and the conditions in­
dicate somewhat cooler weather to-mor­
row.

St. Louis, Aug. 2.—The hot weather 
continues. The difference of tempera­
ture to-day with that of the 
days was slight, but the atmos 
dryer and there was not such suffering 
as on Saturday, and Sunday. Ninety- 
seven in the shade was the highest point 
registered by the weather bureau to-day.

It 
was denied that the Indians are being 
crowded out of their licenses, as stated. 
It was thought that an inspection might 
inspire confidence in the English market ; 
but if an inspector were appointed, hie 
duties should be exactly defined, so that 
he would not hamper the cannere. Prof. 
Prince said he thought that in 1898 there 
would be a large hatchery established 
on the Fraser river.

Toronto, Aug. 5.—R. G. Dun, & Co.’s 
weekly statement of trade in Canada
says:
fruitful in rumors of failures which un­
fortunately have had only too much 
foundation, the suspension of three mod­
erately large wholesale concerns being 
practically a fact. With regard to two 
of these failures, however, no extended 
complications are likely to follow. The 
4th of August, somewhat a heavy day in 
the dry goods trade, has not panned out 
as well as expected, so far as can be 
judged at the moment, although some 
returns from distant points have yet to 
be received. Haying operations in the 
country have been much delayed by the 
frequent rains of the past two weeks and 
are yet uncompleted in many sections. 
The crop, though turning out larger 
than at first calculated, will suffer in 
quality to some extent. Grain promises 
well; also roots. Cheese exports con­
tinue heavy, with prices fairly main­
tained.

The feeling in wholesale business 
circles at Toronto is rather better than 
that reported a week ago. The weather 
generally has been favorable for harvest. 
The damage reported to crops through 
the late excessive rains has not been as 
serious as many anticipated, and the 
dry weather of the following few days 
enabled farmers to get in a large portion 
of the outstanding grain in good con­
dition. Toronto merchants have conse­
quently been filling orders for staple 
dry goods with more confidence 
general outlook is encouraging. A large 
business is reported with the Northwest, 
where harvesting has already begun, 
and a good yield is expected.

In hardware and metals there is a fair 
movement, but less activity tuan a fort­
night ago. Leather is moderately active 
and firm. A good advance is noted in 
the price of wheat. New wheat is sell­
ing at Ontario points West at 73 cents 
and old at 75 and 76 cents. The quota­
tions are 10 cents more than the prices a 
year ago. Manitoba wheat is scarce, 
with small stocks in this province, and 
high prices consequently are asked, fully 
20 cents per bushel above those of a year 
ago. Farmers are hopeful and in better 
spirits. Money is circulating more free­
ly and payments are generally reported 
good.

Money is easy, with call loans at 8% 
to 4 per cent, and prime, commercial 
paper discounted at 6 per cent. Specu­
lation on the Toronto Stock Exchange 
continues good and values are generally 
firm Toronto Railway, Toronto Elec­
tric, Assurance stocks, C.P.R. and Cable 
are the favorites- 
week have been 29 as against 32 for 
the same week laet year.

London, Aug. 5.—Dispatches from 
Athens and Constantinople show that 
there has been no notable change in the 
situation as to the peace negotiations to­
day. King George, this afternoon had a 
long conference With Monon, the Rus­
sian minister, and it is understood that 
the peace conference has arranged for 
the appointment by the powers of three 
delegates to control the revenues as­
signed to the service of the Greek 
debt. The Porte is negotiating a loan 
covering the evacuation of Thessaly. The 
ambassadors propose that the indemnity 
should be paid in four yearly instal­
ments of one million pounds. The Turk­
ish government wants the evacuation to 
occupy the same period and wishes to 
hold Volo until it has been paid. Ger­
many demands that Turkey shall be 
allowed to hold the districts of Trikhala 
and Tyrnavo until the indemnity has 
been paid. England strongly opposes 
this. Turkey’s prompt abandonment of 
the proposal to send the Turkish fleet to 
Crete is significant of her attitude when­
ever the powers take a bold and united 
stand.

In the House of Commons this even­
ing Mr. Goschen, first lord of the ad­
miralty, in reply to a question, said it 
was true as reported that the admiral 
of the international fleets had decided to 
exclude the Turkish fleet from Cretan 
waters, and he added : “ Their action 
is not disapproved by Her Majesty’s 
government.”

Constantinople, Aug. 6.—Turkish 
government officials are now manifesting 
a desire to expedite a settlement of the 
peace negotiations. This is owing to the 
straightened state of the exchequer, ren­
dering it impossible, under present cir­
cumstances, to contract a new loan, be­
cause of the unhealthy condition of the 
troops in Thessaly, where many are dy­
ing, and for political reasons. The at' i- 
tude of Bulgaria, Servie and-Montenegro 
is regarded as threatening.

Ottawa, Ang. 5.—The reorganization 
of the department of militia will take 
place this month, and a saving of a great 
many thousands of dollars will be effected 
in the annual expenditure. The reor­
ganization affects the accountant’s 
branch, the stores branch and the engi­
neering and military branch. The pres­
ent accountant, Mr. O’Meara, who has 
been 36 years in the department, will 
be retired. In the stores branch, Col. 
John Macpheraon, who has spent a 
great many years in the service, and 
who is now over the age limit, will be 
retired. His place will not be filled, 
but Col. Macdonald, next in that branch, 
will perform theduties. Theduties willnot 
be so onerous, because a complete change 
in the system in regard to stores will be 
made, and quartermaster-general will 
have new duties laid upon him. The 
architect’s, or engineering branch has 
been reorganized, and the services of the 
various departmental architects in dif­
ferent cities of the Dominion are dis­
pensed with. Mr. Paul Wetberby, of 
Halifax, will be the chief architect and 
engineer, assisted by Mr. Mansell. The 
deputy-minister, Col. Fanet, yesterday 
left for a holiday. A report has been 
published that Col. Panel, who is 67 
years old, will be .superannuated, but 
there is no truth in it.

DEPRESSION IN AGRICULTURE.
London, August 4.—The Royal com­

mission on agriculture has issued a re­
port suggesting various palliatives for 
the existing depression, which the com­
mission attributes mainly to the general 
and persistent fall in prices and to for­
eign competition, which is not likely to 
abate. The commissioners are very much 
divided In opinion with reference to a 
remedy for falling prices. Ten of them, 
including the Right Hon. Henry Chap­
lin, president of the local government 
board, and Right Hon. Walter Hume 
Long, M.P., sign a supplementary re­
port declaring their belief that 
tending to increase the value of silver 
would greatly assist agriculture, but no 
recommendation on this subject is signed 
by the commission as a whole.

The supplementary report expresses 
the opinion that depression prevails 
alike in protective and free trade coun­
tries, and that heavy protective duties 
when imposed_in Germany and France 
failed to give* either country security 
against depression ; and it suggests that 
the reason for universal depression may 
be found in the great monetary changes 
made in Europe and in the United 
Stales in 1873 and 1874. Since the 
only countries which appear to be free 
from such depression are India and 
Argentina, the framers of the supple­
mentary report contend that a prima 
facie case is established for the assertion 
that the depression is the outcome of the 
appreciation of gold'and of the diver­
gence in the value of metals, which gives 
an artificial advantage to producers in 
the silver countries.

While suggesting the abandonment of 
the gold standard the signera of the sup­
plementary report, propose an inter­
national conference to- arrange for the 
opening of mints abroad and in India 
and the restoration of silver, either 
wholly or partially, to the position it 
occupied prior to 1873. In conclusion 
the supplementary report invites the 
government to give effect to the resolu­
tion adopted by parliament in February, 
1895, in favor of such conference.

KLONDYKERS BARRED.
Chicago, Aug. 3.—The Chicago agent 

of the Travelers’ Insurance Company of 
Hartford, Conn., has received instruc­
tions from the home office not to insure 
persons going to tha Klondyke region. 
It is a risk that the company does not 
desire to take on account of the extreme 
extra hazard, and because, when deaths 
take place, the difficulty of obtaining the 
facts makes the settlement of claims too 
difficult to be practicable.

Inquiry develops that many of the life 
and accident insurance companies have 
issued positive instructions to their gen­
eral agents in the United States and Ca­
nada against assuming any risk upon the 
lives of any persons contemplating a visit 
to the Klondyke.

Mr. Harris, the manager of the New 
York Life Insurance Company, has re­
ceived no instructions that prohibit him 
from issuing a permit to policy holders 
in that company to visit the Klondyke, 
but he says that he has instructions to 
accept no applications for either an in­
crease of insurance or new polities.

The companies carrying accident risks 
are even more particular than many of 
those assuming life risks. They go on 
the theory that the trip overland to 
Alaska is fraught with more dangers to 
life and limb from accident than from 
disease.

SIR WILFRID INCREDULOUS.
London, Aug. 4.—The Paris corre­

spondent of the Daily Mail has had an 
interview with Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the 
Dominion Premier, on the subject of the 
opening up of the Klondyke region, and 
he represents Sir Wilfrid as declaring 
that the reports of the inrush of miners 
must be greatly exaggerated. Sir Wil­
frid would not say whether there would 
be trouble over the matter between the 
Dominion government and the U. 8. 
but at any rate there could be no diffi­
culty on the score of the frontier, as this 
was precisely marked, and the gold 
fields lay within Canadian territory. 
There wae no doubt, however, he said, 
that they ran into Alaska, and gold 
would be found over a vast extent of 
these regions. For the next fifteen 
years the locality would be, in his 
opinion, the great gold mining centre of 
the world.

sNANAIMO.
Protection Island shaft, one of the 

working pits of the New Vancouver Coal 
Mining and Land Co., Ltd., has shut 
down, throwing 200 men out of employ­
ment.

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THE COAL STRIKE.

%Pittsburg, Aug. 4.—-The striking min- 
ere gained another victory at Plum Creek 
this morning by inducing 20 more dig­
gers to join the ranks. This leaves the 
mine working with about half the force 
of yesterday. A complete closing of the 
mine may be expected in a few days. 
The march to Plum Creek was com­
menced at 1 o’clock this morning by 
campers as the Central school bouse. 
They were reinforced by large bodies 
from Sandy and Turtle creeks. The 
combined forces arrived at the mine at 
3 a.m., remaining until 6 o’clock, when 
they marched back to camp, taking with 
them in triumph 20 diggers who came 
out.

THE DROP IN SILVER
London, Aug. 5.—The Times, in the 

financial comments this morning, admits 
its inability to explain the persistent 
weakness of silver, but thinks it due per­
haps to a well-grounded belief that the 
results of the American bimetallic com- 
misssion headed by Senator Wolcott 
are not likely to prove satisfactory to 
silverites in the United States. The 
Times adds : “ Even those who disap­
prove the closing of the Indian mints 
are not prepared to support a demand 
for opening the mints, because re-open­
ing now would involve a worse evil than 
continuing the new state of affairs which 
their closing has created. Moreover, it 
cannot be denied that the policy has 
been successful inasmuch as it has kept 
the exchange of the rupee at a level 
much above its melting value, and 
though this means that the rupee is no 
longer a standard coin, which is an evil, 
it greatly helped the Indian government 
in making provisions for the extraordin­
ary difficulties caused by the famine and 
plague.”

London, Aug. 6.—The Standard in its 
financial article referring to silver says : 
“ It is difficult to see where the decline 
will stop, resulting as it does chiefly 
from the extent to which the forced 
liquidation of holdings of American 
speculators have yet to be carried. Since 
Japan threw silver over there has been 
no outlet for the production of the 
mines. India might re-open her mint 
and relieve the monetary stringency in 
all her markets but her position is so 
bare financially that she must borrow 
money with which to do that. Nothing, 
therefore, is likely to be done. The 
market must just find its level.”

.JAPAN’S FOREIGN RELATIONS.
J. N. Walker, who is to be superinten­

dent and metallurgist of the Pilot Bay 
smelter, has arrived here from Everett, 
Wash. The smelter will not be ready for 
operation before 60 days, as the plant 
needs considerable repairing and reno­
vating. The Bine Bell will not be- 
worked for a while. The smelter will 
run on Ainsworth, Slocan and Roasland 
ore.

London, Aug. 4.—According to the 
Paris correspondent of the Daily Mail, 
the Japanese ambassador to France, 
Sone Arasuke, has explained, in the 
coarse of an interview, the subject mat­
ter of the forthcoming arrangement be­
tween Japan and Hawaii. The ambas­
sador said :

“ The arrangement will deal only with 
the question oï indemnity for breaches 
of contract. There is no suggestion of 
arrangement with the United States, be­
cause Japan does not recognize that the 
United States has any right in Hawaii.”

The ambassador said also that the 
Dingley tariff would ruin Japan’s great 
and growing trade with the United 
States in carpets and mats, and he pro­
tested against placing prohibitive duties 
upon goods for which there is no corres­
ponding industry in the United States.

- iTHE WIRELESS TELEGRAPH.
New York, Aug 2.—A special to the 

World from London says that Marconi, 
inventor of the “ wireless telegraph,” 
has just reached the Soudan, where a 
trial of the invention will be made. In 
an interview Marconi said :

*• The greatest distance which we have 
been able to transmit messages by tele­
graph without wires is twelve miles. 
Bnt that by no means is the limit of the 
instruments. It simply signifies that 
existing appliances are not perfect. At 
SpeeM I sent messages without wires 
from the San Bartolomeo arsenal to the 
warship San Martine, twelve miles ont 
in the harbor, without difficulty and 
with absolute accuracy. It was done be­
fore the royal commission. Official ex­
periments will be renewed when I re­
turn to Italy in September. I have suc­
cessfully experimented at the Italian 
ministry of marine and at the quirinal 
before the King and Queen.”

The corporation of Nelson has not 
closed with the Canada Permanent 
Loan & Savings Society for the sale 
of the public works debentures. Die 
society offered 96 per cent, of the face 
value of the corporation bonds, or (48,000 
net for the (50,000 bonds at 5 per cent. 
This was satisfactory to the city, but 
when the mayor and the loan com­
pany’s agent got down to details the 
loan company sought to add its solicitor’s 
charges for examining into the validity 
of the loan issue. The corporation re­
fused to entertain any such proposition 
in connection with a net offer.

Wheeling, W. Va., Aug. 4.—Except 
in the Fairmont region, the strike lead­
ers are losing courage. At Fairmont the 
tie-up promised by Organizer Rae has 
not materialized. In Kanawha valley 
all the mines but one are working. On 
the Norfolk W estera the strike has en­
tirely disappeared. The Eastern Ohio 
miners are getting hungry, and have so­
liciting committees out with wagons 
scouring for food. The people are con­
tributing liberally, and the secretary and 
treasurer thinks they can hold out a 
month at least.

DISORDERS IN PORTUGAL.
London, Aug. 4.—A dispatch to the 

Daily Mail from Madrid describee a very 
vrave state of affairs in Portugal. Ac­
cording to this correspondent the Portu­
guese government is setting the consti­
tution at defiance and adopting the most 
stringent and repressive measures. The 
police, without legal warrants, enter pri­
vate dwellings at all honrs of theday and 
night, ransack them, secure property and 
march the owners off to prison on the 
most trifling or utterly unfounded 
charges. A veritable reign of terror is 
established, and it is the popular belief 
that the government contemplates pas­
sing its obnoxious financial legislation 
by means of a coup d’etat. So severe 
are the repressive measures adopted by 
the government that, in the opinion of 
the Daily Mail’s correspondent, one is 
likely to occur.

A dispatch to the Daily Mail from 
Rome says that King Humbert is in 
daily correspondence with his sister, the 
Queen Dowager of Portugal, on the sub­
ject of the present disturbance, and he 
has instructed the Italian minister at 
Lisbon, Count Gerbaix de Sonnaz, to 
render all assistance in his power to the 
royal family in case an emergency should 
arise. The Italian government has 
placed two men-of-war under special 
orders to proceed to Lisbon.

of French naval expenditure is followed 
by the Italian government with the 
greatest interest.

A POET ASSASSINATED. London, Aug. 4.—The Times’financial 

article on the aspects of the money mar­
ket says this morning : “ At length there 
are signs in New York that the money 
market is beginning to feel the effect of 
the constant heavy purchases of Ameri­
can securities, and it looks as if we were 
within measureable distance of the end 
of cheap money in New Yiork. The 
shipments of wheat and cotton this 
autumn will do little more than balance 
the indebtedness of the United States 
to Europe for heavy imports of wool and 
other similar products.”

London, Aug. 6.—A dispatch to the 
Daily Mail from Vienna reports that the 
Bulgarian poet Constantinoff has been 
assassinated. It appears that he was mak­
ing a political tour with his friend 
Takoff, who is a strong opponent of the 
present cabinet and of the government 
of Prince Ferdinand. According to the 
dispatch the Bulgarian authorities gave 
orders for the assassination of Takoff, and 
the miscreants who were hired to carry 
out the instructions mistook the poet for 
their intended victim.

GRADING OF FLOUR.
New York, Aug. 4.—The flour trade 

of the N. Y. produce exchange will meet 
next Friday afternoon to consider the 
advisability of abolishing the present 
standard of grading all flours below ex­
tra No. 1 and inspecting flour merely as 
to its soundness and uniformity. In 
other words, flour now selling arbitrari­
ly by grade will be sold by sample as in 
most other markets of the country. By 
adopting this method it is expected to 
increase materially the volume of busi­
ness at this point. The trade as a whole 
is in favor of adopting the proposed 
rales.

The United States government has 

acted with excellent judgment in regard 
to the transit of goods across the narrow 
strip of land at the head of Lynn canal, 
although we suppose that in so doing it 
has made the Seattle people furious. 
The excellent folk down on the ;i5ound 
have been in a species of panic over, the 
matter. When told that the Canadian 
duties on foreign goods would be exacted 
they declared it to be all mere Victoria 
bluff, and went ou selling goods And as­
suring their innocent customers that 
they would never have to pay a dollar to 
custom house officers. When thèyx-eal- 
ized that the duties would be collected 
they sought to prevent' British5 Yèseele 
from carrying goods to Lynn cadaU It 
seems hardly •credible that anyonewould 
have gone to the length that th^y were 
ready to. When a number of'Séattle 
people bought goods in Seattle add'took 
them North on the Islander, Ae tffort 
was made by some Seattle people to have 
duties collected at Dyea upon those Am­
erican goods, on the ground that having 
been shipped from one United States 
port to another and having been carried 
a part of the distance in a British steam­
er, they were liable to duty if not to con­
fiscation. If they could have had their 
way the Seattle people would have had 
to pay the United States duties on their 
goods at Dyea and the Canadian duties 
at Lake Tagish, that is to 
say, double duty. They memorialized 
the Secretary of the Treasury, and made 
a great fuss generally. They wanted 
Dyea closed. In fact there wae hardly 
anything they did not want, except the 
legal and proper thing to be done. They 
clamored that they were not being ac­
corded equal rights, forgetful of the fact 
that they have no rights whatever in the 
premiees, but only certain privileges, 
which may be taken away from them at 
any marnent.

The whole matter now stands on a very 
sensible basis.

Mr. Henry Saunders, of this city, has 
with great enterprise issued the follow­
ing circular letter to those who may ask 
the advice of hie house as to the way to 
the riches of the Klondyke :

Victobia, B.C., Aug. 6, 1897.
Dear Sir:—Reply to your favor ot ,.K.

........inst., am pleased to be of service to
you. The best way at present to get into 
the Klondyke or Yukon Gold Fields is by 
steamer from this city to the mouth of the 
Stickeen river, where trans-shipment is 
made to river steamers. Mr. Sinclair evi­
dently made some slight mistake, as the 
route via Port Essington is not available at 
present.. Mr. George M. Dawson, C.M.G., 
chief of the Geographical Survey depart­
ment of the Dominion of Canada, says of 
the Stiskeen River: “ It is navigable for 
stern wheel steamers of light draught and 
good power to Glen ora—126 miles from 
Rothsay Point at its mouth, and under 
favorable circumstances to Telegraph Creek 
twelve miles further. The current is swift, 
but there are no rapids, properly so-called. 
The river usually opens tor navigation be­
tween April 20th and May 1st. The river 
generally freezes over before the end of No­
vember, although ice runs somewhat ear­
lier. On the low lands there is good graz­
ing for horses and cattle from April 20th to 
about December 1st.”

From Glenota or Telegraph creek, on 
Stickeen river to Teslin lake, the source of 
the Hoofe^inqua river, by trail,is about one 
hundred and fifty miles. The government 
of British Columbia have spent several 
thousands of 4<>llars on this trail this jam­
mer, and are now considering spending a 
large sum in making a thoroughly good 
road through a comparatively level coun­
try. A company has received a charter to 
build |a railway over ithis portion of the 
route, and it is expected that next season 
steamers will be plying on the Teslin lake, 
thence down the Hootalinqua and Lewis 
rivers to Klpndyke. Several of my friends 
are going in this way this month, and the 
best informed persons say they will reach 
their destination a long way ahead of those 
who have gone via Dyea.

One must at present take pack animals 
in to pack supplies over the 150 miles of 
trail between the Stickeen river and Teslin 
lake; there boats are built, and a clear 
passage made down Teslin lake, Hoota­
linqua and Stewart rivers. The distances 
are:
