call upon Mr. Hyde and present their
demand. When the meeting of the
agents was adjourned tonight this com-
mittee had net called uj Mr. Hyde,
nor had it reperted. the members
have bound themselves to secrecy, and
while no definite information was
given out, current talk had it that the
resolution had been mailed to Mr. Hyde
without comments. :

The agents went into. session at 11
a. m., and it was 3 p. m. before a re-
cess was taken for lunch. During this
period there was a warm debate over
the Hyde resolution and its construc-
tion. This resolutien the secretary of
the agents would met give out until
notified by the committee of five that
a copy had been served on Mr. Hyde.

When the recess was taken, Mr: Hyde
was informed that the committee of
agents would reach his office at 4
o'clock. He awalited its arrival in com-
pany with his personal counsel. At
5:30 the .committee had not appeared,
and Mr. Hyde, with his counsel, de-
parted.

the book was a success—it is o different!
Different indeed is this singular story
from the deluge of mowels which flood
]the counters of the boeksellers. Here
we have no so-called “historical” novel
with its swashbuckler heroes wading in
gore, and its thrilling “sitwations” and
| impossible characters. Wor have we in
’Mr, Harper’s absorbing book the tire-
some story of ‘“society” pepele exchang-
ing smart epigrams over their mere or
less nasty dinner tables. But we have
a story which grips the imagination and
holds the interest to the very last sen-
tence—long after the last semtence has
been read, in fact. Jn a pe
straightforward :and simple, and, there-
fore, convincing, way, Mr. Harper’s hero
| ——2 young medical man in London—tells
the startling tale, and so naturally do the
characters live and move and have their
being in these pages, so emoothly devel-
oped is the ever-increasing dramatic in-
terest of the plot,‘and so easily does one
situation grow out of the preceding one,
that one reads on and on and finally
lays down the book with a feeling of
wonder at the skill which has succeeded
in giving to a simply staggoerine theory
of human life the subtle plavsibility that
makes one take seriously se¢ revolution-
ary a hypothesis. Doubless the “unce
guid” will object to the book on the
ground that it advances a view of moral
responsibility that is certainly a bit up-
setting, but it will be easier for these
moralizing critics to denounce than to re-
fute the bold theories of Mr. Harper's
audacious young man. Whatever may
or may not be the final judgment on
“The Mortgage on the Brain,” Vincent
Harper has achieved at least this: He
has written a novel that compels notice
and that elicits either enthusiastic praise
or bitter attack. This means, of conrse,
that Mr. Harper's book is assured of
financial success, for it is a book that
must and will be talked about.  Every-
body will have to read it—in order to
take part in the merry war which it is
already creating all over.the country.

It piques the imagination in the same
way that “Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde”
does, and “The Masquerader,” but its
philosophy strikes ‘deeper and its note is
far bolder. “The Mortgage on the Brain”
is a strong book. If Vincent Harper
never writes another work, he has taken
Lis place among the successful novelists
with “The Mortgage on the Brain.” Bat
he will write more. In between the
busy hours given to his short stories he
is even now chiseling out the lines of a
compelling presentation of the warring
layers of present day society. The story
is called “The Crusts,” and gives the ob-
verse of the slfield which makes possible
the luxurious life of the millionaire-mer-
ger. The sweatshop chapters of “The
Crusts” are given with the bold strokes
of a Tolstoi or a Maxim Gorki.

REMAINS A MYSTERY.

No EVidence Available as to Cause of
‘the Tragedy on the Scout.

Kingston, Ont., April 19.—Captain
Allison, who was severely injured by
an explosion of acetylene on the gov-
ernment steamer Scout, died this morn-
ing. This makes the fourth victim of
the explosion. The investigation of
Coroner Mundell today confirms . the
likelthood of the deaths of Gillard and
Gouillard. Lessard, the engineer, testi-
fled that connections were all sure, that
Gillard had propertly fastened  them
and that the latter did not smoke; that
the buoys were not full, but the pres-
sure was twelve atmospheres. Acety-
lene gas, he said, would ignite if it came
into contact with cold air. How the
explosion occurred he could not coh-
ceive. Gillard was fixing the lamp on
the buoy when last seen, and was like-'
ly blown out of the cage in the top.
Gouillard was engaged in painting the
buoys at the time of the explosion. The
coroner this afternoon decided that an
Inquest was unnecessary, although he
will submit the éyidence to ‘the erown
attorney. The men who could ‘have
glven good' evidence are dead/ His

RAILWAYS IN CANADA.

The annpal report of the Minister of
Railways for Canada for the fiscal year
ending 30th June, 1904, has been receiv-:
ed. It.is one of the most interesting rail-
way reports that has yet been’published,
and, needless to say, that ng to the
increase of ra‘lways and general atten-
tion being paid to transportation mat-
ters, the latest .volume is by much the
largest. = The most complete statistics
are given in respect to railways, steam
and eleetric, and canals.

Owing to the interest taken in British
Columbia in the guestion of railways we
have extracted statistics relating to this |
Provinee, giving the length of line and
paid-up capital. The particulars in the
table following are taken largely from
the railway report, but are supplemented
by’ information from Poor’s Railway
Manual, and other publicatious, the clas-
sification being our own. The figures
given in the column of “Paid-up Capital”
are not all official. Tn this respect, it is
very difficult to arrive at exact returns.
Paid-up capital is taken to represent the
cost of the lines completed and equipped,
but in some instances, the returns are
not given. and in other instances the cost
of the railway is given exelusive of roll-
ing stock. However, ‘the following may.
be taken -as fairly accurate:

519 tons, an increase of 724,102 tons.
The total number of miles run by trains
was 61,312,002, an increase of 929,082.

The rolling stock comprised: For
passenger service, 2,149 ecars; for
freight service, 84,422, including 54,877
box and cattle cars; and for operation
and maintenance setvice, 4,157; making
a total of 90,728 cars. Of these 75,273
were - equipped with air brakes, and
80,685 were - fitted with automatic
couplers, an increase of 4,049 over the
previous year. The locomotives num-
bered 2,768.

The accident returns show a total of
395 persons killed, 25 being passengers,
192 employees and 178 others, and, in
addition, 1,405 injured, of whom 234

At the close of the fiscal year end-
ed June 30, 1904, there were 767 miles
of electric railways, including street
railways and trams, completed, of
which 745 miles were ldid with
steel rails, 188 miles being double
tracked.

RESULT OF FRENZIED FINANCE.
Harriman's Defeat in Northern Securi-
. ties Arose Through Equitable Row.
Chicago, April 17.—The retirement of
E. H. Harriman from the Northern Se-
curities board of directors was authori-
tatively explained today by a La Salle
street banker, who is high in the con-
fidence of eastern financiers. The state-
ment by the Chicago banker is to the
effect that early this week Harriman
sold to J. Pierpont Morgan and James
J. Hill_$20,000,000, par value, of North-
ern Securities stock at $175 a share,
and disposed of all his pefsonal inter-
ests in that big railroad combination.
His personal interest is aside, of
course, from the Union Pacific’s inter-
est in' Northern Securities.

If these reports of Harriman’'s sale
of his Securities stock and his losing
control of the Union Pacific be true, it
looks like a grand victory for the Hill-
Morgan party in the battle field of rail-
road finance, a victory to which the
Equitable scandal contributed probably
not a little. ¢
Mr. Harriman’s vigorous champion-
ship of young Hyde in the Equitable

With particular refer-
ence to onme of these recommendations in
which the ittee iders it Ty
to state.that the rules and regulations
with respect to the inspection of vessels
in Canada should be similar to all contigu-
ous Canadian ports, I do not quite under-
stand your réference.

HUNGARY STILL STANDS PAT. -

Solution of Ministerial Crisis in Aus-
tria Is Delayed.

Budapest, April 17.—The solution of
the ministerial crisis is delayed. The
united opposition shows no signs of
weakening in its demands or of disin-
tegration, and neither does the crown
give evidence of a tendency to with-
draw from its previous utterances or
attitude. The situation consequently
is serious, to say the least.

Hungary feels she is now combatting
Austria politically for the recognition
of certain external rights which mean
much to her national existence, the
loss of which would serjously threaten
her future independence and lead to a
state of affairs between Austria and
Hungary which Hungary could not ac-
cept with tranquility. Therefore, the
Hungarians are very likely to remain
firm, hoping to force certain conces-
sions from the crown, each one of
which would mean to increase the
Hungarian independence of Austria, as
well as a step toward ultimate com-
plete Hungarian national independence.
It is belleved in well-informed quar-
ters here that some compromise will be
reached /between Hungary and the
crown before the address comes up for
discussion, thus avoiding possible heat-
ed .debates, besides the necessity of
sending the address to the crown.

Canadian Paclﬂé Liner Sails—
Empress of China Is Due
Today.,

Tacoma’s Crew Among Passen-
gers—Jap Liners Cease to
Run.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Steamer ,Athenian, of the C. P. R.,
sailed for Yokohama and ports of the
Orient last night on schedule time. Un-
less flour can be classed as contra-
band of war, which is claimed, she car-
ried no contraband and, therefore, runs
little risk from Rojestvensky’s vessels
even if they reached the Japanese
coast waters when the C. P. R. liner
is due. The Athenian took heavy ship-
ments of flour, as all outward liners
are doing at this time.in view of the
war tax soon to be levied by Japan,
and a good cargo of general merchan-
dise.

Steamer Empress of China is due to-
day from the Orient, bringing a goodly
complement of passengers and an aver-
age cargo of silk and general Chinese
and Japanese merchandise, including
everything from soy to cigars, from tea
to opium.

The crew of the Tacoma had a try-
ing time after being caught in the ice
of Soya Straits. One of the men kept
a diary and some extracts from this
will tell of the ‘trying times. At times
the crew thought disaster must result
owing to the pressing of the ice.

“February 9—The prospects for get-
ting out of the ice are looking better,
as the ice seems to be moving slowly
to the east. The carpenter has fitted
one of the boats on a sled in case we
have to scramble over broken ice to
the shore.

“February 10—Yesterday there was a
great deal of excitement as to
a strong wind, the ice closed in on the
ship with a great deal of force. It
sounded like a thunderstormn most ef
the time, and it gave one sort of an
uncanny feeling, knowing how helpless
we were to stop the enormous forces
that kept the huge cakes of ice to a
kind of mush against the hull of the
vessel.

It is proposed to equip the
Twentieth Century Limited and Lake
Shore Limited trains so that passehgers
on them may send or receive messages
at any time, whether the train is stand-
ing still or running at the rate of fifty
miles an hour. Preliminary tests have
satisfied President Newman that this is
possible with the wireless system of tele-
graphy. To provide communication with
trains in motion is only part of the New
York Central’s plans. Experiments have
been made of the present automatic
block signals in combination with equip-
ment for wireless telegraphy, whereby
signals of danger have been given in tl}e
engine cabin.

Vincent Harper's. Unique Paychological
Novel it M At

local booksellers have been to a consid-
erable extent given over to the display
of . the new novel from . the complex
mental workshop of Vincent Harper, the
litterateur who has “found himself”
since drifting into Victoria -and quite
casunally becoming a resident, a year or
s0 ago. The public has in a way been
prepared for the character of Mr. Har-
per’s first offering in fiction, by the
tendencies displayed in the well-read
} products of his pen that have been
found between magazine covers at inter-
vals during many months past; and
here in Victoria will avail themselves of
the opportunity to become better ac-
quainted, with more than a general
interest. For the newly - discuvered
exponent of the weird and fascinating
in psychological analysis is * one of our-
selves”; he has at the same time been
rated comparable to Edgar Allen Poe in
his treatment of the strange vagaries of
mind and- individuality; and once
yond the introductory chapters of his
story—it is itself compelling and all else
is forgotten for the unfolding of the tale
itself.

It was crowded
with Chinese and Chinese smells. Both
came because of the trial. For sanitary

‘| reasons, however, the Chinese were ex-

cluded. The court was  littered with
doors,. barricades, gaming tables, stove,
alarm bell, and various impedimenta of
the gamblers. The Chinese pleaded not
guilty. Then some discussion took place
with regard to procedure, The magis-
trate said that as the place was barricad-
ed and there were other features which,
under the code, were practically prima
facie evidence, the onus of proving the
place was not a gaming house would fall
upon ‘the accused. Mr. Martin argued
contra. He held these things wonld not
be evidence until it was proven that an
unlawful game was being played.

Chief Langley was the first witness.
He described the raid and told of how
Constables Palmer and Fry clambered
pver fences through a skylight into a
gambling' house, where 25 Chinese were
gambling. He and Sergeant: Detective
Palmer went to the front and demanded
admittance. The doorkeepers said “No
sabee.” The constables operled the door
from the inside. The series of wooden
doors, with bars, steel doors, alarm bell
! with wire connecting with a button near
where the sentry stands to warn gamb-
lers when the police come, were desecrib-
ed, and produced as exhibits. The gam-
ing tables, with canvas covers, hanging
lamps, bankers’ sleeves, dominoes, China
. buttons, used in lieu of copper cash for
|pIaying fan-tan, and dice, were all de-
|

scribed and produced as exhibits. A
stove in which the Chinese attempted to
destroy the gambling impedimenta until
! the Chief arrived and extinguished the
fire with water from a Kkettle on the
stove, was shown.. The Chief knew 40
Cormorant street as a common gambling
house. When he reached the room the
Chinese were blufiing, handling dominoes
used in playing Pi-gow, but not playing.

Alexis Martin cross-examined for:the
defence. 'Fo him the Chief deseribed Pi-
gow as a game of chance, a g ng
game in which a banker paid ‘winnings
i and raked in losings. r. Martin ob-
i jectéd to statements the Chief made of
i the methods of gamblers—his past ex-
periences didr not concern this case.

To the court the witness said he re-
cently visited 40 Cormorant street and
from the roof saw through the skylight
to the floor. 8ince then boards had been
placed beneath the skylight to delay any-
one eutering in that direction. In an-
swer to the magistrate he deseribed the
strength of the doors at the fromt. It
would have taken an hour or two to open
them with sledge hammers. As for the
steel doors, it would have been easier to
cuf ‘through the brick wall.  For the
past three weeks he knew there had been
a watchmar in front of that building.

Witness was leaving the stand when
he returned and produced the warrant
under which the raid was made. Mr.
Martin objected on the ground that wit-
néss’ evidence was concluded. Objec-
tion noted, but not upheld.

The secretary was instructed to ask
the game warden to see that this had
been done. The secretary was also in- |
structed to make arrangements with
one or more men to act as game
wardens for the next month to pre~
vent the shooting of young grouse.
After passing a vote of thanks to Mr.
Harrison for the use of the hotel, the
meeting adjourned.

The secretary’s report, in its en-
tirety, follows : 5

“I herewith beg to submit a report
of the work of the Vancouver Island
Fish and Game Club for the past year.
At the meeting of the club held in Oc-
tober last, it was decided to try and
induce the legislature to pass much-
needed amendments to the Game Act.
As most of those present are aware,
our efforts in this direction have met
with great success. It is now unlaw-
ful to keep game In cold storage at any|
time during the year. The sale of
practically all game which is shot on
Vancouver Island, with the exception
of ducks, geese and'snipe, has been
prohibited, and various other amend-
ments have been passed which will in
future make thé law more workable
in protecting game and the punish-
ment of offenders. For this the club
has to thank Hon. J. F. Fulton, who
brought the amendments up in the
House, and J. H. Hawthornthwaite,
who energetically seconded his efforts.
It is greatly to be regretted, however,
that the amendment proposed by our|
president, Mr. Richard Hall, for a' $2
gun license did not obtain the support
of the House. If this had passed, a
fund would have been created which |
would have enabled the government to
appoint game wardeéns in various parts
of the country. We have succeeded in
getting one game warden - appointed,
but this is, of course, wholly insuf-
fictent, amd there should be at .least
three pai@ wardens for Vancouver
Island alone. Several convictions for
the violation of the game laws have
beéen- secured during the past year, the
most notable being that of four men
shooting grouse out of season, heavy
fines being imposed by the magistrate.
Convictions were also secured in the
case of a poultry dealer selling game
out of season, and that of a restaurant
keeper for a similar offence. In this
connection our thanks are due Mr. R.
H. Pooley, who, without charge, con-
ducted all the prosecutions on behalf
of the club. If the funds of the club
allowed it, a special constable should
be appointed during this month to pa-
trol’ the district near town, as blue
grouse are now being sold in numbers!
in ‘town, and every grouse sold at this:
season of the year means the destruc-
tion of a brood of young birds which
members of this club should have the
pleasure of shooting next fall. As re-|
gards the fishing interests of the club,
last summer séveral thousand of young
trout fry were procured from the New
Westminster hatchery and were dis-
‘tributed in Sooke, Shawnigan, Lang-
ford and Highland Lakes, and another
lot will be turned out this season. I
am pleased to be able to report that
the efforts of the club to secure some
of the Atlantic salmon' for British Ce-"
lumbia have proved successful. About
a quarter of a million eggs have ar-
rived at New Westminster from East-
ern Canada. These eggs will be hateh-
ed at the New Westminster hatchery
and the: turned out this summer in
the various rivers of Vancouver Island.
The club is to be congratulated on the
work of the past year, and it should be
the object of every member to take a
lively interest in the club and use his
utmost influence to induce his friends
to become members, as it is only by

Prompt Action May for Ever
Settle Perenplal Topic of

Prior to the meeting of the City
Council last night the acting mayor
and aldermen re waited upon by a
deputation from the Board of Trade, -
deputed to bring certain matters look-
g to an early settlement of the
Songhees reserve question to the at-
tention of the civic authorities.

The deputation emphasized the ' ne-
cessity of prompt action and submit-
ted the following suggestions :

“That the city make a definite pro-
posal at once, in writing, to the pro-
vincial government (subject to ratifi-
cation by the ratepayers) on the fol-
lowing lines : |

“That the city agree to provide a
new reserve to the satisfaction of the
Indians and the government, obtain the
consent of the Indians to removal and
make the necessary arrangements
therefor. .

“That whether the city or the gov-
ernment carry out the rehabilitation,
the copt of same to be met from the
proceeds of the sale of the central por-
tion of the reserve, substantially as
called for in the terms of agreement
now in the hands of the government.

“The provincial government to sur-
render to the city the north and south
portions of the reserve, the city to
hold the same forever in trust, for park,
industrial, railroad and wharfage pur-
poses, in the common interest of the
city; the city to grant the use of such
portions of the same as shall be neces-
sary for terminal railroad and whart-
age purposes to the E. & N. railroad
and to all other railroads seeking ap-
proach to the harbor.” g

‘The deputation consisted of ‘A. J.
Morley, P. C. Macgregor, F. W. Vin-
cent and Andrew Gray.

The matter was referred to the com-

mittee of the City Council having the
reserve question in charge.

There is a
large number of French-Canadians, and
.also several thousand Galicians, the
majority of whom are members of the
-Greek Church, who believe in sepa-
rate schools. In the general election
Mr. Oliver had a majority of over two

‘thousand, and, with a majority of elec-
tors already in favor of separate
schools, it would be absolutely out.of
‘the question to make his success there
:a criterion of public feeling in other
parts of the Northwest. Had it net
been for this fact Walter Scott, of Re-
gina, or Thomas Gréenway, former
Premier of Manitoba, would have been
selected in his stead. Formerly, while
Mr. Oliver was a member of the Narth-
west Council, he was strenuously in
favor of doing away with separate
schools. and the ,dual‘ languages.
As an Independent Liberal he was
mnever in favor with the Government at
‘Ottawa until recently.

HARBOR 'COMMISSIONERS AND
BOARD OF TRADE.

Sir—I cravé a little space in this issue
In answer to your editorial on Harbor
Commissioners, and in dealing with the

It was to
carreet these ‘abuses that the old Chamber
of Commerce was formed, and in absorb-
ing the latter body, Mr. Pitts and other
‘members of.the Board of Trade acknowl-
edged that the old system had falled of
support . and. appreciation, ‘and pledged
himself and %J,workets on the old board to
remove the Stigma. That these promises
were kept Is evident by the frequent clash-
es "that have“taken place since, and the
question ‘of Harbor commissioners is only
one of many’instances of ‘where the wish-
es of the main body have been heid in
abeyance for’ months after their expres-
slon and killed by the subtle influences of
the inner circle at a convenient moment.
A continuance of the old policy is respon-
sible for the dropping off of a large mum-
ber of members and the gradual lessening
of attendance;at meetings, a loss of power
at Ottawa and -Victoria, and a silent con-
fempt on the part of the average citizen
‘toward the ' .

Objection has been taken without com-
parison of powers to the appointment here
of the board of commissioners after the
failure at Montreal. There is a wide dif-
in the constitution of the two
bodies. The committee were cognizant of
the difficulties experienced over two years
ago and were careful to ellminate certain
privileges enjoyed by the Montreal board.
The local act, would embody that more in
keeping with conditions here, and is ad-
visory in character, It would be inter-
esting, Mr.  Editor, were you to give a
synopsis of the two, for. space forbids
here.

It is also apparent to members that the
old practice of placing on committees ser-
vants of interested corporations is-a vicl-
ous one, and should not continue if in-
dependent expression is to prevail.- Here
is the peg upon which the whole question
has been hung up, and the peg also that
many of the officers of this interesting in-
stitution are fastened to. Capt. Troup
tells us in extenuation of his action that
the ‘board has more power and influence
at Ottawa than would a board of commis-
sioners. This Is the sum and substance of
his objection to the expressed wishes of
the members some months ago. It s not
necessary -to differ with Capt. Troup; he
knows the powers of the board better than
we.do, and five independent men appoint-
ed by the Dominlon government as com-
missioners would be an unknown quantity
In matters of steamboat inspection, etc.,
etc. I take it-that the readers of this let-
ter can see that 'we do not rule, that neces-
sity for long months of committee work
‘have passed away, that questiohs of public
convenience and Interest must run the
gauntlet of cornorate approval, that the
Temaining functions of membership consist
of paying the necessary expenses by con-
tribution of dues enabling the president
and secretary to affix the the seal of pub-
lic assent to the commercial upbuilding of
this city in the corporate interest. If I
can get a reply to this letter that will give
‘me ground for answer, I will endeavor to
JShow up the unfairness of this institution
and those responsible for the same; for I
verily believe that little can be done in
remedying such a state of affairs until the
searchlight of public opinion penetrates the
recesses and dark corners of the Board of
Trade’s inner circle,

Now, eir, I never intended to say any
more; but I belleve it 18 but just to the
operators here, since business men, men of
intelligence - who are elected and sent to
make laws for the good of the people of
this provinee, will pass acts to make me
and the man who employs me pay a fine
of from $10 to $100 if I happen to be in
the mine longer than eight homrs from
bank to bank.

Now, sir, 1 hdve ;worked in California,
‘Washington and this Island, in the mines
for nearly 30 years, and In all that time
I never knew the miners to have to work
as long or as hard by two hours per shift
on this Tsland as the miners did 'n the
United States; and the operators and man-
agers of these mines always know that
the miners of America were working un-
derground ten hours.

No man can say that they ever fsked
thelr miners to work more than eight
hours; and the mines of this Island have
always had the fairest and best of man-
agers and bosses and the best of ventila-
tion—no expense is epared to make men’s
lives safe while they ' are working. I
know men who left this place and went to
Australia and New Zealand to work in the
mines, and they told me they. could not
average over $35 per month; while I am
sure the same men can make here $70 in
the same hours. .

Now, &ir, Mr. Hawthornthwalite talks
about Mr, Dunsmuir’s bluffing. If Mr.
Hawthornthwaite and the legislators who
voted to pass an aet that will pel'these

goods. \'What are the¢ C. P. R. men dofng
When they let legislation like this con-
tinue? Most of thelr passengers west of
Winnipeg are commerecial men, They have
a big interest in this matter. For whom
are they buildipg thel?. new botel on
James Bay? “The railroad men and the
business folk haYe most influence in this
country, and it i to their best interests to
see that their legislators look to it that
Canada In general, and British Columbia
in particular, are not deserted by the gentry
who pay handsomely wherever they go,
and bring business in their train, Prefer-
ential tariff is a good thing, but it is rot-
ten when it deals with articles which pos-
sibly cannot be, or at any rate are not,
manufactured in this province.

THE VICTORIA BOARD OF TRADE.

Sir—The organization incorporated with
this name, in addition to {ts otifer vagar-
ies; now finds that one of its missions is
to advocate municipal ownership. 1 have
not ess at the t-to ‘the constitu-
tion of this’ association, but have always
mn.meg that the functions of & board of
trade were mainly confined to promoting
the establishment of new industries, pro-
tecting those already established, and gen-
erally encouraging trade. 3

We have operating here a company
known as the B. C. Electric Ry. Co., with
some $6,000,000 invested in the province,

5 per cent. per annum all round on its- dif-
ferent classes of securities. This com-

rates, although governed by the cost of
power obtained from another local com-
pany, are no higher than the average rates
prevailing in other cities of the same size
and where similar conditions obtain. No
general complaint exists of these
Former lighting companies with higher
rates failed to make a success and lost
their shareholders’ money. :
In the face of this we find the council
of the Victorla Board of Trade sending a
delegation to the City Counecil, advocating
the purchase Jf the gas works in order
that the citizens may trade In light and
form a competitor to a .company engaged
in & 'similar business, many of ‘whose
stockholders. are.members of the Board of
Trade, and:who in.joining such an insti-
tution were so.Iimpelled because they took
it for granted that ome of its primary ob-

jects was to protect vested interests.
Of all the extraardinary acts of the V'e-
toria Board of ,Trade which during iue
past few years:haye made it ridiculous, it
see! to me that none are mere deserving
of criticism than the Instance quoted. The
Victoria Gas Works are, it seems, for sale
—and why? Beeause the company’s profits
‘owing to the low price it Is compelled to
sell its product at have been decreasing
until, if am correctly informed |t 'is
only enabled to pay a 4 per cent. d.vidend.
Negotiations it seems have beea c¢intered
into for the purchase of the works by the
B, C. Electric Ry. Co. The Board of
Trade, becoming cognizant of this—acting
the part of.a commion busybody—steps in
either for the purpose of enabling the
Gas Company to obtain a higher price, or
to air a fad which one wounld hardly ex-
pect to see supported by any board of
trade. Without wishing to discuss the
merits or demerits of this fad, be it good,
or bad, it is mot one ever advocat by
such an organization as a board of trade.
As a rule these bodles include among their
‘members a majority of level-headed busi-
ness men, to whom these fads are repug-
nant, and the cranks are in a minority,
which, unfortunately, does not seem to be
the case here, for the latter seem to con-
trol, and “more’s the pity of it.”

COMMERCIAL TRAVELERS' TAX.

Sir-—When will this provincial govern-
ment ‘wake up to the fact that if Canada
wishes to compete successfully with Aus-
tralla and New Zealand in the matter of
trade and settlers, it must realize the vital
necessity of giving commercial travelers
fair terms? It is bad enough that the Do-
minion government should impose a duty of
50 per cent. on goods brought in as sam-
ples, and make no rebate for what s
_taken out; but British Columbia seems to
“have a grudge against the whole country.

How many of your readers, I wonder,
know under what adverse conditions trav-
elers work in this proyince? ‘Every com-
merecial traveler who visits it has to pay
$50 before he can even “talk” business,
let alone do any. If he be traveling in
liquor or cigars it will cost him $100. Even
the trunks in which he carries his sam-
ples are dutiable, and the provincial gov-
ernment offer a reward for information
which will lead to a conviction.

The confederated government of Aus-
tralia have the sense to act very different-
ly from this. There are no duties on sam-
ples, and no license is required. All that
the customs officials there demand is that
the commercial traveler should depbsit a
percentage on value of goods carried,
which are checked on entry. The full de-
posit 4s then returned if none of the goods
are missing when re-checked on departure.
In New Zealand there is a similar deposit
of $25; this is returned less 214 per cent.
on 5 per cent. om the value of orders re-
ceived. There is also no duty on samples.

Now, you people in Victoria talk a lot
about fourists; I believe that you even

‘have an association which goes out of its
 way to attract them. Well, tourists spend

money, but they only come during certain
months in the year; commercial trivelers
come always. But after all, Victoria and
Vancouver are both pretty small towns,
and there is really not enough business
moving around to make it. worth while
putting $50 or $100 on . the top of the fare
from Winnipeg,”~ which amounts to $62,
in addition to the ordinary traveling ex-
panses.

Twelve months .ago this absurd regula-
tion was not in force; if it continues I can

At this evening’s meeting of the board
of works of the city council—otherwise
knowi as the streets, sewers and bridges
committee—C. P. R. officials will. be
present 'to confer with 'the ‘aldermen re-
specting the matter of speedily filling in
the flats' surrounding the ‘hotel site. As
was mentioned in yesterday’s Colonist,
the council on Tuesday afternoon, after
a visit of inspection of the Spring Ridge
sand pits, remained firm in the decision
not to permit a spur track from the tram
line to cross Vining street to permit of
Contractor Haggerty more expeditiously
handling the material. 4

It is explained that unless the filling
of the site is finished within ten days
the completion of the hotel will be delay-
ed; if two months or more elapse before
the flat is filled it will mean a delay of a
year. Mr. F. M. Rattenbury, architect
of the hotel, yesterday said: ‘“We've
agreed to give the site to the comtractor
all filled in by ‘May 1, and he has from
then until February, 1807, to complete
the structure and have it ready for the
furnishing. It will take about three
months to fit and furnish the hotel, thas
making it complete just 'in’ time for: the
‘tourist seasom of -1907. = If the delay in
filling in the flats gives ‘excuse to the

1907, and he may be in a positlop to
claim time if the site is not filled in by
May 1, there is much danger that the
hotel will not be completed until 1908.
A month or two delay now would mean
this, as the company would mot hurry
the complétion of the hotel if it could
not be opened in time for the tourist sea-
son.

;lst&l;:lg as a member for Victoria -district,

He then threw in his lot with the main-
land colony known as British Columbia,
and went to Queensborough, mow New
Westminster, which latter name, on ac-
count of a dispute;, was  given by the
Queen,

He was elected a member of the house
of assembly, and became by imperial ap-
pointment president of the executive coun-
cil and ‘attorney-general, during 1861-8.

‘When, the union of tle two coloniés
took; place on November 10, 1868, Sir
Henry moved back to Victoria, the mnew
capital, again being elected a member of
the house, and receiving the imperial ap-
pointment of president of the exécutive
council and attorney-general, 1866-70. 5

‘He was a sound debater and adminis-
 trator. = In 1870 there arose the vital
question of confederation with Canada.
Negotiations were had, in which Lord
Dufferin later showed his conspicuous
skill.  Finally, as the question matured,
Sir Henry, in a broad, powerful and
statesmanlike speech, moved in the house
that confederation take place, and the
same was carrfed and aftérwards con-
summated.

He was chairman of the royal commis-
sions for the revision of British Columbia
laws preparatory to confederation with the
Dominion, 1870, and for the comeolidation
of the statutes in 1877. He was marked
for elevation to the bench, and in the year

received the appointment imperialiy of
senior puisne judge of the Supreme Court
of British Columbia, and deputy judge in
admiralty.

- The late judge left his mark on the
administration  of justice, having been
sound in his knowledge of law, with a
keen insight into human nature. He was
especlally good in admiralty cases.  Sir
Henry always upheld _the -dignity and
honor of the bench, and was fearless and
impartial in the discharge of his duty.

As an illustration of his unswerving
. falthfylpess in attention to duty, the fol-
lowing incident is- related: Sir Henry
was on circuit in Casslar, in 1877, when
he was thrown from his horse and seri-
ously injured. Despite the entreaties of
his ‘conipanions, he Insisted. upon complet-
‘ing the assizes, and was conveyed in a
cDame’s Creek to Glenora,
Stikine River, hearing all the cases on the
list and giving declsfons on all charges
brought before him.

In common with the late- Sir Matthew
Begblq (whosé colleague he was) he laid
the -foundation ‘which conduced to that
-peace and order which were the charac-
teristic of the remotest and newest mining
camp. - Property and life were safe.

Retiring from the bench In 1895, he re-
sceived the honor of knighthood.

He married, in 1853, Sarah, eldest
daughter of the late Dr. John Lindley,
F. R. 8., professor of botany at University
: College, . London, ‘'who with two sons and
three daughters survives him,

In all philanthropic and church work
8ir Henry took a deep and active interest.
He was especially fond of children and
:il;e helping on of young men in beglnning

Possessing an exceptional memory, well
traveled and of varied experience, he was
& rare raconteur of countless anecdotes.

AMEND SEAMAN’S ACT.

Changes in Legislation to Aid Ship-
ment of Crews.

The Minister of Marine introduced, in
revised form, his bill to amend the Sea-
men’s Act, on ‘Wednesday. In the original
form the bill declared that section 188 of
the Seamen’s Act which limits the fee, to
Shipping masters, to fifty cents for every

apply in’British Columbia. This was se-
verely criticised in the House as opeming
the door to crimping and other abuses.

In its' new form the bill exempts Brit-
ish Columbia from section seven of the
general law under which no Hquor dealer,
tavern keeper or boarding-house keeper
may be appointed shipping master or dep-
uty shipping master. The bill also ex-
empts British Columbia from sections ‘16
and 18 in the gemeral law, which provides
Severe penalties ggainst shipping masters
or deputy shipping masters, who exact
more than the legal fee of fifty cents for
engagement and thirty cents for the dis-
charge of seamen,

umbia every shipping master may appoint
any person as deputy shipping master, and
he shall, until the fees therefor are es-
tablished by the Governor-Genmeral in
Council, recelve any remuneration agreed
on for hiring or discharging seamen.” No
matter how much, however, is paid by
the master of the vessel to secure his
crew, the amount to be deducted from the
seaiuen’a wages shali not exceed fifty
cents.

Ploneer Prospector Says the
Famous Pennsylvania Flelds
Will be Eclipsed.

A Reglon Ten Miles Square With
Many Laleqt Seep-
ages.

The most cheering reports are to hand
respecting “the prospects for great .suc-
cess being achieved by the oil compapies
‘who intend operating in the famous Flat-
head valley section of Bast Kootenay.

Stock is_being rapidly disposed of  to
Eastern investors who are determined to
get in on the ground floor, and there is
npw. the certainty that ample capital
‘will be forthcoming for the developments
of the valued claims on a comprehensive
basis. Operations will commence just
as soon as the necessary transportation
facilities are provided.

The Winnipeg Free Press, in its issue
of March 20, had the following:

William Forrest, of Petrolea, Ont.,
wko, during the past ten years, has been
prospecting in British. Columbia, arrived
Friday, en route east to Petrolea, which
he has not seen since 1890. In an in-
terview with the Free Press, Mr. For-
rest spoke briefly of the great resources
and possibilities. of the sunset province.
“l went west to British Columbia from
Oak Lake, Manitoba,” said Mr. Forrest,
“in 1895, and was employed uunder Dr.
Selwyn, of the Dominion geological sur-
yey, who was in charge of work for an
English syndicate, which was doing de-
velopment work in the Cariboo country,
testing gold-bearing grohnd. - After this
work was completed, Dr. Selwyn advis-
ed me to go down into the Flathead vai-
}ey_angi gave me maps of the country,
indicating where oil counld be found, say-
ing also that the strong odor of the oil
would guide a prospector, when he got
within a few miles of the region. Dr.
Selv_vyn_ had gained his knowledge of the
oil indications in earlier years, having
been sent into the country by the Domin-
lon government, to explore the oil region
and report. It appears that from time
immemorial the Indians -were ac-
customed to go into the valley for oil,
whiph was used by them in a rude way
for illuminating purposes, and their trails
can be traced to this day. The Indian
agent some years' ago reported these
facts to the Dominion authorities, and
asked that-a man be sent out to make
thorough investigation. The Indians,
who knew the country perfectly, took
Prof. Selwn_ in and my original inform-
ation was.gained from him.” -

. “When he gave me the maps Dr. Sel-
wyn told me that judging from surface
indications the Fiathead valley would
eventually be one of the great oil produc-
ing regions of the world. It is located
directly rbelow the great coal fields of
Alberta and British Columbia. and all
surrounding circ;umstances suggest the
bresence of oil in large guantiti In
the valley which I have visitedekuring

e past five.years OR many occasions,
there is a region ten miles square, dotted
with seepages, from which oil will burst
out as soon as the earth is disturbed.
Geysers of oil spring up a foot highj in
many places as soon as the sand is dis-
turbed or the clay removed.

“It is sometimes said that the oil is
flowing from these springs constantly,
and running.to waste. This is not true
except to-a very limited extent. The oil
will run from the sand when it is dis-
turbed, and will burst out from the cre-
vices in the rocks when the clay is re-
mcved, but the oil is not runnin to
waste, as Is sometimes supposed. The
amount of oil that i available there no
one knows accurately, but the indications
point to very vast quantities.

“When I was in the Flathead valley
five years ago I met a party of Ameri-
cans under Prof. Hermann, who has just
returned from the oil fields of Russia..
Prof. Hermann said then that Canada.
was not aware how valuable a region she
possessed, and that Pennsylvania never
presented as promising indications of oil
as the Flathead valley did.

“When I went first into the ore coun-
try, I found it difficult to locate the exact
mglon'descnbed. by Dr. Selwyn. After
searching the distriet for a few days [
detected the smell of the oil, and follow-
ing up the scent came to the oil springs,
two miles away from my starting point.
The 0il which I found was on Sage creek
and Kish-e-nena creek, and on another
unnamed creek between them, and also
on Phillips creek, ten miles away, all
these streams being branches of the Flat-
head river, .

{ “I have been in close touch with the
oil region ever since, making constant
trips into the country, going in repeated-
y to locate claims and to secure samples,
No development has ever been done on
the property, owing to the opposition of
the Canadian Pacific Railway, which, for
a long time made most strenuous efforts
to get possession of this territory as a
land grant. After a long struggle, the
government decided to recognize the
rights of prospectors, the way is mow
open for the full development of the re-
sources of the country, and I have no
doubt that the results will justify the
expectations of those who have in the
past visited the district, and have made
examination. The country is easy of ac-
cess, being only forty miles from Belton,
Montana, on the Great Northern, and
the same distance from Fernie on the C.

The Oregon Sunday Journal, in a re-

cent issue, had the following: A noted
geologist who made a critical examina-
tion of the new oil field Jast fall in his
report said: “In the Flathead valley
all the conditions that go to make a pro-
ductive oil field are fulfilled—gently fold-
ed stratas forming an incline ~along
which are seepages of high gravity off
and gas springs, underlying limestone
covered by a capping of impervious
shale.” R :
... If_the point where.ths ,provinces 'of
British Colpmbia and Alberta ‘and the
state of Montana meet was taken as a
centre, and a circle drawn aronnd it witn
a radius of twenty miles, that ecircle
would include all the now kpown scep-
ages of the country, though further de-
velopments may demoustrate a fie'd of
greater dimensions. At present the cen-
tre of ¢he territory in which oil is kv vn
to exist is the extreme southeast part of
British' Columbia, and indications go far
as are known show that to be the most
romising section of the entire field.
owever, within this radius of twenty
miles square are the most extensive oil
seepages ever discovered anywhere in
the world, and energitic development
will make it one of the richest parafine
base oil producing regions on the globe,
since the developments thus far made
indicate that the oil measures are larger
than those of any other oil field.

SERGIUS' ASSASSIN CONDEMNED.
;frial of Grand Duke’'s Murderer at}
; Moscow

Moscow, April 18.—The’ trial of Kale-
ieff, who killed Grand Duke Sergius,
began in the Supreme court today.

The only persons present through
the trial were members of the entour-
age of the late Grand Duke Bergius and
counsel, of whom two were assigned to
Kaleieff.

The prisoner's mother was not ad-
mitted, but remained in the corri-
dor. Senator Deler presided. Senator
Shieheglovitoff, procurator general of
the department of cassation, was the
senate prosecutor.

{ Limoges. April 17.—Disturbances in-
cident to the strike of workmen employ-
ed in the porcelain industry were more
serious today.

HOPPER-DUNSMUIR APPEAL.

E. V. Bodwell, K. C., Continues Ad-
dress in Reply Before Full Court.

E. V. Bodwell, K. C., spent all of yes-
terday’s session of the Full court in pre-
senting his reply to opposing counsel’s
argument in the Hopper-Dunsmuir ap-
peal case. Mr. Bodwell pointed out to
Their Lordships that it was somewhat
strange that there was no record of Dr:
Huntihigton ever having made an exam-
ination of Alexander’s physical and men-
tal condition, although he gave testimony
purporting to ‘describe such examination.

Alexander eould not have been in sound
mind at the time he made his will,

Philadelphia, April 18.—Thousands of
men, women and children, seeking bar-
gains at the new five and ten cent
store opened here yesterday, fought
wildly to enter the building, and in the
rush which followed every time  the
doors were opened scores of weaker ones
were trampled beneath the feet of the
more robust bargain hunters.

The crowd in front of the store en-
trance blocked the street and stopped
the street cars. Some bargain seekers
stood for heurs with infants in their
arms, fighting, scratching and scream-
ing. They struggled fiercely to entef
the store. Women were trampled to:
the pavement and babies were torn
from the arms of mothers. The entire
police force was summoned and ambu-
lances from Jefferson, Penna and Hah-
neman hospi hastened to the scene
to carry off the injured.

For half an hour there was also an
immovable jam inside the store. In the
rear of the store a temporary medical
ward was organized to care for women
who fainted.

AGENTS TAKE A HAND.

SHINGLE COMBINE REVIVED.
Nearly All Companies Organize to
Restore Prices. :

Vaneouver, B. C., April 18.—(Special.)
—It would appear that better counsel
has prevailed in the shingle trade in
British Columbia and that 90 per cent.
of the trade have voluntarily put it
beyond their power to commit the folly
of breaking the market price of
shingles below the profit point. Two
companies have been organized to
handle the ‘entire output of the mills
and fully 90 per cent. of the trade are
giving their co-operation to the plan.
The names of the companies are the
Export Lumber and Shingle Company,
Limited, and the Union Lumber Com-
pany, Limited. Customers of all the
mills have been written to, acquainting
them with the condition of affairs and
of the change in the price of shingles,
and asking them to deal direct with
these  companies.

Should any mill, however, receive an
order direct, that mill will hand it over
to the selling company to fill. The
price of shingles, although raised, is
less than the schedule price before the
price war. The old price was $2.65 to
fifty-cent points, and $3 to points out-
side. The present rate is $2.50 to fifty-
cent points and beyond $2.95. The
present plan, of course, makes the con-
trol of the output practicable. This,
of course, was the great evil to be
guarded against. With & possible out-
put of from one hundred and fifty ma-
chines of nine hundred million a year,
and without some regulation, over-
production was very likely to follow.
With each mill rated according to an
equitable, just plai to which all have

agreed, the supply need not be above
the demand and business may be con-
ducted cleaner, more ecunomically and
on more legitimate lines.

The extraordinary rush in the city yes-
terday afternoon for participation in the
new Japanese loan is a striking event ffom
the political point of view, as well as
from the financial. .. Japan has now
been fighting for her life for more than
twelve months, and she can go into the
money markets of the world upon her own
terms. . Her present position i a con-
clusive testimony to the confidence of those
who hold the international pursestrings in
the prospective resources of the country,
as well as to their conviction of the loyal-
ty of the population, and their determin-
ation to stand by the government. The
war with Russia may be further prolonged,
but in either event there is no doubt of its
ultimate issue. Japan not only shows no
sign of exhaustion, but she can look for-
ward with hope to the future, for which
“she has provided so wisely, and” fought so
gallantly. - There is one asset in her as-
sured coming prosperity which has, per-
haps, not received sufficient attention. Her
nearest neighbor is a land teeming with
people, and possessing enormous wunde-
veloped resources.

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DEATH BY MISADVENTURE.

Coroner’s Inquest With Regard to Sud-
den Death of Mrs. J. E. McRoberts.

An inguest into the circumstances sur-
rounding the death of Mrs. J. E. McRob-
erts, of 143 Simcoe rtreet, who died on
Sunday morning, suddenly, was held by
the coromer, Dr. Hart, yesterday. After
hearing the evidence of the husband and
Dr. Gibbs, the jury returned a verdict of
‘“‘Death by misadventure.”” Mrs. McRob-
erts dled from the effects of alcoholism.
Mr. McRoberts deposed that on Saturday
he went home at 11 p. m., and found his
wife had been drinking. He admonished
her and said he would spend the night in
another room.. She sald he would rue It
he did. At 12:30 she came and asked him
to get a doctor, as she was dying. He
asked what she had taken. She pointed to
an empty bottle, labeled ‘“Chloroform and
Laudanum.” There did not appear to
have been anything In the bottle. He
summoned Dr. Gibbs. who said he did not
think she had taken poison. He went to
get medicine with Dr. Gibbs. At 3 a. m.
he again summoned the doctor. Ten min-
utes later his wife died.

Dr. Gibhs testified that he was called
at 12:30 i» attend the deceased woman,
being asked to come and see a lady who
had been poisoned. She was unconscious,
in bed. He was told she had taken lauda-
num. There were, no symptcms of this,
but - strong symptoms of aleoholism. He
thought she was drunk, and ordered agua
morphine to be given as an emetic. At
3 a. m. he was called by a neighbor, who
sald he thought the woman was dying. He

Dr. R. L. Fraser to accompany him
and went to her. She was dead when they
arrived. He was told there was no drug
dn the house, but that in the bottle pro-
duced. He did mot think there had been
any poison In the bottle, It was dry.
There was no slgn-of oplum polsoning.
He made a post mortem examination and:
found the organs congested; the right side
<t the heart dilated...He -believed death
resulted from heart fallure, due to acute
alcoholism. There was no trace of poison,
other than alcchol, in” the system.

The jury, after comsidering the evi
dence, brought in a verdict that Mrs. Mec-
Roberts had come to her death throagh
misadventure.

On the, 24th February ‘the Tacoma
drifted down to the entrance to the
Yezo Strafts, and Mate Chipperfield and
Engineer Raymond walked ashore on
the 27th to telegraph the condition of
the vessel. On the same day, however,
a strong southeast gale sprung up and
the vessel was blown out to sea. The
two men were left, and, at last ac-
counts, were at Tamori, a small vil-
lage on Kunashiri Island, where they
remained—they will come by a subse-
quent steamer. When the gale sub-
sided the Tacoma drifted again.

On March 10 they e to the en-
trance to- Kunashiri, and on the 11th
drifted throught the straits enclosed in
a solid, ice floe, passing within half a
mile of Danger Rock, where the Mars
stranded four days later. They then
drifted down to Shikotan Island, when
an easterly swell broke up the ice and
they steefed southeast on the evening
of March 13, running slow all through
the night. On this day they sighted a
Japanese cruiser, name unknown.

At daylight on the 14th they left the
ice and just rung up “full steam
ahead” when they came.lo on a Japa-
nese man-of-war which signalled them
to stop. that they were help-
lessly in the midst of Japanese war-
ships, they complied and two Japanese
officers and ' thirteen ‘men came on
board.

Indiana C i Susp
Mills Until May

Terre Haute, Ind., April 18.—There
is to be a marriage license famine in a
number of Indiana counties as a result of
an unexpectedly early proclamation de-
claring the acts of the last session of the
Jegislature in force after last midnight.
County clerks of several counties an-
nouncé they will issue no licenses before
May 1. The new law requires appli-
eants for a license to make & written de-
claration of many facts.

( According to advices received yester-
day by the steamer Empress of China,
returned Japanese officers describe the
Russians as objects of pity in the retreat
after M}nkdgn. They had discarded arms,
everything likely to impede them, and for
miles the roads were scattered with
broken uniforms and.equipment, boots,
etc. Numbers of sick and wounded were
left to die by the roadside.

Alleged Murder of Japs

Gen. Kawamura reports the Russians
greatly ravaged the country through
which he marched on the Russian left
toward Mukden. In ome place over a
hundred corpses of brutally murdered
Chinese were found. Houses were burn-
ed wanptonly. Kawamura’s army has
received a kanjo—a personal létter from
the Mikado—for its feat of endurance in
marching through the mountainous dis-
trict from the Yalu to the left rear of the
Russian position at Mukden. is army
iys now designated as “The army of the

alu.”

Details are given by Japanese papers
of the great bravery of Col. Murukami’s
regiment, which was besieged for several
days at the Chinese imperial tomhs north
of Mukden by tremendously superior
Russian forces. For three days the Jap-
anese fought o a scanty ration of.bis-
cuit, holding the northern mausoleum
against all attempts to dislodge them.
The colonel was killed and all officers
save two killed or wounded.

Pekin advices to Japanese vernacular
papers state phe Russian plan includes
the march of a strong force from some
point on the railway between Baikal and
Harbin across the two Mongolias to
emerge near Petuna. This would be
one of the most stupendous flank move-
ments on record, but it is difficult to
see how the army could be supported.
It was said Linpevitch would cling to
Harbin, while this army threatened the
Japanese left.

CIGAR SMOKERS’ FALLACY.

The Erroneous |do—- That the Shad
of the Wrapper Denotes the i
Strength of the Cigar.

Probably there is not one smoker in a
thousand who would not be surprised
and, in fact, incredulous if he were told
that the color of a cigar is absolutely no
guide to its strength. Yet such is the
case, and a fact well known to cigar
manufacturers -and importers. The ie-
lief of smokers that, cigars of dark color
are strong and those of a lighter shade
are mxlde_r, is, in point of fact; as falla-
cious as it is general. This is but one
of the many delusions harbored by con-
sumers of tobacco, and which practical
cigar men have smiled at and indulged
from time immemorial.

But of recent years the inclination of
smokers toward light-hued cigars has as-
sumed the proportions of a “craze” and
the producers are finding much dificulty
in meeting the demand. The manufac-
turers and Cuban tobacco raisers would
now gladly correct the error, but after
having carefully classified their products
under the style of claros, colora , Ma-
duros, ete., for decades, they find it next
to impossible to dispel the illusion. The

A maker of Havana cigars uses but
one grade or blend of tobacco in the
body or filler of his cigars. Exactly the -
same stock is used in his conchas.as in
his perfectos, in his claros as in his ma-
duros. After the cigar are made, how-
ever, his “gelector” takes them in hand
and classifies them according to the re-
lative shades of the wrappers. This is
done to effect a" uniformity in the ap-
pearance of .each bedy of - and to
enable the dealer to readily indulge the
whims of the self-deluded smoker.

Inasmuch as the wrapper constitutes
not more than one+tenth of the cigar, 1t
will readily be seen that the degree of
its strength or mildness is very inconsid-
erable in effect. In this connection,
however, it is interesting to note that
tobacco tradesmen versed in the intrica-
cies of the industry rigidly bar the light-
colored ‘wrapper from their own smoking
tables, knowing that it generally indi-
cates that the leaf was prematurely cut
and improperly cured, and it impairs the
flavor and burn of the cigar. Cubans,
who, by the way, are notably partial to
mild tobacco, avoid smoking light colored
cigars just as they avoid eating a green
orange or anfunripe banana.

The prejudice of these natives and of
tobacco tradesmen is a logical one, and
serves to throw into bold relief a pecu-
liar misconception of facts which is both
amusing and embarrassing to vendors of
the fragrant weed.

Whether cigar smokers will ever awak-
en to the fact that a dark cigar is, if
anything, milder and invariably sweeter
and more aromatic than light cigars, re-
mains to be seen.

MUST NOT APPLY TORCH.

Ordinary Russian Soldiers Not Allowed
urn at Pleasure.

London,  April 18.—A despatch from
St. Petersburg to a news agency reports
that General Linevitch has issued an
order forbidding officials ‘of the com-
missariat to burn stores prematurely,
and reproving officials in cases that
have already occurred. The order di-
rects that storehouses be destroyed
hereafter only by the permission of the
commanders of army corps and di-
visions.

“AMERICAN JOURNALISM.” -
How the\M‘n. Norrington Incident Was
Garnished for Eastern Readers.

The manner i 'which American jour-
nalism is carried on is shown by the
| false stories which are printed in many

prominent newspapers of the country.
An instance of this commof misrepre-
sentation is given in'the false story built
by a Bellingham fakir on the incident of
Mrs, Margaret Norrington, the old wo-
man, who was refused a landing here on
arrival from San Francisto, and her
trips between this port and San Francis-
co before she ‘was finally permitted to
land at San Francisco.: The news-fakir
of Bellingham builds. his tale to the pre-
judice of this city and infers that the
‘woman lost her money here, whereas she
reported having lost what she had at
San Francisco. She was, too. known to
have been for years a resident of Cali-
fornia. AS the tale is told by the Bel-
lingham correspondent of the New York
World in the issue of that paper .on
April 9 it is as follows:

“Because .of rigid enforcement of the
immigration laws, Margaret Warrington,
aged 65 years, widow of a British army
officer, poor and friendless, is being car-
ried back and forth on the steamship
City of Pueblo, which plies between San
Francisco and Victoria.

“One month ago- she boarded the ship
at Victoria, but on arriving at San Fran-
cisco she was not allowed to land be-
chuse she was .a pauper. ' The captain
of the vessel carried her back to Vie-
toria, and the British authorities at that
port would not allow her to disembark
when they learned that she was afflicted
with a tumor. In his dilemma the cap-
tain again took her to San Francisco,
but the officers again refused to allow
‘her to get off in that city.

“Under the late laws passed by con-
gress the old woman now must remain
in the custody of the eaptain of the ves
sel until a decision is rendered either by
the United ‘States government.as to hei
right to land in this country or the Bri
tish officers do likewise. Meantime the
owners of tlie vessel must take care of
her at their own expense on board of the
steamer,

“While the steamer was in port the
woman asked the captain if her case had
been settled, and being answered in the
negative said: ‘Well, captain, I will set-
tle this case myself; I’'ll jump overboard
and drown myself. I can land in the
water surely. There is no use for a
person like me to live, anyway.”

“The captain dissuaded her from car-
rying her threat into execution. but her
mind is in such condition that he fears
she will jump overboard unless strict
watch is kept over her.

News was received by,
the Princess May that Captain Wil-
liam Moore, the pioneer, is building a
boat at White Horse to prospect the
Tanana.. The White Horse Star says:
Captain Willlam Moore, who cruised
the waters of Alaska in 1862, and who
located the present townsite of Skag-
way twenty years ago, and when less
than half a dozen sons of the paleface
had ever seen it, is now in White Horse.
Captain Moore came over from his
home in Skagway to superintend the
building of a small boat in which, al-
though he will be 80 years old on his

1 next birthday, June 5, he will prospect

the headwaters of the Tanana river for
gold this season.

From Dawson comes news of the re-
sult of the election for members of the
Yukon council, held on April 12. In
North Dawson Henry C. Macaulay de-
feated N. F. Hagel by a majority of
63. In South Dawson Thos, W. O’Brien
was elected, his majority over Joseph
Andrew Clarke being 82, In Bonanza
sub-district Richard :Gillespie’s ma-
jority over Chas. Reid is 85. There
was no contest in Dominion sub-dis-
trict, George Black being elected by ac-
clamation.

The Valdez News says that reports
were received on the Dora of what is
believed to be a rich placer strike on
aspberry Island near Kodiak. The
find is beach diggings and excitement
is running high among the people on
Kodiak and Afognat Island. There are
at present about 70 men at the diggings
and’ with the most crude appliances
are taking out from $4 to $15 per day.
One ntan who returned to Kodiak for
supplies and tools spent five days at the
diggings and took out $75. Many na-
tives are’ rocking on the beach, and
though they know little or . nothing
about placer mining, they are taking
out from $2 to $5 per day.

“A RECORD.”

Seattle Newspapers Ignore Other Lin-
ers in Giving Minnesota a Record.
The steamer Minnesota made a fast
voyage homeward. She left Yokohama
two days before the Empress of China
and arrived on the same date. Yet cer-
tain. Seattle papers record the “news”
that she has broken all records for the
trip across' the Pacific. - The Seattle
Post-Intelligencer has the untrue tale
under captions which say, “Minnesota
Has Record”; “Establishes New Mark
on Voyage Home.” ~The Minnesota was,
13 .days, 21 -hours, 5 minutes on the
voyage. The record, held by the .Em-
press of Japan, is 10 days and 10 hours.
The steamer Korea has the next best
time. She ran between Yokohama and
San Francisco in 10 days and 14 hours.
The steamer Victoria, of the North-
western Commereial Company, former-
ly of the Northern Pacific line, made
the run.im 12 days and one or two
hours. = The steamer Kinshiu Maru
made the.voyage in 13 days and 4
hours. However, the Seattle papers ig-
nore the Empresses and other vessels
which have made faster time, and claim
that the: Minnesota has broken all re-
cords. While the Minnesota is entitled
to all: credit for a fast voyage, the
steamer has broken no records.

By making the passage from Yoko-
hama to this coast in thirteen days, the
Minnesota has redeemed herse!f in'a ve'y
decided manner in the eyes of shippin;
men who ‘were yery much disappoint
at her long voyage to the Japanese port
in January.. Apparently there is speed
in the mammoth steamship, and judging
by her last performance, she is not des-
tined to. become the common freighter
many people have argued she would be.
‘Potssibly she may still have some speed
up her sleeve.: No one:would be surpris-
ed if she had after the .good time she
:has just made across the North Pacific.

She is ac-
cused of stealing money and jewelry
from a Chinaman, but the mission peo-
. ple scout the idea, and the officers at the
i sheriff’s office are themselves discussing
\the possibility that the larceny charge
‘was only a ruse by which certain’ China-
men wish to recover possession of the
. former slave.  Sheriff Word states that
he has no knowledge of the case outside
the information contained in the war-
Tant and did not learn of the allegation
that’ the- woman was an escaping slave
until after her arrest. He states that if
she is proved innocent he will assist her
to escape from her enemies. Mrs. W. S.
Holt, who is prominently interested in
the mission. here, and who accompanied
Sue Hong to Vancouver, made the fol-
lowing statement regarding the accused:
“We rescued ‘her about onme year ago
and placed her in the Chinese mission,
where we have kept her in safety. Dur-
ing the time she was with ‘me, she was
always afraid that she would be stolen
from my care. She proved to be a gond
woman, and I do not believe that she is
guilty of the crime with which she is
charged.” :
