The total number of Immigrants was 
126,667, an increase of 37,895 tor the 
corresponding period in 1905-06. The 
arrivals at ocean ports Were 90,008. 
This is an Increase of 56 per cent ov* 
last year. From the United States the 
arrivals were 34,667, an increase of 12 
per cent.
grants from Britain was 43 per cent 
and from continental Europe 75 per 
cent, as compared with the previous 
year.

Of the immigrants reported at ocean 
ports during the nine months, 58,875 
were men, 19,811 females and 16,822 
children under 12 years.

For the month of March the returns 
are the highest on record. There were 
in all 28,630 arrivals, or nearly 1,000 
per day.

Ottawa, April 30.—There Is an In­
crease of over 40 per cent in the Immi­
gration to Canada for the nine months 
ending with March, as compared with 
the same time in the previous year. 
The fiscal period ends with March 31. 
The total number of immigrants was 
126,667, an increase of 37,895 for the 
corresponding period in 1905-06. 
arrivals at ocean ports were 90,008. 
This is an increase of 56 per cent over 
last year. From the United States the 
arrivals were 34,657, an increase of 12 
per cent.
grants from Britain was 43 per cent 
and from continental Europe 75 per 
cent, as compared with the previous 
year.

Of the immigrants reported at ocean 
ports during the nine months, 58,875 
were men, 19,311 females and 16,822 
children under 12 years.

For the month of March the returns 
are the highest on record. There were 
in all 28,630 arrivals, or nearly 1,000 
per day.

came commander-in-chief of the army 
but closed his dayb as a rebel, leading 
the Satsuma rebelHon. Like many of 
the old Japanese conservatives he was 
anti-foreign. Three times he. was ext 
iled to the Luclioo islands as . a t>oUti* 
cal suspect, but after the* revolution in 
1868 when he led the imperial armies 
and assisted greatly in the downfall of 
the Shoguna and the restoration of the 
ruling Emperor, Mutsdhito, he be­
came one of- the greatest personages 
of Japan. He had been commander- 
in-chief of the imperial afmy, and was 
a popular hero. Soon, though, he 
found that the programme of the gov­
ernment was one with which he could 
not agree, and he left Toklo and re­
ared to his home. In 1877 he led the 
rebellion of the Satsuma clan against 
the government.

Saigo’s break with the government 
came when he found that the aim was 
not to return to the Japan of early Date, 
historic days, he stated, but the Euro­
peanization of the country and aban­
donment of national usages and tra­
ditions—a policy which has made Ja­
pan a power in the world. He retired 
to Kagoshima in Satsuma and founded

8UNDAY OBSERVANCE

Dr. Rochester has undertaken to lay 
down the law relating: to the duty of 
the Attorney-General under the Lord's 
Day Observance Act. Dr. Rochester 
has been delivering himself of a good 
deal of law lately. He told, us here in 
Victoria, when he first arrived, that 
the Judicial Committee of the Privy 
Council had advised Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier that only the ’ Dominion Parlia­
ment has authority to deal with Sun­
day observance. Later he took this 
back. Dr. Rochester'takes a good deal 
tot granted. He has now undertaken 
to define the duties of the Attorney- 
General. He says that this officer is 
to examine every case brought before 
him and say whether or not he will 
permit a prosecution. The law does 
not say so, and if the law did say so, it 
would be quite out of the power of 
the Dominion government to enforce 
it. The Attorney-General Is a provin­
cial officer, who is paid by the prov­
ince to act as the chief law- officer of 
the crown, not to act in a quaei-Jtfdt- 
cial capacity to decide whether or not 
individuals shall be prosecuted for of­
fences. If Dr. Rochester knew the law 
of the country better, he would know 
that the Dominion government never 
could have intended to cast such a re­
sponsibility upon the Attorney-Gener­
al. Neither is Dr. Rochester right 
when he says that the Attorney-Gen­
eral cannot place the responsibility for 
his course upon the provincial govern­
ment as a whole. Under the principles 
of our government the whole ministry 
is responsible for the acts of any 
member thereof, and in this particular 
Instance the Attorney-General is car­
rying out the avowed policy of the 
government of which he is a member.

Dr. Sipprell elicited applause at the 
Metropolitan Methodist Church last 
Sunday by charging the Attorney- 
General with “opening the door to the 
destruction of our Christian Sabbath." 
tir. Sipprell is exceedingly unjust. He 
knows perfectly well that the Attor­
ney-General has done nothing of the 
kind. He knows perfectly well that the 
policy announced by the Acting Pre­
mier in the House is the settled policy 
of the government, and he has been 
guilty of vèry great unfairness in seek­
ing to create the impression that the 
refusal to prosecute is due to any per­
sonal feelings or opinions on the part 
of Mr. Fulton in regard to the defer­
ence that should be shown to sacred 
things. If Dr. Sipprell had given the 
matter due consideration, if he had 
spoken as a map, ought to have spo­
ken in a place dedicated to the teach­
ing of the truth, he would not have 
made a claim that Sunday is any the 
more a sacred day. because the Do­
minion parliament has passed a stat­
ute prohibiting : the doing of certain 
things on that ' day. He would have 
known that, in the true sense of the 
word, one day fs as sacred as another. 
And if he had been actuated ,*y a

AN EXHIBIT AT WINNIPEG

I In an Interview printed in yester­
day's Colonist Mr. David Stevens spoke 
of the necessity of having an exhibition 
of the resources of the Island at the 
Winnipeg Exhibition, 
place in July,

There is no doubt that.the idea is an 

The government will 
send an exhibit, but this will, as it 
ought ' to, represent the whole prov- 
incé. We think the time has come 
when a special exhibit ought to be 
sent, representative of Victoria and 
vicinity. This is a very big province, 
and it contains many localities, having 
many attractions to settlers and in­
vestors. When an inquirer is con­
fronted by a provincial, exhibit, it is a 
case of an embarrassment of riches. 
It is necessary to specialize in giving 
information, As well as in other things.

At Victoria and- vicinity we have 
idéal conditions for fruit-growing and 
poultry-raising. We have also an 
ideal spot for market gardening. In 
regard to the latter, the opportunity 
for white men to engage in it is at 
hand. The Chinese gardens are being 
cut-up; Chinese labor is getting costly. 
Therefore we look for the Chinese 

gardener to becotne a thing of 
the past before very long. The time 
has therefore come when we can in­
vite people to settle heee with the ob­
ject- of engaging in the three lines of 
work above mentioned. To demon­
strate the adaptability ot the locality 
for such industries, a well selected 
exhibit is the best possible expedient.

But an exhibit is not everything. 
As we look at the matter—and a num­
ber of fruit-growers, with whom we 
have -conversed are of the same 
opinion—with the exhibit there ought 
to be a practical man, who can answer 
questions in a manner that will appeal 
to practical men. If there is available 
such a man, one who can handle this 
subject as well as Mr. Cuthbert can 
handle the tourist attractions, it would 
pay the fruit-growers and those per­
sons who are interested in the sale of 
land suitâbie for fruit farming, to em­
ploy him and send him to Winnipeg 
with an exhibit. This line of work is 
a special one. Not every man is able 
to give the information which inquirers 
will ask. He ought to have had prac­
tical experience; , he ought to know 
something about our soils, and before 
he leaves he ought to be thoroughly 
posted as to markets, 
work is one that calls for the patient 
investigation by a man who knows 
something about the business to begin 
with.

In addition to fruit, much may be 
made of our flowers, 
the subject is possibly more along the 
special line engaging the attention of 
the Tourist Association. It is some­
thing which will commend itself to 
possible visitors and still more to per­
sons thinking of coming here to reside. 
Floriculture on Vancouver Island has 
its commercial side, but it has not yet 
been developed to such an extent that 
we can claim it to be one of the great 
inducements for people to come here 
and take up small farms. We would 
like to see Mr. Cuthbert, who we take 
for granted will be at Winnipeg, sup­
plied daily with choice flowers.

IMPERIAL ROUTES
We gave in the Colonist yesterday 

some interesting facts relating to the 
probable plans of the Cânâdian Pacific 
in respect to a steam and rail service 
between Great Britain and the Orient. 
There is a good deal of rivalry at 
present between the promoters of 
steamship lines across the Atlantic. 
The Blacksod-Halifax project is kept 
well to the fore. Sir> Wilfrid Laurier 
has been seen by the promoters. One 
represented him as expressing himself 
as heartily in its favor, and another 
says tnat he, did not express much 
substantial sympathy. The latter re­
port adds, “but it is stated on good 
authority that the project of a fast 
service with steamers equal to any on 
the New York route is receiving most 
earnest consideration and that possibly 
before Laurier leaves an important an­
nouncement in connection with estab­
lishing a fast line of steamers to some 
port in England may be made.”

The Attorney-General of New Zea­
land is quoted ds saying that there is 
every prospect that through negotia­
tions now in progress with the Cana­
dian ministers in England arrange­
ments may be made for a service be­
tween Canada and that colony by the 
Ward line. These steamers will sail 
from Victoria and Vancouver.

These matters are of the greatest 
importance to Victoria. Every step 
taken to shorten the distance from 
Great Britain to the Orient, and every 
project for improved steamship con­
nection with Australia and New Zea­
land adds to the importance of this 
port, which by reason of its many ad­
vantages and especially its proximity 
to the ocean, holds a strategic position 
of great advantage. Perhaps we ought 
to say here that in references that may 
be made to ocean ports on the West 
Coast of this Island, we always include 
Victoria. Readers will please under­
stand this, so that what we may say 
on the subject of fast trans-Pacific 
transportation may not be misunder­
stood for the reason that Victoria may 
not be specifically mentioned.

! It may be interesting to mention 

that there is no company asking for 
assistance. The genesis of the present 
movement may be briefly stated. A 
couple of weeks ago, the Colonist was 
Informed that steps were being taken 
towards the establishment of a car 
factory at Chemainus. Inquiry at 
Chematnus failed to- elicit very much 
information,
that there had been some talk about 
it there. Later Mr. Whyte, Second 
Vice-President of the Canadian Pacific, 
was seen, and he said that he had 
mentioned the matter to 
of the Chemainus mill company.
Whyte further said that the only rea­
son why his company had not estab­
lished shops here' was that car wheels 
were not made on the Coast. The Col­
onist, with the best feelings in the 
world towards Chemainus, decided to 
do what it could to bring about the 
establishment of such a factory in this 
city, and the Tourist Association also 
took the matter up. Then the meet­
ing . was called.

The Colonist’s view of this matter 
is that a car. factory here, employing a 
large number of men, will be a yery 
excellent thing; for the city. It, be­
lieves „ that such a factory would, build 
up a city of itself. The market for 
cars is enormous, and is steadily 
growing. There is no place In the 
world where cars can, be made to bet­
ter advantage than on the Pacific 
Coast of British Columbia, assuming 
that the wheels are made here. The 
Dominion Parliament has offered a 
bounty for the manufacture of iron. 
Under it there seems to be no doùbt 
that iron and steel, can be produced 
profitably here. But there are other 
places on the Coast of British Colum­
bia .besides Victoria, places where a 

factory can be established just as 
well as here, and where the cost of 
land, of which a large area will be re­
quired, would be almost nominal. Thus 
we are handicapped here, and it is to 
see what can be done to remove that 
handicap that the attention .of the 
citizens Is invited. It can be done. It 
will, be done. If. we only get together 
and give our best assistance.

The argument is made that an in­
dustry " which needs a bonus is not 
worthy of consideration, 
always true, : although 
proposition It may be. In one sense of 
the word it is not. : We all cried out 
for a bounty on lead, and no one told 
us that if the lead business needed a * 
bonus It was not worth establishing. 
AVe have seen the lumbermen cry­
ing out' for a duty on imported lum­
ber, and that is only a bonus under 
another name. So we might go through 
the list of industries, 
we admit the general proposition that 
if, with all the protection and boun­
ties given' by the laws of Canada, an 
Industry requires à special bonus, it 
is rather premature to consider it.

THE TRANSPORTATION PROBLEM
) Gravy LadlesThe Liberal members of Parliament 

from the Central Provinces have pre­
sented a memorial to Mr. Fielding, 
acting Minister of Railways, In which 
they set out some things in regard to 
the transportation situation in those 
provinces, which deserve the immedi­
ate attention of the government. < They 
summarize easting conditions in the 
following words :

No such complete breakdown .tin 
transportation service as how1 exists in 
the West can be found anywhere in 
America, and is unprecedented and de­
mands the immediate attention of 
everyone In authority, having anything 
to do with our transportation problem.

This is very strong language, and 
we had not supposed that the facts 
warranted It.; We had suppose^ that 
the unfortunate lack of transportation 
was due to causes belond the control 

•of the railway companies, at least for 
the most part, but the memorial goes 
on to .-say:

The weather conditions during the 
past winter have been unfavorable, 
but we wish to point out that; the rail­
way- equipment in the West- has been 
lamentably weak for years past, and 
the late severe winter simply empha­
sizes this extreme weakness.

We are advised and believe that a 
proper expenditure for roadbed im­
provements, roiling stock and repair 
shops has been neglected, and that the 
reasonable expectation of parliament, 
When charters were granted, as to bet­
terments and equipments, have not 
been met, and subsidies and grants 
largely intended for these purposes 
have been diverted into extensions, 
new enterprises and for , other pur­
poses.

The memorial further states that the 
signatories to it are of the opinion 
that the real character of the situation 
IS not understood at Ottawa. Such a 
statement as this is a .severe reflection 
upon the administration of the Rail­
way Department.v Surely it is the duty 
of some one to ascertain whether or 
not the companies, 
of the memorial, “are performing their

The percentage basis would perhaps 
be the best" arrangement to subsidize 
shipbuilding, because of the diversified 
requirements of the marine trade ef 
Canada, which calls for all manner ot 
eteam craft, from the common barge, 
fishing steamer or ore drogher to the 
high-class passenger steamer. To frame 
a measure on the tonnage plan that 
would do justice to all the different 
types would be manifestly difficult— 
hence the benefit of the percentage 
system, which would adjust itself to 
all classes ot vessels; and cheaper 
construction would, fairly, receive the 
lesser amount of aid. Moreover, 
locality and local conditions could also 
be taken into consideration, and ar­
rangements for aid made payable 
upon ships bufit on the Pacific and 
Atlantic coasts, on the rtvers east ot 
the Great Lakes, on the Great Lakes 
and the rivers-Of the West—the ar­
rangement in each case being made in 
view of local requirements.

When Sir Victor Horsley, the 
world-famous surgeon, was in Tor­
onto at the meeting of the British 
Médical association, he gave expres­
sion to an opinion concerning the use­
lessness of alcohol, from a medical 
point of view, that resulted in a re­
markable discussion, says the Tor­
onto Mail and Empire. Sir Victor 
said» in effect, that alcohol was 
worthless as a stimulant, and that In 
toe past twenty years or so its use 
in the hospitals of Great Britain had 
greatly fallen off, and that’ milk was 
taking its place. As alcohol Is pre­
scribed oftener as a stimulant than 
all other drugs combined, toe opinion 
ot Sir Victor was immediately con­
troverted by other medical men hard­
ly less eminent. The argument has 
been going on in the medical journals 
ever since, the latest contribution be­
ing a statement in the Lancet, signed 
by some of toe most prominent phy­
sicians in England.

A New Ytfrk Opinion
Dr. Starke's contention that alcohol 

makes a man capable of extraordinary 
physical exertion Is contradicted , in 
these words: “Alcohol never gave 
strength to a man's muscle, nor pow­
er to his mind, nor energy to his will. 
So far from being a preventive to 
exhaustion, it actually hastens it. It 
does not fortify against the cold, on 
the contrary, it lowers the ability to 
resist it. The scientific truth is that 
alcohol is good to combat exhaustion 
with only after the fact. A toddy af­
ter exposure to toe cold, or a dose of 
brandy after the effort, may stay the 
waste of tissue until nature's forces 
come to the aid of the exhausted 
body. Alcohol is good for the human 
system only in this way."

With his 
standing in Germany we have no ac­
quaintance, and so there is no partic­
ular reason to accept him as an ex­
pert where he simply asserts, and dis­
dains to prove. And it must be raid 
that the book is full of assertions that 
are not substantiated. Dr. Starke 
says that the man who does not 
joy alcohol is ar fool; he lauds it as 
a medicine and cheers for it as a food. 
As a beverage it surpasses tea and 
coffee. In .short. It is meat and drink, 
and sometimes a lodging for the 
night.

When Doctors Differ
To sum up, doctors differ on the 

subject ot alcohol as on all other sub­
jects. The final judge is a man’s 
common sense. Leaving aside alto­
gether the moral point of view, it can 
be fairly said that occasional drinking , 
by moderate men does them no ap­
parent harm. As a rule, in these cir­
cumstances it tends to make a man 
more genial. It is to "he remembered, 
however, that not one man in a hun­
dred Is adapted to become a moderate 
drinker. Among a thousand men, the 
ten who from temperament are capa­
ble of drinking wisely include per­
haps seven who can allow themselves 
this Indulgence without trespassing 
upon the rights of others depending 
bn them.

The Resolution

At this stage Mr;' Matson’s resolu­
tion cahie up.; It.was as follows, and 
was seconded by W. D. William a:

“That his worship the mayor take 
the necessary steps to place before the 
ratepayers of the city a plait or by­
law to guarantee tor a period of ten 
yeare 4 per cent Interest upon one to 
one and a half million dollars for the 
purpose of establishing iron works to 
construct ears and rolling stock in 
the City ot Victoria, the guarantee of 
interest to be governed according to 
the earning power of the company and 
to cease when the net profits equal 
10 per cent upon toe capital invest­
ed.’’

C. B. Redfern- took strong objection 
to the proposal to make the city li­
able for $60,000 in order to assist this 
enterprise. This money the city would 
have to pay if the works were not a 
success. He was opposed to any sys­
tem^ of bottuslng. Any industry that 
oould not stand on its own feet was 
no good. They bad bonused the old 
rice mill to the extent of $10,000 and 
the Sidney railway to the extent rf 
$9,000 annually for a term of years. 
He felt certain the city would have 
to pay out a large amount 
of money " every year It Mr. Matson's 
suggestion was adopted.

Trunk Pacific, Mr. R. J. Barrett, the 
editor of the London Financier, in 
pointing out the remarkable ease of 
grade, gives a comparison of the sum­
mits and gradients of the five exist­
ing American transcontinental rail­
ways with the Grand Trunk Pacific.

From this comparison it was shown 
that in the case of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific but one summit is encounter­
ed. having an altitude of 3,712 feet, 
with no greater grade in either direc­
tion than five-tenths of one per cent., 
or a rise of 25 feet to the mile, west 
of Winnipeg, which is increased to six- 
tenths of one per cent, east of Win­
nipeg; while in the case of the Cana­
dian Pacific two summits are sur­
mounted with a maximum altitude of 
5,299 feet and a maximum gradient of 
four and one-half per cent., or 237 feet 
to the mile—which, however, has a 
compensation advantage in the magni­
ficent scenery traversed.

company.

Salvage company agreed to send the 
steamer Salvor north on a ‘no cure no 
pay” basis, similar, to the contract 
made when the steamer Mariechen 
was floated at False* Hay, Alaska. The 
work involved three or four months 
at that vessel, but not more than two 
weeks were occupied in floating the 

the Northwestern, despite the fact tâat 
-the steamer was in 23 feet of water 
and à big rock had punctured the hull, 
reaching through to the orlop deck.

The wreckers found it necessary to 
blast out' the rock; , It was drilled with 
the powerful air-pumps of the Sal­
vor, being cut both inside and outside 
the vessel, and dynamite was sunk in­
to the drill holes ; blast after blast 
was fired and the rock ultimately cut 
away, both inside :and outside the 
sunken hull. The divers from the 
Salvor then went down and plugged 
thé bottom of the vessel. The reef on 
which the vessel was" lying is com­
posed of shale,' mostly of rough broken 
fragments, and Ihe ' wreckers found it 
impossible to plug up. the leaks so 
that the water could be pumped out, 
as the seepage through the crevices of 
the rocks was greater than the pumps 
could handle. When the rock was 
blasted away, though, the wreckers 
built a false deck- qver the damaged

. Although the provincial government i 
did not open the Game açt for amend­
ment during the recent session It is 
not improbable that some of the more 
necessary changes will be brought Into 
force by order In council. Yester­
day the attorney general interviewed 

'in regard to this matter stated that 
Byron Williams, the game warden, 
would make recommendations as to 
the alterations which should be made 
in order to Insure the proper protec­
tion of the big and small game of 
British Columbia. These would be 
given due consideration hy members 
of the exécutive council, and those 
which were deemed most required 
would be Introduced in the manner 
mentioned.

Towards the close of the recent ses­
sion Mark Eagleson, the representa­
tive 8f the Ltilooet district, ■ placed a 
notice on the order paper announcing 
his intention to ask leave to intro­
duce a bill to amend the Game act 
Although the measure never reached 
the house, it is understood that it pro­
posed a number of changes In the big 
game season. These, Mr. Eagleson 
said, were Imperative to prevent the 
extermination of the mountain sheep, 
which are found In the section of 
British Columbia which he represents. 
He pointed out that they left their 
mountain fastnessés In thé winter 
months, driven to- the plains below be­
cause of the heavy snows. There they 
were shot In large quantities and with 
ease by the Jtadians and others, it be­
ing lawful to bag them during the 
months of November and December. 
The bill which be contemplated Intro­
ducing proposed including that period 
in the closed season. It is quite like­
ly that his recommendation will be 
adopted, with any others which may 
be made by the game warden, by the 
government.

The reason why the question was 
not taken up at the recent session 
was on account of the time which 
would have been occupied In discuss­
ing any alterations. Mr. Eagleson 
did not take any further steps until 
late to the session. On that account 
it was considered expedient to allow 
the bill to stand over, the government 
agreeing to take any steps which 
might be considered absolutely neces­
sary In the meantime.

The police 
advised him to delay the latter step in 
order to avert suspicion. Mme. Bara- 
dina, after reading the letter, took 
poison.

Petersburg and was interred here to­
day, the coffin ' being "buried under 
wreaths of crimson flowers.
