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HUMANITY BLOWN TO ATOMS,

Desperate Naval Battle Between Govern­
ment Troops and Insurgents.

San Francisco, April L—Advices from 
Valparaiso state that the ironclad Blanco, 
belonging to the insurgents, attempted to 
blow up the armed government tug Florence 
with a fish torpedo, but the torpedo missed 
the tug and struck the big floating dry dock, 
blowing it to pieces. The Florence and a 
torpedo boat attacked the Blanco, when a 
heavy shell from the latter struck the 
Florence, blowing her entirely out of the 
water and killing or wounding every one of 
her crew of 17 men, while a broadside from 
the Blanco’s consort, the O’ Higgins, knocked 
the torpedo boat all to pieces. Fire was 
opened from the forts and a shell went 
through the O’Higgins, and the gun on the 
quarter deck exploded, the deck being liter 
ally torn out of the vessel and nine môn c-t 
of the gun’s crew of 12 were blown to atoms.

A Conflict Promised.
Santiago de Chili, April 1.—The elec­

tions just held have resulted in a complete 
triumph for the Liberals. It is reported the 
situation in which the insurgents at Iqnique 
find themselves is most desperate. Famine 
prevails and the supply of coal is exhausted. 
The Chilian Government flotilla is almost 
ready to proceed against the rebels’ ships. A 
desperate conflict is inevitable.

amendments. The road is to run from the 
1>rand Junction Railway, near the village of 
Campbellford, in Northumberland county, 
north through the township of Belmont in 
Peterboro’ county, for tne purpose of de­
veloping iron mines in the latter.

The Crown Lands.
The report of the Commissioner of Crown 

Lands was presented to the House yesterday. 
It shows that the total collections of the De­
partment were $1,113,052 and the total dis­
bursements $290,953. The area of clergy 
lands sold during the year was 780 acres, 
aggregating in value $1219.76. Jlhe amount 
collected on account of these and former 
sales was $6037.88. The area of Crown Lands 
sold during the year was 50,045 acres, aggre­
gating in value $79,847.39. The collections 
on account of these and sales of former 
years amounted to $74,031.78. The area of 
common school lands sold during the year 
was 220 acres, aggregating in value $766.50. 
Tne collections amounted to $11,758.24. The 
number of acres of grammar school lands 
sold during the year was 534, aggregating in 
value $367. The collections were $153x27. 
Under “Railways Aid Act” of 1889 certain 
lauds were set apart to be sold for the pur­
pose of forming a fund to recoup the pro­
vince in respect or moneys expanded in aiding 
railways—of these lauds 9406 acres were sold, 
aggregating in value $18,577.29. The collec­
tions were $11,562.56.

The total collections for the year from 
woods and forests amounted to $916,155.67, 
which includes $135,479.53 on account of 
bonuses, leaving the revenue from timber 
dues, ground rent, etc., to be $780,676.14. 
The revenue from woods and forestir is some­
what below the estimate, which is accounted 
for by the collapse in the square and waney 
board timber trade and a depression in the 
sawed lumber trade during part of the 
season.

In order to enable those owning mills in 
the nortn west part of the p 
supplies of timber it was dt 
a sale of a limited area of timber berths as 
soon as the necessary surveys and explora­
tions could be completed. The sale was held 
in October, at whicu there was a large at­
tendance. Three Hundred and forty-three 
and three-quarter miles were knocked down 
on the day of sale for $321,956.25, and 33 
miles were sold subsequently at the upBet 
price, realizing $24,309, making a total mile­
age sold of 376^, realizing $346,256.25, or an 
average of $919.06 per mile bonus for the 
more right to obtain license. There has been 
paid on account $110,729.53, leaving outstand­
ing $235,526.72.

The work done during the year on coloniz­
ation roads was as follows: Miles of new 
road constructed, 180; miles of road 
repaired, 400; bridges erected, 30; bridges 
repaired, 12. The work done was carefully 
inspected and reported to be of a satisfactory 
and substantial character. The total ex­
penditure was $127,577.60, of which certain 
items amounting to $3,770.20 were refunded, 
leaving the net departmental expenditure to 
be $124,807.40.

The report says nothing about the nickel 
lands except that they were withdrawn from 
sale.

note presented to Secretary Blaine by Baron 
Fa va in reply to the secretary’s explanatory 
communication to the Italian Government 
indicates a firm insistence by the Govern­
ment upon its original attitude. In it Mr. 
Blaine is assured that what Italy asked, and 
still asks, is that the Federal Government 
guarantee that regular legal proceedings 
shall be enforced against the culprits who 
are responsible for the New Orleans out­
rage. Italy also asks that the United States 
shall in principle admit its obligation to pay 
a money indemnity to the families of the 
victims of the court house mob.

In Italian political circles the vigorous ac­
tion takeu by the Government is generally 
and fully endorsed without respect to party 
division. The press reflects tne prevailing 

popular feeling and is strong in 
ton of the Washington Govern­

ment for its half-hearted efforts to maintain 
the national authority and exact reparation 
for crimes committed against Italians on the 
soil of one of its states.

Perhaps in no better way is the anger of a 
certain class of Italians illustrated than in 
the fact that a number of influential persons 
are now demanding that the Premier shall 
at once break with the Washington Govern­
ment. ignore its jurisdiction in the present 
difficulty and proceed at once directly to call 
the state of Louisiana to account.

In the Assembly yesterday the Speaker 

gave his ruling on the objection raised by 
Mr. Fraser, a few days ago, to Mr. Wood’s 
request that Sheriff McKellar’s petition 
should be read immediately after its pres­
entation. The Speaker said that in the 
of the petition in question an objection hav­
ing been taken and there having been no 
motion made for the reading of the petition, 
the petition could not then be read. Although 
a member presenting a petition is by rule 89 
answerable that it shall not contain any im­
pertinent or improper matter, the practice of 
the House is that every petition presented to 
it shall at once be deposited with the clerk 
for examination by him and if found to be 
such as according to the rules and practice of 
the House can be received, it shall be brought 
to the table by direction of the Speaker two 
days after the presentation to be read and 
received. It may then be read at length by 
the clerk at the table if required, or it may 
with common consent be read by the clerk at 
the time of its presentation, but this cannot 
be done if any member objects. When a 
petition complains of some present personal 
grievance requiring an immediate remedy it 
may wi*h common consent be read.

Mr. Ross introduced a bill to incorporate 
the Chartered Stenographers’ Association of 
Ontario. Tbe bill was brought in at the re­
quest of the Stenographers’ Association of 
Ontario and is similar to the acts incorpor­
ating the Chartered Accountants and Char­
tered Architects. It provides that whereas 
the use of stenography has become an in­
tegral part of the administration of justice 

.in Ontario, the rights of property, 
liberty and occasionally life itself being de­
pendent on the accuracy of the reporters’ 
notes of evidence, and whereas the record of 
evidence is applied in royal commissions of 
enquiry, public investigations and learal ar­
bitrations there Is necessity for adequate 
standards of education and technic­
al efficiency in stenography. There­
fore all stenographers registered under 
the act are constituted into _ the 

Stenographers’ Association 
of Ontario with corporate powers with 
reference to the holding of examinations, 
the conferring of the degree C.8.O., imposi­
tion of fees, etc. The council is to consist of 
nine members nominated by the Lieutenant- 
Governor in council, must be British sub­
jects and-must have, practised their profes­
sion within the province within the past 10 
years. Anyone assuming the title C.S.O. 
without warrant is subject to a penalty of 
$25 for the first offence and $100 for subse­
quent offences.

The proposed association is not a close cor­
poration, anyone being eligible for admission 
on passing an examination.

Mr. Tait introduced a bill 
Supreme Court of Judicature for Ontario to 
admit George MaqGregor Gardner to prac­
tice as a solicitor, on passing an examination. 
The preamble of the bill states that Mr. 
Gardner served as clerk in different law 
offices since 1865, and was appointed notary 
public in 1887; that owing to financial rea­
sons and other circumstances over which the 
said George MacGregor Gardner had no 
control, he was prevented from entering 
himself on the books of the Law Society of 
Upper Canada; that from the experience 
and knowledge gained by him in the study 
and practice of the. law, as hereinbefore nar­
rated, he has thereby gained such an educa­
tion in the law and practice of the courts 
as he thinks will enable him to pass the final 
examination prescribed by the Law Society 
for the admission of solicitors.

Among other bills introduced was one by 
Mr. Gibson (Hamilton) to amend the Insur­
ance Act in accordance with the petition of 
the Underwriters’ Association, ft provides 
that companies shall nbt be liable for loss by 
tire owing to the use of steam engines with­
in lOff feet of a barn or stack, and also pro­
vides for the appointment of Provincial 
coroners for the investigation of cases of 
tires of unknown origin.

The debate on the Treasurer’s statement 
was resumed in the afternoon. In the even­
ing, at a late hour, Mr. Ross replied to the 
remarks of the previous speakers regarding 
the administration of the schools of the 
province, particularly to the charge made 
that the public schools were neglected at the 
expense of the high schools. In 1871 the 
grant to each public school was $42 and in 
1889 it was $49, an increase of 15 per cent., 
while the school population increased only 
12 per cent. In 1871 the grant for each pub­
lic school pupil was 43 cents and in 1889 it was 
55 cents. On the other hand the grants to 
high schools had increased 43 per cent, while 
the high school population had increased 390 
per cent. The grant for each high school 
pupil in 1871 was $9.50, while in 1889 it was 
$5.50. So that the Government was 
much i more generous to the public schools 
than to the high schools. Besides, the 
Government was spending $100,000 more 
than in 1871 on objects subsidiary to public 
school work. For example, $1000 would bo 
spent this year on night schools, $4000 on art 
schools, $20,000 more ^than in 1871 on 
Mechanics’ Institutes—all these amounts were 
not spent on high schools, but really on pub­
lic school work.

Again the increased attendance at the 
high schools during the past few years was a 
marked feature of the system. The policy 
inaugurated by Mr. Crooks was directed 
towards enabling those who wanted the in­
struction necessary for teachers to get it at 
the high schools, leaving the Normal schools 
for the training work of teachers. Therefore 
a large amount of the money spent on high 
schools was spent directly on the public 
schools, because the teachers of the latter 
were educated in them.

Again there is half-a-million or more spent 
on what may be termed elementary educa­
tion, for example on the Model Farm, the 
Deaf and Dumb Institute, the Blind Insti­
tute.

Mr. Ross vigorously repudiated the state­
ment that the Public Schools are not so 
good as they used to be. Elementary arita- 
metic was studied 20 years ago by 298,OoO 
pupils, now by 450,000; writing by 290,000, 
now by 446,000; geography by 176,000, now 
by 373,000; Canadian history by 32,000, 
by 130,000 and so on. These subjects 
the ones to which thé attention of Public 
School scholars should be mainly, 
together, devoted. In the new bi 
proposed, provision was made for even 
a wider course in commercial subjects. 
The tendency now is for pupils to 
remain longer in the fifth form than a few 
years ago. i'he proposed leaving examina­
tion will tend to keep pupils who are not 
within reach of high schools a longer time in 
the public schools after passing the entrance 
examination to the high school.

As for the statement that the schools were 
not sufficiently practical, Mr. Ross showed 
that only 367 high scuool pupils matriculated 
last year into Toronto University, 1690 out of 
18,UX) were studying for junior matricula­
tion and 143 for senior matriculation. On the 
other baud 1161 high school pupils entered 
mercantile life.

Tuere is a close relation between ignorance 
and crime and there is no stronger guarantee 
for public safety in Canada to-day 
public and high fschool systems of the pro­
vince.

The Situation Very Geave—An Outbreak

The striking leaders 
say it is not true that the time for inaugura­
tion of the eight-hour movement has been 
changed from May 1 to April L The situa­
tion Is desperate in the coke regions, and 
leaders recognizing this have determined to 
put their money in the coke strike and make 
the eight-hour movement elsewhere an after 
consideration. No general strike of miners, 
they say, will be ordered until after the 
Inter-State conference of mine owners and 
workers here next Tuesday.

Secretary-for-War Stanhope Says Every 
New British Vessel Is to Be Fitted to 

Receive Armament on the Shortest 
Notice.

London, April L—In a speech at Grimsby 
to-day Secretary-for-War Stanhope announc­
ed that the Government had determined that 
every new vessel built in England which 
was big enough for the purpose and the 
owner of which was willing to accept the 
Government’s conditions should be fitted to 
receive armament on the shortest notice.

*- OUR POLLUTED WATER,Only Themselves 'to Blame.
London, April 1.—The Star, referring to 

tbe slaughter of the Goorkha troops in As­
sam, says the British Commissioners have 
only themselves to blame for this deplorable 
catastrophe. They should not have meddled 
with the question of the deposition of the 
Rajah of Manipur, which was the result of ft 
quarrel between tribal chiefs.

Lord Lansdowne, Viceroy of India, has 
cabled to the Government that the Indian 
forces are abundantly able to deal with the 
reltellion at Manipur without the aid of act* 
ditional troops.

During the progress of the mutiny, despite 
tbe utmost desperation of the fighting, hus­
bands invariably kept a loaded pistol in re­
serve to save their wives from dishonor at 
the hands of their fiendish assailants.

The-disaster is recognized by military au­
thorities here as the result of a blunder. 
Two mistakes of vital consequence charac­
terized the expedition. The fact that the 

‘ammunition ran out .after a couple of 
days’ fighting only shows that proper pro­
vision had not been' made for possible exi­
gencies.

The second blunder was the advance of 
such a small force without support.

returned a verdict of wilful murder 
against a person or persons unknown, has 
made certain discoveries in the matter, but 
before he can take definite action the Attor­
ney-General has to decide whether it is in the 
interests of justice that criminal steps should 
be taken.

No. 18 Bond-street is a boarding house 
tenanted by a man-about-town named 
George Deer. Some few dàys ago two girls 
arrive! there and secured accommodation. 
They were sisters and apparently devoted to 
each other. On the day the body of tne in­
fant was found in the shed they left the city. 
The police have traced them to Orangeville, 
where one of them lies seriously ill Just 
what connection these two women have with 
tbe murder it is impossible to say, but the 
police, although reticent, are willing to con­
fess that the Attorney-General has been in­
formed of the fact that suspicion points 
in their direction, and that they are await­
ing instructions from him before taking ac­
tion.

—No Excitement Here.

“Nothwithstanding all tbe paragraphs 
that have been floating about, not. only in 
the Ontario press but the Quebec as well,” 
remarked ex-Ald. Franklaud, the well- 
known cattle exporter, to The World yestér- 
day, “with regard to the large purchases of 
cattle by an American syndicate, there is 
nothing in it more or less than that there is 
a great shortage on the other* side of the line 
that may last for about another seven weeks, 
owing to the fact that a great many of the 
old feeders of the Western States have sold 
all their corn. As an illustration, take the 
reports of The Drovers’ Journal of Chicago, 
in its issue of yesterday, which calls attention 
to the fact that in the three great markets 
of Chicago, Kansas City and Iowa there is 
only 15,099 head, or some 25,009 head less 
than on the same date last year.

“Cattle have sprung very high,” continued 
the Beef Baron. “In fact, the market of 
Kausas was as h'gh last Thursday as it has 
been during any part of the last seven years. 
This stringency has been propnesied 
for some three years, as , it has 
been a recognized fact that the prices the 
farmers received in Chicago for their cattle 
were far from being remunerative,

“The best and most experienced men we 
have consulted in Canada and the United 
States admit the fact that No. 1 beef cannot 
be produced after 
montns’ feeding at 1 
per pound. For years until the present 
it has been $8.80 to $4.50 per hundred, 
weight The increased cost has resulted in 
throwing feeders,out of the business and the 
creation of the present excite! prises in the 
United States. This condition of affairs also 
reveals the cause of the recent dealings of the 
Americans with the Canadian trade. There 
has been no excitement in the Canadian trade, 
as our farmers dispose of their stock in a 
legitimate and conservative way.

HATSHow It Works Abroad.

Compulsory education has been experi­
mented with,not only iu Canada wnere popu­
lar education is in advance of the world, 
Ibut in Great Britain, Germany and the 
United States. The Minister of Education 
has issued a report on the subject, giving 
data as to tbe application and results in tbe 
four countries named. Mr. Ross presents 
the matter collected in convenient form, but 
does not emphasize or comment upon* the 
lesson contained.

It is observable that, the compulsion is 
more stringent in Scotland- than Ontario, 
although the results may not be superior. In 
this province children between the ages of 
7 and 13 are required to attend school at 
least 100 days in each school year, “unless 
there be reasonable excuse for non-attend­
ance.” That is mild enough. In Scottish 
districts the age of attendance Is not made 
imperative, but scholars must pass 
the Fifth standard. The result is 
that children pass this examination 

about 11 years of age and 
in large numbers at once disappear from 
the school registers. In Glasgow tbe school 
officers spend two days a week in plain 
clothes on the streets promoting attendance, 
and the result is gratifying, but in Dundee 
It is otherwise. Parents are prosecuted 
again and again for their own neglect or 
the perversity of truant children, and in de­
fault of payment of fines it is not uncommon 
to send them to prison. To correct this 
difficulty a scheme is under consideration for 
the establishment of industrial day schools, 
where truant children and those of vicious 
parents can be managed. One stumbling 
block in the way of improvement is the ex­
action of school fees, at least we must so 
regard it. In England the borough school 
boards have various arrangements and de­
grees of compulsion. Borne make attendance 
compulsory until the fourth or fifth stand­
ards are passed, some stipulate ages ranging 
from 5 to 15 and others blend the standard 
and age systems. In England the estimated 
number of children between the ages of 7 
and 11 is 2,908,991 and the school registers 
show that 2,093.910 are in attendance more 
ST less regular. Tbe general cause of dis­
satisfaction with the school system in Eng­
land and Scotland is that for the enormous 
cost the permanent good is small, so many 
children leaving school at an early age and 
epeedilv 
crowded
trouble exists in all countries and cannot be 
wholly corrected.

The 
new company, which is composed of re­
putable citizens, propose to give a first-class 
telephone service at reduced rates upon those 
at present charged, and they ask, as we under­
stand it, the same privileges as those upon 
which the present telephone business is con­
ducted.

If they ask no more than that they are 
cerainly entitled to equal treatment But 
the Board of Works should protect the 
citizens against any possible amalgamation 
or pooling between the two companies. If 
this is not done two companies would be a 
greater evil than one.

Canada’s Mining Status.
Apropos of the convention on mining 

which closed yesterday The World reprints 
the foUowing extract» from a paper recently 
read by Mr. Hamilton Merritt on the pro­
duction of iron and steel in Ontario:

“We produced in Canada 35,921 tons of pig 
iron in 1889. In the United States they 
produce .67 ot a ton of pig iron per capita of 
the population. In Canada we produce .005 
of a ton of pig iron per capita of our popu­
lation. Or in the United States each person 
has 134 times as much pig iron manu­
factured for him in his own country as be 
would have if he lived in Canada.

“This comparison is drawn not for the 
purpoee <8 belittUng the efforts of those 
among us who are striving to buUd up our 
metallurgical Industries, but to invite atten­
tion to the disparity which is exhibited in 
the working results and which no one can 
beUeve legitimately exists in the poesibUi- 
ties of the two countries.

“I boldly make the assertion that Can­
ada’s greatest deficiency Ues in not producing 
her own iron and steel 

“We have built magnificent railroad sys­
tems. have created splendid steamship 
and are constantly projecting others. These 
may be said to be our greatest works, but 
what are they but iron and steel?

“What if we had produced it aU in Can­
ada and were now manufacturing that 
which will be used in all the newly-projected 
railroads and steamship lines, to say nothing 
of all the multitudinous requirements of 
everyday consumption of the king of metals? 
We can say at least that there would be a 
million more people in Canada to-day.

“We cannot point to any nation in the 
rid that amounts to anything which does 

not manufacture its own iron aud steel.11

Value for Value.
The Oswego papers express a belief that a 

beneficial measure of reciprocity, though not 
unrestricted, will result from negotiations 
between Sir John Macdonald and Mr. 
Blaine. The latter is reputedly anxious to 
settle the various difficulties in the Canadian 
relations. It is suggested that the Oswego 
Board of Trade send a delegate to Washing­
ton to urge that any arrangement between 
the two countries shall include the right of 
free canalage'tb American boats. The toll 
on a vessel or steamer of 1500 tons burthen 
for a round trip of the lakes amounts to $600.

During March there were 68 interments in
