GLADSTONE PORTRAYS THE PRE-
MIER IN A NEW GUISE,

The Most Frequently Caricatured States-
man of the Centary Himself Becomes
A Oaricaturist and Proceeds to Ludi-

crously Transmogrify Iis Opponent
Amidst Peals of Homeric Laughter
From His Audience, ';

Loxpox, Nov. 20.—Mr. Gladstone was
Saturday a participant in the exercises at-
tending formal opening of a recreation hall
at Port Suptight, near Birkenhead. The
ambiguities of the position of the so-called
iiberal-Unionists were now lifted, said the
Premier. - The last shred of their pretext of
Liberalism had heen removed by Lord
Hartington's frankness. ' This left the bat-
tle to be manfully and good-humoredly, he
hoped, fought out between Liberals and
Tories. -

Mr. Gladstone declared that TLord Salis-
bury seemed ignorant of what was going on
in the British Empire. When he Wasa
young man all colonies were governed in
Downing-street. Since thenall the colonies
had been given local autenomies, infinitely
more than Ireland had asked, for yet their
hearts beat warmly in unison of the Mother
Country. Lord Salisbury had called Home
Rule capsuled medicine. Doubtless he was
an authority on physic, as he had to take
several nasty doses in recent years, like
that of the South Molten election.
The two reasons for placing Home
Rule in the van of the Liberal
policy was injustice to Ireland and the
necessity for clearing the road for self-legis-
lation. Having no hope in the present,
Lord Salisbury had occupied himself by

redicting what would happen whena Hoine
ﬁule bill was passed. He - had talked of
coming massacres and cruelty in Ireland.
Did such predictions proceed from the
brain of a Premier, or did he hear them in
bedlam? They were certainly much wor-
thier of the latter than the former. Salis-
bury was like a silly nursemaid, who, wl;en
unable to pacify by rational means, tried
to frighten by stories of hobgoblins.
[Laughter and cheers.] ILet the people dis-
miss such inmginations.

Speaking later, Mr. Gladstone dealt at
length with the labor question.

A Permanent ture in Sight.

EpiveurcH, Nov. 28.—Mr. Balfour at-
tended a Conservative meeting here to-day.
In the course of his remarks, referring to
Ireland, he said he believed that Great
Britain- would never again see a gigantic
agrarian conspiracy, fed by American
funds, raise its head in Ireland. He did
not believe that again would be seen any-
thing like the obstruction and defiance
formerly thrown into the teeth of the
British Parliament by a few Irish represen-
tatives. Mr. Balfour added that he hoped
the country had at last successfully émerged
from its greatest difficulties, All thatlre -
land now wanted, he declared, wasa firm,
liberal and kindly government. ‘If only Mr.
Gladstone .‘r*staineg from advocating impos-
sible legislative remedies, Mr. Balfour was
confident that a permanent cure of the Irish
troubles was effected.

HEML NEVER COME BACK AGAIN,

After ex-
plaining that it was for no slight cause, fo
nothing less than the security of the em
pire, that rupture could have occurred, he
Bays:
“Even after the rupture had taken place
there were many of us—1 was one of them
—who hoped it would be only temporary,
who believed that the Gladstonians would
speedily abandon the path upon which we
knew, and they had good cause for know-
ing, they had reluctantly entered. We look-
ed forward therefore to a speedy re-union. If
I refer to that now it is to say that since
then the gulf has widened and deepened.
Now I neither look for nor desire re-union.”

Mean-
while the branches of the Unionist party
have been brought into closer and more
cordial relations.”

Hundreds of per-
sons, unable to gain admission to the church,
contented  themselves with  reverently
bariung their heads as the body of the Earl
was carried past.

BEATY'S CAMPAIGN OPENED.

HE SOUNDS THELOUD TIMBREL IN
81, ALBAN'S WARD,

The Ex-Mayor Says The Electors Will
Place Him In the Mayor’s Chair—-His
15-Plank Platform—He Has a Four-
fold Remedy. for Present Evils—Tor-
onto's Future—A Survey of the situa-
tion,

Interest in the mayoralty contest increases.
Mr. Beaty began his campaign on Saturday
night by an address at Parkdale, a synopsis
of which is given below.

The Ewpire of a few days ago found it
convenient to state that as Mayor Clarke
would not ran again it had made up its mind
to support Mr. Osler. There are those who
say that Mayor, Clarke has not definitely
abandoned the field aod that he will appear
at the heel of the hunt. 'The Empire’sarticie
provides for this ethergency.

The News on Saturday stated that it bad
been trying to gauge public opinion, and
after careful enquiry it had made up its
mind that the majority of the workiog men
favored Mr, Fleming, and that being the case
it had decided to cast its influence in favor
of that gentleman. Avparently it bhad
not endeavored to measure the different can-
didates but had contented itself with follow-
ing the labor vote, The other papers
includicg The World have not declared
themselves,

What The World finds is that the Osler
movement is quietly and steadily gaining in
volume, though it is not as yet supported by
any particular organization other than what
is improperly called the Board of Trade com-
bination. Nevertheless the fesling is growing
that if Toronto wishes a really strong man
for the position of mayor aund one who is
able Yo grapple with the financial issue Mr.
Osler is best qualified of all the candidates.
His chances depend entirely on how quickly
this idea may spread and permeate the minds
of the ratepayers.

There is very little politics in the contest
with the exception of this, that Ald. Fleming
is the machine candidate of the Liberals and
is supported by Peter Ryan and his friends,
while Mr. McDougall, the other Reform
dspiraut, has to: content himself with the
banediction of men like Mr, James A. Proc-
tor, who is not much of a stalwart. Mr.
James McMillan is not really a Reformer at
the present time. He is rather an Equal
Righter of rather strong opinions. His
chancesin certain emergencies are not by any
means 1o be sneezed at.

BREsKING 1HE ICE,

Dr. James Beaty Says He Is in the Field
to Stay.

Mr, James Beaty, Q.C., LL.D., ex-Ald.,
ex-Mayor, ex-M.P., who styles himself ‘‘The
People’s Candidate for the Mayoralty,” open-
ed bis election campaign on Saturday night
in the Parkdale Masonic Hali. The’ attend-
ance was not large, but the audience com-
prised the citizens of St. Alban’s Ward who
are noted for the interest they take in muni-
cipal affairs. There were also present about
a score of ladies, representing the Women's
Enfranchisement Association, the W.C.T.U.
and germane societies.

Major Carlaw, who presided, introduced
Mr. Beaty as “the mayor-elect of Toronto.”
Sarveying the array of candidates, the major
said that although Mr. Osler would make an
excellent mayor he (the chairman) did not
think the ratepayers would elect him to that.
honorable position. Mr, Osler is not suffi
cietly acquainted with municipal matters.
This will disqualify him. Mr, Beaty is a
tried man. He has been both alderman and
mayor, and he filled each position with
eredit to himself and satisfaction to all par-
ties.

Mr. Beaty spoke for 'mearly an hour, and
spoke most effoctively. He was intently lis-
tened to and was highly complimented at
the close of his address on the broad grasp be
had shown on all matters municipal.

An Independent Candidate,

“] am not brought out by any section of
the citizens; but have complied with the re-
quest of hundreds of voters. It is15 months
since I was requested to come out.”

The persoual ground cleared Mr. Beaty
continued: “Toronto is in an emergency at
the present time. It needs a capable man at
its head, and an improved system of civic
administration, We also need a city charter.
I prepared a charter a dozsn years ago, of
600 priuted pages, and there has not been a
good suggesticn made since that time which
was not contained in that charter.”

“I propose to restore the city’s credit and
put it in a better financial position. 1t can
be done. When I was mayor 12 years ago
the taxation was 20 mills; I left it 17. The 6
per cent. debentures were 93; I left them at
115. At the time I retired; from office the
city was better governed than ever before in
its history., Hence I maintain that 'loronto
is not nearly as hadly off n ow as it was 12
years ago.” [Applause.]

The City Is Not in Debt.

Mr. Beaty next dealt with the city debt.
It was not correci, he averred, to say this
amounted to 17 million dollars. Four
millions was for local improvements. This
is nn asset, not a debt, It issimply a mort-
gage. There is only 12 millions of gross
debt, and the city has assets covering the
entire of it. Toronto to-day does not there-
fore owe a dollar, [Applause.]

The candidate proceeded to argue that it
was municipal extravagance and want of
efficient oversight that bad occasioned this
debt, which could aud must be reduced. He
did not, however, join in the chorus of cen-
sure on the aldermen; the fault was more
chargeabie on the system than on the men.
He explained that he was the father of the
local improvement system, not on the in-
itiative of the City Hall, but of the
ratepayers, The change had been a
disastrous one. [Applause.] Improvements
should not be forced on ratepayers by~ men
who had private interesis to serve, [Renewed
applause. ]

Mr. Beaty advocated the apportionment of
civic business into a few permanent depart-
ments, controlled as to officials and ser'vice
immediately by competent heads under suit-
able bylaws, but ultimately by the couacil,
the people’s representatives as a body aud
pot as individuals; also the institution of a
board of control, composed of the Mayor,
the chairmen of committees (as ex-officio
metnbers) and heads of departments to sug-
gest methods to control, reduce and manage
the expenditure.

He also insisted om equivalent value in
work and material for woneys expended,
which the city at preseat did not get.

The Remedies Proposed.

These, Mr. Beaty said, were four: (1) sys-
tematize, (2) economize, (3) equalize, (4) su-
terprise. He had already dealt with the
first remedy. As regards the second, be
advocated reduced taxation as tar as practi-
cable, consistent with the necessities of the
city. With this view he would retrench and
moderate all controlable expeuditures 1n
every department of work and service. [Ap-
plause.] . i .
~ On the third point he would go in for an
equipable assessment and fair taxation on
a1 property and classes. ‘lhis would, be
saiq, bring the taxation down a mill or two
like shot. [Renewed applause.]

Loss of a Brig with Gilbert Island

“Slaves” on Board.

8ax Franosco, Novs 29.—A despatch
from Manzanillo, Mex., says the American
steamer Roseville has arrived there and re-

rts passing a wreck—that of the brig

ahiti-—at sea.s She was floating bottom
up and the captain of .the Roseville says
she must have been capsized. The Tahiti
created a sensation Sept. 30 last, putting
into Drake’s Bay, near this city, in
distress. She had 270 Gilbert Islanders
on board under contract - for work in Mexi-
co at starvation wages. These men were
practically slaves and there was much talk
of seizing the vessel. Collector Phelps,
however, decided he had no right to detain
her and the brig left. It seems almost cer-
tain that all on board have been lost, as the
ship’s boats were still with her. Besides
the Islanders the vessel carried a crew of
21, making a tbtal of 291 on board the ill-
fated craft.

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BREWERIES AND MILLIONS.

Some More Information About the Four
Cousolidated Concerns. 7

The syndicate of Toronto breweries re-l1
forred to in Saturday’s World is no smal
concern. Its capital ig two and a half
million dollars, all paid up. The Davies
Brewing and Malting Company and the
Ontario Brewing and Malt?ug Company
bave received their purchase money, but the
third brewery in the deal, the Cos-
grave, will - npot get its share till

an. 1 In fact .~ the syndicate
will not take full charge of any of the
gewly nequired concerns until that date. It
s first necessary to ascertain what is due on
stock and trade. In the meantime, however,

residents Davies and Thomas have been re-
tained as employes in their respective brew-
eries and Mr. Willilam Ross, cashier and
secretary of the Dominion hrewing and
Malting Co., is in the meantime in control.

The amount of the consideration for which
the three breweries decided to sink their
identity is a secret. All the parties concern-
€d are as dumb as oysters. The amount paid
by the syndicate a year or so ago for the
Dominion Brewery was . $1,250,000, and
as the paid up ecapital of the four
establishments as merged into one .is to
be §2,500,000, and the . capacity of the three
newly acquired breweries is about equal ‘to
that of the Dominion, somewhere round
a million dollars is probably the sum distri-
buted among the I?aviea, Ountario and Cos-
grave concerns.

‘I'fe output of the four breweries composing
the corporation is about 3,000,000 gallons an-
nually and it is the intention to increase this,
Mr. Robert Davies of the Dominion Brewery
will be general manager and Mr. William
Ross will have control of the office and finan-
cial departments, .

A week orsoago Messrs. E. R. C. Clarkson
and Ross took a tour of some of the brewery
syndicates in the United States with a view
to getting pointers for office work. The
World’s informant said they did not pick up
much information on this particular point.
“"Anyhow,” he continued, ‘“‘they manufac-
ture more lager Leer than ale and do a cash
busin ss, while we here turn out more ale
than lager, and most of our business is done
on_time.,”

When the English capitalists comprising
the syndicate first opened negotiations here,
they also had in view O'Keefe’s brewery. In
fact a straight bid was made, A gentieman
who claims to know something about the
inner workings of the syndicate says the
amount offered for the big Victoria-street
brewery was between $400,000 and $500,000.
The consideration was satisiactory, it is said,
but they were accompanied by certain con-
ditions with which Mr. (’Keefe would not
comply.

QUEER SWINDLING OPERATIONS
Of a Young Englishwoman—She Orders
All Sorts of Things C.0.D. and Then
Lays in Wait for Them,

For the past few days the residents of a
portion of Bond-street have been besieged by
tradesmen and their boys demanding pay-
ment for goods that had been delivered
earlier in the day. The householders re-
pudiated ordering or getting the goods.
Others of them refused to take in goods
which boys were anxious to deliver
to them, and which in every case
were C.0.D. The thing got to be a nuisance.
Then detectives began coming around mak-
ing enquiry as to the orders. They were
also looking for a voung woman with short
hair, sallow complexion aud pronounced
English voice of soft accent, who seems in
every case to have given the orders. Her
mode of operation was about as follows—
varied a little here and there to suit altered
circumstances: she would enter a store, ask
to see goods and then give a large order,
telling the storekeeper to send them with
the bill right around to some number in
Bond-street, generally to a house that had a
front and side entrance. Immediate delivery
iwas always insisted on. The boy would be
\despatched with the things, the woman who
gave the order would be about, and inter-
cepting the lad would exclaim: “Oh, here
you are with the things I ordered from
Brown; Tll take them in by the
front, but you go in by the back gate
and I'll meet you at the side door and
pay you.” Once the youth was behind the
side gate her ladyship would dart off with
the plunder and the much befooled boy
would be standing for ten minutes to an hour
pvaiting for the side door to open and the
money to appear. When he did knock the
inmates at first imagined him bereft of his
senses and stoutly repudiated either giving
the order or getting the goods. At some
houses she was so hard pressed by the situa-
tion that she herself would go up to the front
door and enquire if So-and-So lived there,
and then either give the goods back to the
boy or dodge off with them on some excuse
or other. At one house on Friday four dif-
terent orders of fine shoes were
tendered. but in every case they
were, it was afterwards ascertained,
sent later than the pretended purchaser de-
sired and therefore missed her clutches,

Detective Black ' spent half a day in one
Bond-street house on Friday lyingin wait
for her, butshe eluded him, On Sunday,
hewever, he goton her track and located
her up Yonge-street. Her name is Chariotte
Urry, one of a family who came out to
this country some months age from Eug-
land. She used Bond-street for her opera-
tions because she had been a nurse in one of
the houses there some seven months ago,
and knew the lay of the ground. But she
also carried on her swindlings in other parts
of the city. A Bloor-street doctor’s bouse
was used for the delivery of a lot of fancy
goois and Berlin wool work one day last
Wees,

Some cakes and confectionery that she
ordered from a Yonge-street baker, and
which she intercepted on the way of delivery,
were presented by her to the Agnes-street
Church social on Kriday night. Some oysters
and oranges that she ordered from Enright’s
in Church-street, near, Queen, she took to a
sick man on Teraulay-street. Enright
identified a pitcher which his wife bad sent
the oysters in,

When confronted by the police the girl ad-
mitted giving tbe orders and taking things.
Then she swooned away and a doctor had to
be callea in, She is avidently in bad health,
and more or less insane, and ought to be
looked after.

He saw the voters, got the
requisition from the parlor in the form
Club, went to the ticket office and struck them
for 35; he also arranged with C. W, Taylor of
The Globe about a train and went down the
morniug of the election to the station; saw
all the voters seated safely in the train and
then gave them their tickets; some who got
tickets did not go.

- Mr. Osler: Some kept their tickets to get
the rebate, s

Mr. Blake: How. well you understand
human nature?

Mr. Osler: Election human nature.

Heonry H. Job, Jobn E. Chester, Harry G
Covk were Toronto voters who received
tickets and went 1o vote via the special.

Bartello Maiorana demurred to being ex-
amined in English, but Mr. Osler toid nim
he thougnt he could speak election English;
he also weunt up and voted.

Fred Harper, barrister ¢f Loudon, was a
chairman of a sub-division commirtee. He
says Frank Halpin was a good verker and
bad charge of the colored people at the
Waterloo-street schoolhouse and the colored
bandroom. The witness wasat the meetings
and acted as first chairman at the school-
house. The meeting was intended as a color-
ed voters’ committee meeting. He went first
about 8 o'clock, but found very few there.
There was a colored social going on at the
Gracé-street Church and he went there and
told the brethren that there was a meeting
at the schoolbouse. He made two trips to
the social and finally the crowd left the tea,
for the beer about 9.45. The committee
meeting bad to be abandoned and the affair
became a regular pandemonium. Witness
protested he was not on thie colored commit-
tee.

Mr. Qsler: No; you don’t iook like it.

Witness took the chair and then followed
speeches by gentlemen of color and also Mr.
Hyman. :

Mr. Osler: Did Mr. Hyman announce him-
self as the temperance candidate on this
occasion?

Witness: Idon'tthinkso. Shortly after the
meeting started, continued witness, a large
crowd gathered on the outside and attacked
the school. The windows were broken and
there was every prospect of a riot, but the
police appeared and finally they got down to
the real business of the evening. Speeches,
songs and playing, recitations and then the
beer. The beer was in a corner of the plat-
farm covered by overcoats—it wasn’t opened
till about 12.15. Before the: beer pickled
pigs’ feet were passed around.

Mr. Osler:  Pig] pigs’ feet trotted
round, eh!

Witness: Had sampled the lager, and in
the box said it was as good as he kmew of.
He was also at the band room meeting. There
were short pithy speeches in favor of Mr,
Hyman made.

In re-examination witness d it was
thought in the committee that they ought to
give a good deal of attention to the colored
vote.

Hyman was asked to sign, but he said he
could not sign now, but he might after the
election. At the next meeting on Feb. 25
there were speeches, the beer was passed
round and the same old subscription list
did duty.

George Graham said F, T. Trebilcock

The assets, cousisting of
book debts, stock and margin on real estate,
are placed at $8534.19, leaving a nominal
deficit of $10,300.51.

He also agreed to pay preferred
claims and all expenses. The offer was re-
commended for a tance. By the time
Mr. Taylor has carried out his agreement he
will have paid close upon 100 cents on the
doliar.

The most astonishing statement is one
that after the miscreants had been satiated
with outrage and slaughter they were
feasted u.mf feted. by the leading Chinese
mandarin in the district,

Loxpor, Nov. 29.—Advices received here
frowm Shanghai state that the rebel forces in
Manchuria have defeated the Imperial
troops sent to suppress the rising in the
region. The Imperial forces numbered 4000
men and their defeat causes the Govern-
ment the gravest anxiety, Reinforcements
to the number of 6000 men have been de-
spatched from 'Tien Tien to oppose the
rebels, who are marching on Pekin. If the
Imperial troops are again defeated the posi-
tion of Pekin and Tien. Tien will be ex-
tremely critical.

The
friends of mediocre candidates are trying to
show that it matterslittle who is chief magif-
trate since with a poor council the ablest of
men could accomplish little were he mayor.
It is true that an incompetent or venal coun-
¢il can have its way despite the efforts of a
good chief, but if he ‘is arch-noodle or boss
rascal of such a crew the sum of their mis-
deeds will be doubled.

A Plethora of Women.

The fact that women ‘outnumber the men
in this world has d much d ion ‘at
various times and many have attemoted to
devise ways whereby that surplus of num-
bers may be absorbed by the race. These
attempts have been made with an idea of
economizing human life and overcoming
what at flist'glance looks like a grievoug
‘waste of a percentage of humanity. A big-
amist may thus be designated as in some
sense a social economist in his day and gen-
eration. “Me is mot a student inabstract
theories bat ofi¢ who in his limited sphere

vesognizes a great social difficulty, removes

e part of it and substitutes another. He gets

no credit for his efforts since thé alterna-
tive isin bad repute. The Mormons, too,
tried to meet the exigencies of the case by
encouraging polygamy, but this did not
become much more popular than bigamy—
in fuct, is so interpreted.

A lady doctor hasan able article in the
last issue of The Westminster Review on
“The Surplus of Women.” She- points out
that there are more male than female
births, but fewer male than female adults,
therefore the difficulty is occasioned

2 by difference in treatment, training,
habit and pursuit. Men have al-
ways monopolized the dangerous call-

! ings —been killed in warfare, lost at sea,
buried in mines, blown up in explosions, and
in & thousand minor ways." Women have
not until very lately disputed with men the
right to live by mieans of trades and profes-
sions, and we may now expect to seea
change in the proportion of the gexes since
women are steadily widening their fleld of
usefulness and consequently their dangers.
‘With the departure of war one great means
whereby men were carried off will be remov-
ed, and the sexes will be placed so
nearly on an equality of exposure
to danger of disease —and accident
that, with the primary advantage
in birth rate, the males ' will hold their own.
There is undoubtedly much in this argument,
in truth it amply covers the ground. The
lady contributor referred to sees a lament-
able day‘ahead when puen may outnumber
women. In that problematical day men will
be far better than they now are, for rivalry
after the insufficient number of mates wil
sharpen their faculties and improve their
manners. But women will deteriorate. They
will feel as men now are said to feel, that
they are in the minority and can pick and
choose from a score or calmly await over-
tures froms some of them. Without the
rivalry tbat now makes women exert their
energies the sex would in time deteriorate to
the :lower plane it once occupied. The
writer being a lady may be prejudiced in
assuming that womea are to-day superior to
men as a result of the competition occasioned
by an exzess in numbers, but her argument
throughout is ingenious.

Guard Against Misconstruction,

The Essex “‘movement) can scarcely be
considerpd formidable. The other day the
County Council unanimously passed a reso-
lution in favor of maintaining British con-
nection, despite the fact thatthe warden of
the county is an avowed annexationist.
These County Councillors are the higher
officers of the township councils and are
elected by popular vote. They are farmers
or merchants in a small way ; they are picked
out by the people from amongz thamselves for
their hard sense—they best represent the
people because they belong.to the multitude.
The dimensions of the Essex movement may
be judged from this, thatthe County Council
unanimously rose up and repudiated the
slander that there was a movement in Essex
at all. The people have spoken, for in a
matter of sentiment the County Council is a
body qualified to speak for the people.

But there is'one feature of the case that

County Council thoroughly Canadian honor
an avowed annexationist by making him
Warden? Inthat exalted position he has
opportunities for furthering his unworthy
principlds that he would not otherwise
possess)and from a distance the distinction
Le has attaineéd is pointed to as an evidence
of the strength of anaexation sentiment in
Essex. Those too far away to know better
are made to understand that the Warden’s
stand on this question is the secret of his

This vote in the County Council has dis-
., posed of the matter. When one looks into
™ first causes tuere is actually comfort in the
thought that an annexationist has been per-
mitted to become warden of Ilssex, The
council went out of its way to carryan
unanimous  resolution in favor of British
connection. Every man save the presiding
officer proved himself sound. When that
officer was elected annexation was not an
issue or, we have warrant for concluding, he
wouid not 'have received a vote, The com-
fort of the situation is found in the fact that
these loyal County Councillors regarded an
advocate of annexation as perfectly harm-
less in  Essex, even (though he sat in the
warden’s chLair, The *“movement” was
thoughtjtoo insignificant to be noticed, so con-
téemptivle that it was not worth while to re-
press one of its ambitious advocates. While the
disense was admitted to be damnable, the
members of the County Council were satis-
fied it was not contagious, so did not confine
or quatrantiue its few victims.

However, the situation has somewhat
changed. It has been told abroad that there
is a “movement in Essex” for political union.
The council bas epoken. It must do more.

The Rifle Range.

It is high time that the question of the new
rifle range should be settled once for all; but
The World imagines that the semi-secret way
in which it has been considered hitherto is
not conducive to that end. In a very few
words, what is wanted is a range within ten
miles of the city that is perfectly safe as to
stray bullets, is accessible by rail, and the
fare to and from which is in the neighbor-
hood of the valus of a street car ticket. If
such a place can be provided, no matter in
what direction from tbe city, the shooting-
men of the volunteer organizations will be
only too glad to go there and vacate the
Garrison Common.

In order that the matter may be settled at
once The ‘World would suggest that
the municipal committee that has the matter
in charge furnish to the press forthwith a
list of the ranges inspected by them and the
prices thereof, so that the citizens and the
shooting-men may decide whether these
sites fulfil the requirements indicated or
not. The World well understands the diffi-
culty that the committee has been trying to
avoid, namely, the desire of this and that
landspeculator to sell his property to the
city at a fancy price, dund also the anxiety of
people who own property near the proposed
range and who would consider it hurtful to
their holdings to have it kept away.

As for the military men, The World un-
derstands that Col. Otter has taken a promi-
nent part in the consideration of the ques-
tion, but that his statements in regard to
any of the ranges mentioned have been con-
ditioned by a number of *‘ifs,” some of which
relate to the cost of getting to the site. The
commanding officer of the Queen’s Own,
The World has been informed, coh-
sulted his officers &nd the principal
shooting men of the battalion and got their
opinion in regard tv some of the proposed
ranges. There is no reason why this should
not be done with the other military oxgan-
izations.

In regard to the Mimico site, owned by
Mr. Rennick, The World understands that it
is within ten miles of the city, and that it
will not be cut up by the proposed Toronto,
Humilton and Buffalo Railway. This is the
site which Ald. Score, chairman of the com-
mittee,at present favors, and which the com-
mittee was prepared to ‘recommena to the
City Council the other day and would have
done so but for the interposition of Captain
Manley, whose letter on the subject appears
in another column.

There has been much unnecessary delay on
the part of the council and the military, and
it behoves both bodies to come to an early
decision on the subject. It would not be
right for the present council to leave such an
important question as a legacy to their suc-
Cessors.

The Rifle Range.

Editor World: My name has been freely
used in the press in connection with the rifle
range question. As false impressions have
been conveyed, let me, much agsinst my in-
clination, “rush into print” to explain my
position.

In the first place, it matters not a straw to
me where the range may be located. I only
desire to see the volunteers of Toronto sup-
plied witha range that they can enjoy forever;
and I defy anyone to prove that I ever ap-
proached any of the committee in favor of
any particular locality. I am reported to
have said that Col. Otter does not voice the
opinion of the volunteers of the city. As
this may be misconstrued let' me say that I
have more confidence .in the opinion of Col.
Otter in things military than inithat of any
other officer in Toronto. I mean tosay, how-
ever, that up to the present, as their views
have not been obtained on the question, hie
does not and can not’ voice their opinions.
may be bold enough to say that my
experience in rifle shooting and on
rifle ranges entitled me to an opinion
in this matter. Such was mnever asked, and
1 did not advance it, to any of those on the
committee, If the officers of the different
corps had been called together, and all the
facts of the case laid before them, I should
not have been present at the Parks and Gar-
dens meeting at the City Hall. I wascom-
pletelyjignorant of what was coming up at
that meeting and was astounded to bear a
site proposed that I knew nothingof. I
sta that Col. Dawson did not approve of
the range. How could he? He had never seen
it, and I am almost certaiu that none of
his officers, and very few of his men, had
even heard of the exaét locality. Colonel
Dawson states in The Globe that before going
to the meeting I should have consulted him
or Colonel Otter, What about? AsI have
said before, I did not know what was forth-
coming. It was not my duty, atany rate,
to intrude myself uninvited on either Colonel
Otter or Colonel Dawson. My commanding
officer says healways preferred a lake range.
So have I, prAvided we can obtain one that
will not be objectod toon the question of
safety, and one easy and cheap of access.
Before the question can be settled all
the facts bearing on the matter - should
be submitted. Let me state a few points for
example: * How long will it takejto go to the
severn) proposed ranges? Cun at least 1200
yards be obtammed at jany? What will be
the fare? What about the price? These,
{ Mr, Editor, are vital questions and can be
| answored before a choice is made. Why' do
| 1 speak of 1200 yards? I may be asked. Con-
| sidering the great improvements being made
] in the English rifle, sich a distance will svon

be necessary on any well-equipped range, but
if we can’t obtain it we must do
without it. It is said great secrecy was
necessary on account of land speculation.
T hese men myust submit to arbitration and
cannot get one ceat more than their land is
worth. I am stated to have made a threat
about the voting down of the bylaw if sub-
mitted. I merely staved that it would be
well before submitting it to have the volun-
teers behind the back of the committee, in
otber words let them know the answers of
the above questions. Finally,asfarasIam pery
sonally coucerned, and I voice the sentiments
of at least 42 non-commissioned and mer§ of
the Royal Grenadiers. Iam ready to sup-
port the best range, and if on the basis I
bhave suggested it shall be found that the
range proposed at the Parks and Gardens
Committee meeting be the best available I
shall be only too glad to kold up both hands
and voice in its favor.

What a Citizens' Association Should Be—
The Present Association Dves Not Fill
the Bill—-The Average Alderman and
City Ofiicial is Not Deserving of the
Unstinted Abuse They Get.

We publish below a letter from an ex-Alder
man upon the question of Municipal Reform
It is evident that he has been a clcse ob-
server during his service in the City Council,
and we infer from the remarks at the clese
of his letter that the communication may be
followed by others. The letter is fearlessly
but courteously written, and we willingly
}lve it space as it is desirable to gain the

ullest information of corporation matters.

Municipal Reform.
+ Eddtor World: 1 have watched with more
than ordinary interest the progress of the
annual municipal spasm, which is now ap-
proathing its most avute stage, in the hope
that owing to the change in the electoral
divisions of the ecity, the reduction in the
number of aldermen, the growing magnitude
of the city’s interest% and the special need
tor an intelligent and energetic administra-
tion of our civic affairs, that the citizens
generally would be able to make such sug-
gestions and by bearty co-operation secure
the return of a class of representatives as
will secure so desirable a consummation. I
uso the term annnal, inasmuch as a spasmo-
dic effort is periodically made to bring about
some needed reforms. and 1 did hope that
on this occasion; profiting by past experi-
ence. and in view of the changes
referred to, and the urgent necessity for the
most careful and prudent manipulation . of
our city finances, that something like cou-
certed and intelligent action would be the
cutcome of the present municipal convul-
sion.
Rival Associations

1 regret to say that judging from present
appearances this is not likely to be the case:
The self-constituted associations are not only
without any clearly defined idea of what is
required or how it can be attained, but start
out with a mutual jealousy of each other,and

will end as previous ones have done, viz,
in leaving the matter in the hands of the
various aspirants for' civic honors, and that

party

rsonal, ~national, religious or
o : will be

grounds and tbat the main issue
pretty much lost sight of.

In making these remarks I am not un-
mindful of the fact that one of the
associations has adopted a plat-
form for the future guidance: of
the aldermanic mind, and while I
should be sorry to say one disrespectful
word of any of the gentlemen who bave en-
tered with so much zeal on the work of mu-
nicipal regeneration, yet I am constrained to
say that theirs is clearly a case of “zeal with-
out knowledge,” and judging from the
noisy, flippant and arrogant manner of the
speakers at the meetings they are now hold-
ing, I should add without ‘‘judgment or
courtesy.” The principal plauks in this only
municipal platform have neither the merit of
being either originai or novel, and in my
opinion are altogether inadequate to compass
what is needed, and woula fail to secure
the radical changes requisite to place the fin-
ancial affairs of the city in such a position as
its growing requirements aud metropolitan
character demand. Perhaps it wouid be too
much to expect that geutlemen—however
sincere—whose only acquaintance with civie
matters is the periodical study of the
tax bill (which I aamit though impressive is
not of a very soothing character) should
at once be able to find a _solution
for the municipal problems now calling for
attention, bub it is to be regretted that they
cannot advocate whatever change they

every one connected gwith the corporation.
A Word for the Aldermen,

I did hope that the presence of the two ex-
aldermen, of whose conscientious and loyal
service to the city I can bear personal testi-
mony, would have had a restraining ioflu-
ence upon their colleagues. By the way, did
it ever occur to those citizens who are an-
pually so lavish in the abuse of their repre-
sentatives that this, in reality, means a
grave reflection upon themselves? The
council is what the electorate make it. If
the council is incapavle or corrupt, it is
proof positive that the electors are indiffer-
ent or of very ;defective judgment, and if
they continue year after year to elect men
unfit to fill positions of such trust and re-
sposibility, 1t is they themselves who are to
blame, and no amount of abuse of the men
they have elected will atone for the utter
misuse of the power they alone possess.
am convinced that in eight cases out of ten
the condemnation is undeserved; few outside
those who have bhad the “honor” know what
a great tax upon the time and energyv the
honest discharge of the duties of a member
of the City Council entails, and Iam con-
vinced from very close observation that they
deserve commendation where they often re-
ceive unreasoning and unmerited abuse. Tke
same may be said of the corporation employ-
es. Your most blatant municipal reformer
generally commences his ' harangue by
“pitching in’ to the officials. Reduce their
pumbers by one-half, take 50 per cent. off
the salaries of the balance, and in the opin-
ion of this sapient elector the city is saved.
I know that there are exceptions to every
rule and circumstance, and it may be that
there are drones in tue municipal hive, but
taken as a body they render mure intelligent
and faithful service than many electors
know, or knowing are incapable of appre-
ciating.

Not Opposed to Such an Organization.

In my reflections upon the want of harmony
as well as the vaguerness displayed by the
“agsociations,” I am not to be understood as
being opposed to an organization having for
its object a thoughtful surveillance of the
corporation. Itis not necessary, as appears
to be the impression now, that this organiza-
tion should be antagonistic to the council. On
the contrary while ready to coidemnany dis-
regard of or abuse of public duty,it should by
suggestion, or respectful representation, as-
sist the council in matters of great import-
ance and intricacy. I am certain thav the
co-operation of such an association would be
hailed with delight by both the Mayor and
council for the time being. But it must be so
constituted as to command the respect of the
great body of the electors as well as that of
the council. To_make it efficient it must not
be the résult of a temjorary municipal
excitement,such as the retirement from oftice
of an engineer or re-election of a Mayor, but
should be the outcome of careful thought
with regard to its efliciency and permaunency
and not from the desire to further the inter
est of any particular individual as Mayor on
the one hand or the airing of a grievanceor
the gratification of 'personal spite on the
other. The president Should bea man esteem-
ed and respected not only for his moral
worth, but for bis sound judgment, business
experience, executive ability, aptitude,for
the discharge of public duties and, above
all, not a crank, but of a genial nature and
conciliatory disposition, . Such a man, aided
by a council composed of representatives
of the various city interests, not omitting a
full representation from tue Trades and
Labor Council, for the burden of taxation
bears relatively much harder upon the
mechanic and artisan than upon any other
class of the community, and however much
mistakes may be occasionally made by labor
associations the growing intelligence of the
workingmen of our city entities them to a
full share in the consideration of whatever
affects the general goed.

WORDS FROM TRE PULPITS.

Dean Carmichael on Patriotism—Chaplain

Searles at the Auditorium,

A jubilee service was commenced at the Colored
Baptist Church, Queen and Victoria-streets, yes-
terday afternoon. Rev. Elmore Harris of Wal-
mer-road Baptist Church gave some preliminary
remarks. e encouraged the members to even
| greater zeéal in theirjchurch work.

Mr. Washington Smith, one of the trustees of
the church, was then called to the chair. This
gentleman has Dbeen connected . with the
church for over 25 years. He called
about a dozen of the oldest members
to the front, among whom was Mr
John M. Tinsley, aged 108 years, wholed ina
short- well-worded and appropriate prayer.

Mr. J. H. Jackson, for a long time the secre-
tary-treasurer of the church, then read a short
history of the congregation. Tt stated that in the
year 1830 11 colored persons began to meet ina
room at the residence of a white brother named
Retherford for the purpose of public worship.
All of these were firm believers in Baptist doc-
trines. As the colored brethren did not have the
advantages of an education apa there was nota
Bapiist minfster in York at that time, their
friend Mr. Refherford acted as exhorter.
About the same time a small number
of white brethren began to hold public
worship on March now Lombard-street, and the
colored congregation asked to be allowed to
amalgamate with them but were refused. YThe
colored Baptists then decided to rent a small
unoccup'ed building which had been used for a
stable and situated where the Jewish sy nagog
now stands. Soon ufter this they succeeded in
obtaining the services as pastor of Rev. W.
(Christian, who founded the present church. At
that time the only other Baptist church in
Cuvada was one situated at Rawden in Hastings
County, the members of which were most liberal
in their aid in building the church.

This, the first colored Baptist church in Tor-
onto. was formally opened on July 10, 1834. At
the first meeting the articles.of the Baptist faith
were read and adopted. Elder Christian was
chosen as the pastor. He wénton a trip to the
West Indies to solicit funds for the building of
the church in 1836. In 1841 the building was com-
plete and not many years after the last of the
debt incurred was wiped away.

Grave difficulties began to make themselves
felt about the year 1856, arising from the fact
that hitherto the trustees had been elected for
life and held the dbsolute ruling power. Thisat
last caused an open rapture and the seceders
opened & mission in a school-house on Edward
and Terauly-streets, From that time till the
objectionahle clause was removed the little
chburch stood vacant,

The littie church onceé mores became the place of
public worship. One of the original charter
members was still living but was too feeble to
give much information concerning the eveut and
could not attend the meeting.

1;l'he Jubilee promises to be a season of profit to
all.

Chaplain Searles at the Auditoriam,
Rev. William Searles, for 16 years chaplain of
Auburn Prison,New York, preached twice yester-
day in the Auditorium. It wasa grand sight at
night—the chaplaih confessed one of the finest he
had seen in Toronto—thgyast building packed
from floor to ceiling witu an earnest attentive
throng of working people. And they were am-
ply repaid for turning out that cold night. The
chaplain gave a thrilling address on Paul’s de-
claration that “the gospel is power of God into
salvation.” He showed this in the Apostle’s car-
eer, and also in the cases of many pri-
soners who had been usmder his gpiritnal charge.
He stated that the average age of all prisoners is
25, and the average age of deflection 19. The
peroration was & comparison of the belief and
deaths -of Socrates and Paul. Joe Hess, who
will lécture in the Auditorium Thursday evening,
was on the platform. JMr. John Wnayte sweetr
sang several songs. Ch?laln Bearles gives hg
thrilling iecture entitled ‘“The Story of £he Cells,
or Behind the Bars” in the Audito
eveuing.

Dean Carmichael preached at both services
yesterday in St. James’ Cathedral. In the morn-
ing his remarks were based upon the passage
“Render unto Ceesar the things that are Ceesar’s,
and unto God the things that are God’s.” From
this he branched off into the question of the
power of the pulpit to mingle in politics. H&
thought that a minister should be just as quick
to coinmend the good points in an administration
as to condemn the faulty actS. In the evening
the dean preached a special sermom to young
men, in which he gave not only advice as to
spiritual aod moral concerns, but outspoken
exhortations to patriotism. He urged the young
men to stand by this young Dominion, to be
thorough Canadians, to love their own country
above every other land on earth. In one respect
the Dean said that Canadians might learn a lesson
from and imitate the people of the United States,
namely, in the pride they took in their own land.
The sermon was an eloguent one, imbued with
true Canadian sentiment. It could not;fail to
arouse the patriotism of the large number ~
young men present.
