THOUGHT HE WAS SAFE HERERemarkable Verdict In the Case of the
Parry Sound Suicide—.Coroners’ Juries 

are Great Institutions.
“Found dead with a bullet wound in bis 

head” was the verdict returned last night by 
the jury which enquired into the death of 
David M. Whyte, Parry Bound, who was 
shot in the St. James’ Hotel last Fridajr. J

The evidence taken last night was short, 
bat served to clear up some of the mysterious 
points in the tragedy.

Secretary McLean of the Conger Lumber 
Company, who had just returned from 
Parry Sound, where he had taken the 
body of the deceased, gave some impprt- 
ant testimony. He said that when de­
ceased left Parry Sound he bnd $!1, 
which had decreased to $8 by the time he 
reached Utterson, the nearest station on the 
Northern Railway. Mr. McLean also posi­
tively identified the bandwriting of the note 
in the watch case as that of the deceased.

Detective McGrath testified that he had 
not been successful in finding the mysterious 
stranger, M. K. Ostrom, who had been iù 
the company of the deceased the day before 
the tragôdy.

Coroner Johnson made a long presentation 
of the case to the jury. He said that M. K, 
Ostrom was wanted in Lindsay to answer à 
charge of fraud. He is alleged to have com­
mitted the offence while acting as agent 
for a •• fake ” photo-enlarging com­
pany. His last employer, J. H. 
of Queen-stieet west, was also anxi­
ous to see him. The coroner also described 
minutely the room in which deceased was 
found. He noticed that though the note in 
the watch case was written in ink, there was 
no pen or ink in the room. The paper on 
which the note was written had red lines 
upon one side but orly the ordinary ruling 
upon the other. The coroner gave ample 
directions to the jury as to the ver­
dict they should bring in. He 
told them they ought not to bring in a ver­
dict of suicide unless they were fully con­
vinced that it was a clear case of felo-de-se» 
They must remember that the verdict- 
remained on record and it would be a serious 
matter to tell the little son of the deceased 
when be came to manhood that his father 
bad been a self-murderer. For this reason 
if for no other he would request them to 
bring in a verdict of “found dead” if they 
thought it was possible that someone else had 
caused Whyte’s dea h.

It a short time the jury found the verdict 
already stated.

ARE UP IN ARMS.

ME HAS CALLED OPE TOLL COLLEC­
TORS AT THE SOO. A NEW YORK CLOAK MAKER AR­

RESTED IN TORONTO.A War of Words That 
Have Meaning.

Captain Crangle presided at the tenth an­
nual meeting of the Canadian Inland Marine 
Association in the Walker House yesterday 
afternoon.

Washington, Feb. 22.— As a result of 
correspondence between Secretary of State 
Foster and Sir Julian Pauncefote, the 
British Minister, a new “order in council” 
has been issued by the Canadian Govern­
ment regulating the tolls of the Dominion 
canals for the season of 1893. The effect of 
this new order is to abolish the rebate on 
tolls and the regulation against transhipped 
goods, thereby removing all discrimina­
tions of which the Government of the 
United States has so long complained. In 
accordance with this diplomatie arrange­
ment the President has issued a proclama­
tion revoking tolls levied on Canadian 
vessels and cargoes in the Sanlt Ste. Marie 
Canal.

A Polish Jew’s Attempt to Defraud Hie 
Creditors In New York Results In Hie 
Arrest lu Toronto—He Will Have to 
Straighten Out Blatters Before He 
Secures His Liberty.

ITHE RECIPROCITY TREATY ;There has been considerable commotion of 
late among the clerks, drivers, messengers 
and other employes of the Canadian Express 
Company. The mandate of the directorate 
has gone forth that each and every servant 
of the company must furnish bonds for a 
specified amount or quit the employ of the 
company forthwith. This bit of unwelcome 
news has not yet been broken to the em­
ployes of the local branch, but at those 
offices of the company where the 
men have been notified of the or­
der there has been considerable 
protest. In London the employes to a man 
have refused to sign and are practically on 
strike. The local agent there has declared 
that he will strictly enforce the order and 
here the matter stands.

Mr. R, G. Wilson, assistant local agent in 
Toronto, was seen by The World last night. 
He gave as a reason for the order that the 
Grand Trunk directorate, which has 
controlled the Canadian Express Com­
pany for the past year, had simply 
resolved to place the servants of the Express 
Company on the same footing as its other 
employes. “ The management considered 
that servants who held responsible positions 
ought to give security. Mr. Wilson said old 
employee, who had been in the service of the 
company for 20 years, took it as a great 
hardship to be required to furnish bonds. 
The American Express Company when in 
operation in Canada had always exacted 
bonds from its employes.”

Harris Abrams, a Polish Jew, carried on 
business as a cloak maker in New York for 
some years up to last summer. By repre­
senting that he bad a surplus of assets over 
liabilities to the amount of $23,000 he ob­
tained goods from Boeesneck, Broesel & Co.,
460 Brootne-streat, New York, to the amount 
of $4000 in the summer of 1892. He failed to 
pay for them according to agreement, and 
in the following October failed disastrously 
in business. A true bill was found against 
him for grand larceny in the Supreme Court 
of the County of New York. This charge 
would be similar to false pretences in ‘ 
Canada.

Abrams left New York and went to Ham­
ilton, Out., but shortly after came on to To­
ronto. From here he corresponded with his 
brother-in-law, one P. Nathan of Second- 
street, New York, and tried to arrange a 
settlement with bis creditors. The firm of 
Boessueck, Broesel & Co. determined to 
follow Abrams when they learned that he wae 
in Toronto, and despatched their agent, who 
arrived here on Tuesday last. He secured the 
services of Messrs. W. R. Riddell of Messrs.
Millar, Riddell & Le Vesconte. The same 
afternoon a capias was obtained from Os­
goods Hall for the arrest of Abrams. The 
bail fixed was $3934.35. The sheriff's officers 
were sent out to look for Abrams, but they 
failed to locate him and were compelled to 
call in the aid of Detective Hodgins. That 
officer was able to direct Sheriff’s Officer Mc­
Cormack and the representative of the 
American firm, T. F. Altz.to Abrams’ hiding " 
place in Queen-street west

Abrams was arrested at 3 o’clock yesterday 
afternoon. He will remain in the custody 
of the sheriff until he gives special 
bail in the sum mentioned or can show some 
reason why he should be set free. It is

Ottawa, Feb. 22.—The budget debate 
was resumed this afternoon by Mr. Smith 
(Ontario),who spoke for about half an hour, 
but who has the honor of having crowded 
more good matter into less space than any 
one who has yet spoken on the budget.

Mr. Smith is a small, wiry, dark-haired 
gentleman, with clean-shaven cheeks and 
ihin and a heavy black mustache. He is 
s leading member ot that numerous, influ­
ential but mostly silent section of the House 
known as “the back benches,” and is em­
phatically “one of the boys.” He seldom 
■peaks, and rarely on anything not agricul­
tural subjects, on which, as a practical far­
mer, he ia somewhat of an authority, but 
when he does speak he attracts and holds 
the attention of the House, and he is well 
informed and speaks clearly and pointedly.

This afternoon’s speech was no exception. 
He joined issue at once with Mr. McMillan 
(Huron), who last night depicted the terri­
ble condition to which he claimed the Na­
tional Policy had reduced the farmer, and 
held that the farmers of Canada as a whole 
were in a prosperous condition. He said 
that he was from a fairly representative 
Ontario constituency, being merely agricul­
tural, with three towns in it which wore 
largely engaged in manufactures. Why 
was it that this riding, which had tor years 
been Reform, had changed its policy and 
returned a Conservative? It was because 
the farmers were not in the condition 
depicted by the member for South Oxford 
(Cartwright) or the member for Huron (Mc­
Millan). He held that the farmers in Can­
ada are in & fairly prosperous condition be­
cause the National Policy had redeemed its 
promise to the farmer by providing him a 
better home market. He claimed that 
prices for farm pro luce to-day are better in 
Canada than in either New York or Lon­
don and quoted the prices of a number of 
agricultural implements, which are cheaper 
in Canada to-day than they were during 
the Mackenzie regime, to show that the 
farmers were not put to extra expense by 
the National Policy.

TUB MINING INSTITUTE.

The Annual Report Gtvee Plenty ot 
Statistics.

Montreal, Feb. 22.—The annual meet­
ing of the American Institute of Mining 
Engineers was opened here to-day.

The annual report of the council was pre­
sented. The receipts during the year, in­
cluding a balance of $1718.89, were $26,- 
595.15, and expenditures $23,131.27, leav­
ing a surplus of $3463.88. In addition to 
this the treasurer bolds United States 
bonds to the value of $2900, and a special 
deposit of $4598, proceeds of United States 
bonds called in and paid by the Govern­
ment, which fund has not been permanently 
reinvested.

Three meetings had been held during the 
year. One honorary member, 225 members 
and 30 associates were elected; 9 associates 
had become members; 7 members had been 
reinstated on payment of 
deaths of 4 foreign members, 20 members 
and 3 associates had been reported; 4 asso­
ciates had resigned and 53 members and 1 
associate had been dropped for non-payment 
of dues. The total membership 
2376, of which 15 are honorary rnetubersy38 
foreign ùaefaibers, 2136 members and 187 
associates. The net gain in membership 
during the year was 154. Four deaths from 
the list of old foreign members and of 23 
members and associates were reported.

The council having accepted, in the name 
ot the Institute, the charge of the two divi­
sions of mining and metallurgy of the In­
ternational Engineering Congress to, be held 
in Chicago during the week beginning July 
31, 1893, no meeting of the Institute will be 
held after the prosent meeting and prior to 
said congress. The two divisions above 
mentioned will constitute regular meetings 
of the Institute as well as parts of the con­
gress.

The secretary announced that the Colum­
bian subscription now amounted to $4180.16, 
and that $4000 of this would be paid into 
the headquarters of the Joint Emergency 
Committee at Chicago.

They Bend Out a Vehement Manifesto 
Against Home Rule.

London, Feb. 22.—The Grand Orange 
Lodge of Belfast has sent out a vehement 
manifesto against Gladstone’s Home Rule 
bill. The manifesto demands either union 
with Great Britain or complete separation 
from Great Britain. “We would accept 
the latter,” says the manifesto, “sorrow­
fully but courageously as the only alterna­
tive left to a deserted and betrayed people, 
but we would resist to the death any at­
tempt to force upon us a bastard combina­
tion of the two.”

The manifesto names March 2 as the date 
of a great Unionist demonstration in Ulster 
Hall, when the men of Ulster will formally 
declare their uncompromising opposition to 
the Home Rule bill. The manifesto closes 
with the exhortation that the Unionists 
avoid anything calculated to cause disorder 
and thus likely to betray them into the 
hands of their historic foes.

Fraser, Minister of Public Works, for the 
purpose of arranging to have the Government 
contribute something towards laying out 
the grounds in front of the new Parliament 
buildings and beautifying the same.

The roadways ou the outskirts of Queen’s 
Park will be turned- over to the Board of 
Works for maintenance, and permission will 
be asked of the University authorities to 
have the fence surrounding the Park re­
moved.

In his report tbe commissioner writes:
I would suggest that apolication be imme­

diately made to the University authorities 
for permission to close up the roadway lead­
ing through the centre of this avenue. 
Should this be granted I would widen the 
roadway in University-street to 40 feet, then 
have the roadway through the avenue filled 
up, sodded and tastefully lain out with 
flower beds, shrubs, etc. A granolithic or 
asphalt sidewalk, say 10 feet wide, should 
then be constructed on each side of the 
avenue. The present gas lamps should be 
replaced by electric lights, erected in tbe 
centre of the avenue and a number of garden 
seats provided, thus making the avenue one 
grand promenade. This, when completed, 
would be one of the most beautiful places 
in the city, and, I feel certain, would 
be a great attraction, not only to 
our own citizens, but also to the. 
thousands of visitors who annually come to 
Toronto. I would also do away with the 
maintenance of one roadway, and by that 
means effect a saving to the city. If these 
suggestions be not carried out the present 
sidewalk will have to be taken up and new 
ones constructed at considerable expense.

It was decided that the Government bd also 
asked to contribute largely towards the 
carrying out of these proposed changes, i 
would materially enhance the beauty of 
Parliament Buildings to have a drive of this 
description leading up to them.

Aid. Hallam objected strongly to devoting 
$27,621.47 for improvements in High 
Park, including the conversion of Catfish 
Pond into en artificial lake connected with 
Grenadier Pond by a serpentine canal. He 
thought this was entirely too expensive an 
undertaking for the city to shoulder this 
year.- It was finally decided to strike the 
item from the estimates.

The use of the centre wharf on the Island 
will cost the boats $1000 this year.

The pond west of the pavilion on the Island 
will not be filled up at present, and this de­
cision knocks $10,100 more of the estimates.

The commissioner found that he had more 
earth for top dressing on hand than he had 
calculated on, so the item off $1500 tor this 
work was reduced $1000.

STREET SWEEPER MONEY TO LOANFSPADIFfA

W£«prA Hilarious Time wills Old Boreas on a 
Bust-How the Street Car Tracks Are 
Cleared of Snow and Traffic Kept 
Open—A Wild Bide on a Wild Nig^t.

Let it be known to all those who gated so 
curiously at him as bo stood, note-book in 
hand, on the hurricane deck of Cyclone 
Street Sweeper, No. 1, that he was not a 
supernumerary of the Street Railway Com­
pany. He was The World Young Man tak­
ing a midnight scamper on that amateur 
storm fiend for the benefit of an insatiate 
publia *

The stem mandate of the City Editor com­
pelled the reluctant young man to brave the 
wind and snow, and» as Mrs. Malaprop would 
say, **the warring of the elephants” to 
cord his impressions and experiences.

The World Young Man has never been up 
in a balloon nor down in a coal mine, but he 
is a habitue of express elevators and tobog­
gan slides. This is a guarantee that he bas 
seen some swift things in his time. When, 
armed with a letter from Secretary Grace, 
he reached the Kinfc-street stables and pre­
pared to board that dragon-whis­
kered machiue, beneath whose iron 
wheels he hud often seen glimpses, 
unpleasantly, suggestive of a place de­
nied by ânti-Csüvinistic theologians he 
felt the same fear and trembling that visited 
him when he was about to disappear behind 
the watery arch of Niagara Falla Tales of 
witches scouring the nignt on broomstick 
Bueophaluses floated through his throbbing 
brain.

The Car Described.
First as to the car. The modern iron-clad 

has been criticised as^a machine box, but it 
is not in it with the caboose of an electric 
sweeper. Inside there are any number of 
mysterious nickel-plated handles of which 

' the uninitiated bad better beware. There 
are levers for letting down and lifting up the 
brooms. There are brakes to stop the car 
and generators to keep it going. There are 
long oil cans that tangle themselves with 

legs, and altogether it is a case of 
dwelling in the midst of alarms.” Unlike 

the ordinary car where the motor is located 
beneath the truck, here the generators are 
inside, and along wit^i them the engine that 
drives the big brush in front and the two 
smaller ones behind. To propel this 
Brobdignagian broomstick there are engines 
of 80 horse-power—30 -horse-power for the 
brooms and two 25 horse motors for the car 
itself. The ordinary passenger vehicle has 
only 30 horse-power.

The brushes, too, are not the least interest­
ing part. Everyone has noticed the big one in 
front, its rattan spines for ever bristling 
like quills upon the fretful porcupine. Its 
duty is to throw the snow backward, when it 
is caught by two smaller saw-shaped brushes 
and thrown to the side. The brushes are 
made of rattan, which is not so expensive 
and is much more durable and flexible than 
the steel article.
