THE RECIPROCITY TREATY

Furnishes the Text forthe Con-
test for a Point.

Mr. Charlton Asserted That the Oanadian
Gover: t Had An d Its Cer-
tainty of Getting a Ruélprocltr Treaty
—Hon, Mr. Foster Demanded Proof
for the Assertion—The Alleged Proof
Was Read From an Ottawa Despatch
In The Toronto Empire—Sir John
Thompson Said The Empire Got the
Statement From The Canada Gazette.

Ofrawa, Feb. 22.—The budget debate

- 'was resumed this afternoon by Mr. Smith

(Ontario),who spoke for about half an hour,

but who has the honor of having crowded

more good matter into less space than any
one who has yet spoken on the budget.

Mr. Smith is a small, wiry, dark-haired
gentleman, with clean-shaven cheeks and
shin and a heavy black mustache. Heis
» leading member ot that numerous, influ-
ential but.mostly silent section of the House
known as “‘the back benches,” and is em-
phatically ‘“‘one of the boys.” He seldom
speaks, and rarely on anything not agricul-
tural subjects, on which, as‘a practical far-
mer, he is somewhat of an authority, but
when he does speak he attracts and holds
the attention of the House, and he is well
informed and speaks clearly and pointedly.

This afternoon’s speech was no exception,
He joined issue at once with Mr.-McMillan
{Huron), who last night depicted the terri-
ble condition to which he claimed the Na-
tional Policy had reduced the farmer, and
held that the farmers of Canada asa whole
were in & prosperous condition. He said
that he was from & fairly representative
Ontario constituency, being merely agricul-
tural, with three towns in it which woere
largely engaged in manufactures. "Why
was it thas this riding, which had tor years
been Reform, had changed 'its | policy and
returned a Conservative? It was because
the farmers were not in the condition
depicted by the member for South :Oxford
{Cartwright) or the member for Huron (Mec-
Millan). He held that the farmers in. Can-
ada are in a fairly prosperous condition  be-
cause the National Policy had redeemed its
protwise to the farmer by providing him a
better home market. He claimed that
prices for farm proluce to-day are better in
Canada than in either New York or Lon-
don and quoted the prices of a number of
agricultural implements, which are cheaper
in Canada to-day than they were during
the Mackenzie regime, to show that the
farmers were not put to extra expense by
the National Policy.

With reference to the feeling of unrest
which the Opposition claimed the farmers
were experiencing he said that was partly
true. There was a good deal of unrest
amongst farmers, but they “ were not Con-
servative farmers.

Ecason for the Unrest.

The keenest politicians in his riding were
the Liberal farmers, and there was-great
unrest amongst them because their party
could not get back into office. [Laughter
and applause.]

He took up the arguments of the member
for South %umn (McMillan), answering
them and holding that they did not fairly
represent the position of the farmér.

With regard to binder twine he said that
the member for South Huron had boasted
that the Ontario Government was making
binder ¢wine and selling it for nine cents a
pound, but it must be remembered that the
Ontario Government had no interest on
investment to pay; no rent and cheap con-
vict labor; and yet las yearin his riding
the price-of binder twine was only 10 to 11
cents. In conclusion he said he was quite
content with the promise made by the Gov-
ernment of revising the tariff next year.

Mr. Charlton tollowed at considerable
length, speaking up to 6 o’clock and for an
hour after recess. He went over most of
the usual objections to the National Policy,
and attacked the Government generally.
Hae strongly opposed a re-imposition of the
export duty on logs, and accused the | Gov-
ernment of bad faith in the matter of a reci-
procity treaty with the United States, Le-
cause when an appeal was made to the
people it was stated that negotiations were
going on for a reciprocity treaty, but after
the elections were over the Government
made no effort to secure a treaty.

That Reciprocity Treaty.

Mr. Charlton having stated in offect that
the Canadian Government had announced
that it was certain of getting a reciprocity
treaty, Hon. Mr. Foster said: “I would
like to have my hon. friend urcderstand
what he is saying and the result of such an
assertion. I would like to ask him for
proof of that assertion. He just now made
the assertion in so many words that we
were certain of getting a reciprocity treaty.
Will he show the proof?”

Mr, Charlton: I will read the document,

Mr. Laurier: At all events there is no

doubt that assertion is false. [Liberal
cheers. ]
" Hon. Mr. Foster: I have not the least
doubt thav iv isa false assertion in the
mouth of the hon. gentleman. [Conserva-
tive cheers. )

Mr. Chariton went on to read from The
Toronto Empire, amid cries of “Oh! oh!
and where is your proof?” Was that not,
he asked, an authorized source of informa-
tion?

Hon. Mr. Foster: Something like your
Norfolk paper that you quoted.

Mr. Charlton wanted to know how the
paper could have a Government dispateh, if
there was no collusion between it and the
Government.

He was met with the request to stick to
one question and prove his assertions.

Thereupon he complained that he was in-
terrupted while reading the first line of the

_ documert by honorable members impug-
ifing the authority of the medium through
which it was conveyed. He again enquired
how The Empire came in poscession of th
official document. r

Sir John Thompson: From The Canada
Gazette.

Mr, Charlton proceeded to read that, ““It
§s understood that the Dominion Govern-
ment have throngh Her Majesty’s Govern-
ment made certain proposals to the United
Btates for mnegotiations looking to the ex-
tension of our commerce to that country.
And the . Canadian Government is of the |
opinion thag, if the negotiations -are to |
result in a treaty which must be ratified by
the Parliament of Cuanada, it it expedient
that the Goverfiment shail be able to deal
with a parlinment fresh irom the people
rather than a moribund house.”

Miles Away Yet,

Hon. Mr. Foster: Miles away from your
proof yet.

Mr. Charlton proceeded to say that what
the Government stated was that they were

at that moment negotiating and expected
to successfully consummate a treaty. That
was the plea upon which they went to the

ople, and they deceived the people. All
g:r. Blaine had said was that there was
nothing in the law to prevent the peovelo of
Canada from sending a commission to Wash-
ington if they chose, and - if they camie he
should not, without discourtesy, refuse to
see them. * Yet we had this game played
in connection with a political struggle in
this country.

Hon. Mr. Foster: What assertion?

Mr. Charlton persisted in calling it an
“‘assertion,” and Hon. Mr. Foster defied
him to show that there was any assertion
about it whatever.

Hon. Mr. Laurier broke in with: “I will
show that Mr. Blaine himself took Sir
Charles Tupper to task for this statement.”

[Opposition cheers.]

ﬂon. Mr. Foster: Mr. Blaine did noth-
ing of ‘the kind.

After some further parrying Mr. Charl-
ton complained that he was being embar-
rassed by interruptions, and went on to sa
that he had been asked to give Mr. Blaine’s
letter, and would do so.

Hon. Mr. Foster : Not at all; I did not
ask you for that.

Mr. Charlton said that Sir Julian Paunce-
fote, when the pretended revelations were
made, went to Mr. Blaine and apologized
in the most ubject manner for'a seeming
breach of faith on uis part. [Cries of ‘“‘Not
at all” and laughter.]

Mr. Charlton went on to say that bya
shameless admiuistration this country had
made the United States Government a
catspaw to pull Tory chestnuts out of the
fire in the election contests in Canada.

In addition to
this the treasurer holds United States
bonds to the value of $2900, and a special
deposit of 84598, proceeds of United States
bonds called in and paid by the Govern-
ment, which fund has not been permanently
reinvested.

A New Order With Which the Men Ar“o_
Dissatisfled, and Men Who Have Been
in the Employ of the C ny for 20

Years Must Now Produce Bonds

7 Testifying to Their Honesty,

There has been considerable commotion of
late among the clerks, drivers, messengers
and other employes of the Canadian Express
Company. The mandate of the directorate
has gone forth that each and every servant
of the company must furnish bonds for a
specified amount or quit the employ of the
company forthwith. This bit of unwelcome
news bas not yet been brokem to the em-
ployes of the local branch, but at those
offices of the ocompany where the
men have been notifled of the ‘or-
der there has been cousiderable
protest. In London the employes to a man
bave refused to sign and are practically on
strike. The local agent there has declared
that he will strictly enforce the order and
here the matter stands,

Mr. R. G. Wilson, assistant local agent in
Toronto, was seen by The World last night.
He gave as a reason for the order that the
Grand Trunk directorate, which has
controlled the Canadian Express Com-
pany for the past year, had simply
resolved to place the servants of the Express
Company on the same footing as its other
employes. “The management econsidered
that servants who held responsible positions
ought to give security. Mr. Wilson said old
employes, who had been in the service of the
cou_\fany for 20 years, took it as a great
bardship to be required to furnish bonds.
The American Express Company when in
operation in Canada had always exacted
bonds from its employes.”

8ir
John A. Macdonald once said of him, * If
Cartwright knew a little about finance he
might rise to be a Finance Minister ¥ just as
it was said of Lord Brougbami when Loid
High Chancellor, “If he knew a little law

he would know a little of everything.”

- But he has branched out in aline that will
excite the envy of the spirit rappers.

Sir Richard, however, waved his
magic wand aud, “making Canada a cheap
country to livein,” came up in the cerements
of death, flitted across the House like a ghost
and went back to its proper- receptacic. By
this necrowantic feat Sir Richard showed
how truly hisleader had described the Liber-
al party as the Bourbous of Canada, as the
inunutable ones who neither learn, nor for-
get, nor advance.

The cheapér a country .is to live in the
nearer it approaches barbarism. Canada
reached its supremo height as a cheap living
place before the arrival of Jacques Cartier.
Civilization is an expensive luxury. Thede-
velopment of civil life brings an endless
variety of costs. If our people would only
abandon say their schools, their domestic
comforts of a modern type, their love of de-
oent clothing, their churches, charities and a
few other little items, what a cheap country
to live in Canada would become! - Mr.. Ed-
gar’s heart would dance with joy if_ we
coull all get breech cloths of cotton at
balf the price entailed by having to
pay living wages, which wouid be cut
down onme-half if artisans were less
wedded to decent homes, clothes and food.
Suppose tha cost of ‘government were re-
duced in this ratio, and run for 20 millions a
year less; that would only be a saviog of $4
& year per head, ¢r, for an average family,
$20 yearly, which would put the magnificent

* sum of 38 cents per week into the pockets of
each family. How many thousands would be

by this policy thrown out of work, and added |!

to the “‘exodus,” we need not say. Butwe
are safe in saying that such a scheme to
make “Canada a cheap country fo live in,”
would drive a large number over to the most
expensive land to livein on the face of the
earth; for such is the American Republic.
If those who wish this country to go back a
stage or two towards barbarism would
study out the relation which exists between
the United States being so dear a place of
residence, and the attractions it has for a
certain class of immigrants from Canada,
they would.discover something worth know-
ing about the soeial effécts of a low scale of
personal expenditure.

Among
the serions losses of the year may be men-
tioned a conflagration of cousiderabls mag-
nitude at Milwaukee, Wis., and oue involy-
ing a loss of some $15,000,000 at 8St. Joha's,
Nfid, In this latter disaster, however, this
Cempany was not involved, ‘it having been
deemed inadvisable tn establish an agency in
Newfoundland. . During the closinz mounths
of the season of inland navigation there were

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A REPORTER’S TRIP ON AN ELECTRIC
STREET SWEEPER.

A Hilarious Time with 0ld Doreas on &
Bust—-How the Street Car Tracks Are
Cleared of Snow aund Traflic Kept
Open—A Wilda Ride on a Wild Nighs,

Let it be known to all those who gased so
cnriously at him as he stood, note-book in
hand, on the burricane deck of Cyclone
Street Sweeper, No. 1, that he was not a
supernumerary of the Street Railway Com-
pany. He was The World Young Man tak-
ing & midpight scamper on that amateur
storm fiend for the benefit of an insatiate
public, i s

The stern mandate of the City Editor com-
pelled the reluctant young man to brave the
wind and snow, and, as Mrs. Malaprop would
say, “the warring of the elephants” to re-
cord his impressions and experiences.

The World Young Man has never been up
in a balloon nor down in a coal mine, but he
is a habitue of express elevators and tobog-
gon slides. This is & guarantee that he bas
seen some swift things in his time. When,
armed with 3 letter'from Secretary Grace,

"he reached the King-street stables and pre-
vared to  board that dragon-whis-
kered machine, beneath whose iron
whieels he had often seen glimpses,
unpleasantly, suggestive of a place de-
nied by anti-Calvinistic theclogians he
falt the same fear and trembling that vhﬂf_.ed
him when he was about to disappear behind
the watery arch of Niagara Falis. Tales of
witches scouring the night on broomstick

bramn. But surely no respectable, strictly
‘proper witch ever rode such a broomstick as
this,breathing at once fire and water (crystal-
-ized), aud contrary to the custom of such
nocturnal stéeds making its presence known
DYy a harsh sibilant screaming.

‘The Car Described.

First as to the ear. The modern iron-clad
has been criticised asja machine box, but it
is not in it with the caboose of an electric
sweeper. Ioside there are any uumber_of
mysterions nickel-plated bandles of which
the uninitiated bad better beware. There
are levers for letting down and lifting up the
brooms. There are brakes to stop the car
and generators to keep it going. There are
long oil cans that tangle themselves with
your legs, and altogether it is a case of
“dwelling in the midst of alarms.” Unlike
the ordinary car where the motor is located
beneath the truck, here the generators are
inside, and along with them the engine that
drives the big brush in front and the two
smaller - ones behind. To propel this
Brobdignagian broomstick there are engines
of 80 horse-power—30 -horse-power for the
brooms and two 25 horse motors for the car
itself. The ordinary passenger vehicle has
only 30 horse-power,

The brushes, too, are not the least interest --
ing part. Everyone has noticed the big one in
frout, its rattan spines for ever bristling
like quills upon the fretful porcupine. Its
duty is to throw the snow backward, when it
is caught by two smaller saw-shaped brushes
and thrown to the side. The. brushes are
mwade of rattan, which is not so expensive
and is much more durable and flexible than
the steel article.

As to the Brooms.

Like the ordinary bousehold broom it does
not last forever. Already 20 brooms have
gone the way of all flesh,and probably 10 more
will be used in the season. The ordinary
thick, fleecy fall ot' the beautiful is not hard
on the broom; it is when the rains fall and the
floods descend and freeze upon the tracks
that the huge bristles break and snap like
pipestems. Then it is that the motorman
makes use of the terse Anglo-Saxon vocabu-
lary and Engineer Heckler’s spirit is troubled
greatly.

But to return to our muttons—the trip. It
is well to premise that the passenger on the
sweeper stand with his feet well apart.
There are no springs beneath the caboose,
and the sensation of riding has no resem-
blance to an Irish jaunting car.
