Andrews and His Wife Leave For Buf-

—Andrews 1s'81 Years of Age and Was
Released From the Penitentiary BHe-
cause it Was Thought He Was Dying.

In a small room over Mrs. Frederick
Denning’s grocery store at 194 Elizabeth.
street lies the dead body of a young
woman, murdered as ruthlessly as was
ever victim of man’s villainy in this world.

It is a story beginning with the old, old
chapter of a young girl's folly and fall; of
betrayal by a conscienceless scoundrel, of
his abandonment of his victim, . Add to;

this the performance of an abortion on
the woman by an unscrupulous old villait
and the outline of the tragedy is comnplete.d

The vietim is Lucy Denning, aged 20, who
resided with her widowed mother at 44
Eueclid-avenue.

Her alleged murderer is the notoriousis

Doc Andrews, who was convicted in 1886 of

* procuring an abortion on Jennie Leslie,

daughter of a Whitby hotelkeeper, and sen-
tenced toa long term of imprisonment in

* Kingston penitentiary, but was released

two yéars ago. Andrews, who is now 81
years of age, fled Thursday night to Buffalo
with his wife. A warrant  has been
issued for his arreston a charge of murder,

Charles Andrews, a bartender, nephew
of the “Dr.,” and hisjwife, who lived in the
same house, are locked up at Headquarters
pending the result of an inquest which will
be held before Coroner Johnson.

The Girl’s Illness and Deuth.

Saturday last about 9 o'clock in the
evening Lucy Denning was driven to her
sister’s house in Elizabeth-street in a hack.
She was ill at the time and Avas immediate-
ly put to bed, where she remained until her
death yesterday afternoon at 4.30.

Dr./Eadie, King-street west, was called in
to see her Tuesday evening. He observed
she was aeriously ill end called in Dr. Ross,
Sherbourne-street, for a consultation. ;

The girl told the physicians that a few
monthg ago she was.enticed into a house in
the city under pretense of meeting a friend,
while there she was outraged. She kept
her secret from her friende and when she
found she was enciente, began to Iook‘ for
the means of hiding her shame. She noticed
an advertisenfent of Dr. Irwin R. Andrewg,
237 BShaw-street. She went to  his
house two weeks ago, where she
remained until last Saturday. While
there she claims a criminal
operation was performed upon her, which,
it is said, is the direct cause of her death.

The Bird Had Flewn,

The case was brought to the nptice of the
police yesterd afterncon, and Sergeant
Reburn, Detc:{ives Slemin and Burrows
visited the Shaw-street house. They found
that the “Doc” and his wife had left sud-
denly the night before.

In'the house were a nephew of Andrews
and his wife. Young Andrews is well-
known around town, and is at present
employed as a bartender at the Gladstone
House, and was formerly doorkeeper at
Moorais-Musee. He is a stout built young
fellow, light mustache, rather florid face.
Young Andrews and his wife were taken to
Police Headquarters and questioned by In-
spector Stark. They denied knowing any-
thing of the affair, but they will be held ag
material witnesses.

Who Was the Girl’s Betrayer ?°

Miss Dinning was popular among her
acquaintances, and was frequently in the
compamy of one young man in particular.
Whether he was her betraver or not thosé
who are conversant with the facts refuse to

Andrews’ Career,

“Doc” Andrews is famous in the crime
for which he is now charged. His history
is one which is marked by mile posts of
accusations for abortion. The case -of
Jennie Leslie was interesting the public in
1885 and 1886. On Dec. 12, 1885, he with
Harriet  Armstrong, Maggie Scott
and Harriet Roberts as abettors
was charged with ‘“unlawfully and
feloniously using an instrument on - one
Jennie Leslie, then being pregnant, for the
purpose of producing a miscarriage.”
_Jennie Leslic lived in Lindsay, was be.
trayed by a lover and brought to Dr.
Andrews, who was then running a “dis-
pensary” and a livery stable at 161 Queen
west. The young girl was brought to the
verge of death by the work of Andrews,
but recovered.

Tne “Doctor” was old then in {sin ,and
in years. He feared lest he should die be-
fore the case was tried. Andrews pleaded
guilty to the charge and was sentenced Lo
seven years imprisonment. He was then
74 years of age, and it was thought he
would end his days in prison,. Two
yeas ago, however, he was released.
in order that he might die outside the jail
walls., Instead of dying, however, he re-
turned to Toronto and a few weeks later
a sign appeared on the facade of 237 Shaw-
street, announcing that Dr. R. J. Andrews
had opened a private medical dispensary
for women there. i

Mr. Fowler, President of the Local Gov-
ernment , moved the second reading
of the Parish Councils Bill in the House of

mmons.

The bill proposes to form in rural parish-
es having a population of 300 and upward a
council to be annually elected by ballot by
men and wonien having the right to vote
for members of the County Council. These
parish councils are to consist of not less
than five nor more than 15 members. They
arg to take over all the existing powers of
the vestries, excepting as regards church
affairs and church charities, and they are
to have control of parish property, land
allotments, roads, water supply, local
watching lighting and sanitation, and
they are tG have charge of the compulsory
Enrchue of land under thé sanction of the

ocal Government Board. In urban
districts, as well as rural distriots, the bill
abolishes electoral disqualifications on the
ground of sex. The administration of poor
law is to remain under the jurisdiction of
the boards of guardians, as it 18 now, but
the boards are to be elected undef the new
franchise.

Although nominally the Parish Councils
and Employers’ Liability bill will be the
only business of the session, they will pro-
vide but a small part of the debate. Pro-
bably an adjournment of the Commons will
be moved to introduce a discussion of  the
Matabele war and the scandals said to be
involved in the .conduct of the South
African Chartered Company. The question
of the great coal strske wil{a\l-o be raised.

3 The House Adjourns,

Five Thousand Matabeles Madly o
. But Flee When the Machine Guuns
Open Fire—Cavalry Parsue—Buluwayo
Taken Without Opposition—The Mata-
bele Retreat Cut O

Loxpox, Nov. 2.—A despatch from Cape
Town says that Capt. Brabant, who com:
mands the native levies, has summoned the
native chiefs around Fort Victoria to come
in instantly and take in charge the captur-
ed cattle. Sy

The Mashona declares that the power of
the Matabele is utterly broken.

A Company’s Officer Shot,

While s small detachment of the com-
pany’s men were guarding a number of
Matabele prisoners on the night of Oct. 23
they were attacked by a body of Matabeles
and a sharp fight ensued. The natives
were finally driven off. Daring the fight
one of the company’s officers named Burnett
was shot and killed.

5000 Matabeles Charge,

According to later accounts of the bat-
tle that occarred' on Tuesday, the at-
tacking natives numbered 5000. The
British were fully prepared Lo receive the

enemy. In the first rush made by the|D

Matabeles they swept past the British
pickets. This brought them within range
of the British guns and a deadly fire was
poured into their ranks. For a moment
the natives held their ground, and then
broke and fled to cover in the brush. The
British cavalry sallied forth from the laager
and chased. the whole force. The native
regiments did not stop in their flight. ~ The
rocky ground over which they fled pre-
vented the cavalry from making an effective
_pursuit.

500 Killed, :

In this fight 500 Matabeles were killed or
wounded. The company’s forces lost two
killed, a white man and a negro, and six
wounded. When the fight was over the
road was found to be clear. Thelaager was
then broken up and the troops marched
without resistance to Lobengula’s kraal, 35
miles distant.

A Second Defeat,

Loxpox, Nov. 2—A despatch was receiv-
ed to-day in this city sayhg that part of
Lobengula forces were overtaken by Major
Forbes’ eolumn last night nesr Baluwayo.
The Matabeles turneg on their pursuers,
but were defeated with serious loss. Many
of them were captured.

Lobengula in a Trap.

Care Towx, Nov. 2. —Native runners
reaching Fort Victoria econfirm the report
that King Lobengula has been trapped, He
is blocked to the northward by the Tsetse
Fly country, through which it will be im-
possible for him to drive his cattle, and to
the southward by the Imperial troops and
the forces of the British South Africa Com-
pany. Lobengula’s forces are supposed to
be in the vicinity of the Shangi and Gauli
Rivers, 14 miles west of Charter. "Their
capture seems probable.

Tasugoniai Captured,

The ranners bring advices showing that
on the night of Oct. 20 Major Forbes’
scouts reconnoitered the Insugonini kraal,
the headquarters of the Insugonini regi-
ment, the strongest and most efficient regi-
ment of  the Matabele army. The scouts
found the kraal tall of Matabeles. = Some of
the scouts returned to Major Forbes and
reported the facts to him.. Major Forbes
dispatched 100 cavalrymen and two Maxim
guns to make an attack on the place.
When this force arrived they found the
kraal deserted, the natives having been
warned of the presence of the British by
their scouts and making their escape into
the bush pefore the troops had time to get
to the scene.

The gun was loaded
and from some jar exploded, driving his
teeth to the back of his head and nearly
severing it from his body.

WinpraLL, Ind., Nov. 2.—The boiler of
the Windfall flonr mill, the property of
Summerton & Son, exploded yesterdsy,
killing Lewis Mill and injuring Rev. Milton
Cox.

UNDERGRADS. WALK THE CARPET.

Five Participants in the Hallowe'en Fes-
tivities Brought Before the Oollege
Council—Thelir Fate still in Doubt,
“The excitemont occasioned by the Hal-
lowe’sn demonstration and destruction at
Toronto University is just beginning.

Yesterday morning the University Col-
lege officials issued subpcenas to six of the
most prominent of the University under-
graduates, citing them to appear before the
covncil held in the afternoon.

This action caused an excitément among
the students which has never been seen
since the citing of the score of men before
the.same body a year ago charged with
In the present case
the interest is greater, since more students
were guilty of the same offence with which
the unfortunates were to be chsr’ed. .

At.5.45 p.m., however, “Billy” Knox,’94,
“Rex” King, ’95; “Dave” Bowman, ’95;
“Bear” Dobell, ’06; H. R. Emes, '96, and
*“Bruiser” Bruce appeared at the entrance
l;f the Senate chamber prepared for their

ate.

Each man was called in separately, and
each charged with an attempt to destroy
portions of the University property, and
each was put through a more or less severe
cross—-examination,

The authorities learned tbat the sample
of men whom fate had furnished them for
judgment were in all the stages of guilt.

Was a spectator, two were active partici-
pants and two were leaders in the fray.

The council deliberated on the case but
did not make public their decision.

She had been
sitting in an easy chair in a Pullman car
and died in his arms. He said that if she
had lived the disease would have drivenher
insane.

A Suggestion Worth Considering.
The suggestion of a correspondent in The
World the other day as to the cars changing
tracks is worthy of counsideration. If the
cars were to keep on the left hand track
instead of on the right hand vehicles would
always have any ‘possible danger from cars
before their eyes. As the cars ran now
there is always danger of their running into
vehicles which are on the track ahead of the
car. The accident in Carlton-street yeater-
day, we understand, resulted’in this way.
The parties were driving in a top buggy.
They could not see behind, and s trolley
car came upon them and wrecked
the 'vehicle. The two  occupants
narrowly  escaped. If the  cars
changed tracks as suggested, these rear col-
lisions would be -almost wholly prevented.|
The greatest difficulty the motorman has to
contend with is in warning vehicles nhead
of him off the track. To do this, he has to
ring the gong excessively, which of itself
is a public annoyance. Men who have oc-
casion to drive in the streets would greatly
appreciate a change in the running of the
cars, which would relieve them trom the
annoyauce of constantly turning their head
to ascertain the position of the trolley in
the rear. The motorman, too, would be
spared a good deal of worry and delay.

“Special freight rates on supplies for the
lumber camps in' the north were with-
drawn to-day,” was the remark of a shipper
yesterday.

Order.” The Sapreme Chief disputes their
accuracy, and it is only fair therefore to
take the rates.quoted by him as being those
chargeable at the ages named, although
toese rates prove more strougly the entire
unsoundness of the system of this body, as
contrasted with the net rate fixed by the
Dominion Government, as being absolutely
essential for endowment contracts such as
tbe order issues.

cent for expenses, and also without making
any provision for sick benefits and accident
behefits, both of which would require a con-
siderafle part of the rate collected.

The only meaning applicable
to vhis term is the excess of afsets over lla—
bilities. As far as I can learn the chiet
has mever laid before the order any
statement of = what the liabilities of
the body are, and there is there-
fore no meanssof doing otherwise than
making an approximation of them. This
approximation, however, will be mpuch less
than the real liabilities of the order, in view
of the fact of its being made with reference
only to the endowment part of the contracts
issued by the body, without making any
provision for the liabilities under those con-
tracts for the sick benefits and accident
benefits called for by such contracts. Apply-
ing the test of experience to the membership
of this body, it will no doubt be found that
the average age of the members is about 33
years, The Supreme Chief recentiy stated
that the amount of these contracts excesded
sixty-one millions.of dollars. Taking these
contracts as being one-half on the Specia!
Endowment plan and the other half on the
ordinary or endowment benefit plan the lia-
bilities according to the Government stand-
ard would be respectively as follows:

1. On the special exdowment plan $518, -
195, and

2. On the ordinary or endowment benefit
plan $444,690, aggreguting as the liability on
the transactions for a single year a sum of
$062,885, while the total accumulations of
the order for the last 12 years amount to only
$756,362. These accumulations, which the
Chief Ranger erroneously calls surplus, are
over two hundred thousand dollars l:ss than
what is absolutely essential under the Gov-
ernment standard to provide for the liabilicy
of the contracts-of the order for a single
year.

SEEKS THE TORNADO’S SECRET.

Contemplates 1000 Aerial Trips, Inclad-
ing One Across the Atlantic,

“I want to get there—right there, into
the business end of the storm where the
tornado is generated. I want the tor-
nado’s secret, its agent, and God helping
me I shall have it. If electricity; then
we may be able to dissipate Jove's most
awful wrath and relieve our great cities
of their worst mightmare, their most
ingidious and most implacable foes,” to a
reporter for the Philadelphia Press.

'he man who made this bold and
striking remark is Professor Henry Allen
Hazen, expert meteorologist of the
United States weather bureau, who has
nearly completed arrangements for a
series of not less than 1000 high altitude
balloon ascensions, to be made as
often as three times a day;, under a
new and orginal principle of gas
conservation, with . new scientific
instruments made in England ex-
pressly for the purpose. The proposi-
tion is now before the board of advisers,
who may be expected to report on the<
application as soon as Professor Lang-
ley, secretary of the Smithsonian, shall
return to his post.” -Professor Langley
himself is much interested in the sub-
ject of free air observation, especially in
an idea he has of sending up | self-regis-
vering instruments to the highest possis
ble altitudes without risking the pre-
sence of a humah being in a balloon..
Professor Hazen, however, regards this
method as only supplementary to ‘the
work of personal observation and in-
strument readings which he has in view..
Aerial transit across the Atlantic Ocean,
is the ultimate object toward which
Professor Hazen'd, plans are tending:
He states unreservedly that he will make
the trip if he lives. He is already
looking forward to sthe construction
of a balloon basket in the form of a com«
pletely equipped open . boat with air-
tight compartments. In this vehicle,
stored with food and drink for many
days, the professor will set out without
a qualm of fear. .  The only apparent
difticulty that has ever beset the problem
has been the inability of the aeronauts
to keep the balloon on a steady horizon-
tal plane. The rise and falling of the
balloon can be regulated by an original
device of Professor Hazen’s. He will
carry a bucket at the end of a long
rope, and water drawn from the ocean
will constitute the necessary ballast
whenever his balloon seems to get more
buoyant. The water will be poured
,out again when the balloon needs buoy-
ancy. :

The Time Without a Watch,

end of the thread between your first fin-
ger and the ‘*ball” of the thumb (i e.,
the fleshy top joint of the thumb), so |
that the thumb nail is undermost, and a
few inches above the middle of the
mouth of the glass.

Now if yon keep your hand quite
steady,the movement of the coin (which
is hanging inside the tumbler) will be-
come less and less until the shilling is
motionless, ;. Then, in half a minute or
80, a very slight and regular vibration
will commence, the coin oscillating from
side to side like a p:ndulum, and gradu-
ally increasing the length of movement
until it generally strikes the side of the
glass. This strike goes on in the most
regular and automatic way, first on one
side of theﬁlass and then on the other,
until, say, eight strokes have been
struck; the vibrations of the coin then
diminish in length, until the suspended
shilling again becomes motionless and
hangs in the middle of the tumbler. You
look at your watch and find that8 o’clock
is the nearest hour.

i have tried this over and over again,
deliberately setting about the experi-
ment without bias or any intention of
influencing thegswing of the coin, and
aiso being ignorant of the time, and
when my hand has been steady the
right time has invariably been struck,

There is something very curious about
this phenomenon. Whether the thread is
influenced by the pulse in the “ball” of
the thumb, or whether there is some un-
conscious transference of ‘‘intention”
from the brain to the thread, I do not
know; but in any case the matter 1s
sufficiently interesting to be worthy of
a critical test by persons who will care-
fully and without bias carry out this
singular experiment of telling the time,

Proposals
have been made to the companies to the
effect that chey should put on regular cars
fitted for this particular kind of traffic, and
they are inclined to look very favorably on
the scheme.

Both roads have also their eyes upon a
scheme for collecting the mails and distri-
buting express from the head offices of the
express companies to local offices, where it
could be called for. All these plans have
been tried and proved successful in several
cities throughout the United States, so that
the project seems feasible.

The Toronto and Scarboro road has hopes
of being able to negotiate successfully for
the right of conveying freight over the track
\of the Toronto railway. i

Famous Spendthrirts,

The Princess Ypsilanti, who died in
Vienna a few days ago, belonged to one
of the oldest families in Austria, and
was born in Vienna on March 12, 1845,
Her father. was the late Baron Simon
Sina von Hodos und Kizdia, and her
mother & member of the famous
Ronmanian family of Ghika, Baron
Sina was the son of George Sina, the
wealthiest banker in- Vienna. Baron
Sina received on his father’s death:90,-
000,000 fiorins, or $45,000,000, This
immense sum was divided on the death
of Baron Sina between lis three daugh-
ters; each receiving nearly $15,000,000.
One of the daughters married George
Mavrocordato, a member of one of the
nobblest families in Greece.  The second
married the spendthrift Duc de Castries,
a relative of the late Marshal McMahon
of France,

The third daughter, Helene, on Nov,
23, 1862, whien she was but 17 years old,
married Prince Gregory Ypsilanti, a
native of Epirus and son of Demetrius
Ypsilanti, whose valorous deeds durin
the Greek revolution made the name o
Ypsilanti famous throughout the world.
During the siege of the city c¢f Nauplia,
Demetrius, with a small body of Greeks,
one night sallied forth and attacked the
enemy, creating such terror among the

izrinca Gregory Ypsilanti was the
Greek Envoy in Vienna for many years,
He wasa man of. independent means,
aside from the great fortune brought to
him by his wife, and served his country

tion for his duties as its diplomatic re.
presentative in Austria. :

Prince Gregory Ypsilanti died in Paris
on Feb. 20, 1886, and was succeeded as
head of his family by his eldest son,
Prince Emmanuel, who is now a lad of
16, Three weeks after his death the
bankruptcy of the Princess was ane
nounced to the amazement of the aristo-
cratic circles of Vienna and Athens,
Prince Gregory had been a man of ap-
parently quiet and retiring disposition,
but he and his wife had managed to get
rid of $25,000,000 in ten years, and the
widowed Princess found herself $4,000,.
000 in debt.

directly interested in consumptive per-
sons through family or other ties, that
the proposed work of the new Invalid
Aid Society, one of the latest of Boston's
benevolent institutions, i8 business as
well as benevolence. A moment's re-
flection convinces everyone that if a dis-
ease whose annual harvestin this coun-
try, and especially in this district,
dwarfs all:.the other diseases, including
even the epidemics wherever there" ars
such, is communicable, as now appears,
then it is everybody’s busidess, in com-
mon self-defence, to promote the migra-
tion of consumptives and a fund for the
deportation of consumptives too poor to
travel is a public hygenic precaution.

The society which has undertaken to
crystalize this conviction is as yet un-
able to contribute the expenses of the re-
moval of such diseased persons now
among us. It was organized in the hope
that public realization of its worth will
lead eventually to money enough being
given it by donation and bequest to
carry at its own expense those consump-
tives who are too poor to pay either fare
or board to places of its own, or in its
control, in the dry climates of the South.

Ho saw liquor sold from
bars in the back of shops which bore the
resemblance on their face of tailor
aho Drug stores plied = a thriving
trade and had printed forms with blanks
for the customers to note down the disease
which they wished to get the liquor to
oure. But even bolder infringements were
noticed. Houses with the name ‘‘saloon”
rinted in the well-known glaring gigns
ad within their walls bars over which
liquor was openly sold to everyone who

had the money to pay for what he ordered.

This so-called prohibition State wasn’t '
behind its wicked neighbors in works of '
iniquity. Gambling was prevalent. Sharks
fleeced the innocent at dice, roulette, faro
and ‘crup-shooting.

Illinois and Minnesota displayed similar
broken laws. Customers called in at bars
sud asked for liquor and were accom-
modated. In Minuesota matters weren’t
quite as sinful as in XKansas, for the
citizens in St: Paul and all other cities
respected the Sabbath.

Dr. Clarke of the Asylum for the Insane
testified that only gbout 10 per cent. of
insanity was due to intemperance. He
thought that drunkenness was on the de-
crease, but on the othér hand he believed
other stimulants such as chloral, opium,
chlorodyne, bachsish or hemp and absinthe,
were used in larger quantities, and the
evil effects of the latter were much more
terrible than alcohol. 5 z

‘Fhe doctor stated it as his opinion that
total abstinence would benefit thes work-
Ingmen, bint thought that smuggling and
illicit distilling would render any such law
ineffectual.

F. 8. Spence occupied the attention of
the commissioners during the afternoon.
This gentleman is a prohibitionist. Has
been so for some time. His opinions have
often been heard by Toronto people. He
had no reason to alter his opinion before the
Royal Commission. He had been in Kan-
sas a couple of days and knew that in cer-
tain places, as in Topeka, the law was ob-
served. “In Dakota there were numerous
places¢where liguor was not sold.

M?'he, however, was the promised land
of pfokibitionists. The act had worked
well there, and the people enjoyed the
limiting of their drinking liberties. The
defeat of the attempted repeal was no un-
cortain voice of the well-pleased people.

Then Mr. Spence moved on to Nova
Beotia and described his trip with the com-
mission, and here questions were asked
which Mr. Speuce did not want to answer.
Judge Macdonald asked if liquor was
served in prohibition counties' in Nova
Scotia.

OVER NIAGARA ON A WIRE.

How it Feels to be Carried Across on a
Rope Walker’s Back,

‘‘At the end of a month of practice on
a clothesline strung between the roofs of
two tenements,” said Clifford Calverley.
the young Niagara rope walker, *I
could dress and undress on a wire.
Then it was that. I determined to cross
Niagara. L :
 “l visited the falls and had my wire
stretched across the gorge, a distance of
about 1000 feet. The first day I crossed
without incident. The second day I ran
most of the way, and did if-4n six min-
utes and twenty-eight seconds.

““While I was on the wire an accident
happened to one of the guy ropes, and I
was precipitated forward. ~Fortunately I
did not lose my head, and caught by my
knees and toes as I fell forward. Every-
one thought [ stumbled purposely, and
since then I have often taken the dive
and.-caught by my toes,

... tried once more, running the whole
distance, and did it in two minutes fifty-
one and a fifth seconds. I believe I am
;hv only man who has run-across the

**As I'was so successful I determined
tocross at night. I had not gone.ten
feet when a sudden squall struck me and
I almost lost my balance, but I kept on.
I hurried my steps and had reached the
half-way point,~when suddenly, without
a moment’s warning, the electric lights
went out. .

“Ordinarly I would not have minded
the darkness. but with a constantly
veering gale, now in my face and now
at one side, I found it the most difficult
thing in the world to keep my balance,
and to add to my discomfort, the rope
began to sway.

**Sometimes I would have to lie' down
and hold on with both hands with the
pole balanced under my chest. Between
the flaws of wind I would get up and
creep forward a few feet. I would hear
the people shouting on the banks; they
had given imnesirp as dead.

*‘It took all my nerve to keep  from
being frightened.  Even if I was blown
off the wire I determined to let them see
that I wgs no coward. So, sitting down
on the wire with the pole well balanced
across my knees, I took advantage of a
lull in the storm and lit a cigarette. A
mowent later a. shout of i’oy went up
from my friends and the multitude
gathered on the farther bank. It gave
me renewed courage, and again I faced
the wind and made my way on through
the darkness until at last I reached the
shore and was safe,”

William Beck, a young man who once
crossed a high wire on young Calverley’s

r#ack, related his experience as follows:

““I was induced to accomgany Calver-
ley because I was assured there was no
danger and one of the boys bet me $100
that I did not have the nerve.

‘“Without noticing that I was nervous,
Calverley said ‘come,’ and, drawing my
two hands over his shoulders, he ?ift.ed
me to his back. Convulsively, I clasped
my legs around his waist and tried to beg
him to let me down, but my tongue was
dry and refused to speak.

*¢Another moment and we were off.
From below the wire always seemed
steady, but I now discovered that it
sagged from side to side and up and
down. held Calverley so closely
about the neck that he was almost
stramgled.

“ ‘Look up, he gurgled, But I could
not. The green earth, far far below
seemed to have a fascination for me that
I could not resist. I longed to plunge
downward.

““We reached the center of the wire anfl
I was bathed in perspiration. I could
hear the plaudits of masses, like the roar
of the ocean, and it turned my stomach.

“ ‘Go back,’ I pleaded.

“ ‘I’m afraid to turn with you on the
wire ; you are too nervous,” was the cool
response,

¢ ‘Thendon’t stand here doing nothing,’
I almost shrieked and the tears began to
trickle down my cheeks. On he went,
until at last the pole opposite to the one
we started from was reached, and we
started back. What Calwerley did on
the wire, or how long we took to cross I
do not know for I lay my head on his,
closed my eyes and remembered nothing
more until he called to me to get down.
I did'so, but he had to hold me, or I
would have dashed head foremost from
the little platform.

“For half an hour I sat there with my
feet dangling over the edge, then mus-
tered enough courage to climb down, I
won my bet, but I would not cross a
high wire on any man’s back again for
a thousand times the amount of the
wager,”—Philadelphia Press.
