Fatal Dlphtheretic Croup.

Two children of Hibbert Pinch, little girls, 
aged 4 and 6, on Hardscrabble Mountain, 
south of Grand Pre, died within three days 
of each other, of diphtheretic croup. Drs. 
Chipman and DeWitt used the antitoxin on 
the eldest child, but without effect. The 
cases were of the same type as those in 
Wolfville and Kentville, that proved so fatal. 
All these cases differ from the ordinary type 
of diphtheria. Nothing could be seen in the 
throat, and there was no odor. The disease 
attacked the larynx, the upper part of the 
wind pipe, the membrane formed there and 
closed the opening—literally choking the 
patient to death.— Halifax Herald.

Grade X.—Canadians everywhere will watch with 

Interest for the result of the meetings now 
being held at Washington, between repre­
sentatives of Canada and the United States, 
on the time honored subject of reciprocity. 
The question has been a much discussed one 
on this side of the border and Canada has 
always shown a disposition to enter into 
a fair reciprocal arrangement with the 
United States; but something has always 
prevented the formulating of any arrange­
ment that could fairly be called fair and 
hence the tariff walls have stood ; not exact­
ly as they were fashioned in the original, 
but still high enough to prevent a ready ex­
change of commercial commodities. Both 
Canada and the United States are protective 
countries, and yet, owing to their contiguity, 
their protective rates might easily be lowered 
to each other without a sacrifice of the prin­
ciples of protection as applied to the ftst of 
the world. Our liberal government of to­
day is not the stickler for high tariff that 
the republican administration of the United 
States professes to be, and undoubtedly is; 
and if there is a hitch in the framing of a 
freer trade treaty it will likely emanate from 
Washington, not Canada. Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier and Sir Louis Davies have undertaken 
the solution of a knotty problem. If they 
succeed, their ^putaliens as skilled diplo­
matists will be well established; they will 
hsve accomplished a task that has puzzled 
more than one able predecessor. It can 
hardly be expected that a reciprocity treaty 
can now be arranged without re-adjustment 
of the Canadian tariff as applied to other 
countries, unless indeed it is confined to 
natural products. There was a time when 
reciprocity in natural products alone was not 
to be thought of, but to-day our inexhaus­
tible supplies of lumber, pulp wood and coal 
are coveted by influential concerns in the 
United States, and the situation may be en­
tirely changed. At any rate a few days will 
likely disclose the feeling of the United 
States government in the matter, even if de­
finite proposals are not made.

This Concession was not to St. John’s 
liking as it lessened the value of the service 
to that port. St. John objected forcibly to 
sharing with Halifax, especially as that port 
would be the first to be reached on the home­
ward trip and last on the outgoing, and 
pressufe was brought to bear on the powers 
At Ottawa, with the result that the Allan 
line has been subsidized to make direct trips 
every fortnight from St. John to London. 
New Brunswick’s commercial capital is now 
the terminus for two Atlantic lines, and her 
people are satisfied. It is to be hoped that 
Halifax is also satisfied, or at least prepared 
to accept matters as they now stand, for 
when subsidies are granted to satisfy a city 
at the expense of the whole country it is an 
expensive business. Let St. John have two 
lines next winter, she has been neglected 
somewhat in the past, and the present ar­
rangement is only transient, pending the es­
tablishment of the fast Atlantic line.

To the Editor of the Monitor:
Sir.—The benefits that may reasonably be 

expected to follow the materialization of the 
Granville railway have been eo ably set forth 
in your columns that our neighbors in Gran­
ville arc justified in calculating on sympathy 
and assistance from the county and the whole 
Valley, and on a reflex glow of the same 
across the bay from Sr. John.

May I crave an inch or two of your space 
to make a suggestiou to them that, it 
to me, would “grease the ways’’considerably 
when it comes to launching the scheme.

They have asked for a railway and the 
county has granted them a right of way. 
They are therefore prepared to have their 
farms divided by the railroad and to accept 
a reasonable price for the land required. 
Now I take it for granted that thesevesance 
is a heavier matter than the value of the said 
land and I propose to show how they may 
turn that severance to their great advantage 
by making a sacrifice in the lighter matter. 
Why should’they not approach the Council 
and say, “ Give us a driving road contiguous 
to the railroad and we will knock off-% per 
acre on the valuation ; also we will, within 
twenty years, pay you as much rates annu­
ally from each side the road as we now pay 
from the whole.”

The Council would, no doubt, be glad to 
aid in a scheme calculated to open up the 
country ; and with Clarence in evidence, 
could not W think favourably of carving 
out a similar district.

Looked at more closely and locally the 
scheme has a few good points. When the 
north end of the farm can be got to by a

ublic road it can be considered in many ntw
ghts. Is there a farm (they are harder tp 

find, no doubt, in Granville than in other 
less favoured sections) where an annual and 
most intense interest attaches to the word 
“interest?” The road suggests a means 
whereby either half may be made to redeem 
the other. Is there under happier auspices 
a son ambitious "to start in ; or happier still, 
a daughter to be dowered ? Ihe road again 
gives answer. The man too who can farm 
the upper and lower farms .both together 
may, after the severance, easily find valuable 
aid in a tenant house and small barn on the

During his term at the academy, 
he was converted, and he graduated at 
Acadia in the year 1891. In the autumn of 
that year he entered upon his theological 
course at the Rochester Theological Semin­
ary, N. Y,, from which he graduated in 1894. 
During his college course his record as a 
student was excellent, which record was 
continued at the seminary. While a student 
at Rochester Mr. Fash preached as occasion 
offered, and for a time had the pastoral 
oversight of the South Alabama church. 
During his last year he “supplied” the 
West Henrietta church. So strongly at­
tached did this people become to him that 
earnest efforts were made to secure his ser­
vices as pastor ; but Mr. Fash had his mind 
set upon returning to the maritime provinces. 
And so when a unanimous call from the 
Liverpool church came to him, it was ac­
cepted without hesitation. The union thus 
formed in the summer of 1S94 has been a 
happy one. During the pastorate of three 
years and four months 110 members were 
added to the church, of whom 92 were by 
baptism. By bis energy and tactfulness, he 

his way to the hearts of both old 
and young, and by his public spirit he has 
endeared himself to the community. His 
preaching is forceful and fearless. He be­
lieves and therefore" speaks. Such men are 
always in demand, and especially is this so 
in the pulpits of our churches. Mr. Fash 
will be warmly welcomed by the people of 
his new charge, by his fellow pastors of the 
sister churches and by the people of this city 
generally.—Halifax Herald.

Washington, Nov. 12.—Definite arrange­

John Kasaon, who is specially delegated by 
President McKinley to conduct reciprocity 
negotiations, and Sir Wilfred Laurier, the 
Canadian Premier, and Sir Louis H. Davies, 
the Minister of Marine. This is the result 
of the long and friendly conference held yes­
terday between Secretary Sherman and Sir 
Wilfred. The meeting will be held during 
the present visit of the Canadian officials, 
but no exact time for it has yet been fixed. 
It is not expected that the reciprocity treaty 
itself can be matured during tho present 
visit of the Canadian officials, the desire be 
ing to arrive at some common understanding 
at this time and then perfect the details 
later.

The dinner at the White House last night 
assisted toward a friendly settlement of 
of pending questions. At its conclusion the 
guests accompanied the President and his 
cabinet advisers to the Blue room, where a 
wholly informal exchange of views occurred.

Mr. W. E. Gladstone, England’s great 
statesman, says: “I believe it is a good 
general rule to allow each person to judge 
for himself what his pursuits should be, and 
whether he shall follow them. But at the 
same time I earnestly desire the maintenance 
and increase of the rural population of this 
country, and I rejoice in all pursuits that 
tend toward that increase. It is a blessed 
thing to live in the eye of nature, and in 
the clear light of the day. I haVe been a 
townsman most of my life, but I am a rural 
man—one of the country folk—now, and it 
is a great enjoyment to be free from the foul 
rivera, and the masses of smoke, and the 
darkness that overhangs many of our great 
towns, and to enjoy the scenery that is 
around us, the light and the air God has 
given us, just in the way he gave them. It 
will be all the better for this country the 
more we can maintain and increase the rural 
population of the land.

Queen of the Dutch Throne.

This is the last year ol the regency in 
Holland. When next the parliament of the 
Netherlands is opened at The Hague, it will 
not be by the German Emma, the queen re­
gent, but by Wilheirtiiaa, on longer koning- 
innet., “ the little queen,” for on Aug. 31, 
1898, she will attain her majority and be for­
mally crowued queen of the Netherlands.

YVilhelmina is now in her eighteenth year 
and is consequently just entering woman­
hood. For seven years she has been known 
ai “the girl queen.” Now the is soon to be­
come a real queen. The Dutch look forward 
to the lime when she will assume the scepter 
of authority with genuine pleasure, fur al­
though they have come to like the queen 
mother better than they did at first they can 
never ,quite forget that she is of German 
birth, and if there is one thing which the 
Hollafider# value more than another it is 
their independence of German)’.

Wilhelmiua is the daughter of William 111 
of the Netherlands, who died in 1890. He 
was a rcyal old rogue, who led a most dis­
graceful life up to the time he was G‘2, when 
he married Princess Emma of Waldeck-Pyr- 
mont. The girlhood of the little queen has 
been passed in one or the other of the seven 
palaces which belongs to the throne of the 
Netherlands. It has not been the happy 
carefesa childhood which'most girls know, 
for tbejittle Dutch maiden has had to study 
hard to tit herself to be a queen. Up to the 
time she wraa 7 or 8 years of age she had a 
French governess, but since then her ed­
ucation has been in charge of Miss Winter, 
an English governess.

No one probably, unless it be the queen 
regent, knows what a proud spirit has this 
young woman better than Miss Winter. On 
one occasion when the governess tried to 
punish her by making her royal pupil draw 
a map of Europe the little queen handed in a 
sketch in which there was an exaggerated 
Holland, while the British isles were repres­
ented by mere dots iu a white waste labeled 
“ Atlantic ocean.”

On another occasion, when sbfe was not 
more than 10 years old, VVilhelmina knocked 
at the door of her mother’s room.

“ Who is it?" asked the queen regent.
“ The queen of the Netherlands,” was the 

imperious reply.
There was no response, and after awhile 

Wilhtlmina knocked again. This time, in 
answer to (he same question, she replied. “It 
is your daughter.” Then the door opened.

“You see, my dear,” said the mother in 
gentle rebuke. “ I am not always prepared 
to receive the queen, but to my daughter 
my door is never closed.”

Although naturally democratic and re­
publican in their instincts the Hollanders are 
intensely loyal to their young queen. Much 
of this loyalty is due to the wisdom of the 
queen regent, who has had the good sense to 
keep herself well in the background and to 
lose no occasion to keep her daughter before 
the public eye. So for several years the little 
mbs has gone about her tiny kingdon, lay­
ing cornerstones, christening ships and tak­
ing part in public banquets. Laying corner­
stones the ljttle queen hever did like, but of 
public banquets she is very fond. An anec­
dote is told concerning tbe vùit cf the Ger- 
man emperor to The Hague in 1893. Little 
Wilhelmina wished to sit up late and bear 
the speeches at the big banquet, but the 
queen regent would not hear of it and insist­
ed that she go to bed at the usual hour. 
Then thedoughty spirit of William of Orange 
flashed out. The child queen stamped her 
foot and, with flashing eyes said, “ I will go 

. on the balcony and tell the Dutch people 
how you abuse their queen.” Of course she 
did nothing of the kind and the next day 
asked her mother’s pardon.

From a frail, delicate girl Wilhelmiua has 
grown to be almost as plump and strong as 
the average Dutch maiden of her age. As a 
result of her careful education she is now 
quite a linguist and is well equipped in other 
ways to assume tbe reins of government. Al­
though there have been rumors of her betroth­
al to various European princes ever since she 
was" a little girl of 8, the important question 
of who she will marfy has not yet been set­
tled, and when it is the decision will be made 
by Wilhelmina herself.

Unsalted Butter.

THE CONSUMPTION NOW 1.ARGK AND ALL TUB 
TIME INCREASING.

The consumption of unsalted or sweet but- 
.tor in this city is increasing all the time. A 
few years ago there was only three or four 
commission houses tha> handled it at all; 
now there are perhaps a dozen that do, some 
of them receiving largç quantities. The 
sales of unsalted butter amount to less than 1 
psr cent of all. But the total daily con­
sumption of butter here is enormous, and the 
amount of unsaltcd butter sold is now very 
considerable. In a general way it may be 
slid that sweet butter is eaten mostly by the 
very poorest people and by those who are 
very comfortably situated. By far the 
largest consumers of unsalted butter here 
are Hebrews. And unsalted butter is now 
used or may be had in many of the finest 
hotels and restaurants. It has long been 
used in some of these. Its increasing use in 
them is perhaps due, in some degree, to 
demands from foreign guests. Unsalted but­
ter is far more commonly used in Europe 
than here.

The butter commonly sold contains about 
an ounce of salt to the pound and more or 
less coloring matter. The sweet butter con­
tains no salt whatever and is uncolored; salt 
is added to suit the taste of the consumer. 
In some restaurants there is now used a but­
ter containing about half the usual propor­
tion of salt.

Salt is a preservative and the ordinary 
butter of commerce keeps much longer than 
sweet butter, which must be used while 
fresh. Sweet butter is mainly New York 
state butter, but in winter some is brought 
from farther west. A great deal of the 
sweet butter is brought to the city by ex­
press, which adds to the cost of it, aud the 
butter makers charge a littlç more for it, be­
cause it is all butter and no salt. Sweet 
butter qosts at wholesale commonly a cent a 
pound more than salted butter, and some 
times 3 or 4 cents a pound more. It is of a 
lighter color than most salted butters and 
when fresh and sweet is of an agreeable frag-

The ordinary commercial package of un­
saltcd butter contains sixty pounds. Hebrew 
jobbers bay such packages of the wholesale 
commission merchants and break them up 
into ten pound packages for sale to grocers 
and small dealers. In this way the butter 
is widely dispersed and quickly disposed 
of. Unsalted butter can be kept for days 
in perfectly good condition if properly 
cared for. If not sold, it is put into a freezer 
or cold storage warehouse, in which it is 
frozen. There it may be kept in perfect 
order for months, but when once taken out 
of the freezer it must be sold promptly.— 
New York Sun.

ood’s—In no case should heavy, compact clay 
soils be subsoiled in the spring. A few years 
ago, when farming in southern Ohio, some 
subsoiling was done with the view of increas­
ing the yield of corn. One-third of the cen­
tre of the field was subsoiled, leaving an un- 
subsoiled stiip on each side. The subsoil 
plough was set to ruu to a depth of seven 
inches in the bottom of the furrow made by 
the common plough, making a total depth of 
about fourteen inches. The remaining por­
tion of the field was ploughed to the ordinary 
depth and the entire field was then harrowed, 
rolled and planted to corn. The result 
an unexpected one, fôr on the subsoiled part 
the crop was one of short, imperfect ears, in 
fact, not more than half a crop. On the un- 
eubsoiled part the yield was fully sixty to 
seventy bushels per acre, the ears being large 
and fully developed. This experiment 
firmed me in the opinion that subsoiling 
should invariably be done in-the fall, so that 
the subsequent action of the rain and frost 
during the winter would flue the soil, restore 
its normal degree of capillarity, and at the 
aime time absorb and hold an abundant sup 
p’y of moisture for the use of the crop to be 
g own.
