of' the Dominion uphioid a traffie whichi eîitails upon us an annual cost
ohf S16.000,000 and a sacrifice of 4000 valuable lives.

7. The eomimittee féel flint too high praise caunot -%iell be aecortlel
to flic Editor nf fthe "Alliance Journal " for the independent, fcarless
manner in ivich lie ton(lucts the campiaign agrainst ail the dealers in
Aitoliolit. Liquors, and their aiders antI abettors, and the wv in iv1ich
lie cek-mates iein ia ncarly ail thecir mnoves on the publiec hess-
board. It would not be pfing too fhr, perhaps, to say, that the
ALLIANCE JOURNAL., the OfficiaI Organ ohf thrce poiverful Temiper-

Were al the cler,.Ymen anti the entire ciîurch, memnbershl of the
country henrtily aiinîg the cause, the traffIc iu Rum. would soou corne
to an end. M.Naiiy clergymen of the day arc hcartily with us, anti so
are miany of their church members, but somne refuse to recognize their
responsibilities in this iespect. Were ail the ministers of ilhe day
wlîere the 11ev. M1r. Màowatt is, what couiti tlîey flot accoinpiish on
bebaîf of the cause! We commenti a sermon recently dclivered by
this Reverenti gentleman as eminently ivorthy of tue notice of the
general reader, and of imnitation on the part of bis clerical bretbren of'
ail sects.

9. Aiuongr the able piatform speakers of the day, we hope it will
flot appear invidious to single out for special notice the naine of the
11ev. Dr. Burns, of Fort Massey Cburch, Halifax, anti. to eall particu-
lar attention to the Dr.'s lecture upon the subjeet of the "lMaine
Laiw," or "Prohibition" wvhichi is to be pubiished soon in pamphlet f*oi,
and ivili then be on sale at the office of the Grand Scribe, Halifax;
and niay be ordered at any time hereafter, through that offier.-Tliis

Not to be behind tise otiser parts of tise Donminions, Nova
Seotia should have lier IlTesaperance Prohibitory Alliance" Ilithout
furtîser delay. There lias been somne time Iost iii tiat ivay already.
Measures should at once be taken t.o assemble a Provincial Temperance
Convention, -%itli a view of' forming tise IlAlliansce." There are
clifirent modes of doing this. County Conventions miglit firist ba held
ami (leputies sent f'roi a cdi of tisese to a generai Convention ivher 9,
tise Provincial Alliance could bie formed;t or a call courd at once bie
nmade upon the Divisions, and Lodgcs, and Temperance Societies,
and organizations of aIl zindls, and also upon tie, Chireies througiout
tice Province to send up their delegates at a certain tîme assd place to
bce agreed upon, and ont of this representative gatheringr constitîste
upon a comprehe.nsive basis tIse Provincial Alliance.

M'e may fairly assume tisat tisere is an almost unanimons sentiment
prevailingi amiong- ail temperance wvorkers favorable to Prohibition ; assd,
indced, that a vast snajority of tise numeious lsost now battling agrainst
tise vice of tem perance and in favor of liuman freedom, look upon
Probibition as thse ultimate cure of tise terrible vice of intemperance.

If tîsis law is destincd to bo iargely instrumental in saving us from
ise sin of drunkeness, tiscre shold bc no deiay or hesitation7about our
suiovement in tise wvay of securing tise coveted boon, and we slsouid.
address ourselves to tise vrork hefore us, ivitî tise energy and deter-
isination necessary te ensure a triuimplsaxit issue te 'the arduons
undertaking.

il. Tise work wshich we have taken. upon osîrselves s1soul *d be
regarded as a lif work, ani even ii the aid of Prohibition ive shahl
bc Z under tIse neccssity of retaissingr most of our present appliances in
order te keep down tic foe, even after hae sIl1 have been laid,
seemingly lseipless at our fecet.

12. In aIl moral and relfigious enterprises, and for tIse preservatiosi
and promotion of ail Isuran issterests, ive look te and reiy upon thc
wam of tic la'w. Wiy not, tîsen, rcply upon tisis potent aid for the
suppressioni of an cvii Nvhicls ma), be regarded as an embodiment of
nearly ail sin and crime, and Isuman woc ?
