TREATMENT OF A FRENCH PRIFEST BY TIIE

“"PORIES.

I.e Pere Ralle, who had heen a Missionaty among the savr-
ges forty years, resided at Noridgewoack at this time, and had
erccted a Church there. They loved and idolized him, and
wereat all times reais to hazard their lives for his preserva-
ton. e was conveisant with the English and Duteh langnag-
e<, and master of the severa) dialects of the Abenaqui nation.
His litesary attainmends, though of little use to him in such a
situation, appear. to have been very respectable, ard his Laun,
m which he generally addressed thuse gentlemen at Bostun
with whdin he had occasionally a controversial correspondence,
was pure, classical and clegant. As both these persons were
supposed to have instigated the Indsans to hosiility, as wellin
Nova-Scotia, as on the confines of New-England, and were in
the unmediate iuterest of the Governor of Canada, they became
very obnoxious to the English. Measures were therefore con-
certed to arvest them, and carry them to Massachusetts as pri-
soners. Previous 10 the last affair at Annapolis, Castine had
been surpnised and actually imprisoned at Boston, but partly
owing to it dread of exasperating the Indians, beyond all hopes
ot reconciliation, and partly from a difficulty of considering him
a traitor who had never acknowledged himself asubject, 1t was
deemed prudent to release him. ‘Fhe ladians sull continuing
hostile, an oxpedition was fitted outin Massachusetts, cansist-
ing of 208 men, with orders to Smcecd up the Kenebee, and at-
tack their principal village. On the 12th of August, 1721,
they arrived at Norridgewoack, where they supprised the ene-
my, and defeated them with great slaughter. Having plunder-
ed the Church and hewn down the Crucifix, and whatever else
they considercd emblems ofidolatry, they destroyed the building
and pillaged the encamoment. Charlevo;x informs us that the
Pere Ralle, though unprepared was not intimidated, and ad-
vanced towards the English in order to attract their attention 10
him, and thus screen his flock by the voluntary offer of his own
life. Assoon as he was discovered, he was saluted by a shout
and a shower of bullets, and fell, together with seven ladians,
who had ruslied out of their tents to shelter him with their bo-
dies, at the foot of a cross which he had erccted in the middle
of the villagge. He adds that the savages, when the pursuit had
ceased, returned to weep over their beloved missionary, and

TREACHERY, CRUELTY AND VIOLATION OF
TREATIES.

Ar expedition for that purpese, consisting of a frigate, mount.
el 40 zuns, another ship of 416, aad a third of 8 guns, with
transports, tor the conveyance of 700 men, wore entrusted to Sir
Williatn P)ipps who appeared before Port Royal, Annapalis, on
£0th May, 1690, ‘The garrison of this place was composed of
no more thau 88 mea—the works were in a very indifferent
state of repais, and wmost of the cannon dismounted.  Manival,
the Freneh Governor, sent Monsicur Petit a priest, to treat with
Ste Wilhiam, who required an unconditional surrender. ‘Chis
was peremptonly refused by the Priest, who proposed tho fol-
lowing articles of capitulation :—1st. That the soldiers, with
their arns and baggage, should bo 1ransported to Quebee, inu
vessol to Le provided by the English.  2d. ‘I'bat the inhabitants
should be maintained in peaccable possession of their propertics,
and that the honour of the women should be observed.  3d. That
ey should be permitted to enjoy the free exercise of the Re-
man Catholic religion, and that tho propeny of the Church
should be protected.

Sir William agreed to these conditions, but refused to commit
them to writing, intimating that his word as a Gencral wasa
better scearity than any document whatever, Manival was ob-
liged to vest satisfied with this assurance, and the following day
went on board the frigate, where the capitulation was verbally
ratified in the presence of Des Gautins, the Trench Sceretary s
ane' the keys of the fortress formerly surrendered, Uponan ex-
anunation of the furtifications, the Kuglish were surprised at the
weakness of the place, and vegretted it:s said, having granted
to the Garrisoa such favourable torms—according to the French
writers, they soun found an excuso for violatng them. While
Manival was on hoard the frigate, a quanuty of stores was dis-
covered 1n the possession of the inhabitants  Sir William con-
strued this into a breach of the caoitulation,using it as a pretext
for annulling the erms, he disarmed the svidiers, and imprison-
ed them in the Charch.  1ie confined Manival to hus own house,
nuder the chiarge of a sentinel, plundered him of his money and
clothes, and gave ap the place to general pillage, from which
neither the Priests ror the Charches were exempted. He then
left a persenia charge of the fort, and consintuted six of the
principal inhabitants justices of the peace, and having compel-
ed the people 10 take the oath of allegidnce to William and,
Macy, re-cmbarked his men, carrying with him the Governor, a
sergeant, 33 privates and two Priests.—Idem. vol. I, page 69,
20, 71.

VIRTUOUS SINPLICITY OF THE ACADIANS AND
THEIR BARBAROUS TREATMENT.

Hunting an<’ fishing, which had formerly been the delight of
the Cotny, and might have still supplied it with subsistence,
had no further attraction for 3 simple and quiet peoplé, and gase
way to agriculture, which had heen.establisied 1n the wmarshes
and low Jands, by repeliing with dikes the sea and rivers which
covered these plains. These grounds- vielded fifty for one at
first, and afterwards fifteen or twenty forone at least; wheat
and oats succeeded -Best in them, but they likewise produced
tye, barley and maize—~There wete also potatees :in great
plenty, the usc of which was become common. At the same
time theso immense meadows were covered with numerous
flocks. They computed as many as sixty thossands head of
homed cattle; and most families had several. horses, thoogh
the tillaga was catried on by oxen. Their habitations, which
were constructed of wood, were extremely coavenient, and fur-
nished as neatly as substantial farmer’s houses in Earope.
They reared a greatdeal of poultry of al] kinds,which made ava-

riety m their fuod,at once wholesomaand plenuiul.  Fhcot aude-
vary drink was beer and cyder, to which they sowmetunes waded
tum. ‘Their usual clothing wasin general the produce of theic
own flar. or tho fleeces of.their own sheep; with fhese thev
maile comman linens and coarse cloths, If any of them had 4
desiro for articles of greater luxury, they procured them from
Annapalis or Louisburg, and pave in exchange corn, catttle
furs, ‘Uhieneutral French had nothing elsc to give thewr neigh-
bours, and made still fewor exchanges among themselves ; he-
cause cach separate family was able, and had been accustomed
to provido for its own wants. ‘F'hey therefore knew nothing
of Y\aper currency which was so common throughout the test
of North America, liven the small quanuty of gold and silver
which had been introduced into the colony. did not inspire that
activity in which consists uts real value. ‘Vheir mauness were
of eourse oxtramely simplo. ‘I'hese was seldom a causo enher
civil or criminal, of importance cnougl tu be carrted befare the
Court of Judication established a: Annapuhs. Whatever hitthe
ditforences arose from time to time amung them, were amcably
adjusted by their elders. Al their public acts were drawn by
their pastors, who had hkewise the keeping of theirWalls ; for
whicl, and their religivus services, the irhabatants paid a twen-
ty-seventh part of their harvest, which was always sufictent to
afford more means than were objects of genorosity.

Real misery was whollylunknown, and benevolence anticipat-
cd the demands of poverty. Every misfortune was relieved as
it wero beforg it could be felt, without ostentation on the one
hand, and without meanncss on the other. It was, in short, a
society of brethren ; every individual of which was equally rea-
dy to give and to receive what he thought the common 1ight
of mankind. So perfect a harmany naturally prevented all
those connexions of grallantry which are so ofien fatal to the
peace of families. Yhis evil was prevented by early arriages
for no one passed his youth in a state of celibacy. As svonax
fa youny man arrived to the proper age,the community built hun
a house, broke up tho lands about it, and sum)lied him with all
the nccessaries of life for a twelve-month. ‘L'here he received
the partner whom he had chosen, and who brought him her.
portion in flocks. ‘I'lis new family grew and prospered hke
the others. In 1743, all together made a population of eizhteen
thousand souls. Such is the picturc of these people, as drawn
by the Abbhe Reynal By many itis thought to represent a
state of soc’:]l bappinese, totally inconsistent with the fraiues
and psssion: of huinan nature; and that itis worthy of the poet
rather than the historian. In deseribing a scene of rural felici-
ty like this, 1t is not improbable that his narrative has pavtaken
of the warmth of feeling for which he was remarkable; but it
comes much nearer the truth than is generally imagined.—
Tradition is fresh and positive in the various parts of the United
States, where they were located, respecting their gmleless,
peaceable, and serupulons character; and the dJescendants of
those, whase long cherished aud cadearing local attachment in-
duced them to return to the laad of their naii. y. still deserve
the rame of & mild, frugal and pious people. ‘The allegations
against them collectively, and which were undoubtedly just
against many of them as individuals, were these; that being
permitted to hold their lands aftee the treaty of Utrecht, by
whick the Province was ceded to Great Britain, upon condition
of their taking the oath of allegiance, they refused to comply
except with the qualificatinn that they should not ompelled
to bear arms in defence of the Province; which Qualification,
Jhough acceded to by General Philipps, was disapproved of by
the Kinp. ‘That, from this circumstanee, they affected the cha-
racter of Neatrals ; yet furnished the French und Indians with
intelligence qoartor, provisions, and assistance, in anneying
the Government of the Province and that three hundred of them
were sctually found in arms at the taking of Fort Beau Sejeur.
‘That, notwithstanding an offer was made to such of them as had
not been openly in arms, to bo allowed to continne in possession
of their land, if they would take the oath of allegiaace without
any gualification they unanimonsly refused. A scrupulous sense
of the ndissolubla nature of their ancieat cbligation to their
King, was a great-cause of their misfortunss  To this we may
add an unalterable attachment to their religion, 2 distrust

of the right of the English to the texitory which ihey
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inhabited, and the mdemuity pramsed them at the sarrender of
Fart Beau Sejour.  Notwithstauding whicl, there cuuld be no
apology for such of themn, as. having cbtained the advantages
ol neutrality ; violaied the coudiions on which they were grant
ed, and without wiuch, frum the nature of the case, there was
no just founddtion to expect they would be continued. It was
finally determiued, at this consultation, to remove and disperse
tho whole peaple among the British Colonies ; whete they could
not unite 1 any oflensive measures, and whers they night bo
naturalised to the government awd country.

‘I'no oxocution of tins unusual and general sestence, was al-
lotted chiefly to the Now-Ingland Foices, llp Commander of
which, from the humanity and firtnness of lus character, wis
well qualified to carry it into effcet. 1t was, without doubt, as
ho hunself declares, disacrecablo to his natural mghe and tem-
per . and s principles of tmplient obedtence as a soldiee were
put to a suvere test by this ungrateful kind of duty ; whichre-
quir:d an ungenerous, conning, and subtle sevenity, calculated
to ronder the Acadians subservient to Enghsh interests to the
latest hour. ‘I'hey were kept entirely 1gnorant of their destin
untit the moment of their captivity, and were overawed, or al.
luted, to labour at tho gathering 1n of their harvest which was
sccrotly allotied to the use of their conquerors.

‘I'he orders from Lieutenant-Governor Lawrence to Captsin
Murray, who was first on the station, with the plagrarian of the
language, without the spirit of Scrapture, directed thatif these
people behaved amiss, thoy should be pumished at his discretron
and if any attempts were madc to destroy or inolest the troups,
he should take an eye for an eye, and a tuoth, und in short life
for life, from the nearest neighbour whero the mischief should

more indulgence grantedto them than any of lns subjects iy any \
part ol lus duminions: what use you Lave madu of it you your-
sclves bast know.  ‘The part of duty I am now upon, thouy),
necessary, is very disagreouble to sy uatural make and temper
as I know it most be gricvous to you, who are of the same spe-
cics ; butit is not my ousiness to animadret. but to obey such
orders as [ receive, and thereture, without hesitation, sha!l de-
liver you His Majesty's orders and iustructions, namely—that
your fands and tenements, cattle of all kinds and live stock of
all sorts, are forfeited to the Crown; with all other your effecrs
saving your money and household goods, and you yourselves 1o
be rawaoved from this his Province.

Thus it is peremptorily his Majesty's orders, that the whele
Irench inhabitants of these districts bo removed ; and 1 am
through lus Majesty’s guoduess, directed to allow you hberty
to carry off your monoy and household goods, us many as yuu
can without discommoding the vessel you go ., 1 shall do
