THE ROYAL SPRECH. '

‘Iho seventcemb Parhiament of the United King-
dom, (the fith summoned during the preseat reiga,)
and the sccond eession of 1857, were to-day fermally
wsugurated by a Royal speech. The occasion bad
been looked forward to with considerable interest,
owing to the anxiety of the public to Jeasn the inten-
tion of mini¥ters upon the great political questions of
the day ; notwithstauding, therefore, the absence of
tbe Sovercign, the attendarcoe of both peersand com-
moners was exceedingly numerous.  ‘Lhe auditery also
included many pecresses, ladies, and dissinguished
stranoers, whose eagerness to hear the Royal address
equalled that of tho crowds of sezators ascembled
eitbet below or within the bar.

Shortly after two o'clock the Loids Commissioncrs,
1n their peera’ robes, took their seats at tha foot of sho
throue, and thy Usher of tie Black Rod weas directed
to summon the Comrions to Lear thy commirsion read.
In a fow minutes, the Speaker, 2itended by the Ser-
seant at Arms, several of tho ministers, and as meony
members of the lower bouse as could be accomzzodated
at thu bar, sppeared before their lordships in obedi-
ence to tho summons.

The Lord Chancellor then iotimated that asit was
not convenient to her AMajesty to be presont in per-
200, she bad been plezased to direct a commission to
jssue under the great seal, cwpowering the Lurds
Commissioners t3 do, in her name, all such acts and
things as were neceasary for the apening of thie sessian.

The comtnission baviag been read by the clerk at
the table, the Lord Chaocellor, smidst profouad si-
lence, delivercd tho following soyal specch :—

My Lords and Genllemen—We are commanded to
inform vou that her Majesty bas availed bersolf of the
earliest opporiunity of having recourse to your advice
and assistance after the dissolution of the last Parlia-
ment ; and ber Majesty trusts that there will be found
saficicnt time duriny tho preseat session to enmable

well grounded confidenco in the continuanco of peace.

Adl the matn stipulations of the Lreaty of Paris havo
been carnied 1ot execution, and it is 1o bo hoped
that what semans to be donu in regard 10 thoso mat-
ters will b speadily accomplished.

The negociations upon tho subject of the differen.
ces which liad arieen betweon the Kung of Drussia
and the Swiss Confederation, in regard to the aflirs
of Neufchatel, wro deawg to a close, and will, hier
Majesty trusta, be teruunated by an acrangement
honoutable and satisfactory to all parties.

The negociations in which ber Majesty has been
engeged wuli the Government of the United States;
anid with the Government of Homduras, in regard to
the aftuirs of Contral Awericn, have not yet been
brougzlit to a close.

All the other awendments
wade by the Senate,except that qushfying the articlo
in regard to Honduray, wero accepted in ther entirety
and without rescrvaton, by the British Cabinct.
There is, thetefore, no inisunderstanding as to the alleg-
cd or real peint of diliculty,

“ Lord Napier endeavored, with much earnestness,
to impress the President with the belief 1hat no other
than friendly feelings were cntertained towards tho
admiuistration or the country by the ministry, and
cited cxpressions frem Lord Clarendon's dispatch as
Jjustifying this language.

“In conclusion, he proposed to institutoc a new
negotiation, founded upoa the conditional acquicscence
of Honduras. ‘Lhis sugpestion was properly and
promptly declined by the Prbsident, and ‘there the
maticr rests for the present.

Sowme of the mystery which bas g0 long hung over
the true sta‘e of things among tho insurgents at Nan-
Lin, is at lenath cleared away by intorasation just re-
veived from thyce persous recently arrived here direst.
1y fraw that place, which tboy left about the 12th ult
‘I'wo of these are Europeans, and the third a Chineso
Loy, and all of them iliiterate. 'Lho two forvigners
state that, during their absence from Shangbai, they
entirely lost their reckoning of time, montha as well
asdays, ond thernfore can give only rough guceses
for the preciso dates of the events they relate. But
baving been eve-witneases, und often actors in tho
scenes they describe, thoy can, of course, bear clear
testimony to facts, and with somo approxiwation to
tho order and tune of the:. ocouttence. ‘Lhe credibi-
lity of their testimony is inferred from the substantial
agiecment of the accounts they bave each soparately
given to Dr. Bridgman and inyself, their further
ngreement in many points with what has been learned
from other and independont sources, and from the
minuto knowledge which these persons ehow. of the
localitics about Nankin, aund for bundreds of miles
gbove and around it, as tested by Dr. Bridgman,
who had sccn many of them hitmeelf.

Tho substanco of their uarrative is as follows :(—
Somo time late Jast Spring, or at the beginning cf the
Summer, theze two foreigners went up to * Ching-
Kiang,” where they were for a littla whils in the
Chiness Imp.crial service, after which tkey passed over
to the other lines and jomed tho Insurgents, About
that time the rebel garrison at Ching-Kiang became
vary short of provisions, and sent up to Nankimn for
rclief s ond the nppointed rignal of relief cominy,
was charcoal floating dowa ke Yung-Tze-River.—
After a suflicient time the charcoal was seen, and way
goon followed by a reinforcement with supplice, nuder
the Cheef, or King, styled No. 7. It may be observ-
ed, that these men alinust wmvariadly speak of the In-
surgent Kungs by their numbers, us N». 1, for = Tai
Piuvz Wong—No. 2, for the Bastern King,” &2.

With tlee Wo. 7, theee two foreigners went up to
Kankin, whenhe tewrncd soma six weeks, perbajy,
atter theirarrival at Ching-Kiang, o about the unddle
of the Smumer. They went first 10 the quarters of
Ko.7in Nankin, and nere corried by bun to No. 2, the
Eastern Koz, who was famous for calimg hunself the
Holy Ghest. By No. 2 they were well treated, and
had good quorters asigned them among i officers.
They were sent for, from time to time, by No. 2,and
Questioned a3 to the foreiun mode of cating, fishting,
snd uting aring, such as pools, awords, & General-
By they spent their time as they luted, going to and
fro when and where they chose, and being treated 2#
rather privileged charactere. ln tlns way paseed a
month or more, during whicd they had opportunities
of veemny wmore of the Insurgents than any other fo-
teinusrs have seon. Knowing, howevcr,' nsthing of
the Chinese written cbaracter, aud & vory small
amonnt of tho spoken languayes, their weans of com-
munication were necesiarily limited, and they found
80 belp except from a Canton carpenter, who conid
spcak a hittic broken English, and the boy wbons thoy
brought down bere with them, who joivud them st a
fator period, and whose English vocanulary is not very
Wrge.  As we might expect of them under such cir
cumstancee, they know nothing of the theories of the
Robels, whetber political or rolizious—of their future
plans or prospects of empire ; but of their actual go-
vernment, they state that ¢ TarPing-Wong,” or Tien-
Wong, or No. 1, was the still liwing bead of the whols
movement. Thay nover saw bun, as he kept himsell
antirely eecluded from public view. Ilis procloma-
tions and orders were delivered from a lofiy arched
door-way, in front of his palace, by fomalexnessen.
gees, who heralied them aloud in the hearing of the
people.  Next to him was the Eastern King, or No. 2
(ander whem they were enrolled), and xubordinatoto
thesc—No. 8 and No.4 havingz been killed in a bat-
tle before reaching Nankin—were Nos. 5, 6, 7, aud 8,
Each of these Kings had his own palace, and his own
army of followers, The covernment was entinly
despotic ; and 3£ aot the laws, at least the. exccution
of them, was registered in blood. For almost any
offence, the penalty was beheading.

exterminated.  This % Reign of Torror” lasted aboud
two months, during which, not only the fighting wem,
but the aged, the lame the blind, women, clildeen, and
infauts at the breast, were all unmereifully butchoreds
‘These men mention the horrd spectacles they witness
cd, of blind and lame dragged to shuir fate, and of
women with their children in their arms, and others
hanging to their clothes, and beheaded in their turm
with many mors barbanticatoo korrible to tell.  Thelr
estunates of tho wholo numnber tbus destroged is over
30,000; and- they speak of afterwards having ecen
those masses of dzad on the ground above mentioned,
i the vicimty of the palace of Tai-Ping-Wone.

During tho pragress of this bloody work, No.8 ro-
turzed to Naokn with a portion of his aciny, leaving
most of it wuhount thecity, 1lu there sharply repraved
No. 5 (who biad been the chief actar in the desteuction
of No. 2 and bis followers, and particularly lor having
killodd 80 many who wera ret gmbty of any crime).

Soon after 1he decapitation of No. 5, however
No. 7 was ordered buck to Nankm, whereupou they
went And joined thewmselves to No. G, whom they
found, aiter several davs of saarching.

Avgusta, who was mariied to tho King of Wyrtem.
borg ; the Princesa Avgueta, who died unarried ;
tho Yrincese Klizabeth, who was married to the
Princo of Hesse licwburg; the Priocess Marj,
married to her cousin, the Vuke of Gloucuster ; und,
finuily, the Princerses Sophia and Aueelis, both of
whom died unmarried. It is singular, hagever,
bow few in number are the representatives of this
numerous fawily in the prescut generation.

scene, but ber private life was marked by overy
womanly virtue, and by profuse but unostentatioug
charity.

On tho ant'-
slavery question hoe was carnest in his own way as
Wilberforce in his, und kind and hopeful in all
matters of charity thut came before him, Romilly
tells us a curious thing of him—that he volunteered
ina tile-d-dite with Sir S. Romilly, bis declaration
that Queen Caroline was innocent, and that her ac-
cusers swmz perjured.  He latterly became o Lory ;
but for ke greater part of his life the same genial
spirie of liberality aml porsonal unassumingness dis.
tinguished Lim and the Princess Mars.  Asfor her,
she pleased old and young like.  Lird Eldon nsed
tutell with delight a joke of Queen Charlotte s
about the last person in the world whom uny cno
would suspoet of jesting. er Majesty used to
charge -ths Lord Chancellor with Lurting with her
daughter Mary; and the Chancellor uwel to reply
that he was not Empétor, King, or Drince, and that,
moreover, ho was married alreads, .

* 1u 1314, when the Prince of Orange was in
Engluud, and his father arnounced hys approaching
marriage with the Princess Cburlotte, Princess Mary
locked bright and bappy.  Lord Malurest nry recor-
ded in his diary what ter manners were hike whon
the charin of youth was past, and the character of
womanhood way marked.” Ile said she ¢ was all pood
hmor aud leasiatuess adding, ¢ her manaers aro
perteet; and L never saw or conversed with any
piincess o exacily what she ought to be.?  And no
one lving, perhags, knew more princesses, or more
of what they really were, than the old diplomatist.

ry in tho endeavours on the part of Churchmen, to
bring,back their Communion to its proper and just
distinctivencas amongst the numerous sections into
which Protestantism has become divided. Her Majes.
ty's assent has been most fully and freely accorded to
tho Bill for coustituting Church Synods in Cauada,
Thero could bo no doubt that the principle was conce.
ded in tho instance of the Church in Australia, butit
suited many in this part of the world to show op-
position until the last moment when they thought it
would be effectual, directly and indirectly, against
it may bo their own convictions, but most assuredly
to the detrimont of the Church, which for want of
Syuodical government, is in a deplorable condition
with reference to and in compurison with other
religious bodies, with no concentration to resist
their encroachments and attacks, and with no bond
of unjon among her own members, whereby they
could work with ono mind for ber spiritual or tem-
poral advancement.
