This foot note occurs in
the ccourse of an article on ‘“ Anconite,” by Dr.
Archibald Keith, of the Aberdeen Infirmary, and
manifests a liberality of spirit too seldom, to our
shame, ruet with in our profession.

cumstances might influence my patient for the
better. But no! Her nocturnal sufferings were
much aggravated, her cramps more frequent, her
pains more numerous. I may state in this connee-
tion, that about the fifth month of pregnancy.
and long after she had distinctly noticed motion in
the child—all motion ceased, the contents of the
womb would gravitate according to the position
she assumed, and she distinctly stated (without be-
ing asked) that a sensation of coldness was quite
perceptible.

Mixed half a drachm sul. zinci in onﬁ
ounce water, and tried to get him to swallow it, but
he either could not or would not, although we hel&
him and forced it into his mouth, holding his noﬁ-’
at the same time. As there was no stomach pumg!o
to be got, I took a No. 12 Gum Elastic Cathethef;
forced open his mouth, passed it down
tesophagus, and having ready a solution of sul zind;
I took it into my mouth and squirted through th
cathether into the stomach. In about twent
minutes he vomited freely, thowing up a quantif§;
of stutl smelling strongly of ‘the herb tea.” :
remained in a state of stupor, with the convuls
movement of the arms, for about twelve hourl
then fell asleep for.six hours, and awoke sensibliy

-§F A OASE OF PARTIAL PLAQENTA PREVIA.

About one A.3., Nov. 9th, 1867, I was sumamoned
by the union midwife to M. M—, aged thirty-five,
retiding at King-court, one of the most wretched
.places in my district, on account of ante-partum
_Sooding. The patient had arrived at full time with
‘ker sixth child. She had exjoyed good health in
. her pregnancy, with the exception of @ pain in the
. lgft hip during the latter menths. Her five previ-
ous lagors had been natural and quick, In this
. last pregnancy her work had been harder than hersto-
 fore, she having to carry heavy weights up and down
gtairs. A little before midnight of Nov. 8th she
. waa awakened by a sudden gush of Auid per vaginam,
" withowt the teast pain. She had no sudden excitement
“or wnuswal exertion during the preceding day.  Find-
iimg that the escaping fluid was blood, she sent for
%o midwife, who found her standing upand gasping,
-and still profusely flooding. She was placed on the
bed, some brandy-and-water wae administered, and
7 an unsuccessful attempt was made to ascertain the
“presentation. Onmy arrival I found her in a state
Tof collapse—pale, cold, fesble voice, and almost
.pulseless. Fluid and clotted blood was still pour-
.ing from her, and ‘‘she had flooded a pailful.”
"Fhe presentation tcas so high that I coald not make
"§t out, until I had the whole hand in the vagina,
“%he o3 was dilated to the size of the mouth of a
“wineglass. Jt was impossible without great and
exmcessive riolence to have got my hand through the os.
: I plainly felt the edge of the placenta reaching to
Zho level of the posterior lip of the os, and the
! rior portion of the cervix was clearly thick-
“&hed by t{le attachment of the spongy mass. In
‘Tront of this latter I detected the fustal head covered
‘vmith the membranes. There was nol the least uterine
‘pain. Finding it impracticable to introduce my
md, I passed two fingers through the os, and
wompletely detached the placenta, as high as my fingers
‘ewls reach, from its cervical atlachment. Immedi-
Zately T had “effected this all haemorrhage ceased. X
i%hen gave one scruple of powder of ergot in braudy
‘and water, and covered the poor shivering thing
¥with what wretched means were at hand. There
being no food in_the housse save bread and tea, I

ad some of the latter made, and in about half an
fonr's time gave her thercin another dose of ergot.
No pain followed. The woman had, however, won-
wﬁy rallied, had become warm, talkative, and
%iluireﬂ a fair pulse. Although the membranes
Mewg\at rotruded through the os, 1 now deter-
Hined, aa axere seemed no necessity to hasten or
ifaree labor, to waich and see what Nature could or
Bould do. As a matter of precaution, previously

ugging the vagina, I left her in charge of the
mldwife, who ha?;noonalm to leave, being sent for to

another case. I eaw the patient apgain at five 4.3
Thers had been wo and wo pain. Sh
waa doing well. To contiuus her brandy, tea and
gopped bread. At nine 4.M. she obtained the no~
cessary medical comforis, At two p.X. maiters
were &till the same, Asshe complained of inability
to make water, I remeoved the plug, which was
xercely stained with sanguineous discharge. Shs
received four visits from the midwife during the
day. At eleven p.m. I found her compleining of
patn in the lower belly. This evidently aepended
on distended bladder, and was 2t once relieved
catheterism. The o8 was now more dilated
softer, and the head was just entering the brim.
There were still ne pains. In an hour after my
visit to the patient paine came on, which the mid-
wife on her arrival found well established. Natwre
had ruptured the snembranes, the head was in the
cavity, and completely through the os. A still-
born male child was naturaly expelled without the
least return of hsmorrhage either before or after
its birth, at between two and three ».31. of the 10th,
The bones of the child’s head were separated, the
whole body was discolored, and the cuticle desgae~
mating. Unfortunately no notice was taken of the
appearance of the placenta. The woman did per~
fectly well.

. Remarks.—This case very forcibly illustrates the
implicit reliance which may be put on the ability of-
Nature (when properly nssisted) to terminate a
case of placenta prrevia. The italicised portions of
the above description sufficiently indicate the seve-
ral physiological and therapeutical points so ably
laid down and combated by Dr. &O:\mes, in as
Lettsomian Lectures for 1857. I believe the case
more than establishes his views, inasmuch zs, hav-
ing full command of the patient, I deterinedly
resisted the very great temptation of rupturing the
membranes.—London Lancet.

FUONCTIONAL HEMIPLEGIA,

Dr. J. H. Kidder, Assistant Surgeon United

His statement is, that while engaged in
loading the 100-pounder pivot gan of the Juniats,
the piece exploded, tite concussion rendering him’
unconscious, and one of the fragments of the gum "
fracturing the right tiba. Xe was finally disc
from the service; reshipped for duty at League

Island, in November, 1865, and has performed
light duty until within a few days past, when he
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became unfit for duty.

Neither
have I scen any instance in which hysteria, cp.ilopsy
or insanity in women after puberiy, was e to
. masturbation as its eflicient cause.” It scems fair
" to group ataxy with the diseases mentioned by Dr.
West, in which cuse bis assertion Decomes applica-
ble to it as well.  There was no evidence of here-
" ditary predisposition to nervous disorders in K.’s
ccase. The cause of the hemiplecia resuaing in as
much doubi as that of the ataxy. It isto be re-
- greted that no examination of the spinal chord was
permitted in this case. Doubtless degeneration of
‘the posterior columns would have been discoverad.
The hemiplegia, which was the immediate cause
of death, was in my opinion functional, if such o
" thing be possible, akin te the cases of *¢apoplecti-
_ form cerebrul congestion” deseribed by Trousseau.

appeared a large pendant tnmor, resembling the left
testicle of a man, with a well developed scrotum of
enusual size, of some fourinches in length, resem-
bling in every respect the serotim. Tracing what
appeared o be the cord up, I foundit made its exit
from the external abdominal ring, and having every -
indication of a spermatic cord ; the epididymis ape
peared to Le natural 5 in fact, cvervthing roseme
led a testicle.

Buing placed in somewhat of an embarrassing
position, in discovering so much more than I ex-
pectud to find, I resolved to call a consultation, to
sce if my diagnosis of a testicle would be confirmeds
Acendingly Drs. J. 8. P. Lord, E. H. Parker and
my broither Dr. Bo W, Avery, all of this city, were
callad in, when they all agreed that it resembled in
every respect a testicle, bt the case being so extras
ordinary that they could not form any diagnosis,
but advised an operation.

V¥iih the assistance of Dr. Lord and Dr. E. W,
Avery, I proceeded to perform the operation, by
removing the tumonr by the usual process fom
castration, by maoking an incision of some five
inches in length, so as o expose the cord, which
was fonnd with three arteries that were ligated, axd
several smalier ones, a large nerve, veing, &3
severing the cord, the retraction was the same that .
might be exnected in performing the operation upon
2 man; the tumour was then dissccted out, the
wound pardially closed, and the pasient placed in
bed. .
After removal, the tumor was exunined by Dr.
Lozd, Dr. E. W, Avery and mysclf, with a micros-
cope magnifying 350 times, when cellular structure
and convoluted tubes were visibleywith rudimentazy
sperinatozoa; in fact, it was declared a testicle. -

Mounted specimens of the ftubes {ir the micros-
cope have heen prepared, and photographs of the
woman will be preserved. -

i'his being the only case, I believe, on record,
where o testicle has been discovered in & woman, it
will naturally interest many. The fuct can now be
settled, that such a-thing as a hermaphrodite has
existed. .

Proballc cave of Hermaphroditismus Lateralis.—

Although it was already ascertained by a physi-
cian that ¢ bloody discharge really issued from the
urethra, she was placed under the strictest surveil-
lance, in order to prevent her from practising any -
deception.

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THE DGTIES OF THE GOVERNMBNT T0 OUB‘

PROFESSICH.

There are four clagses of pezsousjiractising medi-
cine in Canada, first the re;eiur practitioners, who
constitute about nine-tenthsof the whole,—second,
the Homozopathists,—third, ihe sc-called Eclectics,
and fourth the unlicensed Quacks. 1t is clear that
the public at large has an equal interest in the com-
petency of them all, and has o right to expect that
every person who presumces tu take the responsi-
bility of curing disease, (which is tantamount in
many caszs to holding the balance of life and death
in his hands) should know enough te enable him to
distinguish the different forms of disease from cach
other. This he cannot know without first, a thorcugh
knowledge of the character and situation of every
organ and tissue of the body. This knowledge he
cannot acquire without observation of every por-
tion of the body, or in othexr words, without study-
ing anatomy. Secondly, he must undersiand the
use of all these organs and tissues, in the healthy
economy —or, physiology. Thirdiy, he must know the
changes which occur in the functions and structure
of every part of the body as the result of discase, or
pathology, Neither physioluogy nor pathology can
be mastered without 2 knowledge of chemistry; so
that we have four branches of medical study, with-
out a good knowledge of which no man, we care
not to which pathy he belongs, can understand the
simplost case of disease which comes under his care.
If hedoes not understand a disease, it is equally
unimportant upon what theory of practice he treats
it, for the disease takes its cuurse, and if the

- patient recovers it is more probably in spite of
treatment than by the aid of it. 1f on the other
hand, the patient dies, it is quite possibly attributa-

~ble to the neglect of the proper remedial measuves.
In either case the physician has done no good, and
it is not impossible that he may have done harm.

These remarks apply to practitioners of all the
four.classes enumerated above. It is our purpose,
however, in this article, to indicate the remedy for
this condition as applicable to the three first classes

- only, they having a legal standing already.

_There may be a few who do not seo any justicein

requiring statntory enactments to protect the pub-
lic from ignorant practitioners. They may ba quite
willing that innocent snd confiling people should
have their lives jeopardised and constifntions am-
dermined by legalised empirics. There may be
such persons, we say, but we are unwilling to be-
lieve that the vast majority of the people car regard
the necessity for qualified medical practitioners as
other thanone of grave state importance. The tims
hasnot arrived when the state can take medical ed-
ucation into its hands, but it wili assuredly comze.
In the meantimie what is to be done ?

We believe it to ba the duty of the legislsture to
place all the sects of medicine upon a somewhat
equal footing. At the present time the public has
no guarantee for the competency of Homaopsathic
orEclecticpractitioners, Theirreapective ‘‘Boards™
are to all intents and purposes clesed corporations.
They may sbuse their privileges to an unlimited
extent (and we have good reason to believe that the
latter does do so) for they arc beyond the restrain-
ing influence of public, or even professional opinioii;

Wa are not going to discuss the relative merits
of these rival systems of medicine. At the proper
time we will be quite prepared to show why our
ellegiance has been given to the so-called Allopathic
School. Nor do we interd io discuss the wisdom
diaplayed by the Legislature in grenting charters to
the Homoeopzthic and Ecectic bodies. It is our
duty as a journalist to recognize the fact that they
have received the authority of the Leglslature to
grant licenses. Such being the fact, it is the duty
of the Legislature to make such further enactment
28 may be deemed necessary to ensure the com-
petoncey of their licentiates before they are allowed
to engage in the responsible duties of their profes-
sion.

Certain “‘regulations” of the Medical Councll
{which have the force of Legislative enactments by
virtue of their having reccived the sanction of the
Exccutive) require that all persons who study
medicine shall spend four yerrs in studying before
being allowed to present himself for examination, not
only is the period of study fixed, but it commences
at the time when an examination in preliminary
education has been passed. It goes even so far as
to specify the number of terms which the student
is to attend lectures on each branch of Medical
Science, and the order in which they are to be
studied. Here is a very complote guarantee of com-
petency, but to make the matter surer, the Legis-
lature has given the Medical Council power to
enforce theso regulations. This system of ttchecks’
and gusrantees” complete as it is, remains practis:
cally useless, because it cannot be applied to-the
Homeeopathic and Eclectic Schools of Medicire.-
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Persons who are not able to pass the examinations
of the regulsar colleges, are motoriously in the habit
of going before the so-called Eclectic Medical Board,
and cbisining a certificato which entitles them to”
prackice.

.The remedy for this iz simple, but exreedingly
difficult to apply. It will be said that we are only
saxious to get # finger into the Homwopathic and
Belectic pie for the sake of spoilingit. Wo utterly
disclaim any such wish. We wish such laws to be
peesed snd enforced as will ensure the competency
of all who practice Medicine. It is more the affair
of the public than curs. We wish the patrons of
the Homceopathists to have men to serve them who
understand Homeeopathy, and that those who faver
the so-calied Eclectic School should have educated
Eclectics to attend them.

In conclusion, we again protest that we desire no
vnfair sdvantage. All we desire is that every

branch of the profession should be made amenable
$o the samo laws, and those who are in the right
aced not fear the result.

KON-RESPORSIBILILY.

Taz Editer of this Journal does not hold himself
responaible for the views of his correspondents, and
while ciffering from them sometimes, he is happy
{0 receive such commmunications, as, while encour-
aging <iscussion, will stimulate our Profession to
those researches in the pracilical and theorctical
grounds of our noble calling, which must, while
being pursued with energy, end in discoveries which
will easble us to point with pride to our profession
in this Province. It has becomo the habit with
some, who are bigoted and illiberal themselves, to
charge our profeseion in its entirety with illiberality-
and want of advancement in Medical scienee. They
say at times, in terms of contempt, the old school,
forgetiing that rearly all the discoveries belonging
to our special branch, the healing art, have been
opered up by the devation of a lifetime given to
gpacial research by those, some of whom have
passed away, who are recognized wherever medicine

to suit by the transposition of sume of the words:
*The Physician must not be the ant, collecting 211
things indiscriminately from all quarters, as reme-
dies for disease; nor the spider, sceking no mate-
rials abroad, but spinning his web of speculative
doctrine from within himnsclf; but rather the bee,
extracting ernde honey from varioas flowers, storing
it up in the recesses of his brain, and subwitting it
to the operation of his internal faculties until it be
matured and ready for use.

We have received from several of our subscribers
papers containing advertisements and announce-
ments of some medical men, who Ly such adver-
ticements disgrace themselves, and bring discredit
on the profession to whirh they beleng, and for
their benchi would call their attention to paragraph
3in the Code oi Ethies adopted by the American
Medical Assaciation, and by our own :—

Duties for the Support of Professional Oharacter.

It is deragatery to the dignity of the profession
to resort to public advertisements, or private cards
or handbills, inviting the atiention of individuals
aflected with particular diseases; publicly offeving
advice and medicine to the poor gratis ; or promising
radical cures; or to publish cascs and operations in
the daily prints, or sulfvr such publications to be
made; to invite laymen to be present at operations,
to boast of cures and remedies, to adduce certifi-
cutes of skill and suceess, or to perform any other
similar acts, These are the ordinary practices of
empiries, und are highly reprehensible in & regular
physician.

MEDICAL ATTENDANCE ON TRADES, &e.

The following circular has heen forwarded to us
by a medical student, asking onr opinion upon the
subject. This systom of providing medical attend-
ance upon socicties, trades, ete., is certainly prac-
tised in England and other countries, but to so
great an extent has the competition heen earried,
that medical associations Iiave been foreed to inter-
fere in this matter, and have vecomnmended that a
scale of fecs should be fixed, below which no

The special advantages which have been claimed to |
have followed other modes of practice then our own

- have yet to be realized, and those drugs which have

pathist and Eclectic, and which are claimed specially

“by themsolves, have been known and used, we may

sdy, for centuries. Andin conclusion we can only

KNon-Payment of Wages.

Capt. Balfour of the Royal Artillery, was sum-
mond by Eliaabeth Freeman for 811.66, claimed to
be due for wages. Mr. J. H. Patierson appearcd
for complainant. The complainant was engaged by
Capt. Balfour as wet nurse, and while in his service
her own child being taken sick, Balfour sent for
Dr. Winstanley o attend fo it, without asking her
consent. The doctor sent in a bill of 89 for his ser-
vices to Capt. Balfour, which, though unpaid, was
put in by the latter as & set off to the gir's claim,
Strange to say it was allowed by the Magistrate
and the claim reduced to $2.66. Omnly yesterday
in a similar case where the parties were in humbler
circumstances he decided that no set off to a claim
of this nature eould De allowed, which only shows
that in this tribunal there is one law for the rich
and another for the poor. The judgment wassimyly
an outrage on conuaon sense and justice, and met
with the general disapprobation of those present.
Had the girl been left io her own judgment she
would have engaged some doctor whose charges
would have becn more in accordance with her
slender means ; but no that was not allowed by the
Captain, who ordered that the child should reecive
special attention, so that the mother who was nurs-
ing his child should not be disturbed or put ont, but
be enabled to devote her undivided attention to her
charge. 8he, though not congulted in procuring
medicul attendance, yuictly acquicsced, supposing
that Capt. Balfour would pay for the doctor he had
ordered. The affair is little to tho credit of cither
Captain, Doctor or Magistrate. An appeal in the
case would certainly be successful in upsetting this
unjust verdict.

The Practica of Medicine ina Peonaiary Point of View.

From a very able and interesting editorial in the
Medical Resord on the praciice of medicine in &
peenniary point of view, we glean the foliowing,
and recommend to the profession a careful perusal:

3. Let your maximum charges be high, and csre-
fully graduate them according to the circamstances
of your patients,

In regard to this matter of charges thess two
points are indisputable—first, that those patients
who are able should pay well for their medical ad-
vice and {reatment, just as they pay for evergthing
else ; and secondly, that those who are poor, or in
moderate circumstances, should not pay as high as
the wealthy. If advice is worth anything it is
worth a grezt deal, and should be paid for accord-
ingly. In our stcres and markets the poor and the
rich pay alike for the same yuality of articles, and
if any one is unable to buy the best of everything,
he can get a poorer quality or go without entirel{.
In the matter of medical advice it is not so.  Sick-
ness visits alike the throne and the cottage. It is
not a matter of choice, and when it comes the peor
man desires and needs the best advice. All who
are not positively destitute should pay something, -
and the rich should pay roundly, just as they pa
for everything else that they purchase. We areall’
too much afraid of driving away our patients by
high charges. Ultimately, however, the courageous
physician” wins the victory. It is really a blessing
to lose some patients. We can afford to hirs some
individuals to keep away from the office. Mean
prices are apt to bring in mean patients; and the
presence of mean patients deters and repels many
who would pay large fees. 1tishard to raise prices
even with the wealthy, and therefore we shoul
begin by making our fees as high as will be borne.
Better te begin teo high than too low, forit is easier
o lower our prices than 4a raise them. The pro-
fession are toc casy in this respect. They are apt
to charge too little for their labor, and nothing at
all for their opinion. Physicians are something
more than mechanics, and shonld charge for their
opinion even more than for their time and muscle.
The observance of these rules will never drive awa;
patients who are worth keeping. By charging hig
charges and carefully graduating them ‘when neces-
sary, we shall sccure the respect of thoue (of whom
there are many, especially in our larger cities) who
take pride in paying dearl{ for everything they get,
and shall retain a:l—both poor and rich—whose
patronage can be of permanent service. To raise
the standard of prices is a duty that we owe not
alone to ourselves but to the profession af large.

4. Be prompt cad active in rendering and collect-
ing your hills, ,

If medical advice and services are worth being
paid for at all, they should be paid for promptly.
Our patients should bo impressed with the idea that
our profession is to support us, and that their bills
must pay our expenses. If we wish tc retain our
patienis permanently we should insist on prompt
payment; if we wish to make them ashamed to
on us, and to drive them to other physicians, Wo
have only to allow them to neglect our bills, oTe
need be no delicacy in this matter of collecting,
whether done in person or by proxy. .4 proper
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int"]gpcndence'of manner is the surest way to in- ! We call the attention of Physiciane to the adver-

dependence of fortune.
o those who live in large cities, and who desire
to make themsclves anthorities in medical science,
‘we sry give special attention to some department
that ia congenial to your tastes, and make yourself .
& nocessity to the profession in that department.
This is best accomplished by cultivating scholarly :
and tical thoroughness, and by - mmnunicating '
the results of our investigations through the medical |
journzls, at the meetings of societies; and by per- |
sonal influence. i
"In our dress, manners, equipage, and in the |
location of our oflice, we shounld conform to the ap- |
proved customs of the class among whom we desire |
to practice. Cur furniture and apparel should ot !
least not repel, even though they do not positively :
attract. Goethe says that we ought to conform to !
‘the world in trivial matters in order that we may !
more successfully oppose it in subjects of wvital ;
import. Thiashould be the rule for physicians. !
As a general rule the majority of our patienta
will be like ourselves. The attraction of character
is as natural and as irresistible as that of gravity,
"and like doctor like patient, is probably as true as
“liks priest like people.” Cultivated, scholariy,
high-minded physicians will have enltivated, schalar-
1y, high-minded patients, who will gravitate to them ;
by the law of unconscious afiinity.
Those who attempt to build up a practice on a |
higher plane of culture and character than that to |
which they belong, and for which they hiave affinity,
will usmally fail. %]xpensive dress, elegant furniture,
and showy turn-outs will not permanently com
pensate for the lack of character. Those who ex-
pect to jump into a permanently lucrative practice
gy the aid of mere externals will usually be disap-
. pointed. They nay ‘‘grow into it,” as the ex-
pression is, but their growth will be like that of
trees, slow, silent, and almost imperceptible.

cons. If ill success had followed this procedure,
involving the section of fasciee and muscles in every
direction, the longitudinal incisivns will be fourd
not only harnnless, but serving an important indi-
cation—that of relieving tense tissues, and giving
free exit to primary and subsequent extravasation.
They were not proposed with the view of facilitating
the extraction of the bullet or other foreign mate-
rial, but mainly for the purpose of obviating the
direful effects which tension of the fascie and con-
fined blood and serum are inducing.”

Every practitioner should obtain and read this
work carefully, as the conservative measuros which
are advocated require still further elucidation and

tioners giving the result of their practice in this

Rupture of the Womb~—Recovery,

was called May 27, 1868, about 9 A. M., to attend
Mrs. Hinckle, a farmer’s wife living one mile dintant,
in her cightl confinoment, st full term. Al} her
previous labors, except the last, were severe, The
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lady of Gerruan birth, 40 years old ; has given birth
twice to twins, and has now five children living.
Upon examination, the Doctor found the os uteri
about an inch dilated, and the head presenting.
The lignor amnii had escaped aboui three hours
grevious.ly.

SUB-NITRATE OF BISMUTH, IF UTERINE -
DISEASES.

of the vaginal portions of the uterne ; and yet it is

On examination 1found the
worst cuse of ulceration that I ever saw in private
practice ; accowpunied by a profuse leucorrhe:al
discharge of a greenish-yeilow pus, mixed with al-
buminous mucus fromm the cervical canal ; thera
was mreat constitttional disturbance, dysuria and.
rectal tenesmus ; it vequired only four applications
to cure the ulceration and leucorrbeez, and on opivm.
suppository in the rectuim, cured the dysuria, tenes-
mus and constitutional disturbance,

A case of threatencd misearriage at four months,
with hemorrhage from the vagina, was examined
with the speculum, sud revealed an ulcerated os
with albuminous muecus, issuing from the lips and
bieeding at the slightest touch ; a few applications

i of bismuth quite cwred the leucorrhwes and ulcer-

ation, and quicted all apprehension as to a mis-
carringe, by removing the evident cause of ths he-
morrhage. T might instance more cascs, but these
will serve to show how useful the remedy really is,
and it cannot require much argument to prove its
superivrity over caustics and irritating astringents.

2d been driving a young horse attached to a wagon,
having an infant in her arms. The horse became
unmanageable, ran; the patient was thrown from the
wagon, in one of the hind wheels of which her right
leg became entangled, and was seen to make three
or four revolutions with it before the horse was dis-
engnged, when the patient wsa found to be disabled
agg was carried to a farm house near by. The in-
fent, that she had all the timo held in her amms,
wos ed.

On examination the limb was found shorteued 4}
inches.

The lower articulating surface of the femur counld
be felt rnong the muscles of the calf of the leg.
Pargo space could be felu above the heads of the
tibia and fibula, which were resting upon the front
of the femur, in which space the patella wos dis-
covered lying loosely with its lower cdge to the
front.

Treatment, —After the clothing of the patient was
changed she was leid upon a bed. A strong sheet
weas folded corner-wise and passed between the
. limbs resting on the perinseum, and secured 10 the
right head-post of the bed (standing at the foot and
facing the head). The foot and ankle were band-

. A strong towel was applicd over the instep
and heel, and secured under the foot, to which was
sitached a clothes-line, doubled several times
around the opposite foot post of the bed. A piece
of hoe-handle, about two fest long, was passed be-
tween the several lsups of the clothes-line. All
being ready, an assistant was directed to turn the
hoe-handle ns one would turn an augur, thus

iing extension after the manmer in which a
woodsaw ia tightened by twisting the lines. While
Dr. Burton ao managed the extending apparatus as
to prevent any twisting of the limb, the other sur-
geon manipulated the limb, and reduction was
effected perfectly, without difficulty, in a very short
space of time: within five minutes.
© Aftertreatment,—Patient was directed to remain
in bed with the limb supported in a nearly extended
position, and kept perfectly at rest, with fomenta-
tions of weter, ns warln as the patient could com-
fortably bear, constantly applied to the injured
knes. Dict: light, easily digestible food. Patient
left in charge of Dr. Burton.

March 92nd, 1862, I saw Mrs. Hayward at her
home in Orange, Vt., and learned from her that
about three weeks from the time the dislocation
was reduced, she was removed to her home,

swelling of the knce remained. She had been
doing the house work for the family without assist-

 June 8, 1863, suw Mrs, H. again. No disability
remains, and the recovery seems perfect.

Amputation of Thigh—Separaiion of Bone through
i the Epiphysis.—Dr. GEORGE BUUHANAY. A.olg.,
| Surgeon and Lecturer on Clinical Surgery, Glas-
| gow TRoyal Infirmary, relates (Glasgow JAledical
| Journal, April, 1868), the following case :
! A boy, aged 10 years, whose leg was crushed by
» machinery up to the knee. Amputation by along
! interior flap, through the condyles. One of the .
Fmost perfect stumps I ever saw.  The arteries were
ligatured, and the wound healed with great rapidity.
I desire to draw attention to $he mode of sever-
ing the bone. After I had cut through the soft
parts, I drew the knife round the bone, to divide
the periosteum where I intended to apply the saw,
when I found tlat it passed into the soft cartilage
separating the inferior epiphysis from the shaft. [
laid aside the knife, and, by using gentle fures, -
easily broke off the epiphysis, leaving the shaft
with a rounded end, in which neither cancelli nor
medullary cavity were exposed. This method of
dividing the femur is so casy, and its result so per-
fect, that I would recommend its adoption in
amputating at the lower part of the thigh in young
patients.

Dr. C. M. Crarkg, of Chicago (Chicago Medical
Journal, March 15th, 1868), trephined a man on
account of paraplegia following a slight gunshot
depression of the fronto-parietal region of the skull.
The paralysis began four months and a balf after
the reception of the injury, and had continued up
to the date of the operativn, three years later. At
the expiration of five weeks, when the patient
returned to his home, the relief was complete.

Effect of Sewing Muachines on Menstruation.—Dr, -
Chamberlain asked the experience of the members
en the effects of the use of sewing machines on
menstruation, and on the conditiun of the uterus -
and ovarics. He had recently heen treating a
patient who had enlargement and prolapse of tho
right ovary, attended by general debility, which
was evidently canged by operating on a sewing
machine.

Iz, Perry had known two or three cases of severe -
uterine disvase, in one of which death occured, that
were due to the use of a sewing machine.

Dr. Peaslee hiad a patient who had been an oper-
ator on a sewing machine, and was afterwerds fore-
woman of an establisment in which fifty girls and
women operated on machines. Most of the girls
suffered from dysmenorrhoea and leucorrhosa, The
derangement of the menstrual function was so great
that they were generally obliged to absent them:
selves from work during the catamenial flow, It
had recentiy been observed also, that the motion
of the limbs in working the machines occasions &
sexuii excitement.

Hyroperstic INJecTION OF REMEDIES,—Dr.
Anstie (Tie Practitioner, July, 1868) claims the
following advantages for the hypodermic over
the gastric administration of drugs: 1.

nutrition is the great necessity and the great diffi-

_culty in those diseaszes, and the avoidance of any

treatment tending to interfere with digestion of

simple food is a cardinal duty.

As to the question of danger of this method, he
suys, that there is abeolutely none if the injector will
remember two cautions—first, that the physiological
sctivity of nearly every substance which can be thus
used is three if not four tinmes greater when it is given
by the skin than when it is swallowed; and secondly,
that the liquid injected must not be either markedly
acid nor markedly alkaline, nor in any way obviously
irritant to fissue.

korphia, Dr. Anstie ssys, should be used in the
form of the acetate, dissolved with a minimum of
acetic acid in hot distilled water five grains to the
drachm. One minim of this will represent one-
twelfth of a grain, a very useful minimum doze in
cases of slight neuralgic pain. Two minims (% grain)
is the best commencing dose for relief of severe
pain, and as a hypnotic in states of nervous irrita-
bility. Three minims (or } grain) is an wnsafe dose
to commence with; dangerous and even fatal results :
have been known to follow its use.

The salt used in this manner is at least three
times as powerful for every therapeutic purpose as
when swallowed, and the majority of the unpleasant
symptoms which opiates, when given by the mouth
" -ean produce, are entirely absent when administered
hypodermically. The fact seems to be, that in the
gastric digestion of morphia much of the salt he-
comes decomposed, and its specific effect on the
blood is lost: but during the digestive processit acts
depressingly upon the gastric nerves, and pro tunto
disorders the functions of the stomach.

Atropia is an extremely valuable hypodermic
. agent for the relief of local pain and spasm. It
shouid be employed in the form of solution of the
sulphate; four minims containing 1-60 grain; two
minims will he the proper commencing dose in
adults, unless the pain to be relieved is very severe.
It should be cautiously inereased to 1-60 or 1-50
grain; more can seldom be needed, and poisonous
effects may be produced if pushed to higher doses.
Atropia is incomparably the best of all medicinal
remedies for every kind of pain in the pelvie viscera,
Nothing can approach it in this respect.

Strychnia, Dr. Anstic has found to be a most
valuable remedy in gastralgia. It should be ad-
ministered ‘in solution, twe grains to the ounce of |
distilled water, and the proper commencing doses -
16 two minims (1-120 grain).

Ox Croranr’s AmpuTaTion. By W, F. McNvurr,
M.D.,, M.R.C.8.E,, L.R.C.P.E.,, &c.—As a rule,
the history of a case after Chopart’s amputation is
akout as follows: A tilting downwards of the stump;
a tedious, puinful process of ulceration of the cica-

. trix; perhaps division of the tendo-achillis (which
produces no good whatever); and, after months of

suffering and impairment of constitution, the patient

is obliged to snbmit to Syme’s or Pirogofi’s opare~
tion, or possibly to amputation above the ankle,
when the patient generally aoon recovers his health
and with an artificial foot the limb s restored to
almost its mormal fanctions. Every surgecn who
has had any experience with Cigg‘an’l operation——
with the chances of having a tedious, painful pro-
cess of ulceration of the stump—perhaps the divigion
of the tendo-achillis-—probably re-amputation when

. tho constitution is in a condition anything but fa-

vorable to a good result—must feel that his patiant
runs a greater risk to life than though he hed been
subjected to Syme’s ur Pirogoff’s operation, or am-
putation sbove the anlle. As to the comparstive
usefulness of the liml. after the respective opera-
tione, either with or without an artificial foot, I am
guite willing to submit the questior to the unfortu~
nate individunls who have been subjected to the
different amputations, to the very high authority of
Drs. B. F. Palmerand E, D. Hudson, our celebrated
patent limb mar.ufacturers, and to the surgeons who
have followed the history of the cases after the
clifferent operations.

In a lztter that I received from my venerabls snd
respected friend, Prof. Willard Parker, dated New
York, June 23, 1868, in reply to a letter that I had
written to him on the subject, he says: “‘In my
opinion Chopart’s operation should be abandoned.
1 have ncver seen a good and useful stump the
result.” He also states that he has never seen any
¢ abiding good result from the division of the ten-
do-achillis.” He says: ‘““Hey’s operation is both
practical and useful; but instead of Chopart’s, I
sliould always recommmend Syme's amputation.”

Having stated that Chopart’s amputation should
be abandoned, and having cited authorities to sub-
stantiate the statement, we will next proceed to
show that, considering the foot as a piece of me-
chanism, Chopart’s operation must naturally fail,
according to the laws which govern the mechanical
construction of the foot.

Take the foot as forming an arch. The os calcis
is one base, the cuneiform and cuboid bones form
the other, and the astragalus is the key, upon which
cuomes the weight of the boedy. The tarsal liga-
ments prevent the arch from spreading, when the
weight is upun the key. Perform Hey’s amputa-
tion on the foot—viz., remove the metatarsal
bones—and the anterior base of the arck is not dis--
turbed; eonsequently, Hey’s amputation is both &
practical and successful one.  But when Chopart’s
amputation is performed, the anterior base of the
arc}l is removed, so that when the weight comes.
upon the key, the stump must necessarily tilt for-
wards and downwards, which brings the cieatriz in
contact with the ground. At the same time the
heel is tilted np—not drawn up by the contraction
of the gastrocnemins muscle, as is stated in the
books.  Hence the reason why the division of the
tendo-achillis in no way prevents the tilting up of
the heel.

Again: take the foot as a lever. The gestroctie--
mius is the power, applied to the os caleis, or pos-
terior end of the lever; the ground undar the
anterior extremity of the lever, ur foot, is the
fulcrum; while the body, the weight to be raised,
comes upon the line between the fulcrum and power,
making a lever of the second order. Now remove
all that part of the lever anterior to the weight, as
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is done in Chopart’s amputation, and the fulcrum is
directly under the weight. The lever is destroyed,
and no amount of power applied to the os caleis
will suffice to raise the weight. The foot no longer
being a lever, it would be better to have the leg a
Little shorter than the other. Bui in the case of
Chopart’s amputation, it is actually longer, on ac-
gount of the tilting forward and downward of the
stamp, and serves to increase the inconvenicnces of

the operation. We sincerely kope that surgeons |

will realise the inferiority of this amputation, in
comparison with the other amputations of the foot
and that it will soon be abanduned.—Cal. Med.
Gazctic.

Lociz ETHERIZATION FOR REPUCING STRANGU-
LaT=D HERWia.—Among the applications of local
anzesthesia is that of reducing strangulated heruis.
Bouchardat in his Annual Abstract of Therapeutics
for 1867, quotes from the British Medical Journal,
the following case:

port, had suffered for 36 hours with & strangulation |

produced by a vivlent efort.  The tumor was pain-
ful, and there were continuous cructations with
vomiting.

Barclay, in turn, renewed these efiurts, but without
success, although opiurm and calownel had been ad-
ministered.”

Before operating, Mr. Barclay suggested the use
of Richardson’s ether-spray instrument.

He directed the jet on the tumor, and at the
expirationof forty seconds the skin became blanched,
-when the instrunent was suspended. Gpon reap-
plying the taxis the herninwas immediately reduced
e if by magic.

TBE.\T.\m.\'xj or INTRy-UTsRINE Povyer-— Dr.
George H. Kidd observes thit we are indehted to

Sir James Simpson’s applicatios of sponge-tents for :
the dilatation of the utcrus for being able to detect

or treat intra-uterine polypi; but sponge-tents, it is
shown, are liable to many objections. Theyv be-
come very fetid when they have been a few hours
in the uterus; they require prolonged and repeated
applications before they open up the canal of the
cervix to allow of acowplete exploration of the
vterus; and they dilate the os externum to an un-
necessary degrec before they acton the os internum;
‘and their use may give rise to 80 much irritation as
to be attended with fatal consequences. Imstead
‘of sponge, Dr. Kidd recommends the use of sca-
tangle, with pieces of which, su fliciently loeng to
¢raverse the whole cavity of the uterus, and about
the size of a No. 5 or 6 bougis, he fills the canal of
the cervix as completely as it can be done without
using force or causing pain. If the os should be
shnormally small, it might be nocessary to intro-
duce a single tent for a few hours, as a preparation
for more full dilatation; but in general the parts
‘are 80 relaxed by the hemorrhage from tke polypi,
‘that five or six or more pieces can be introduced at
the first attempt; and this is found sufficient to per-
mit of 8 full exploration of the uterus, and the
removal of any polypi found in it. For extracting
‘the polypi, the use of a single wire écraseur is found
dhe most certain and simple method. The tumor

| is seized in a volsellum, guided to it by the finger
{ ont the uterus; and then the loap of the feraseusis

cuided to it by tke volsellum, and adapted round

its neck by the finger, when tightening the serew

divides the attachment of the tumour, allowmg it
i to be extracted along with the volsellum by which

operations; three heing removed in ihe first opera-
tion, in September, I18G7: nive in the second, in
I\Iarﬁh, 1863 cleven in the third, iu M:Ly: and six
in the following July, when the interior of the
ateris was freely painted over with strong niine
acid, with the hopes of preventing their further
growth: and, for so far, with good eflect.  The tu-
mors were found, on microscopal examinativn, to
be simply fibrous, diffcrent in this respect from the
reenrrent fibroid tumors deseribed by West and
others; and Dr. Kidd stated that he believed the ease
tu be unigue in the annals of medicine.—Procecd-
inas of Brit, Med. ss., in Brit.

He had also treated
another patient from Brooklyn, who was relieved
of a continuons neuralgda of the left foot, on curing
an affeetion of the wowb,

Dr. Chamberlain recited a similar case.

Dr. Noeggerath had known a vasculur polypus at
the orifice of the urethra to cause pein in the ball
of the foot, and sometimnes in the instep.

Dr. Jacobi related the case of a lady, who always
had neuralgia when pregnant, and could, diagnosti-
cate her condition from this circumstance. The
seat of the pain was a neuromatous swelling of the
cutaneousnerve, on the anterior aspect of the thigh,
near the point where tho artery, vein and nerve
emerge from beneath the tartorius muscle.

Topipz or Leap 1N Eczema.—Iodide of lead is a
remedy of great value in eczema. It should be
applied in the form of an ointment, 12 grains to
the ounce, with 1 ounce of glycerine, and 40 min-
ims of chloroform, to relieve the itching. Aunocther
formula is the following :—Iodide of lead, 20 grains;
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“zimple ointment, 7 drachams; glycerine, 1 dram.
The ointment of lead of the present pharmacopeia
is too-sivong for cases of chronic eczewa or psoris-
sis, it coniains G2 grains to the ounce; whereas,
from one-ifthk to one-fourth of that quantity is
sufficient, and more useful than the pharmacopwial
strenerth. The use of constitutional treatment must
be cownbined with this.—{Di. W. . Belehoir}—
Betrospect.

for their bite, which hezold. o yprove the asseried
fact, he was in the habit of allowing himsclf to be
bitten, wnd then applying his remedy, without evil
consequences,  Mr, Drumnimond declared the snakes
were harmless, that the whole business was an im-
pusture, and insisting on heing bitten hin
prove his assertion. Although the showman was
very averse to the experiment, 3Mr. Drummond vas
Litten above the wrist. The usual symptowms of
snake-poisoning came on, and notwithstanding the
rewedy, he died the next day.

The important medical or physiological feature in
this case 1s the undcniable fact that the showman
was in the habit of exposing himself to the bites of
the samoe snakes without suftering to any perceptible
estent; in other words, that he was proof against
the animal poison of the snake,

I believe this fact corroborates an opinion which

have long held, that there are many animal poi-
Bong, besides the pathological cnes of smallpex,

- measles, etc., which have the power of so modifying

the animal economy, if it does not suceumb to their
influence, as to render it subsequently all but proof .
against them. Tlis fact I may ilnstrate by the
mosquito, whe attacks I witness every autnmn
on the Genoesc Iliviera. Most newccmers, fresh
from porthern countries, are terribly punished on-
their arrival in the south of Europe, asalsoin all -
warm climites; ond when these same porsons re--
turn to the South a second or third winter, they -
are stili bithen, bt the poiscn produces scarce any

. pain or swelling, as is the case with the natives of

' the district.

In tionieal cliates it is gencrally
comzidercd, I believe, that the skin gradually be-
comes less freely supriied with blood, under the
indinencz of continued heaz, and less Hable to.
inflawae vnder the intlustce of the poison. Butin
my opindon the redd cause of this comparative im-
munily is that the enlive cconerey has been inocu-
ted with the poisen, and is henecforth less lable

The chloride of zine scems
to form o coagmlum over the wound, and this is in-
copable of decomyposition, and fluids in the wound
are thus kept free from taind,  Afler some remarks
respecting che causzes of pulrefactive decomposition,
he mendioned several eases in which abscess was
treated with {le chloride under the most unfavor-
able civeumstances. Their eure had been as rapid
as could be the case in abscess of the same extent
in the most healthy persons, placed under the most-
favorable conditions.  The cnsesrelated were chosen
sineply because they all hnppened to be in the
hospital at the same time.—Mcdical Record.

To REuEVE Paix 1y Oppy CaXcErR.—In the -

Character of the Wounds inflicted by the Chassepot
Rifle—We find it stated in one of our foreign ex-
changes, that although with this arm a multitude
of missiles can be scatiered over the field in a few
minutes, and therefore a great number of men ren-
dered hors de combat, yet, by reason of the small
asize of the projectile, the number of fatal injuries
is very small in proportion to the total number of
wounded.

It has been ascertained on many battle-fields that
the Chassepot bullet rarely shatters a bone, but, in
a large majority of cases, passes around it.

Entozoa in Carbuncle—The Paris correspondent
i of the Leavciwnrth Medicul Herald for May, 18G8,
{ contains the following interesting item :—‘‘ Dr.
! Davaine, in & paper on Carbuncle, states that the
blood of an aninal that had died from this disorder,
was found te be filled with microscopic filiforn: ani-
maleules, belonging to the wibre or becterium kind.
This is not the tirst time such a fact has been ascer-
tained ; but the question is, whether the animal-
cules are the cause, or only the effect of the malady.
or, azain, whether their presence is a mere accident.
From a series of experiments made in order to
throw some light on the subject, Dr. Davaine con-
cludes : 1. That the animaleules in question are
constantly found in the bloodl of animals attacked
with carbuncles. 2. These animmlcules appear in
the spleen, the liver and blood before the symptoms
of the discase make their appearance ; and, 3. The
blood of infected subjects ceases to be contagious as
soon as the animaleules have disappeared.”

Fractures of the Eldow-joint.—Dr. Henry J.
Bigelow, of Boston, Mass. (Boston Med. and Surg.
Jorrnal), holds that in simple fractures of the elbow,
except of the vlecranon, passire motion, as laid down
in works, is radically wrong and unnecessary; it
occasions excessive pain during the operation, and
begets active intlamnintion, besides injuring seve~ely
the part under repair, which nature in her own
good time will restore better without than with it.

The Diagnosis of Rectal Diserses.~Prof. Horatio
R. Storer, of Boston, in an article publisheq in the
second number of the American Journal of Obstet-
rics, on ‘‘The Rectum in its relations to Uterine
Disense,” gives some useful hints on the diagnosis
of rectal diseases in women.

Of late years he has thrcwn aside every form of
anal speculum, save in the treatment of diseases,’
and depends not onl{ upon the digital examination,
but upon eversion through the anal orifice by pres-
sure within the vagina.
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On sccount of the aversion to rectal examinations
by ladies, instead of examining the rectum in the
first -place, as he passes his finger along the recto-

inal septum in making the vaginal touch, as he
formerly was : ccustomed to do, the following method
iz subs_..2*ud for it: The recto-vaginal wall is ex-
amined in the descent of the finger from the formiz
vaginee, and before withdrawing it fully, the opera-
tion of eversion is performed; the act being accom-
plished before the patient has time to object. This
-of the examination being over, ske is far more
ready to allow the finger to be passed through the
anus from without. The finger should be besmeared
with some unguent, and he uses for this purpose a
wenak solution of carbolic acid in glycerine, and the
operator can scent it with bergamot, &c.

When the exaumination is productive of great
suffering, ether, in preference to chloroform, should
be employed as an anwmsthetic; the nausea, vomiting,
&c., can be prevented by the use of bromide of

tassium. Anmsthetic destroys the patient’s feel-
ings of disgust, and relaxes muscular contractions.
